refuse to see them—and the employees
waited for several hours. Later on
when the empl]oyees protested, they
were taken to task and, as far as I
know, some sort of disciplinary
action was taken against them. I
want to know, first from my friend
whether he is aware of any such in-
cident and, if not, whether he will
himself enquire into that incident in
the capacity of a Minister of Govern-
ment, or the Government.

Surr M. C. SHAH: So far as the
Finance Ministry is concerned, I am
not aware of any such incident.

SHrr S. N. MAZUMDAR: I find to-
day that the Deputy Finance Minister
is looking at it from the simple point
of view of the Finance Ministry but
on a previous occasion he was trying
to say that there was perfect co-
ordination in the Government.
