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Listing of Education in Eighth Schedule

*364. SHRI THANGA TAMIL SELVAN: Will the Minister of HUMAN
RESOURCE DEVELOPMENT be pleased to state: .

(a) whether it is a fact that many States have been demanding
shifting of ‘Education’ from the Concurrent List to the State List,

(b) if so, Government's reaction thereto;

(c) whether Government recognise the diverse socio-cultural ethos
of this country according to which the school curriculum has to be
shaped; and

(d) whether Government would bring a constitutional amendment
to shift 'Education’ to the State List?

THE MINISTER OF HUMAN RESQURCE DEVELOPMENT
(SHRI ARJUN SINGH): (a) to (d) A Statement is laid on the Table of
the House.

Statement

(a) and (b) No demand has been received from the States for
shifting of 'Education’ from the Concurrent List to the State List.

(c) Government do recognize the diverse social cultural ethos of
the country. Keeping this in view, the draft National Curriculum
Framework for School Education (NCFSE), 2005 prepared by the
National Council of Educational Research and Training (NCERT) which
is yet to be finally considered by the Central Advisory Board of Education
(CABE) reflects these concems. Its common core will include the history
of India's freediom movement, the constitutional obligations and other
content essential to nurture national identity which will cut across subject
areas and will be designed to promote values such as india's common
cultural heritage, egalitarianism democracy and secularism, equality of
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the sexes, protection of the environment, removal of sccial barriers,
observance fo the small family norm and inculcation of the scientific
temper. The NCFSE is advirosy in nature and is not binding on the
States who can make appropriate modifications in their curricula to
suite local requirements.

(d) In view of the replies to parts (a) and (b) above, there is no
proposal to bring a Constitutional Amendment to shift "Education” to
the State list.

SHRI THANGA TAMIL SELVAN: Thank you, Mr. Chairman, Sir.
The reply of the hon. Minister to parts (a) and (b) of the question does
not represent the factual position. Tamil Nadu has all along been
demanding shifting of education back to the State List. Even recently
on 16th August, 2005, the hon. Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu has
demanded once again the restoration of education to the State List
through a statement. The hon. Chief Minister has opined that this alone
will empower the State Govemment to end the anomalous situation
created by the recent Supreme Court judgement. In view of the gravity
of the situation, will the Government reconsider the issue of restoring
education to the State List?

SHRI ARJUN SINGH: Sir, no demand has been received, as
mentioned in the statement, from the State for shifting of education
from the Concurrent List to the State List as such. As the hon. Member
is referring to, maybe, some special thing, which might have been
taken up in Tamil Nadu, we have no idea about it.

SHRI THANGA TAMIL SELVAN: Sir, my second supplemeritary
is this. By shifting education from the State List to the Concurrent List
the Centre has been passing legisiation on subjects related to the States
representing the cultural ethos specific to States. The constitution of
All India Teachers Education Council is the recent example. Will the
hon. Minister assure that until the restoration of education to the State
List, there will be no further legislaticn that usurps the powers of the
State without unanimity and consensus?

SHRI ARJUN SINGH: Sir, these are matters of specific cases. |
will not be able to make a general reply on this. But | think the listing
of education in Seventh Schedule has been well established now and
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all the States are functioning under this arrangement. If there is any
specific issue that they want to be raised. certainly, | will try to look
into.

SHRI SHANTARAM LAXMAN NAIK: Sir, there is a school of
thought which considers that defence education has as equal
importance as external affairs. Secondly, if we consider education as
the best medium of alleviating poverty in the country, have you ever
given any thought, or, whether any demand has come from any sector
to shift education from Concurrent List to Union List.

A SHRI ARJUN SINGH: Sir, to achieve the objectives which the
hon. Member has fisted, | do not think it is needed to shift the education
from Seventh Schedule to the State List. The Concurrent List is serving

the purpose.
SHRI SHANTARAM LAXMAN NAIK: | was referring to the Union

(c) of your answer. In my reply you have stated that the national
framework for curriculum for school education, inter-alia is designed
to promote the national identity through common cultural heritage and
ether things are mentioned.
