SHRI ASHWANI KUMAR (Punjab): Sir, I rise to take part in a debate whose 

genesis we trace back to a colossal national tragedy that struck this country on 31 st 

October, 1984. Sir, a serving Prime Minister, mother 
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of the nation and leader of millions of Indians, fell victim to the assassins' 
bullets. What followed was indeed a national tragedy of the greatest 
magnitude. It would remain for long a wound that struck at the core of our 
national conscience. It is in that context, Sir, that we discuss this Report, the 9th 
in a series of reports that sought to heal the wounds of the nation and bring to 
justice those guilty of the crimes against humanity. It would, therefore, be my 
endeavour not to make this debate into a partisan debate but to draw attention of this 
august House and, through this august House, of the nation, to the facts that we 
must consider and to the challenges that we face in the future. 

Sir, 31st October, 1984 was akin to that moment in history when as 
someone said, centres cease to hold and nations are called upon to find their feet, 
their space, and to reassert their ethos and their conscience. A violent mob in 
Delhi and in some other parts of the country reacted in the manner that it did. 
Totally indefensible! No one in his right mind can directly or indirectly defend the 
gruesome-acts that followed the assassination of late Shrimati Indira Gandhi. 
We then, Sir, sought about devising mechanisms to heal the wounds and to 
apply balm to those who were affected and to ensure that such incidents 
would not recur. And in that series. Sir, the Nanavati Report came up with 
certain recommendations. The substance of the Report on the political side 
decisively and unambiguously exonerates the top leadership of the Congress Party 
which for 21 long years has been victim of an insidious and an orchestrated 
campaign of calumny and viciousness. That lie stands nailed. The 
Commission did point a finger at a few individuals, and made ten 
recommendations in all. Nine recommendations, Sir, were accepted in toto, as 
indicated in the ATR. There was a difference of opinion with respect to action 
against one individual. That also, Sir, has since been accepted and the 
resignation of the Minister must finally put a lid on that aspect as well. After the 
Prime Minister's statement in the Lok Sabha yesterday. Sir, this nation cannot 
be in doubt as to the resolve of the Government; as to the commitment of the 
Congress Party to effectuate full and complete reparation in the form of 
restitution, compensation, rehabilitation, and succour to all those who were 
affected. The Prime Minister and the Home Minister have in their respective 
statements assured the nation, through their address in the Lok Sabha that all 
possible steps required to be taken to correct the aberrations in the delivery 
system of justice and to ensure full and total responsiveness of administration, 
if such events were to recur should leave none in doubt as to the commitment 
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and resolve of this Government and of the Congress Party. But, Sir, there is a 

much wider element in this debate. I have heard, as I always do, with great 

attention what Raj Nath Singhji had to say. I was disappointed, Sir. I had 

thought that this debate would not be used to score political points. The tragedy 

was too great, the agony is indescribable in words and it would need a lot of 

wisdom, sagacity, generosity and commitment to ensure that such aberrations 

do not wound the conscience of the nation yet again. But, what do we find, Sir? 

In stark defiance of the conclusions of the Report, which has nailed the lie 

against the Congress Party, it was again asserted that the Congress was 

responsible for the carnage. Here is a party which asked one of its Ministers to 

go, even though we are convinced that in law there is no case of culpability 

against him, and yet this Party and the Government is being called to account by 

those whose hands are sullied in the blood of thousands of people in Gujarat. Sir, I 

can understand a political party seeking to make a political point. But these are 

issues of political morality; these are issues that confront the ethos of a nation; 

all that the nation stands for and the values of the Republic. I should have 

thought that the level of debate would be raised so that in our collective wisdom 

we can give a direction to the people and take direction from the felt sensitivities 

of the people. 

Sir, I would like to congratulate the Prime Minister and the Government for 

being responsive to the felt perceptions and sensitivities of the people. The Prime 

Minister said in so many words that the sentiments of the people of India 

would be respected. Ultimately, Sir, it is perception that promotes reality to 

meaning and in that vein and in that spirit, we have abided by the sentiments of 

this House and the sentiments of the people of India. We are not obvious of the 

fact that the wounds of 1984 still fester in the hearts of people. I come from 

Punjab, Sir, and I know what 1984 riots meant and what the assassination of 

Shrimati Indira Gandhi meant to the multitude of the people of India. I implore, 

particularly my esteemed friends of the Akali Dal not to discuss this grave and 

critical issue in" an idiom that would incite passions. It has taken a lot of 

blood and many years of turmoil to get our country back on its feet. In 

seeking to score political points, let us not derail the process of reconciliation, 

that is now finding firm ground in the conscience of this nation. Sir, this 

debate is important, it is important because, in my belief, it would cement the 
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foundations of democracy. I am gratified and grateful to you, Mr. Chairman, Sir, for 

having permitted this debate, because through this debate, we ought to focus 

on the injustices and the tragedies that struck our nation only to ensure that such 

tragedies do not recur and in that spirit, Sir, I rise only to make a point that man's 

inclination for injustice makes democracy necessary. And man's capacity for 

justice makes democracy possible. And, therefore, Sir, in exercising our 

democratic rights today in this House of expressing ourselves, the purpose 

should not be to fix liability where none can be fixed and which, in fact, has 

been denied by the successive Commissions, but to tell the nation that the 

entire political spectrum in this country speaks in one voice to ensure that these 

instances would not recur. That, Sir, should be the focus of this debate, and it is 

in that spirit, on behalf of my party that I rise to take part in this debate. 

Sir, justice is the final measure of power. I make bold to state that we need to 

ensure that justice is not only done, but is seen to be done. And in that context 

the Prime Minister has stated that every single suggestion and recommendation 

made by Justice Nanavati towards securing of justice to those who are aggrieved 

shall be taken. 

I would only like to conclude by adding that we, in this country are not 
committed to rough, ready and roughshod justice. We have a Constitution, we have 
an established procedure of law through which culpability and guilt is to be 
fixed. In our anxiety to demonstrate our resolve to bring ability to justice, let 
nothing be done that is outside the ambit of law, that does not measure up to the 
Constitutional requirements so that nation should not accuse us compromising 
one value of the Republic in order to subserve the other. We are capable of; it is 
within our genius, Sir, to reconcile the two imperatives to ensure justice 
according to law: That is the burden of my intervention, and that is what I 
recommend to this august House. Thank you very much. 

SHRI NILOTPAL BASU (West Bengal): Thank you, Mr. Chairman, Sir, for 

giving me this opportunity. I think, the issue that we are discussing today 

under rule 170 of the Rules of Procedure, has a changed context after the 

debate that took place in the other House. I think, it is also apparent in the 

submissions of the two hon. Members who have spoken now, that the sting is 

gone. Therefore, I think, we need to premise this debate on a different footing 

altogether. It is precisely because of this 
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feeling, I think, the discussion under rule 170 is singularly inappropriate to have 

the debate in the manner that we should. I think, the basic issue here is now can we 

use this opportunity to device more inclusiveness, by all sections of the House, 

a response or preparedness of the Indian society which essentially has a 

composite or plural culture, how you prepare the Indian society so that we can 

avoid the monumental human tragedy that really overtook the nation in those 

fateful days of 1P84.1 think that should have been the particular context of the 

debate here in Rajya Sabha today. Therefore, Sir, with all due regards to our 

friends of the Opposition, I think, Rule 170 is singularly an inappropriate 

mechanism to do that because this is not a time for acrimony. I think there are 

issue on which all of us have to look at ourselves, introspect and try and see 

how we can avoid that eventuality. I say this, Sir, with a great sense of regret 

and great emotion because, Sir, I think, collectively all of us have displayed 

the singular failure of the Indian nation to deal with the gory incidents of 1984 in 

the sense that 21 years on and after having nine Commissions, we have failed in 

delivering justice. Sir, the maturity of our democracy perhaps lies more in the 

fact that if something untoward happens to the nation, how that can be dealt 

with in a mature manner and to create that ground and to prepare the nation for 

such eventualities where recurrence of such events do not take place. I think 

delivery of justice, a sense of fairness collectively by the nation is the major 

strength that a mature democracy has to display. I think, therefore, while we analyse 

what is there in the Nanavati Commission Report, what are the omissions and 

commissions of the Government, more than that perhaps concentrating on how 

not to repeat such mistakes is very important because there is a great saying that 

those who tend to forget history are condemned to repeat it. I think that 

approach in this debate would be much more contemporary and much more 

relevant. Therefore, Sir, I again reiterate my point that Rule 170 is not the 

appropriate mechanism to discuss this subject today after what we had in the 

other House. Sir, I would like to say that what is the issue that we have to 

discuss. Sir, you know, how this Commission was formed. Unfortunately, we did 

not have the advantage of your great position in the Chair at the point of time. 

The then hon. Chairman, Krishan Kantji used to sit in that Chair. I think many 

of us here were present on that fateful day Which triggered the process, which 

led to the formation of the Nanavati Commission. I think from that very day, at 

least, it was clear to me that it was not intended to really deliver justice to those 

people who have been 
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victims and the circumstances made it apparent that the Nanavati 

Commission was not intended to bring to book the guilty or to deliver justice 

to those who are still knocking at the doors of law of justice. Therefore, we are 

not really surprised with what the Nanavati Commission has produced because it 

was not intended to produce that background on the basis of which successful 

prosecution can take place. That is very apparent. I think we were well into the 

Zero Hour, the Chair had already ordered the laying of the papers, in those 

circumstances, I have never seen a Government act like that. Therefore, we see 

the terms of reference and we see the results of the Nanavati Commission. I will 

not strain this House with details from the Report because, I think, most of us have 

read. But it has lived up to the expectations of those who created the Nanavati 

Commission. Therefore, Sir, we reject major part of the Nanavati Commission 

Report because it has not only not taken forward some of the recommendations of 

the past; it has actually turned the clock back. Therefore, Sir, what we feel is 

that the Government has taken certain steps in cleaning some of the air about 

implementing the recommendations of the Nanavati Commission Report. I 

think, surely, a couple of things which should also be mentioned, and, I think, it 

was so eloquently said by the hon. Prime Minister, yesterday, that it is not only 

about the nitti-gritty legal issues, you see, this is not a debate for lawyers and 

putting across legal arguments in a fine language, we are talking in terms of 

healing an entire nation, a very important community which has played a 

glorious role in the history of our freedom struggle and thereafter, in the building 

up of New India, it is a question of deliberate healing touch to them. Therefore, 

names have to be taken of those who have been indicted. The Minister has 

resigned but precisely in what manner the Government would like to deal with 

the case of Mr. Jagdish Tytler, the erstwhile Minister. It will have to be spelt out 

by the hon. Home Minister. How to deal with the issue of Mr. Sajjan Kumar 

who is the Member of the other House? I think, there is no wrong. This will be the 

strength of the Government, that the Government is equal to none in dealing with 

the immediate issue of overcoming the challenge and the failure that we have 

suffered in the past of not being able to deliver justice from that constructive point 

because, Sir, the issue here is: why did it happen? I accept, even if I accept and I 

have no hesitation to accept, the Commission has said that some sections of the 

Congress Party were involved. But is it possible if we accept that the 

organised nature of the violence was just spontaneous? If we accept that, then, 

we 
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will also have to accept the theory of action and rection propounded by Newton 
and most infamously repeated by some of the Members in some other context. I 
think, therefore, as a modem nation, as a plural democracy, we cannot accept that 
logic that these were spontaneous reactions, there was an element of organisation. 
I am not going into partisan debate. But the issue is, how to really uproot from 
the very ground, that processes which led to such organised response, 
howsoever, a tragic event maybe. That is a challenge and I think, therefore, the 
question is what will be our position, vis-a-vis the politics on communism, vis-a-

vis the politics of hate, vis-a-vis the politics of division. As a nation, as a 
Government, as a modem State, what will be our resistance of evolving and fine 
tuning our democratic institutions so that there can be a real secularism, 
strengthening and reinforcing the very fabric of our national unit. I think, that 
is the context where there is a possibility. If possible who talk of pseudo 
secularism believe in secularism, if those people who talk of uniting India, at 
least, for the purpose, if they join in, then, I think, there can be an inclusive debate 
and there can be a meaningful suggestion and all those can be taken together, 
because, ultimately, Sir, we are a mature democracy. Sir, I think the hon. Prime 
Minister, the other day had released this seminal work by Prof. Amartya Sen,' 
Argumentative Indians'. What is the strength of our democracy? Strength of our 
democracy is dialogue and we in India from the ancient times have that tradition 
of how we in the new context can reinvent ourselves.

