SHrr O. V. ALAGESAN: At present
out of 40 Assistant Harbour Masters,
20 are Indians.

Surr M. VALIULLA: Is it not a fact
that recruitment has been going on
in the foreign countries for these posts
for the last 2 years? Have not the Con-
sul Generals recruited and sent some
Harbour Masters because we did not
have sufficient hands?

SHrr O. V. ALAGESAN: Only bet-
ween June and October 1952 we were
able to recruit 7 Indians fully qualified
for these posts.

Surr K. C. GEORGE: Is there any
demand for the opening of such train-
ing schools?
