The term
“political themes” being somewhat
vague, it is not possible to say de-
finitely which. films and to what ex-
tent, can be classed in this category.
A statement is laid on the Table of the
Council which gives a complete list
of all documentary films produced by
the Films Division of the Government
of India, indicating briefly the subject
and contents of each.
