The
Member will face the Chairman while making
the oath or affirmation and will then, after
shaking hands with him, pass behind the Chair
to the other side of the Table .where he will sign
the Roll of Members. After signing the Roll he
will return to his seat. Make the oath or
affirmation on the right side and sign the roll on
the left side before resuming your seat. The
Secretary will now call out the names.
