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SHORT DURATION DISCUSSION

Situation arising out of striking down of the IMDT Act by
Supreme Court (Contd.)

SHRI SILVIUS CONDPAN (Assam): Sir, | thank you very much for
allowing me to take part in the short-duration discussion on the situation
arising out of striking down of the IMDT Act by the Supreme Court
which was raised by Shri Pramod Mahajaniji. First of all, | want to deal
with as to why the IMDT Act was enacted and specifically notified to be
implemented in Assam. | remember there was a time when a movement
was going on in Assam to drive out aliens from the State. The people
almost took law in their own hands. The people belonging to minority
like Muslims, Bengalis Nepalis, and Hindi-speaking were given notice,

'Quit India Notice.' You know, Sir, at that time, the IMDT Act was
not in force. It was done under the Foreigners Act, 1946. At that time-
-from my experience | say--it was enough that a SP would serve the
notice to a certain person. After getting notice, that person has to quit
India. A vehicle would be ready to pick him up along with his family to
deport them to the boundary. And they were given time of 15 or 20
days. It was like that. Sir, During that time, these cases were take up
in the civil courts and there was no tribunal. And | was handing a case,
as a lawyer. From my experience, Sir, i would like to say that the
people were suffering a lot. They did not have any scope, legal scope,
to defend that they were not foreigners, that they were not foreigners
and they were not subjected to quit from India as foreigners. So, they
were taking shelter of the munsif court, the civil court and we were
getting stay orders for them. After the stay order, what was happening
to the fate of the foreigners? Sir, after the stay order, the SP, who is the
competent authority under the Foreigners Act to Serve the 'Quit India’
notice, he was never able to come and attend the court to substantiate
the justification of his serving a notice to a person who is alleged to be
a foreigner. In every district, it was happening and this was creating a
real uncertainty for the people who were belonging to the Muslim
community, belonging to the Bengali community, belonging to the Nepali
community, belonging to the Hindi-speaking community. They were never
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knowing when they were getting notice. All these things happened, Sir,
and the people who were getting the notice as Bangladeshi and as
Nepalese, they had the same customs and they had the same language.
The Foreigners Act was during the British time and they had their own
adventures as to who can be a foreigner in their regime. It was
contemplated and written like that. But it was not fitting into the situation
in Assam or it wi'l not be fitting into a similar situation created in Punjab,
in Rajasthan or in West Bengal, wehre these kind of problems are dealt
with. Therefore, Sir, it was rightly feit necessary during the time of Indiraji
that such an Act should come out where an SP or anybody who
complaint that so and so is a foreigner has to come and substantiate
his complaint or his information that so and so is a foreigner. So, it was
felt that the IMDT Act was necessary. It was not the intention, as the
hon. Member Shri Pramod Mahajan was speaking yesterday, that it
was intended to protect the foreigners. It was never intended like that.
But Indiraji thought, foilowed by Rajivji that no innocent person should
be treated as a foreigner and should be deported as an animal, just
sent away from the compound. It was happening like that, Sir, and to
control this situation, the IMDT Act was enacted. And the IMDT Tribunals
were there and thereafter, the complainants were given certain obligations
that when they complain, they have a duty to establish that. It was the
IMDT Tribunal that was doing it. The way our hon. friend, a very learned
Member, a very senior Member, was trying to interpret that the IMDT
Act was absolutely intended for defending the foreigners and dump them
in our country at the cost of the Indians. This idea is absolutely
baseless. | remember when this ACt was being contemplated and the
Assam Accord was arrived at with the agitationists, who were agitating
for driving out the aliens from Assam. So, Rajivji told the then Chief
Minister, who is no more, a Congress Chief Minister Mr. Saikia, that
the Assamese and other people were fully convinced that the Congress
is harbouring the foreigners, aid let us drive out this idea from the mind
of these pecple that the Congress is harbouring the foreigners for their
political purpose. Therefore, this IMDT Act was enacted. Afterwards, he
also told the duly elected Chief Minister, when he had two-and-a-half
years to go, that you resign and go in for election and let these young
people, who are thinking that Assam was getting filled up with foreigners,
know what was the factual posiiion, what was the practical thing, when
they came to power and when they handled these things. So, Rajiv
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Gandhiji asked the duly elected Congress Chief Minister Saikiaji to
resign, and he had to resign, and there were elections in 1985. Sir, |
will take one more minute. Thereafter, the Asom Gana Parishad came
into power not only once, but twice, and all the police, the entire
administration and the Act were at their disposal, and they have done
what was really practically possible there, and they have shown on
record that it was not the Congress which was trying to safeguards the
foreigners in Assam. Yesterday, Pramod Mahajanji was indirectly trying
to give a hint that the Congress party was trying to safeguard foreignes
in Assam at the cost of the Indians in Assam. That is not the real fact.
For striking down the IMDT Act, the Parliament is here, the learned
people are here in the country. the Government is here, they will definitely
find out the way out. The Government will definitely think about the
alternative measure that we have to come forward with a legislation that
will clear the doubts in the minds of the people without giving any idea
that any part in power or any authority is going to protect any foreigners
either in Assam or in any part of the country. Of course, Mr. Pramod
Mahajan has already said yesterday that this Act was contemplated for
the whole country. (Time Bell) But the situation prevailing in Assam
was not obtaining in other parts of the country. That is why it was
notified to be implemented in Assam only. Therefore, all the doubts, all
the apprehensions that the IMDT was there only to protect the foreigners,
is not a fact, and with these submissions, | object to all the
apprehensions raised by the hon. Members and | would like to clarify
this thing to my learned friend, Shri Pramod Mahajanji about the
conception he has about the IMDT Act since its inception and its
implementation. There was no intention of the Government whatsoever
in Assam to protect the foreigners. Thank you very much.

