RBBI vide its circular dated 3rd May, 2011 has inter-alia advised the banks to ensure that the
MFls comply with a margin cap of 12% and interest cap on 26% per annum to be eligible to classify

loans to MFIs as priority sector loans.

The Government has formulated a draft Micro Finance Institutions (Development and
Regulation) Bill, 2011 taking into account the recommendations of the Malegam Committee as well
as the views of the RBI on the Report. The Bill has been put on the wehsite of Ministry of Finance

seeking comments of stake holders on the draft Bill.

THE MINISTER OF HEALTH AND FAMILY ‘WELFARE (SHRI GHULAM NABI AZAD): (a) and
(b) No, Sir. Under the Mational Rural Health Mission (NRHM), procurement and distribution of
drugs are done by the States/UTs. This is in addition to the drugs procured and supplied out of their
own Plan budget. States/UTs reflect their requirements for drugs in their Annual Programme

Implementation Plans.

Government of India also procures and supplies medicines, vaccines and contraceptives for
some selected programmes under NBHM. In all such cases, the tender conditions stipulate that
there should be at least 5/4th Shelf-life after shipment.

In order to streamline the procurement and distribution of drugs, Government of India is in the
process of setting up of a Central Procurement Agency. Government of India has also advised the
State/UT Governments to set up independent procurement agency on the pattern of Tamil Nadu
Medical Services Corporation Limited (TNMSG).

(c) So far, Rs. 69519.79 crores has been allocated to States/UTs under NRHM for
healthcare infrastructure, human resources, referral transport and various other activities including
procurement of drugs from the financial year 2005-06 to 2011-12. Against this, a sum of Rs.56777.42
crores has been released till date. The state-wise details of amount spent by Government under

NRBHM from 2005-06 to 2011-12 are given in statement.
