According to the reports
available to the Government they (the
Underground) have continued to make
attempts to cross the international border
with Burma with the intention of import-
ing arms and ammunition and receiving
other assistance from China. There have
also been reports of cases of kidnapping and
extortion of money.

(b) Suitable steps have been taken to
further strengthen the security forces along
with international border with Burma.
Besides, the State Government of Naga-
land which has now seven police battalions
under its charge, is taking increasingly
effective measures to counteract the hostile
activities and to maintain law and order.
