have been repeated trouble there?

SHRI BHAGWAT JHA AZAD :
Sir, this is not within our knowledge but
I hope the State Government and the
University itself will look into this mat-
ter.

SHRI M. H. SAMUEL : Mr. Partha-
sarathy expressed a point of view and the
Minister in his original reply said that some
State Governments did not agree to the
proposal, and the State Governments
having a large say in the appointment of
Vice-Chancellors, we would like to know
what is the point of view of the minority
States who have disagreed with the pro-
posal—to put the record strargiic.

In this case no State Government had dis-
agreed. Out of fourteen we received re-
plies from eight agreeing to the proposal,
It is only just before taking this decision
we were told about the view of Punjab;
it was Punjab who said that it should be
sixty years, not sixty-five.

SHRI Y. B. CHAVAN : Sir, may I
intervene in this matter because 1 do deal
with the problem of freedom fighters?
With the consent of the Education Mi-
nister I would like to inform the House
that the police agencies sometimes have
the photographs of the old revolutiona-
ries etc. if they were involved in some se-
rious offences. As part of the investiga-
tions they have the photographs but
normally they do not keep the photo-
graphs of freedom fighters as such. If
it is a question of getting these photo-
graphs 1 think instead of going to the po-
lice machinery we can go directly to the
people and other agencies for these pho-
tographs. Our efforts should be to se-
cure the photographs.

SHRI BHUPESH GUPTA : This is
rather unfortunate.

SHRI Y B. CHAVAN : 1 can assure
the hon. House that we will certainly
exhaust all our efforts to secure the pho-
tographs and as the Education Minister
satd we will try to bring out a publication.
