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full implementation of the proposal, in six 
phases, extending over a period of 8 years, the 
production of over 2 • 2 million tonnes per year 
of finished, concentrated and balanced 
fertilizers is expected to be achieved. In terms 
of plant nutrients, this production will amount 
to about 460,000 tonnes nitrogen, 370,000 
tonnes of P2 O5   and 279,000 tonnes K2 O. 

Arising out of the operations connected with 
fertilizer production salt, cement, bromine, 
potash and gypsum will also be produced in a 
phased manner. 

As an integral part of the complex a fully 
mechanized, deep sea water jetty is included. 

The fixed capital outlay on the entire project 
is estimated at about Rs. 166 cro-res of which 
about Rs. 46 crores is expected to be in foreign 
exchange.]
