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2008 with 100 per cent CST compensation being payable to the States till the time
GST isintroduced. But, till now, the compensation for the year 2010-11 to the State of
Gujarat is not paid by the Centre which is a huge amount.

I, therefore, request the Centre through this House, that the Centre should
immediately release the compensation amount to the State of Gujarat so that the State
Government can use this money for the overall development of the State.
