Demand for revoking notification reducing interest rate on
Employees Provident Fund

SHRI TAPAN KUMAR SEN (West Bengal): Sir, I rise to draw the attention
of the House to and, at the same time, denounce the most anti-worker and unilateral
move of the Government of India, to drastically reduce the rate of interest applicable
to the Employees Provident Fund of more than five crore workers of the country
who create wealth for the nation, generate revenue to the Exchequer and also
generate profit for the employers.