I think, the 
Government should tell us how they would deal with the cases which were 
dropped and how the Government is going to, actually, rebuilding those cases. 
We know, at times of such tragedies, people have a fear to go to police stations, 
particularly if the perpetrators of the crime are mighty and powerful. We have to 
ensure and reassure the people who have been victimised that we get 
information and it is very important that not only we are fair but also appear to be 
fair. This is very important. Next, the question of Gujarat is coming. I am not 
saying this really to score a political point. This very question will come up. 
The Supreme Court has made some 
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observations about the Naroda patia case. How to deal with this? If we deal 

with the Nanavati Commission and its aftermath in a partisan manner, con we deal 

with what happened in Gujarat in a fair manner? If we cannot do that, can we 

stand up, as a modern nation, as a great democracy in South Asia? These are 

very important questions. Sir, we are a multi-religious society. We are a multi-

ethnic society. Our unity is in our diversity. How to deal with this in a globalised 

context? New issues are coming up. The question of identity has come up. 

Yesterday, the hon. Prime Minister, while replying to the very important 

questions, said about the kind of role that India is expected to play in the comity 

of nations. This is very, very important. I would, therefore, like to hear from the 

hon. Prime Minister beyond what he had stated in the other House in terms of 

how we can really trigger up Our process for that kind of a roadmap which 

India embark upon and people all over the world will assimilate from us. Thank 

you.

SHRI P.G NARAYANAN (Tamil Nadu): Mr. Chairman, Sir, today, we are 
discussing an important issue. Shrimati Indira Gandhi was a popular leader of our 
country. When she was assassinated, there was a mass genocide in which more 
than three thousand Sikhs were killed. The situation went out of control. The then 
Government failed to to control the situation. After that, several Commissions 
were appointed to just console the people, but the outcome was nil. Sir, the 
victims were not rendered justice. The last Commission, headed by Justice G.T. 
Nanavati, pointed out the lapses and dereliction of duty of the law enforcing 
authority. 

(Mr. Deputy Chairman in the Chair) 

Sir, the Commission criticised the Police about its inaction when the 
crime was perpetrated. The Police remained a passive spectator, and did 
not provide protection to the public. Timely action against those who 
indulged in riots would have saved many lives. Sir, this is a crime against 
minorities, Sir, the Congress Party always says that it is committed to 
protect minorities and their welfare in the country. But the 1984 incidents 
indicate clearly that the Congress Party goes against the interests of the 
minorities. The minorities were not safe during the regime of the Congress 
Party. The Nanavati Commission observed that the riots against Sikhs in 
1984 were an organized crime, done in a systematic manner. The Delhi 
Police were not only negligent about protecting the Sikhs, but also 
instigated the attacks.  

When Shrimati Indira Gandhi was assassinated on 31st October 1984, the 

situation was really horrible. The Commission says that by 2.00 P.M. on that 

day, angry crowds started pulling out Sikh passengers from buses, manhandling 

them; this was followed by massacres. It was a nightmare, not only for the 

Sikhs, but for the civilised society as well. Most killings took place on the 1" 

and 2nd of November, 1984. Big mobs, armed with weapons, attacked the 

houses of Sikhs; male members were assaulted mercilessly and many of them 

were burnt alive or cut into pieces. Many 
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bodies were removed in vehicles and were thrown into the Yamuna river. 

Vehicles of Sikhs were damaged and burnt. Many shops and business 

establishments of the Sikhs were looted and burnt. 

According to the Ahuja Committee, 2733 Sikhs were killed in Delhi alone 

between 31 st October and 7th November, 1984. But the Sikhs claim that more 

than 3000 persons were killed. About 2557 affidavits were received. The 

Commission says that the Government of the day had a hand in it. When Shri 

P.V. Narasimha Rao was approached, he stated that he would be looking into the 

matter. But that was all. No action was taken against the culprits. The then 

President of India, Shri Zail Singh, was also helpless and the Government of the 

day did not trust him. Many commissions were appointed, but the outcome is, 

justice denied. No adequate compensation was paid to the families of the victims. 

The Action Taken Report on this incident is an eyewash. All culprits were 

exonerated of the crimes. 

Sir, it is indicated in the report of the Commission/that some leaders of the 
Congress Party had taken part in the incident directly and some of them 
indirectly in the killings. Hence, I demand that strong action musj be taken 
against the culprits who were responsible for the incident directly or indirectly. 

Sir, it is an irony and shame on the entire nation that even after twenty-one 

years of the incident, not even a single person has been convicted; forget about 

conviction, not even a single person was chargesheeted while the mob killed more 

than 3000 people. 

The Nanavati Commission observed that there was a probable hand of 

Congress people who are presently Ministers and MPs. In spite of this 

indiction and crystal-clear recommendation that there is enough evidence to 

prosecute these people, the present Government is shying away from taking 

action and prosecuting the persons responsible for the deadly riots.- 

Sir, the Government should not sit idle anymore. It should lauch 

prosecution immediately. It is high time the guilty were booked. In addition to 

launching an effective and immediate prosecution, the Government should 

announce a special package for those families who had lost their entire family 

and property. The Government should consider providing 
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employment to at least one memebr of the family if that family has lost all the 
earning male members and if it has no other sufficient means of livelihood. 

Sir, yesterday, the Union Minister, Shri Jagdish Tytler, resigned; also, the 

Prime Minister has given an assurance yesterday of reopening all the cases and 

initiating action against the culprits. I welcome the assurance of the Prime 

Minister. But the way in which the ATR has been prepared and cleared raises 

some doubts in the minds of the people whether this Government would 

implement the assurance of the Prime Minister in letter and spirit. The 

apprehension of the people has to be cleared by the Government. It is your 

responsibility to prove your bona fide in maintaining your word and implement the 

assurance fully. Sir, the Government should not allow the real culprits to go scot-

free. This is my demand. Thank you. 

SHRI RAVULA CHANDRA SEKAR REDDY (Andhra Pradesh): Thank 

you, Sir. Even after 21 years of this event, still people are in streets crying for 

justice. The Nanavati Commission, which has enquired into the 1984 massacre, 

has received more than 2557 affidavits. The earlier Commissions have also received 

affidavits 669 affidavits by Justice Ranganatha Mishra Commission, 415 

affidavits by Jain Commission. Sir, the people who were minors at that time, have 

become major now. It should be the prime duty of the Government to see that 

compensation is paid to orphans and widows, and victims are rehabilitated. This 

should be the prime duty of the Government.. Healing the wounds with our 

articulation, sweet words and some apologies by some leaders will not serve the 

purpose. We should not dilute the Report of the Nanavati Commission. Sir, the 

political parties should have introspection. Whenever there is an unfortunate 

incident in the country, taking undue advantage of this unfortunate event, the 

Congcess Party indulges in victimisation. They attack their opponents. My 

party was also a victim of such an event. When Shri Rajiv Gandhi was 

assassinated in Sriperumbudur, my entire party cadre in Andhra Pradesh was 

under threat. The properties of my leaders, Shri NT. Ramarao, were attacked and 

many party workers were killed, which has forced Shri NT. Ramarao to go on 

fast-unto-death to protect our party cadres. Political parties should preach good 

things to the cadre. Take the 1984 massacre or post-Rajiv Gandhi assassination, 

the Congress, as a party, itself was involved in such *.. ..(Interruptions)..

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(MR CHAIRMAN in the Chair) 

THE PRIME MINISTER (DR. MANMOHAN SINGH): Mr. Chairman, 

Sir, I must confess to you, at the very outset, that speaking on this occasion 

has meant a great emotional strain for me. We are discussing issues which have 

grave implications not only on the future of a brave community but also on 

the future of our nation. Four thousand people were killed in this great 

national tragedy that took place in 1984. This should be an occasion for 

introspection, to find out how working together as a united nation, we can find 

new pathways to ensure that such ghastly tragedies never again take place in our 

country in future. I respectfully submit that this is not achieved by pursuing 

partisan goals, apportioning blame. Arid I, as the Prime Minister of this country, 

have no hesitation in saying that what happened—the death of a great Prime 

Minister who had served our country with the greatest distinction in peace and 

war, who brought victory to this country in the eventful days of the Bangladesh 

War; her death at the hands of her own bodyguards—was a great national tragedy. 

What happened subsequently was equally shameful. I know for certain, having 

worked with Indiraji, she would have never approved of any harm coming to a 

single individual on account of anything that was done to her We all know the 

events of 1984, the tragic events in the Golden Temple. There were top-level 

demands on the Prime Minister to change her Sikh bodyguards and she said, "I 

would not be worthy of being the daughter of the Indian revolution if I were 

to start suspecting 
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people on the basis of their religion or community." Sir, I have no hesitation 
in saying, and I said it, that what took place after Indraji's death was a great 
national shame, a great national tragedy. I have seen public statements of the 
hon. leaders of the opposition saying that I should ask the forgiveness of the 
country. I accompanied the Congress President to Harmandir Sahib some five 
or six years ago, when we together prayed, "God give us the strength, show 
us the way that such things never again take place in our country." I have no 
hesitation in apologising not only to the Sikh community but the whole 
Indian nation because what took place in 1984 is the negation of the concept 
of nationhood and what is enshrined in our Constitution. So, I am not 
standing on any false prestige. On behalf of our Government, on behalf of the 
entire people of this country, I bow my head in shame that such a thing took 
place. But, Sir, there are ebbs, there are tides in the affairs of nations. The 
past is behind us. We cannot rewrite the past. But as human beings, we have 
the willpower and we have the ability to write a better future for all of us. 
This debate serves to focus attention on the quest for that better future, that 
ail our citizens to whichever community they may belong, they should feel 
they are honoured members of our nation, that they have every right and 
ability to lead a life of dignity and self-respect as equal citizens of this ancient 
land of ours with glorious traditions of over 5000 years. If the debate had 
turned on these events, it would have served its purpose. But reading out 
extracts sometimes out of context, sometimes in context, does not lead us to 
those pathways. I started by saying, Sir, that we are discussing the future, the 
conduct, the aspirations, emotions and fears of a brave community which has 
played a glowing role in India's history. Ahluwaliaji quoted Guru Nanak but I 
also know what significant, social economic and societal changes came to 
this blessed land of Punjab after the advent of our Gurus. No less a person 
than Dr. Mohammed Iqbal said about Guru Nanak:

That is the role of the Sikh community at a time when religious bigotry 

seemed to overwhelm our country. Our Gurus gave us a message of an 

inclusive society of secularism in practice. Subsequently, Sikh history saw 

difficult periods and we saw examples of great valour. Guru Gobind 
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Singh, after he lost all his four sons, his mother and his father did not lose heart 

and he said and I quote:

”This is our legacy. This, Mr. Chairman, Sir, this is the legacy of this brave 

community. After a great deal of struggle for the first time, it came to Maharaja 

Ranjit Singh to expand our frontiers and to show us that our frontiers do not lie 

in traditional manner. Where defined for India's defence these lie as far as 

Afghanistan. This is the proud history of this community. During the British times, 

it was the brave Sikh community which developed the canal colonies of the 

erstwhile united Punjab, which made Punjab the granary of India. With Partition 

the Sikhs suffered grievous losses. Our community was divided into two parts. 