SHRI DWIJENDRA NATH SHARMAH (Assam) : Sir, | will not repeat
these points. Since yesterday, we have been listening to this debate
very carefully. | am happy that most of the Members have expressed
concern about the situation in Assam. | have listened very carefully to
the points raised by Shri Pramod Mahajan. He rightly said that we
should not play politics on the issue of infiltrators and should identify
~ the infiltrators with proof. | have quoted this from the speech made by
Shri Pramod Mahajan yesterday. Sir, the IMDT Act was enacted under
certain special circumstances in 1983 at the initiative of late Shrimati
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fndira -Gandhi, after the liberation of Bangladesh. In 1983, there was a
very serious situation in Assam — do not want to elaborate on that —
which prompted us to enact such a law so that these infiltrators, illegal
migrants could be detected by a judicial procedure which was not
available under the Foreigners Act. For identification and detection of
infiltrators or illegal migrants, notice can be issued by the police only
under the Foreigners Act. Looking into the serious situation, at that
time, this legal procedure was adopted for detecting and deporting the
foreigners from Assam. There are certain examples; there are certain
prominent examples. As my colleagues have just now asked, "Why
was this Act enacted?” | would like to cite certain examples about
persons to whom notices were issued at that time. The people of Assam
are proud of Syed Abdul Mallick, ex-President of Assam Sahitya Sabha,
who was also a Member of this House. We are proud of him. A notice
was issued to him as a foreigner because he was a Muslim. We are
proud of Parbeen Sultana, who is a famous singer. She was also issued
notice as a foreigner. There is a famous 900 years history of Shah
Syed Nuruddin Ahmed. The family of Peer Saheb of Jaleswar was issued
a notice at that time, as foreigner.

SHRI PRAMOD MAHAJAN (Maharashtra) : Under which Act?

SHRI DWIJENDRA NATH SHARMAH: Under the Foreigners Act.
Sir, these are two-three examples which 1 have cited here which
substantiated, at that time, as to why the legal procedure was necessary.
| believe this Act was enacted because of this background. Today, we
are very happy that Shri Pramod Mahajan has raised certain things and
said that we should go beyond politics. Sir, Assam is passing through
a very crucial time since 1978. We should keep certain things beyond
politics because it is a border State. It is facing peculiar problems.
There is a problem of insurgency for a long time. The people of Assam
are suffering from these problems. | say this very carefuily, frankly and
with all seriousness that we are not at all supporters of foreigners,
whether they are Bangladeshis or they are from any other country. We
do not want any foreigner to remain in Assam. Sir, an Accord was
signed on 15th August, 1985, by the then Prime Minister, our beloved
leader, Rajivji with the State leaders, the All Assam Students Union and
the Governor of Assam. Shri Rajiv Gandhi, at that time, went to that
extent that he sacrificed the office of the State Government of Assam—
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the Congress (1) was in power at that time in Assam. He said, "Let the
Government go, let there be peace and let us have an Accord." On that
basis, on 15th August, Shri Rajiv Gandhi signed that Accord, and Shri
Rajiv Gandhi could prove that there was no politics behind them. Now
what has been raised by some of the hon. Members from the Opposition
benches is that the Congress (I) is playing politics, that it is after the
vote bank. Sir, it is totally false. This party is for a legal procedure for
detecting and deporting foreigners from Assam. At that time, Rajivji could
prove that he was beyond politics, that he wanted peace in Assam, and
that is why, the Assam Accord was signed at that time. That was the
time when Rajivji thought that we must protect the Indian citizens in
Assam, that in the name of foreigners, no Indians should be harassed.
That was the basic idea of the Congress (l) party at that time, which we
supported it. It is a fact. Now, the Judgement of the Supreme Court is
with us. We have gone through it. Many things have been referred to
which | don't totally subscribe...

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Mr. Sharmah, please conclude. The
Home Minister has to go to the other House.

SHRi DWIJENDRA NATH SHARMAH: On the judgement aspect,
we have regard for the Supreme Court, and we will accept it. But, Sir,
‘what is the situation today in Assam? There is a fear psychosis amongst
the genuine Indian citizens. They should be protected. | would like to
suggest certain things. Sir, you have pointed out the time factor, and |
don't want to take much time of the House. | am only urging upon the
Government that for the protection of minorities, for the protection of
genuine Indian citizens, there should be certain safeguards so that they
don't feel that they are in danger, that they are being harassed in spite
of Indian citizens. That should not happen. Now, in view of the Supreme
Court's judgement, | believe, a Group of Ministers would be constituted.
| hope that this Group of Ministers will be able to examine and see how
we can build up confidence in them that they will not be harassed.
Already the State Government has taken certain measures. The State
Government has specifically instructed the District Administration that
they should not be harassed in the name of foreigners. Sir, the formation
of Tribunal under the Foreigners Act should be speedily implemented.

In the last 20 years, we have not been in a position to
complete the fencing in the Indo-Bangladesh border. So, this should be
speedily implemented in such a manner that no infiltrators can come
over to Assam and settle here. These are the major things today which
the people of Assam want. | am an Assamese, and | am not as
apprehensive as what Mr. Pranab Mukherjee or the other Members of
the Opposition have expressed. | am surprised to hear what they said.
During their six years' rule, they have not done it. And, today, this UPA
Government has aiready started the process. A tripartite discussion
was started by the hon. Prime Minister. This tripartite discussion was
started by the hon. Prime Minister with the AASU leaders for the first
time in 21 years to call for the review of the Assam Accord.

Sir, we have
also found that there are people living there, have documents, they are
registered voters in Bangladesh and in West Bengal both.