All of them were forced to migrate to this part of the Punjab; and I know 

hundreds of cases where people came to India bravely with their clothes. They 

had nothing else to fall back upon. But, they converted that adversity into an 

opportunity to reconstruct, to rebuild their lives and rebuild the life of our nation. 

And, we all know how a resource deficit, poor, East Punjab State, once again 

emerged on the screen of India as the number one State in terms of per-capita 

income, as the State know for the start of the Green Revolution in our country. I 

think, attempts have been made by the hon. Opposition Members—and I don't 

want to quarrel with any one of them on this occasion—to separate the Sikh 

communit from the great traditions of the Congress Party. I respectfully say to our 

Opposition Members that the post-partition Punjab would not have been a 

prosperous State as it is today but for the visionary leadership and support that the 

people of Punjab received from Shri Jawaharlal Nehru, the first Prime Minister of 

India. There are no Akali Members sitting here and I do not want to score any 

points. But, it is also the fact that when that glorious chapter in the history of 

Punjab was being written, the Akali Dal was busy dividing the people of Punjab 

on communal lines. I am not scoring any point. History is there. The first Akali 

Government came to power in Punjab in 1967 and what result it produced, I am 

not going to talk about that... (Interruptions) 

SHRI BALBIR K. PUNJ: Who gave Bhindranwale?

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DR. MANMOHAN SINGH: Therefore, we are discussing events. We must 

view them in a proper perspective. Then, came the events of late 70s. There 
was a nefarious design developed outside our country, as a part of the theory of 
inflicting on our country a thousands cuts. And out of that, came the sad period in 
Punjab's history which lasted until the mid-1990s. The events of 1984 are all 
part of that great tragedy. It took the nation great effort to get Punjab out of that sad 
chapter. The Sikh community had the vision to fight back the nefarious designs 
of the enemies of our country to create a situation where there would be a 
permanent division between the Sikh community and the national mainstream. 
It took the Sikh community a lot of time to regain its self-confidence after the 
tragic events of 1984.1 have interacted with hundreds and hundreds of Sikh 
young men who doubted, at that time, whether they had a place in building a 
prosperous united Indian nation. I went abroad and several young Sikh people—
students and teachers—used to come to me with the same questions. And, I 
think, that would have been a great national tragedy had we allowed the enemies of 
our nation to bring about a permanent rift between the Sikh community and the 
national mainstream. I think, it is a tribute to our national leadership of all 
shades—I air not finding fault with anyone— that defeated the nefarious designs 
of forces inimical to our country. The Sikh community has regained its self-
confidence. I think, today terrorist elements do not sway the minds of our 
people, the way it was feared in the 1980s. But as someone once said, "Eternal 
vigilance is the price of liberty". And, I appeal to all the segments of this House, 
let us not create a situation; let us not use language which will, once again, give a 
handle to those forces who are inimical to our country's unity and integrity and 
who play upon the sentiments of innocent Sikh youth. It does no service to the 
Sikh community. It does no service to our nation. I say so with great respect that 
some of the things which have been said, they do not promote that objective. I 
started by saying that we cannot undo the past, but we have an option, today, 
to build a better future. Let us help the Sikh community get out of that trauma of 
1984. Valiant efforts have been made by all our national leadership to achieve 
that task, and we have 
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succeeded,Let us not do anything which will reverse that process. You may 

not like the Congress Party, but who can deny India's history?! mentioned the 

role of Jawaharlal Nehru. After the tragic events of 1984, the uppermost thing 

that was in the mind of Rajiv Gandhiji, when he became the Prime Minister, 

was how to bring the Punjab back into the national mainstream. I recall the 

first thing that he said to me,when he appointed me the Deputy Chairman of 

the Planning Commission. He said, This is my top priority". And, he worked 

assiduously to end that sad chapter. I know he was asked in a meeting, where I 

was also present, that in the process, he had harmed the Congress Party; he 

had handed over the Government of Punjab to the Akali Dal. And, I still recall 

what Rajivji said on that occassion. He said,"lt is immaterial whether the 

Congress Party wins or loses. What is really of substance is that India should 

prosper and India should develop." That is the legacy. There were lapses in 

1984. Several Commissions have gone into this matter, we all know that we 

still do not know the truth, and the search must go on. This present 

Commission is no exception to that.) said in the other House, and I think 

Nilotpelji also pointed out, that this Commission was not appointed by us .The 

records of this august House would show how this Commission came to be 

appointed. Aquestion was put to the then hon. Home Minister about the 1984 

riots. A supplementary was, then asked about setting up of a Commission. 

And, there was some discussion. I was sitting on the other side, a? that time, 

on the Chair where Shri Jaswant Singhji is seated. And, I thought that the 

Question Hour was not an occasion to discuss such serious issues. So, I did 

not rise from my seat. After the Question Hour, I walked out. And, what did 

the then hon. Home Minister state when he went out? He said, "I was to 

appoint a Commission of Inquiry to go into the 1984 events, but Dr. 

Manmohan Singh prevented me from doing that". I protested that because that 

we not true. I speak from my memory, and I hope I am correct. Shri L.K. 

Advaniji then had to apologise to this House that what he had stated outside 

was not correct. The Commission was born in circumstances over which we 

had no control, We had no choice about its terms of reference and we had no 

choice about who will be heading this Commission. The Report is before us, 

and one thing it conclusively states is that there is no evidence, whatsoever, 

against the top leadership of the Congress Party. That lie, which has over the 

last 21 years been used to poison the minds of the Sikh youth, stands nailed 

conclusively. There are, of course, individuals mentioned. The Commission 
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has not come forward with conclusive conclusions. These are in the realm of 

probabilities. And, I stated yesterday, in the other House, that there is such a 

thing as perception, there is such a thing as the sentiment of both the Houses 

of Parliament, and respecting that sentiment, whosoever figures in the 

Nanavati Report—and the Commission has in its wisdom found it necessary 

to draw an adverse inference about their conduct or behaviour -—we will 

reopen those cases. So, that commitment I have given. 

One of my colleagues, a valued colleague, has tendered his resignation. 

That resignation has been accepted. 

Questions have been raised about the rehabilitation of the affected 

families. I recognise that there may have been shortcomings. I have 

committed our Government to do all that we can to ensure that these widows, 

children and other relatives who did suffer in the wake of the 1984 riots, 

whether is Delhi or outside—we have a solemn obligation to help them forget 

that sad chapter—lead, once again, a life of dignity and self-respect. There 

are some police officers against whom the ATR has made a mention. There is 

a normal rule that you can take action against Government officers four years 

after retirement. Many of them retired many, many years ago. But within the 

ambit of law, whatever action we can take, we will reopen those cases also if 

the law of the land permits that. 

So, Sir, you have my assurance that our Government stands committed to 

do all that we can humanly do to go to the root of the problem, that all those 

individuals about whom the Commission has drawn adverse inferences, 

suggestions, and recommendations, we will have a relook at them, and that 

we will provide effective assistance to all the widows, children and the 

affected families so that they can lead a life of dignity and self-respect. Those 

police officers, upon whose conduct the Commission has adversely 

commented, we will see what can be done, we will have a retook at those 

cases within the ambit of law. In conclusion, Sir, I would, once again, say 

what I started by saying at the beginning, we are dealing with the past, the 

present and the future of a very brave community which has bold traditions, 

which has been a part of our national mainstream, which has contributed far 

above its proportionate share of our population, in the national freedom 

struggle, which has contributed, admirably, to the processes of social and 

economic development in our country, which have, as a result, made Punjab 

one of the most prosperous States of our country. 
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Let us do nothing to weaken its spirit of self-confidence and its legacy 

throughout its history to be the sword arm of Punjab. 

I was pained yesterday when one hon. Member in the other House brought 

up instances where Sikh personnel of the Armed Forces suffered in 1984. Shri 

Rajnath Singh brought up that sad chapter again. I respectfully submit to you, 

that was the most painful chapter in the history of our country. By reliving 

that, by reminding us again and again you do not promote the cause of 

national integration, of strengthening our nation of sense of security. Please 

do not play politics with the sentiments of a brave community like the Sikhs. 

Sir, with these words, I once again appeal to this House that these events 

of 1984 should be viewed from a wider perspective. The past cannot be 

brought back, cannot be undone, but let us, as a united nation, find new 

pathways to ensure that our nation will never again go through such traumas, 

whether they are in Delhi or in Gujarat or in any other part of the country. 

Our minorities, religious, cultural and social, have an honoured place in our 

Constitution. The founding fathers of our Republic gave us a Constitution of 

which we can be legitimately proud. And as I said, participating in the debate 

on my visit to the United States some days ago, wherever I go, people marvel 

about the polity that India is a country of 100 crores, seeking its destiny, 

seeking its salvation, in the framework of an open society, an open economy 

and deep and abiding commitment to the dinity of individuals and respect for 

all fundamental human freedoms. There have been aberrations. To err is 

human I can only conclude by saying that all of us should ask forgiveness of 

those who have suffered in this tragedy. Yesterday, in the other House, I 

quoted a sentence from Gurbani, and my friend, Sardar Balwant Singh, who 

was the Finance Minister of the Akali Government, a friend of 35 years' 

standing, who studied with me in college, narrated to me how that period of 

sadness, of turmoil, ended when Rajiv Gandhi signed the Accord with Sant 

Harchand Singh Longowal. Santji was of two minds. And, then as Sardar 

Balwant Singh said, he said to me, "Let me seek guidance from Guru Granth 

Sahib". And, both of them went to the upper storey of Sardar Balwant Singh's 

house and they opened up the page from the Guru Granth Sahib, and the first 

stanza that was on that page was like this.

It means, "Come and join together, oh, my siblings of destiny, dispel your 

sense of duality, and let yourself be lovingly absorbed in the Lord." 

I conclude my speech by appealing to this august House, let the spirit of 

working steadfastly for national reconciliation, for wiping away tears from 

the eyes of each and every one of citizens be our guiding principle. It was the 

firm belief of the Father of our Nation, Mahatma Gandhi, to wipe every tear 

from every eye. As mortals, human beings, that goal may be not attainable, 

but that is the inspiration which should inspire us in what we discuss and 

what we do in this august House. I thanfc»you, Sir.

SHRIMATI SUKHBUNS KAUR (Punjab): Mr. Deputy Chairman, Sir, 

this morning, when it was decided that there will be a discussion in the House 

on this issue, I was sitting here with a very, very heavy heart. My heart was 

full of grief, my heart was full of sorrow, and what happened 21 years ago, in 

1984, it came back to me. 
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Ahluwaliaji was saying that there were four Sikhs who were going to 
speak. No, there are five. I am a Sikh, Sir, and I am proud to be a Sikh. I am 
proud of the history of the Sikhs. The history has shown that whether it was 
the Independence, whether it was the wars, and, whether economically, the 
Sikh community has made its contribution and has been a part of this 
country. I believe that my brothers want to be a part of this country and 
nobody can take away our patriotism in any way. 

Sir, as the Prime Minister also said, we all agree that what happened in 

1984 was a national tragedy, and, I, as a Sikh, hang my head in shame. I was 

here. I went through all of it. I visited some of the areas but I don't want to 

repeat those things that happened. It is the past, and, as the Sikh community, 

we have learned to live with tragedies and move on. After hearing the speech 

of the hon. Prime Minister, there is actually not much that I would like to say. 

He has said something about the compensation. Hon. Home Minister is 

sitting here arid I would like to say that the compensation that is being 

promised should be given to all the victims, whether they were in Delhi or 

any other part of the country, and, it should be given immediately. A time-

frame should be fixed and the Parliament should be informed whether this 

has been done or not. I think that will help a great deal. Secondly, Sir, 

regarding the Action Taken Report, the Prime Minister has already mentioned 

that they are going to reopen the cases. In that again, I would say that the 

Sikh community is still hurt, there is no doubt about it. Maybe, after hearing 

the Prime Minister, today, they are feeling better, like I am feeling better 

today. But, I think, for these cases also, there should be special courts and it 

should be time-bound. Then only, the people, the Sikh community, will feel 

that the Government is really seriously thinking and wanting to do something 

about it. Sir, Ahluwaliaji spoke. I was very surprised. He had been with the 

Congress and now he is with the BJP. I think, it is not time to speak in such a 

tone. It is the time to heal the wounds. It is the time when all of us should get 

together. It is not a matter of only the Sikh community. In our democracy, 

where we have over a hundred crore of people, tomorrow, it can happen to 

the Muslims, it can happen to any other community. So, our commitment 

should be, whichever minority is there is this country, it should feel safe and 

if an incident like this happens, those who are resposible for this, should be 

brought to book. Sir, I once again appeal to the Home Minister that both 

compensation and action should be taken immediately. Thank you.

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DR. PC. ALEXANDER (Maharashtra): Sir, ever since the Commission's Report 
was tabled in Parliament, we have been reading about expressions of 
disappointment not only from political personalities, but also from eminent jurists. 
Probably the five years' time that it took in bringing out the Report and the fact 
that Shri Nanavati had a high reputation as a founder of the Supreme Court had 
created a lot of expectations among the people about this Report, but the Report, 
when it came, disappointed many people, and disappointed, particularly, the Sikh 
Community which had been waiting for some redressal of the grievances and 
injustices they had suffered in the 1984 events. I should say, with due apologies 
to the Home Minister, that the Action Taken Report aggravated the 
disappointment. Even though the Government took six months to prepare the 
ATR, when it came to the notice of the people, they found that it was more 
disappointing than the Report itself. In fact, if the hon. Prime Minister had not 
taken the trouble of explaining to the Lok Sabha what he is planning to do, and if 
he had not taken the trouble of telling us in the Rajya Sabha today that some of 
the points raised in the Report would be very strongly acted upon, the ATR 
would have created much disappointment and even trouble for the whole country. 
To a very large extent, the Prime Minister's intervention, yesterday and today, has 
neutralised some of the bad effect of the ATR. I only wonder, as an old 
administrator, why those who prepared the original draft, did not take proper care 
usually taken before it is submitted to political levels? I leave it at that. 

This morning, I listened to a statement by a very senior hon. Member of this 
House not even the very appointment of this Commission was not necessary, 
said that it was rushed through, and after the Question Hour, during the period 
known as the Zero Hour, it had been hastly agreed to. I choose to differ from 
him. I think, it has served a good purpose. If the feelings of the Sikh community, 
today, are somewhat assuaged, it is largely because of the fact that this Report has 
indicated certain action points. And, the Prime Minister has said that he will 
follow it up promptly. I will just mention three main issues which have been 
thrown up by this Report. 
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The first issue is the unequivocal statement in the Report that the carnage, 

which took place in the first week of November, 1984, was not just the result of 

a sudden outburst of anger or just the expression of an uncontrolled fury on the 

part of the people who could not reconcile themselves to the murder of a very 

highly respected and beloved Prime Minister. The Report says that could have 

been true in the initial stages, on the 31st of October and, probably, a few hours 

later, but very soon it had been taken over by those who had other designs. And 

this finding of the Commission is certainly a very damaging one. It shows that it 

was an organised effort on the part of some people. I do not have to describe the 

conclusions of the Report on that part of it. And I would earnestly request the 

Prime Minister and the Home Minister to give the utmost importance to these 

observations in the Report, and to show, by very quick action, that they have 

taken a serious note of this and those responsible for these misdeeds would be 

brought to book soon. The second issue raised in this Report, which should have 

deserved much better consideration than it had on the part of those who 

prepared the ATR, is regarding the police administration in our country. The 

statements in the administration report, a very brief report, speaks volumes. In 

fact, it is the greatest indictment that one can think of from a judge, who was 

heading a commission, about the state of affairs in the police today. I will just 

read that one sentence, "If the police had taken prompt and effect steps, very 

probably, so many lives would not have been lost and so many properties would 

not have been looted, destroyed or burnt". To say that the inaction on the part of 

the police or negligence on the part of the police, which the Report very clearly 

brings out, has contributed to the loss of life, forget the loss of property, would 

ever linger in our mind till appropriate action is taken against these 

policemen. I can assure the hon. Minister that the mere fact that a person who 

has retired from service is no excuse for not proceeding against that person, if he 

was guilty of criminal conduct, disciplinary action may not be possible but if 

the criminality is proved in a court of law, that would be a compensation for those 

who are aggrieved. I would request the hon. Home Minister to consider, very 

seriously, a total revamp of the police administration in our country. We are still 

managing the police administration on the traditions that had been left behind by 

the British. Even though we have advanced so much in the prospective of our 

democracy, we are still continuing the old traditions, and that is why we find 

indifference, police brutality, police looking the other side when some 
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criminal acts are taking place in their presence. And much worse, the police is 

willingly playing to be tools in the hands of even chhota netas at the local 

level. The whole Police Department has to be revamped and this is the right 

opportunity for it. If I may venture to give a suggestion for consideration of 

the hon. Home Minister, you should now appoint a Police Commission. The 

old Dharamvira Commission was appointed about 3D years ago, and its 

Report has really become out of date. It is time to use this opportunity and 

come up with a good Police Commission. You are appointing so many 

commissions and committees and people have already started laughing and 

commenting about it. But, I would say that this Report provides an ideal 

opportunity for you to appoint some one of the status of Dharamvira. Find out 

someone of that status to head a commission and insist on a proper report for 

revamping the whole system. 

The third point I would like to say is, the fall out from the Report and the 

comments about it and some lingering doubts in the minds of some people 

that there has been delay in calling the Army to help the police. Unfortunately, 

this confusion has been created by a senior functionary who was in-charge of 

administration in Delhi at that time. It is time that proper action is taken to 

clear this doubt. Unfortunatly, the person who made these observations has 

contradicted himself by three statements. This Report itself quotes this 

statement. First, he said that in the morning of November 1st, at 7.30 a.m., he 

instructed the Police Commissioner to Gall the Army. Let me make it very 

clear to everybody, through the courtesy of this House, that the Lieutenant 

Governor in a State like Delhi is the authority to call the Army. There is no 

need for him to get the approval from the Prime Minister, from the Home 

Minister from the Cabinet or anybody. He has the full power. He can choose 

the time, when he should call the Army and take the decision without 

informing anybody. He says, "He informed the Police Commissioner to call 

the Army at 7.30 a.m. If he had done that, he would have taken very early 

action to get the services of the Army to deal with the situation". But, at 

another place, in a statement he made to the Nanavati Commission, he said 

that I convened a meeting in the Prime Minister's Office. I invited the Home 

Minister, the Chief of the Army Staff, the Cabinet Secretary and the Home 

Secretary to discuss the issue of calling in the Army services. Sir, anybody 

who knows the abc of administration will know that a civil servant like me 

cannot invite a Cabinet Minister, and that too a Home Minister to come to my 

office to attend a 
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meeting, which he says, I presided-over. These are all figments imagination 
and have created doubts In the minds of people. Did he cai: the Army at 
7.307 Did he call the Army at 11 waiting  for clearance from a meeting which 
was to be presided-over by a bureaucrat and attended by the Home Minister 
of the country? 

And the third confusing statement hehas madeis, he asked the Home 

Minister's approval for calling the Army. All these things have caused 

confusion. The plain fact is that he called theArmy probably  he complained, 

the response was not good-at 1.30 p.m. Unlike the gentlemen who said this, I 

maintained a very good diary, almost half-an-hour to half-an-hour what I had 

done while serving in some position in the Government. We went to Rajiv 

Gandhi, myself and the Cabinet Secretary, and told him, "Whatever has 

happened, we are convinced that the Delhi Administration cannot handle the 

situation any further". He just asked, "What do you want me to do"? He just 

authorised us to use our authority to inform the Army that they should take 

over immediatly. Without wasting even ha!f-a minute, he said, "Please go 

ahead". That is how the Army was called in If he had called in the Army at 

7.30 a.m. well and good, he has done his job. But if he found that the Army's 

response was not prompt, I do not believe in it. Then, he should have 

complained about it to the Home Secretary or to the Cabinet Secretary or to 

the Home Minister or, if necessary, to the Prime Minister. But, at any rate, by 

1.30 p.m. the Prime Minister had authorised us and the Army was in position. 

By 3 o'clock, the Army bad swung into action. 

Therefore, the talk of delay In calling in the Army and the arguments 

which are going on, the motivation which have been behind some people for 

not doing action, all those things'are out of order. I am only saying. Sir, these 

for the consideration of the Home Minister and, if possible, for his reply on 

these three issues. There should be some assurance from him and I will be 

grateful if he responds to these in his reply. Thank you. 

SHRIMANOJ BHATTACHARYA(West Bengal): Sir, I am sure, you will 

be kind enough towards me because it is a very serious issue I would express 

a little confusion of mine to you on the Resolution that has been moved by 

Shri Rajnath Singhji wherein he has primarily sought modiftoation of the 

Action Taken Report. Incidentally, from the assertion of the hon. Prime 

Minister in the Lok Sabha yesterday, and his reiteration of the same 
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today in this House, it is evident that the ATR has already been modified. I do 

not know what else are to be modified! It has already been thoroughly 

modified. And from the very utterances of the hon. Prime Minister, it appears 

to me that the present Government did not consider this ATR as a sacrosanct 

document that cannot be amended. Rather, it has been promptly amended and 

it has also been declared. So, what was holding good yesterday in the 

morning, that did not hold good today morning in the House. So,! am sure that 

Shri Rajnath Singh, when he would be concluding the debate, would certainly 

clarify this as to what other modifications he sought, and why it should be 

discussed under rule 168, resulting into rule 170 and a consequent voting. I 

am in a little confusion and, I am sure, my colleague would clear this 

confusion of mine. 

Sir, of course, I need not re-describe the gory or the frenzy of the genocide 

that took place in 1984, a very unfortunate incident. The re-describing of that 

in this House, at the moment, would unnecessarily remind the people who 

could somehow forget, the pain of their lives, what cannot be foregotten as 

such. Some colleagues of mine told me that for hundreds of years it would be 

remembered. Yes, I also feel so. But it is no use instigating passion; it has 

been very clearly enunciated by the hon. Prime Minister that we have to 

understand that we cannot redo the past, we can re-write the future. 

Considering the re-writing of the future, while considering to rebuild the 

future of the nation, I would say-l do not know how it would be intellectually 

perceived by some of my colleagues or some people; leave aside the question 

of understanding this-that in this poor country of ours, the democratisation of 

the mind did not take place. Over a period of 57 years, the attention of the 

Government could not be drawn to this core issue; Democratisation of the 

mind must take place. Leave aside the question of bourgeoisation of mind; 

democratisation did not take place. It is simply the vestiges of feudalism that 

many are carrying. That is why we have terms for particular sections of the 

society, that he belongs to this community, he belongs to that community, to 

judge people on the basis of caste, creed and also religion; thereby we make 

open the situation where this sort of unfortunate incidents take place. 

So, Sir, my appeal to the present Government is that a scientific 

development of society should be there. The scientific development of society 

was dreamt by the freedom fighters of the country who laid down their lives, 

who had given up their lives in the gallows of British imperialism. 
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They dreamt of a scientific society to be developed. Even Pandit Jawaharlal 

Nehru also dreamt of a scientific society, that a scientific society must 
develop Democratisation of mind must be there. People must not hang around 
the old vestiges, of feudalism. But unfortunately, the plannings of the 
Government, particularly at the grass-root level, did not take that recourse. 
Naturally, the situation even as on today is so unfortunate that even in the 21st 
century we have to experience the carnage of Gujarat, the mass genocide of 
Gujarat. We have to experience it, Sir. We have to experience the very 
unfortunate incidents of 1984 in the city of Delhi or else where. Only 
excepting my ...(Interruptions)... 
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SHRI MANOJ BHATTACHARYA: Please sit down ..(Interruptions)... What 

hurt you? ...(Interruptions)... 
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SHRI MANOJ BHATTACHARYA: Sir, unfortunately, the intellectual 

comprehension of Members I cannot doubt. However, I do doubt it. In this 

House. I cannot doubt the intellectual capacity of the people; otherwise, I would 

have doubted it. Some of the Members do not understand what I am speaking. 

They unnecessarily react. I have not said any bad word about Gujarat. I have 

not said all Gujaratis are communal like them ... (Interruptions)... I have only 

said that, unfortunate incidents like Gujarat or Delhi may recur unless we perceive 

this inter relation. That is the problem, Sir. That is the problem what I am pointing 

out. Somebody has become a leader without the democratisatipn of mind.... 

(Interruptions)...What is this? 
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order? 

SHRI MANOJ BHATTACHARYA: Sir, I reiterate with all force at my 
command that this is their psyche. ...(Interruptions)... 

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Nothing will go on record. ...(Interruptions)... 
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SHRI MANOJ BHATTACHARYA: Sir, I am sorry, I did not like to instigate 

them. I have no intention of instigating them. ...(Interruptions)... 
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SHRI MANOJ BHATTACHARYA: Sir, I am sorry, I did not like to instigate 
them. I have no intention of instigating them. ...(Interruptions)... 
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SHRI MANOJ BHATTACHARYA: Mishraji, you are a conscious person. I 

have got very high respect for you. ...(Interruptions)... Kindly look at it. Sir, I 

will say and I will repeat. ...(Interruptions)... 
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SHRI MANOJ BHATTACHARYA: Unfortunately, this is their psyche 

which is responsible for this sort of incidents. I will say, Sir, that whatever has 

happened in 1984 is very unfortunate and that long after 21 years all the accused 

could not be brought to book. I do not say that the Nanavati Commission Report 

has recommended everything in a right way, as it should have. The expectation 

about the Nanavati Commission is also belied.

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But, Sir, we must remember that ten Commissions and Committees were there. They 
have also given so many recommendations. Now it is left to the Government of the 
day that they must see that all the accused are brought to book. This is number one. 
Secondly, I am sorry to say that none of the Members has pointed out that some 
rehabilitation colonies were constructed after 1984 for those who lost their houses or for 
whose houses were gutted. I have seen mself particularly the west Tilak Vihar colony. 
(Time-bell rings) Kindly allow me time because I was interrupted by my collegues. 
...(Interruptions)... 

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Please conclude, Mr. Bhattacharya. 

SHRI MANOJ BHATTACHARYA: Sir, the Tilak Vihar DDA flats, which were 

allotted to the victims, those flats, are virtually in a dilapidated condition. So, we want that a 

proper resettlement not only should be planned but it should also be maintained. There 

should be resettlement of the Sikhs who were on the receiving end in 1984 for three to 

four days together. I must say that everywhere it took excepting only in Kolkata. I 

remember very distinctly that we had taken adequate measures so that no such situation 

can happen or occur in West Bengal. In West bengal, I must once again say that 

people in West Bengal have developed a different psyche. We are working for that. 

We do not say that we have achieved everything. We are working in that direction. Sir, 

the centrifugal force which is exerting today is disintegrating the people. 

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Kindly conclude. 

SHRI MANOJ BHATTACHARYA: Sir, I will conclude. Kindly bear with me for 

some time because I was interrupted. The strong centrifugal force that is exerted by 

different vested interests is to be combated with. The Government must show its 

political will without any bias. Without any bias the Government must show its political 

will, whether they belong to the Congress Party, whether they belong to the BJP, whether 

they belong to the RSS, whether they belong to my part, even RSP. I must say that 

national integrity is the first. Humanism is number one. Humanism and national 

integrity, accordingly is number one. I don't consider the genocide of the Sikhs. It was 

genocide of the human being. It was an act against human interest. I was gory, it was an 

act against humanism and I am sure the Government of this day must stand with a serius 

political will to defend 
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humanity and to defend humanity what the hon. Prime Minister has said that 

he has remembered Mahatma Gandhiji, the tears of all the people must be 

wiped out. The Government, I am sure are in a position to take a political 

pledge. 

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: please conclude. 

SHRI MANOJ BHATTCHARYA: I am just concluding. I also say, even 

though the rehabilitation also concerns the employment of the people who 

have been killed, the kith and kin of the people who have been killed. You 

should see that Government employment is given to them. Government 

employment must be planned accordingly so that the people who have 

suffered, the families who have suffered may lead a dignified life. Unless you 

bring them to the mainstream of the nation, we shall not be able to continue 

to dream of a better nation as on today. Thank you, very much, Sir. 
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SHRI R. SHUNMUGASUNDARAM (Tamil Tadu): Sir, whenever a 

Commission's Report, like this, is discussed, questions are posed about the 

credibility of both the Commission and its report. Public feels that such 

commissions are politically appointed, therefore, they make a political target, 

and it is for political mudslinging that such commissions are appointed. This 

is also proved by the behaviour of the Commission and, sometimes, by the 

conduct of the presiding officers. Some of the judges, after retirement, live 

merely on such commissions. They take, at times, one or two commissions 

simultaneously and handle those commissions. Sir, the former Chief Justice 

of India, sometime back, said, "Twenty per cent of the judicial officers in the 

higher judiciary are corrupt." And this speaks volums. Many out of the 

remaining 80 per cent are also not above board. A section of the Judiciary is 

self-centred, publicity-oriented, and the treatment given to members of 

subordinate judiciary is really pitiable. Only such people occupy these 

commissions. They head commissions and give such reports. Sir, the present 

Commission ...(Interruptions)...

That is why, I say, there is a motive 

behind such appointments; and we have to take the Report with a pinch of 

salt. 

But, I sympathise with the victims. Sir, we, the OMK, condemn the attack 

on a particular community, namely, the Sikh community. This is not the only 

occasion when such a community is particularly targeted and attacked. Sir, 

those persons, who have instigated this attack, and those culprits who are 

involved must be brought to book. We have no doubt about it. There are no 

two opinions about it. Sir, similar incidents had happened earlier. When a 

judgement, in a particular case, was not in favour of a leader of a political 

party, some students were burnt and a bus was burnt. ...(Interruptions)... This 

happened in Tamil Nadu. ...(Interruptions)...

SHRI R.K. ANAND: At page 181 of the report, it is said, "It was 

suggested that Shri Rajiv Gandhi had told one of his officials that the Sikhs 

should be taught a lesson. The Commission finds no substance in the 

allegation. The evidence in this behalf is very vague. It is also not believable 

that Shri Rajiv Gandhi would have stated so to an offical assumping that 

some conversation took place between him and that official." It does not 

become clear that in respect of which subject the conversation had taken 

place and in which context Shir Rajiv Gandhi is stated to have said. The 

evidence, on the other hand, suggest that Shri Rajiv Gandhi had showed much 

concern about what was happening in Delhi. He had issued an appeal for 

remaining calm and maintaining communal harmony. In view of the 

complaints received by him that people were not able to contact the police, he 

had immediately called some police officers and told them to take immediate 

action so that anyone who wanted to contact the police could do so. He had 

even visited the affected areas on the night of 1.11.84. Mind it that the body 

of Mrs. Indira Gandhi was lying in the house and Shri Rajiv Gandhi, being a 

son, had two rounds in that area. "There is absolutely no evidence suggeting 

that Shri Rajiv Gandhi or any other high-ranking Congress (I) leader had 

suggested or organised attacks on Sikhs." This is what I am saying about the 

allegation which you made against Shri Rajiv Gandhi. Although Shri 

Alexender made some remarks that the appointment of the second 

commission was very much necessary. It is very strange that initially the 

Congress Government never wanted to appoint a commission. The stand to 

the Government was that they ahve taken action in a proper manner. In 1985, 

a petition was filed in the Delhi High Court in which the relief claimed was 

that the Government should appoint an Inquiry 
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Commission. That petition was resisted. More than 430 FIRs were filed to 

show to the Court that the action has been taken by the Government. That 

petition was dismissed. It is only under your pressure, and it is only because 

of you that a sitting Judge of the Supreme Court was chosen who headed the 

Inquiry and gave his report. It is very strange that a sitting Judge of the 

Supreme Court was being replaced with the change of the Government by a 

retired Judge of the Supreme Court to give comment upon the same. It is very 

strange that when the Government changes, one more commission comes up. 

Do you expect that after this commission some more commission should be 

appointed on this? It is very strange that commissions after commissions are 

being appointed. What for? I can compare both the Commission Reports; I 

have got the comparison with me. But I do not wish to waste the of the 

House. I have read both the Reports very well. Kindly see that both the 

Commission Reports have come to the same findings. The first Commission, 

Justice Ranganath Commission, on page 31 and page 51, and Justice Nanavati 

on page 179 and page 181 clearly and categorically said about the role of 

Congress party and the Government headed by Shri Rajiv Gandhi and came 

to the conclusion that none of the functionaries, including the Prime Minister, 

was involved in riots. Both the Reports are identical. Now, I come to the role 

of the Home Minister. I would like to read four lines of page 178 regarding 

what Nanavati Commission has said about the Home Minister. Although the 

Report starts at page 175, the relevant portion is only on page 178.1 quote, 

"On consideration of their explanations, the Commission is of the view that 

there was no delay or indifference at the level of the Home Minister. Though 

some prominent members who had met him during those days carried an 

impression that the Home Minister was not that much responsive and 

sensitive as demanded by the situation, it appears that they carried that 

impression because of the style of functioning of the Home Minister. He 

appears to have kept himself informed about the developments in Delhi and 

had taken appropriate decisions and given necessary instructions in time." 

This is what is stated in the present Report vis-a-vis the Home Minister is 

concerned. Now, see what was contained in Justice Ranganath Commission's 

Report. At page 12, "The Government late on Wednesday night—iti s on 31st 

night—alerted the Army and called out the Border Security Force and the 

Central Reserve Police Force as the local police failed to control the wide-

spread rioting and arson in different parts of the capital following the 

assassination of Indira Gandhi."

Kindly see page 25:- "Shri Rajiv Gandhi requested the Chief Ministers to 

return to their respective States and ensure that all possible steps for the 

maintenance of law and order be taken. An assessment of the situation was 

then made. The Lt. Governor was attending that meeting. Shri Gavai 

had told the Commission;"......... after I had met the Prime Minister in the 

meeting of MPs at his residence, I had asked for a personal interview with 

him. He told me: 'Gavaiji, you should have acted more swiftly in calling the 

Army.'—That was what he said about Rajiv Gandhi. — I did not enter into 

any argument with him on that score but I said: 'Sir, your mother was a great 

person and that her assassination was a major calamity which had befallen 

the nation. Her assassination was bound to cause repercussions." This is what 

Gavai had said. 

Then, Sir, regarding alerting Army, at page 12, Alaxenderji made a 

statement that this new Report has many new points. 

(MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN in the Chair) 

I am saying that about deputing the Army, it is specifically contained at 

pages 12,14, 41, 42 that if this Army had been called earlier, action had been 

taken earlier, the lives of many people could have been saved. (Time-bell) I 

would like to take two or three minutes. Sir, I would like to make an appeal 

to the hon. Home Minister that the judgement which has been given by a 

Delhi High Court in 2005 in which it has been ruled that a certain amount of 

compensation should be paid to each individual family. I would request the 

Home Minister to please examine this genuine demand in respect of all the 

people who had died in Delhi. That is number one. 

Secondly, Sir, 21. years have passed. We are in 2005 now and the riots 

took place in 1984. The young boys, who were only two or four years of age 

at that time, some of them have reached the age of 25-30 years now. There 

are five to seven thousand yound boys whose fathers had been killed. They 

are out of job. They are in their 20s and 30s. I appeal to the hon. Prime 

Minister, who is sitting here, and to the Home Minister that please give them 

jobs. Because we don't wish that these people should take up the guns in their 

hands and become militants. 

Thirdly, Sir, I would like to say that the DDA very recently have issued 

notices to many widows to whom houses were allotted. They were allotted 
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in the year 1987 under the directions of Shri Rajiv Gandhi. Sir, the DDA had 

issued notices calling upon them to pay more than Rs. 60-70 thousand per 

individual. I would request the Government to see to it, if it is possible, that 

no money is taken from widows to whom houses have been allotted. 

Sir, finally, I would like to say that there are many cases where convictions 

have been made and appeals were filled. I would request the Home Minister 

to appoint a special prosecutor so that those appeals could be disposed, lastly, 

I would like to make the point. 

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: You have taken a lot of time. Your party 

needs a lot of time. 

SHRI R.K. ANAND: Justice Nanavati was the Judge who decided one of 

the cases in which a death sentence was given and it was converted to life 

imprisonment, by saying that these are not one of the rare of rarest cases 

where a death sentence has to be given. This is the judgement given by 

Justice Nanavati while sitting at the Supreme Court. He said that these are not 

one of the rare of rarest cases where a death sentence has to be given. It is the 

same Judge who has given the Report of the Commission. My submission is 

that these five points, that I have made, may be accepted. 

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Shri N. Jothi. The time allotted to your 
party is over. I am just permitting you as the concluding speaker. 

SHRI N. JOTHI: Sir, I will respect the decision of the chair. Sir, I have 

read indian history. While reading Indian history, I have read that General 

Dyer who was involved in the Jalianwala Bagh massacre, was court 

martialled by the British when he returned to London. I have read in Modern 

History that war ctiminals of the Second World War were court martialled in 

the Nuremburg Trial. But, people who had perpetuated, people who had 

planned, designed and carried out the murders of Sikhs have not been taken 

care of by the law so far. I don't know why. The reason is they are 

Congressmen. They are Congressmen. Successive Congress Governments 

have taken care that law does not cover them. Now, after this Report by 

Justice Nanavati, a day has come when something must be done. 

SHRI B.S. GNANADESIKAN (Tamil Nadu): For five years, Congress 

Government was not there...(Interruptions)... 
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SHRI N. JOTHI :Before that, who believed in you...(Interruptions)... 

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Please itdown... .(Interruptions)... 

SHR! N. JOTHI: Sir, there is no heart. Sir, it is not that there was no time, 

there is no heart to do this. Let us see how the heart continues. The ATR 

says, in para 7, "The Government has accepted these recommendations and 

necessary follow up action will be taken to implement these 

recommendations". This is what is mentioned in the Government's statement 

on ATR. Let us see the same ATR as to whatit says later. If you turn to item 

no. 6, you will find that the recommendation by the Commission is fo reopen 

those six FIRs against one Member, who is there in Lok Sabha, whose name 

I don't want to say, his name is Sajjan Kumar; to take action and reopen the 

matter. What does the ATR say? The ATR says that we accept the 

recommendations and follow up action will be taken. Having said so in para 

7, they say in item 6, "Not necessary; it will not be just to reopen this case." 

This is the level of honestly of this Government. This is the level, Sir. Please 

think about yourself. You need not say anything against us. Please think 

yourself...(Interruptions)...Sir, I hope the ATR has got the clearance of the 

Home Minister and he might have looked into ft...(Interruptions)... 

SHRI SHIVRAJ V. TATIL: Sir, will I be given the time to explain all 

this?. ..(Interruptions)... 

SHRI N. JOTHI: Sir, Mahatma Gandhi, the Father of the 
Nation...(Interruptions)... Sir, the Home Minister...(Interruptions)... 

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Mr. Narayanasamy, don't interrupt.. 
.(Interruptions)... 

SHRI SHIVRAJ V. PATIL: I only said," Will I be given the time to 

explain all this?"...(/nferrupf/ons)... 

SHRI V. NARAYANASAMY: Sir, in item No. 6, which my hon. friend 

is referring to, it is stated that two FIRs are not relating to...(Interruptions)... 

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Mr. Narayanasamy, please take your 

seat...(Interruptions)... 

SHRI N. JOTHI: Sir, my friend is a lawyer. He was a lawyer. He is 

known as a lawyer...(Interruptions)...Sir, let him see...(Interruptions)... 
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Sir, the recommendation of the Commission is to reopen those six cases. 

Sir, Mahatma Gandhi has said, "Ahinsa". The party says, "genocide". What a 

transformation, Sir! What a transformation! Mahatma Gandhi has 

said...(Intenvptions^... 

SHRI T. SHUNMUGASUNDARAM: What about the Dharmapuri bus 

burning case?...{Interruptions).., 

SHRI S.S. CHANDRAN (Tamil Nadu): Sir, the LTTE supported.. 

.{Interruptions)... 

DR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Mr. Shunmugasundaram, please take your seat. 

SHRI N. JOTHI: Sir, any* 

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Don't say this. Remove it from record. 

SHRI N. JOTHI: Sir, any pleasure without conscience is not a pleasure. This is 

what Mahatma Gandhi has said. Is the pleasure of the seat, which the Party has 

got, based on conscience? I am asking the Treasury Benches. Are you acting 

through conscience? You have adorned. The only thing you have not done is 

you have not adorned these persons who have perpetuated this crime against 

the Sikh community with Padma Shree, Padma Bhushan, or Padma 

Vibhushan...(Time-bell rings) Rest you have given everything. You have given 

them seats, made them Ministers, made them MPs, and, you have given them 

adorations further with Cabinet rank and all that. Still, I am told, they are still 

enjoying facilities of the Government other than what they should be given as a 

Member of Parliament. This is the level of your appreciation of their genocide. Sir, 

touch your heart. When you talk about Mahatma Gandhi, kindly justify your 

activities. Please touch your heart. Now what action is the Government prepared 

to take? What action do you want to take now? Please tell us that. Now, Sir, six 

months past after the report, they have no heart to come out. They only say, "We 

want to modify this." What type of modifications are you going to make? You 

are not even good enough to tell that. Sir, why should not we suspend this debate 

now and let them find a thrust area and then resume our debate so that we 

know their stand? We are not mere mute spectators. (Time-bell rings) We are a 

part of the democracy.

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MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Mr. Jothi, please conclude now. 

SHRI N. JOTHI: Sir, I only appeal to my Congress friends, please, have 

some patience and tolerance. Please, have some tolerance. What you have 

exhibited now is not good for you or the nation. You are a national party. You 

should act in such a manner that the nation should respect you. We have been 

allies to you once upon a time. With that respect, I appeal to you to please 

correct yourself. Please don't shield criminals. Don't rub shoulders with the 

criminals. Send them out. Send them out from the party. Take action against 

them. File cases against them. Whether you get success or not, that is a 

different issue. Show your heart that you are for taking action. Thank you, 

Sir. 

SHRI SHIVRAJ V. PATIL: Sir, many hon. Members have made many 

valuable points. This debate has given an opportunity to the Government to 

explain as to how the Government would like to act on the recommendations 

which are given by the Nanavati Commission. That is why we are thankful to 

the hon. Members who have expressed their views on this point in this House. 

Why are we discussing the Nanavati Commission's Report and the Action 

Taken Report? I am sure that many hon. Members are sorry for what had 

happened in 1984, and that sorrow still continues in their memory,in their 

mind and in their heart. That is why, they have thought it appropriate to 

express their feeling on the floor of the House oh this occasion. Sir, in 1984, 

we lost a Prime Minister. In 1984, we lost thousands of citizens who were not 

responsible for the assassination of the Prime Minister Mrs. Gandhi. We 

cannot condone the assassination of Mrs. Gandhi and definitely we cannot 

condone the assassination of thousands of people who lost their lives. Sir, 

when Jesus Christ was crucified, he said, "Oh God, forgive them. They don't 

know what they are doing". Sir, when Mahatma Gandhi was assassinated, he 

just said, "Hey Ram". He did not criticise anybody. When Mrs. Gandhi was 

assassinated, her son became the Prime Minister and the dead body was lying 

in Teen Murti. I was sitting there, with many of the close friends who were 

sitting there. But he was not there. So, where was he? He was going to 

different places to control the situation. He was talking to officers, some of 

the persons who were there with him, and he was going from place to place. 

We have heard one of the Members saying, "This is not an occasion when 

you can come and express your sorrow. Go out, and control the situation." 
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In my opinion, this is not different from what Jesus Christ had said on the Cross, and 

was not different from what Mahatma Gandhi had said when bullets were fired at 

him. 

Mahatma Gandhi had taught us that we shall have to respect the principles of 

ahinsa, and this was in line with that principle. But what happened afterwards cannot 

also be excused. And what happened afterwards? Thousands of people lost their lives; 

their properties were destroyed; and that wound is still continuing. And that wound, 

sometimes, is seen bleeding also. That also cannot be condoned. Who did all these 

things? Who is responsible for all those things? 

Now, here, the hon. Mover of the motion made two very strident posits. One point was 
that it was a Government-organised activity. 

I am sorry to say that this kind of statement should not have been made. If we are 

depending on the Report given by Justice Nanavati, this should not have been said. Now, 

what has the Report said? Many hon. Memebrs have quoted from it. I think, if I read it, I 

would be repeating it. The Report says, "There is absolutely no evidence suggesting that 

Shri Rajiv Gandhi or any other high ranking Congress (I) leader had suggested or 

organised attacks on Sikhs." 

Now, this is the Report given by Justice Nanavati. This Commission was not 

constituted by the Congress Party's Government. This Commission was constituted by the NDA 

Government. Justice Nanavati was appointed, to go into these matters, by the NDA 

Government, and this is the report given by him. Should we depend on his judgement 

and his decision or not? That is a question before us. 

In the face of this, if any hon. Member gets up and says that the activity was organised 

by the Congress Party, I do not think, it is a correct judgement. This should have been 

avoided, to say the least. 

What has it again said, Sir? It is very interesting. Now, who were responsible for 

this? Many hon. Members here made statements that the Congress Party was responsible 

for this. Congress Party is responsible ... (Interruptions)... 

SHRI N. JOTHI: Sir, will you yield for a while?... (Interruptions)... 

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: No. Mr. Jothi, you had your say. ... 

(Interruptions)... 
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SHRI SHIVRAJ V. PATIL: Sir, I am going to read the same thing which 
he would have read. And I am not going to hide anything, "whatever aots 
were done by the local Congress (I) leaders and workers, and they appear to 
have done so for their personal political reasons." 

Again, the same Report says, "The exploitation of the situation was by the 

anti-social elements. The poorer sections of society, who are deprived of 

enjoyment, of better things in life, saw an opportunity of looting such things 

without the fear of being punished for the same. The criminals got an 

opportunity to show their might and increase their hold. The exploitation of 

the situation was also by the local political leaders for their political and 

personal gains like increasing the clout by showing their importance, 

popularity and hold over the masses." So, who were responsible? I am not 

saying that there were no local Congress leaders involved and all that. I will 

come to that point later. But the report is speaking about criminals' 

involvement also; not only the criminals, but others also. Politicians may be 

there; criminals may be there, there may be conspirators also, there may be 

people who wanted to take the political advantage of the situation-one doesnt' 

know. And this Commission was appointed to find out whether there were 

such persons. Now, a statement was made by one of the hon. Members 

alleging something against a political party. I am not mentioning that 

organisation and that political party. I am not saying that, that may be the 

correct thing, but there are First Information Reports and affidavits filed and 

they were lying with the Ranganath Commission and this Commission also, 

against that organisation. Because the Report has not said anything against 

that organisation, we are not taking that point, but the point is that where 

affidavits and First Information Reports filed against them, we cannot forget 

this thing also. 

Sir, my request is that having"made these points, I have no doubt, in my 

mind, that none of the Members in the House can be happy for what 

happened against an individual and certainly against thousands of people 

there. We cannot be happy. Members sitting on tht side, Members sitting here 

and Members sitting on this side cannot be happy. That's not their intention. 

Now, supposing a Member belonging to a party, particular stand they had to 

take and they have taken that stand, I am not attaching any importance to that. 

I would rather like to forget it and not comment on it any more. 
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Sir, what is important is that this should not have happened and if it has 

happened, what should be done? The first most important thing is justice 

should be done. That means if any person is found to have done that thing, he 

should be punished and justice should be done. That's the most important 

thing. And the second thing is that if the lives are lost, it is beyond human 

capacity to bring back the lives. We cannot do anything. We can be sorry, but 

it's not possible for us to bring back the lives. That is not possible and we are 

not going to do it. It is not possible; it can't be done. But certainly, some 

relief, some help and some compensation also can be given to them in a 

manner that surviving members of the victims are looked after properly. 

These are the two most important things and I am going to speak on the first 

thing, that is, how justice has to be done and on the second thing, how the 

compensation has to be given. Now, these are the two points on which I will 

be concentrating my response. 

Now, Sir, I would like to refer to the recommendations and refer to the 

Action Taken Report. Sir, this Report can be divided broadly in two parts-one 

part relating to observations and the second part, which is the most important 

part, relating to the recommendations. Now, it will not be necessary for me to 

speak about the observations. Observations are there. Probably, they can guide 

the Government; they can guide the Parliament; they can guide the individuals 

also as to how they should conduct themselves in certain circumstances. We 

can take advantage of the observations in this fashion. But the 

recommendations are binding and the recommendations should be taken care 

of and we should act on the recommendations. What are the kinds of 

recommendations which have been made? I am sorry to say that they second 

statement made by the Mover is, "throw this in the dustbin". Well, this is not 

in the nature of the hon.

Why should we throw it in the dustbin in 

Action Taken Report says that all the recommendations made by the Judge are 

acceptable by the Government and we are bound to act on it?

But probably, you wanted to play politics while 

commenting on it. Why do you want to throw this report into the dustbin? 

Why should it be thrown into the dustbin? What are the recommendations?

In the other House, I did not speak about the recommendations. There, I have 

just briefly spoken about all the recommendations which have been made 

there. If we try to understand the number of recommendations made in the 

report, we can come to the conclusion that there are 10 recommendations. 

What are those recommendations? Sir, I may be given time to explain these 

things because, the hon. Members have spoken about it, and probably, what 

they read out was rather misleading, and we do not want that wrong 

impression should be left in our minds with respect to the recommendations, 

and with respect to the action taken. 

Now, the first recommendations is about Mr. Hoshiar Singh and his men. 

Now, the hon. Judge has said: "They did not act diligently", and the 

recornmendation is: "The Commission recommends that the Government! 

should initiate appropriate action against him and those policemen who were 

with him. And having said that, what have we said? We have said that the 

Government would examine this matter further in consultation with the 

Ministry of Law for appropriate action. Is it not accepting the 

recommendation? The difficulty in this recommendation is that these officers 

have retired nearly 10 years ago, and as per the service rules, those officers 

who have retired, are not subject to the departmental inquiries and department 

action. The rules say, if an officer has retired, you cannot reduce his pension 

also after four years of his retirement. These are the two constraints, and that 

is why, we have said that though this has happened in this case, yet we have 

not said that we cannot take action. We have said that we will take 

appropriate action on finding out from the Law Ministry and the legal experts 

as to how we can do it. We have said that. Will you take objection to that? 

Now, if you are asking us to take action against them, please do not forget 

that there are many other Commissions' reports going to come to this House, 

w_hich will be discussed by you. and there may be recommendations about 

men, politicians and other people. If you lay down a rule in one case, it will 

be applicable to other cases also. What have we said? We have said that we 

will take action against the officers and men after consulting the legal experts 

in this country. Have we committed any wrong? Would you like to throw 

these recommendations into the dustbin also? 

The second recommendation is about Mr. Dharam Dass Shasiri. In simple 

terms, the recommendation is, "The Commission recommends to the 

Government that it should examine the relevant material and direct 
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investigation or further investigation, as may be found necessary with respect 

to the aforesaid case." It is a very, very clear recommendation. It is asking 

that investigation should be started, it is asking that, if necessary, re-

investigate. Investigation is different from inquiry, investigation is different 

from departmental proceedings, and all those things. In the first case, it does 

not say, investigate for the negligence of the officers. The question is, 

whether he can be punished departmentally or he can be punished for 

criminal negligence. Now, one of the hon. Members got up and said, if you 

cannot move against him in a civil court, you can move against him in a 

criminal court for criminal negligence. If it can be done, we will do it. You 

shall have to advise us, and we will go by your advice, and we will abide by 

your advice as to how we can go about it. In this case, there is a specific 

recommendation that investigation should be done, and if necessary, re-

investigation should be done. What have we said? We have said in clear 

terms that the Government will examine the factual position for appropriate 

action. We have accepted this recommendation also, we are going to act on 

this, and the hon. Prime Minister has left no doubt in the minds of the 

Members inside the House and outside also that we are going to act in these 

cases. Now; will you throw this recommendation also in the dustbin. 

Now, the third recommendation is about Mr. Jagdish Tytler. The 
recommendation is like this. This is a very, very carefully written 
recommendation. You shall have to advise us' as to how we should act on a 
recommendation of this nature. The recommendation says— 

"The Commission considers it safe to record a finding that there is 

credible evidence against Shri Jagdish Tytler to the effect that very 

probably he had a hand in organising attack on Sikhs, the 

Commission, therefore, recommends to the Government to look this 

aspect and take further action as may be found necessary." 

There are three elements in this which cause a little doubt in our minds. 

The first element is "it is safe". Why is it necessary for a Judge to say whether 

it is safe or not? I am not finding fault with the decisions given by the Judge. I 

am not finding fault with the Report. The Report is acceptable to us in toto, 

100 per cent. I am not finding fault with it. But then, probably, he had some 

doubt in his mind whether it would be safe or not and he said, "it is safe to 

record". Secondly, he said, "there is credible evidence". This is again safe to 

record the credible evidence. Thirdly, he says, "very 
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probably he had a hand". This is also a little uncertain statement. What did we 

do? We examined all these cases. We were not only asked to examine all 

these cases, but we were also asked to look into the First Information Reports; 

we were asked to look into the statements made by the witnesses; we were 

asked to look into the judgements given by the court with respect to the areas 

and the incidents where these things had happened relating to which some 

allegations were made by some individuals. We examined all these things. 

We found that there was no evidence. Yet, before Mr. Nanavati, one witness 

came and gave an affidavit. In that affidavit he stated that he had seen it. Then 

a second affidavit was filed and in that second affidavit it was stated that the 

first affidavit was not reliable and he was withdrawing it. Now this is the 

situation. I am not saying that he was wrong or right and all those things. 

Probably, the hon. Judge was right in saying "look into it". That was his 

perception. It is binding on us. It is not for me standing in the House, when he 

is not there, to say, "no, we are wrong" or "he is wrong" and all that. We are 

going to accept it. Here we had a little doubt and that is why we said, "If 

evidence is not there, what should we do?". Very rightly the hon. Prime 

Minister has said, and I have also fully agreed with it, that if there is a 

perception in the society, in the minds of the Members of this House, in the 

mind of the Judge also that he is involved in it, let it again be looked into 

properly for investigation. This is the only recommendation which we had not 

accepted. When this reasoning was advanced, we accepted the reasoning 

advanced and we have said that action shall be taken against him. Very 

rightly, the hon Minister resigned from the Cabinet and said, "I am doing it 

and I would like to wait and see what the investigation has said, what the 

judgement that is given. I am not unhappy about it. This is an opportunity for 

me to do it". Now, he has acted rightly, the Judge has acted rightly. Probably, 

we have some doubt in our minds and if anybody wants to say, "you have 

committed a mistake here", we will accept this mistake. But then we decided 

ultimately that we would accept this recommendation also and we would take 

necessary steps to see that he is there. This is the only recommendation on 

which there was a difference opinion expressed by the Government. 

The fourth recommendation is about Mr. Mange Ram. He was also a Sub-

Inspector and the same thing applies to him. He is retired from service and all 

those things. With respect to Mr. Mange Ram also we have said that we will 

examine it for proper action and we will take action. We accepted 
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this recommendation. The fifth recommendation is against some police 

officers and others. The same thing applies to the police officers also. The 

recommendations which are made against the police officers and others are 

not recommendations for prosecution. They are the recommendations for 

departmental inquiry, rather than prosecution. Departmental inquiries are 

possible if they are in service. Even if they are not in service, we can reduce 

their pension. Here also the recommendations, have been made against a few 

officers, i.e., Dr. Chander Prakash, Shri OP. Yadav, Shri Rohtash Singh, Sri 

Ram Phal, Shri Ved Pradash, Shri Ishwar Singh, Shri Shakti Singh, Shri 

Mahinder Singh, etc. All the recommendations against these officers have 

been accepted for proper action. Can you find fault with us if we accept the 

recommendations made against these officers also? 

So far as Shri Sajjan Kumar is concerned, he is one of the Members of 

Parliament. The recommendation against Shri Sajjan Kumar is this: The 

Commission, therefore, recommends to the Government to examine only those 

cases where the witnesses have accused Shri Sajjan Kumar specifically and yet 

no charge sheets were filed against him and the cases were terminated as 

untraced and if there is a justification for the same, take further action as is 

permitted by law. Those cases which are closed as untraced and which still 

deserve to be examined are those which would arise from FIR Nos. 

250/84,307/84. They have given these FIR Nos. and cases. We took time in 

order to examine these cases. Now we have been asked, "Why did you take six 

months?" They have said that you examine the FIRs and these cases and other 

things and also the cases against Shri Sajjan Kumar, Shri Jagdish Tytler and 

others. We had to go through the record which is not with us but which is in 

the courts of law because they are judicial cases. We had to go through all 

those things. Now they have said, "We are not taking action against Shri 

Sajjan Kumar". I do not know whether this Action Taken Report was really 

read carefully by them or not. On page 11 of the Action Taken Report, we 

have said that Shri Sajjan Kumar has not been accused by any of the persons 

who filed affidavits before Justice Nanavati Commission in connection with 

this incident, except Shri Surender Singh. There is only one person. The 

Government would look into the factual position in regard to the affidavit of 

Shri Surender Singh for appropriate action. We have accepted to take action 

on the evidence given by Shri Surender Singh in some other case in which his 

name was mentioned. We have accepted to move against Shri 
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Sajjan Kumar also. If somebody says that we are not taking action against 

him, it is very wrong to say so. So far as Shri Shastri, Shri Jagdish Tytler, 

Shri Sajjan Kumar and Shri Bhagat are concerned, the Judge himself has said 

in the report that Shri Bhagat's mental and physical condition not good. He 

has not recommended anything against him. We have not said anything 

against that. These are the politicians against whom the recommendations 

have been made in the report and we have agreed to proceed against them 

without any doubt in our mind because the judge has said it; because the hon. 

Members have said it and because many of the people outside, probably, 

think that let this case be taken to the final conclusion to be established 

whether they are guilty or not. That is our case. Are we wrong in doing this? 

Would you like to throw these things also in the dustbin? I hope you would 

not do that because we have accepted it. 

So far as the then Lt. Governor, Shri Gavai, is concerned, the 

recommendation made against him is of very peculiar kind. He was the 

person responsible for the maintenance of law and order in Delhi and 

therefore, he cannot escape the responsibility for his failure. It is a very 

specific observation. It is not a recommendation, it is an observation. He was 

the Lt. Governor and this kind of an observation has been made against him. 

There is no recommendation for any action against him, but because he was 

the Lt. Governor, at that time, this observation has been made. And, what we 

said is, "There is not recommendation for action, action of any kind, against 

him. So, we have said that the Government had taken immediate 

administrative action. Shri Gavai was replaced by Shri M.N.K. Wali as Lt. 

Governor of Delhi on 4th November, 1984. That is what we had said. That 

means that we have not differed from the recommendations made by the 

Judge; we have accepted them. Now, so much of controversies have arisen 

about these thing. Many people also asked: "Why did you remove him?" If it 

was found that the Lt. Governor was not rising up to the occasion by the 

leaders who had the responsibility to maintain law and order at that time, and, 

in their judgement, they thought that an alternative arrangement could help 

better, and if they thought they took the judgement, we cannot sit in 

judgement on what they did at that time. And, probably, they did it correctly, 

and we will accep fully what they did at that time. And, Some unnecessary 

controversies cold have been avoided. But then, the controversy was faced. 

Now the controversy was that we were asking for help from the Government 

for military assistance, for Army assistance. 
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Everybody knows that to obtain the help of the Army of the military, to cope 

up with that particular kind of a situation, authority is given even to the 

Collectors, the District Collectors. They do not have to go to the Ministers or 

the Prime Minister asking for any assistance, and it was, certainly, available 

with the Lt. Governor. He could have called for it. But it was not done. I am 

not going to find fault with him because he is not here and we should not sit 

in judgement. I am just trying to explain the position, and nothing more than 

that. It was not necessary to mention so many things about so many persons, 

and I do think it was possible for a Collector to get the assistance, and it could 

have been given. The situation has to be considered by us. The situation was 

very, very peculiar, and it was controlled immediately. The body was there; 

the people were there, and then, we had to take into account the situation 

prevailing everywhere in the country. We should not sit in judgement without 

getting all facts before us. But I do think that if this controversy had been 

avoided, it would have been better. Now, here also, we have accepted the 

recommendations. Shri S.C. Tandon was the Police Commissioner, and we 

have accepted that the Government would examine this matter further in 

consultation with the Minister of Law for appropriate action. Whatever has 

been suggested against him also, because of these things we have accepted 

this recommendation as well. 

Now, as far as police reforms are concerned, this is a comprehensive 

recommendation. It does not go against an individual as such, or it does not 

relate to only one incident as such. But here is a recommendation given by 

the learned, erudite judge, about the working of the police not only in Delhi 

but everywhere. And, we have said that whatever you have explained, we are 

going to accept that kind of recommendation. And, what is the 

recommendation? Now, here, the hon. Member, Shri Alexander spoke about 

it in greater details. I would like to say that the recommendation made by 

Justice Nanavati on this point is acceptable to the Government. We have not 

only accepted this recommendation, but we have started acting on this 

recommendation even before this Report came. Now, we are having the 

Rapid Deployment Force; we are going to provide speedy means of 

communication and transport. We are going to give them the speedy means of 

contacting with each other, and things like that. The training also will be 

different. Then, the number of persons who will be working also will be 

different. We are likely to create a situation in which it becomes easier for 

them to cooperate and coordinate with each other, 
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with the Police Forces coming from different States, and to cope up with the 
situation. But, Sir, this is something which is really very important and this 
recommendation, I think, is very important, and we shall have to take this 
recommendation very carefully and act on that. We have already started 
acting on it and we will further go into it. 

As far as the matter of appointing Commissions is concerned, it was raised 

by the hon. Members here. We have Commissions appointed, and they have 

given their Reports. On some of the recommendations made by commissions, 

we have acted; some recommendations remain unimplemented. Now, the 

hon. Prime Minister, in one of the meetings which was organised a few 

months back to discuss these issues with the DGs and Home Secretaries from 

different States, said, "Why don't you look into those recommendations and 

cull out these recommendations and act on them?" That was a very, very wise 

suggestion. We have accepted it. We have appointed a committee. That 

committee has culled out the recommendation and we are acting on those 

recommendations also. But there are certain recommendations, which relate 

to amendment of laws. There are certain recommendations, which may not be 

easily acceptable to all of us in Parliament and the Government also. And 

there are recommendations which have to be implemented by the 

Govemment of India and by the State Governments also. We have accepted 

the recommendations. Over and above this, Sir, if it is necessary again to go 

into the requirements of the police forces in our country in view of the fact 

that new technologies are developing, in view of the fact that new methods of 

training are being adopted, in view of the fact that new demands are being 

made on the police forces, in view of that fact that the job of police is 

becoming more and more crucial because of what is happening inside the 

country and outside the country in the face of terrorism that has become 

visible everywhere, we would do it. But I would not promise anything. We 

are following this route and we would like to go along that route. 

Sir, we have accepted the 10th recommendation. The 10th 

recommendation, in my opinion, is the most important recommendation 

made by the hon. judge. That is a very humane recommendation. That is a 

very practical recommendation. This is a recommendation which can really 

help the victims and their families. This is most important recommendation. 

This is the recommendation with respect to the compensation and the help 

which has to be given to the victims and 
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members of the families of victims. And I am happy that"many hon. Members 

spoke about this issue extensively. But I am sorry only to say that the hon. 

Members who spoke about it did not read the Action Taken Report which I 

am going to read out to you for your information so that when an occasion 

arises to speak about it at a later date, you know it. The Govemment has 

accepted the recommendation. We have accepted this recommendation in 

toto. "In so far as the NCT of Delhi is concerned, the following financial 

assistance and compensations have already been given to the widows and 

families of the riot victims. Rs. 72,69,27,000 have been paid as 'Death 

Compensation' in 227 cases. Rs.54,62,000 have been paid as compensation 

for injuries in 2603 cases. Rs.5,08,68,000 have been paid as compensation for 

damage to residential property. Rs.4,77,42,000 have been paid as 

compensation for un-insured commercial premises or assets including 

industrial property and machinery in 3415 cases. Rs.20,60,000 have been paid 

as 'Marriage Assistance' for daughters and widows in 14 cases. Two thousand 

twenty MCD slum flats, 58 teashops and kiosks and 717 house sites have 

been allotted to the families of the riot victims. Six hundred and eighty four 

widows and wards have been provided employment by the Government of 

Delhi and monthly pension of one thousand rupees has been granted to old-

aged persons and widows affected by the riots, even if they have employed 

children or earning adult members". This has been done in Delhi. Now, what 

has been done in Delhi is not exactly what has been done in the other States. 

Fortunately, for Punjab, I think there were no incidents and, yet, some help 

was given. Now, when we are discussing the devilish aspect of human nature, 

the saintly aspect should also have been considered by us. One or two 

Members did get up here and said that there were many Sikhs who had been 

saved by the Hindus; and there were many others who were also saved by the 

Hindus. I know that there are some police officers, who at the cost of their 

lives, staking their own lives, controlled the situation so much so that those 

things were recognised and they were rewarded also. Now, what generally 

happens in our lives is, all the good we do is frittered away with our bones 

and all the mistakes we commit sometimes remain. Now, in our society also, 

fortunately, for us, the majority of the people are peace-loving; the majority 

of people want unity; majority of people do not want division between the 

Hindus and the Sikhs and the Muslims and the Christians. There are some 

people who do not subscribe to this philosophy; who want to fish in the 

troubled water and want to take advantage of it. Sir, 
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having said this, I would like to say that the hon. Prime Minister told me, 

"Look, it is beyond us to bring back the lives of the people who have lost their 

lives. But, it is certainly possible for us to give them all the help which we 

can. Please do look into these matters and help them properly". Now, the 

Home Ministry and the Home Minister has got this instruction at the initial 

stage itself, and we are going to implement this instruction of the Head of the 

Government of India in word and spirit, in toto. I promise you and I assure 

you about it. This is an assurance and promise given to you. This is what we 

have done in Delhi. If there are some people to whom .compensation is not 

given, and if it is brought to our notice, we will, certainly, see that the 

compensation is given to them. I am not saying that those who deserved 

compensation have received it. If there are any others, we will, certainly, do 

it. And, anything which you think in your judgment, we should do in order to 

help them, please let us know. We will carefully... (Intenvptions) 

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Wait, wait; let him complete. (Intenvptions) 

Mr. Tarlochan Singh, let the Home Minister complete it. Please sit down. 

(Intenvptions) 

SHRI TARLOCHAN SINGH (Haryana): Sir, I have got a very important 
point. (Intenvptions) Sir, the Home Minister has agreed. (Intenvptions) Sir, 
those who were killed in Railways, the Commission says, 'The Railway 
authorities refused to send any names." So, the Commissions has asked the 
Government that many people were killed during their railway safar, they 
should be included in this. 

SHRI SHIVRAJ V. PATIL: We will look into this. I assure you that we 

will look into it. 

SHRI S.S. AHLUWALIA: What about the soldiers? 

SHRI SHIVRAJ V. PATIL: Well, you are raising a very important point, 

and I cannot say 'no' to it. The Defence Ministry will, certainly, look into it. 

But, if there is something at the back of your mind in raising these points, we 

will entreat you, we will request you not to disturb the society. 

Sir, I have said that this is what we have done. I also agree that this is not 

sufficient. If anything more has to be done, we will not grudge in doing that. I 

know that in States, the kind of compensation which is given in Delhi is not 

being given. Now, we are definitely going to talk to them and 
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see as to what they can do to pay compensation on a par with the 

compensation which is given in Delhi. If, for any reason, it is difficult for 

them, we will go to their succour and we would like to see that the 

compensation which has to be given on a par will be given. Now, this is a 

judgment given by a Supreme Court judge who has looked into the totality of 

the incidents over here. This is the judgment given by the judiciary, the High 

Courts and the Supreme Court in some other cases also. This is an assurance I 

am giving on the floor of the House. Again, I repeat, money cannot 

compensate the loss they have suffered. It cannot. It cannot really give them 

the real relief, and yet, this is the minimum we can do. In doing this, we will 

commit no mistake. We will err on the side of helping them rather than saying 

that if we help, some money will go and all those things. I assure you on the 

floor of the House that we will do this. Having said this thing, Sir, again, I 

cannot do better than what the hon. Prime Minister has done. Our heart is full 

of agony. You cannot understand it. All of us cannot understand each other's 

agony. My heart is boubly troubled as I lost my mother-like leader; and I lost 

so many brothes and sisters. This is not two times; this is a hundred times 

more than the agony one suffers if a member of a family is lost. You cannot 

just imagine it. We are not in a position to do anything better than what has 

been promised. If there is any person responsible for this, and if any action 

can be taken against him as per the law, it shall be the duty of the 

Government to take action against him as well. If anything has to be done to 

give compensation, though it is not going to really compensate the loss one 

has suffered, we will not grudge it and we will not take any objection in 

completing it. This is humanly possible for us. 

Believe me, we have belief in the philosophy propounded by Mahatma 

Gandhi; we believe in the philosophy of unity and not division. We believe in 

the divinity of the human being and we believe in the goodness of all and we 

will not commit any mistake in keeping these things in our minds to come to 

the succour and help of those who could be helped in this matter. 

Sir, I appreciate the intention with which this is raised. It gave us an 

opportunity to explain also. The only thing I have to pray at the end is, 'You 

and I belong to this earth and we have to come back to this earth. Let us not 

leave back an idea or philosophy which will divide us, which will divide one 

brother from the other, which will create divisive tendencies in the conuntry."
