SHRI C.P. THIRUNAVUKKARASU: Madam, | welcome the Bill, But with
regard to some provisions, | am going to raise my objections. | am taking into
consideration several factors, like facilities for passengers, freight convenience,
development in automobile engineering, development of roads, and control of
pollution, This amendment has been introduced by way of section 52. There was
an Act of 1939, but that Act is not workable now. Therefore, a new Act was
introduced in 1988. Several factors have been introduced under this Act.
Subsequently, several amendments have also been made in that Act. But now,
don't make this amendment for the purpose of pollution control, introduction of
modern technology, and road safety only. Madam, the new section 52(1) which
is proposed to be substituted for existing section 52 says, "Provided that where
the owner of a motor vehicle makes modifications of the engine, or any part
thereof, of a vehicle for facilitating its operation by different type of fuel or source
of
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energy including battery. shall be carried out subject to such conditions as may
be prescribed.” So. it means, even if | want to change the battery of my vehicle, |
will have to take the permission from the Regional Transport Authority. Madam,
battery is used in vehicles for the purpose of electricity and also as a source of
energy to run the vehicle. | would like to know whether | would have to take
permission from the Regional Transport Authority to change the battery even if it
is used for the purpose of electricity. This point is not clear. Then, Madam, 52(2)
says. "Notwithstanding anything contained in sub-section (1). a State
Government may, by notification in the Official Gazette, authorise subject to such
conditions as may be specified in the notification, and permit any person owning
not less than ten transport vehicles to alter any vehicle owned by him...." So, it
means if a person is having ten transport vehicles, he can alter the engine at any
point of time and put the vehicle on road. He can intimate it to the Regional
Transport Authority within a period of 14 days. If a person is having less then ten
vehicles, he is not entitled to do that. It means, this Amendment Bill allows a
person who is rich to make alterations in the engine. So, this clause should be
reconsidered. Then, Madam, so far as 52(3) is concerned, instead of 'any
alteration made in motor vehicle", it should be "any alteration made in a transport
motor vehicle". My next point is with regard to Clause 5, insertion of new section
217A, that is, renewal of permits, driving licences and registration granted under
the Motor Vehicles Act, 1939. It says, "Notwithstanding the repeal by subsection
(1) of section 217 of the enactments referred to in that sub-section, any
certificate of fitness or registration or licence or permit issued or granted under
the said enactments may be renewed under this Act." But this section has not
been properly worded. The reason is, if a person's permit, obtained under the
Motor Vehicles Act 1939, is allowed to expire, he can, by virtue of the provisions
of this Act, ask the Regional Transport Autl%rity for renewal or for issuance of a
new permit or fof' issuance of a fitness certificate for his vehicle. So, this section
should be deleted, or this Bill may be referred to the Standing Committee. So far
as other provisions are concerned, | support this Bill.

SHRI R. MARGABANDU (Tamil Nadu): This Act is only a piecemeal Act.
There are problems of a greater dimension now; so this Bill has to be studied in
depth and several amendments are required to be made in this Motor Vehicles
Act. Since the passing of the original Act, several amendments have been made
in order to cope with the problems, as and when they arose. | believe, this
amendment has been brought in
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view of the judgement passed by the Supreme Court that vehicles which are
older than ten years should not be allowed for transport purposes. Perhaps, this
Bill has been brought, with that in view. This Bill deals with a lot of things like air
pollution, noise pollution, traffic congestion, etc. With the manufacture of all types
of vehicles, of different sizes, standards etc., everything will have to be viewed in
such a way that there should be a comprehensive Bill. And as suggested by one
hon. Member, it should be referred to the Standing Committee. The Standing
Committee can go into all the suggestions and a comprehensive Bill can be
brought. Madam, a lot of motor vehicles are allowed to ply on the roads. But the
road facilities have not been extended. A large number of vehicles are produced
and no standard is fixed for the manufacture of these vehicles. Some vehicles
are using adulterated kerosene, diesel and petrol and they are emitting smoke
which is suffocating. This is the time when the Government should come forward
to give instructions to the manufacturers that only such type of vehicles should be
manufactured which do not create pollution. Licence should be granted only to
those vehicles; otherwise, permission should not be granted. Indiscriminate
production of all types of vehicles which cause air pollution should be avoided. It
is the right time for the Government to see that there is a proper legislation in
order to take action against those transport people who are plying those vehicles.
These vehicles are polluting the air and are creating noise pollution also. The
Government should think of taking some action against them.. The Government
should also think of the life of the vehicle. The life of the vehicle must also be
restricted. The size of the vehicle has to be restricted because it causes
obstruction to the free movement of vehicles on roads.

Also, the time-frame should also be decided. After using a vehicle for 10
or 15 years, it should be dismantled or dispensed with. Otherwise, if all types of
vehicles are allowed to run on the roads, it will cause problems. As has already
been said, ... a vehicle for facilitating its operation by different type of fuel or
source of energy including battery, compressed natural gas, solar power, liquid
petroleum gas or any other fuel . . . ' There is no doubt that this Act has been
introduced with the laudable objective of controlling air pollution. But many more
amendments are required to be made in this Act. This can be thought of by this
Government. All other amendments can be thought of and it can be referred to
the Standing Committee. The opinion of all the agencies can be called for.
Operators and passengers and all other persons can be called
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and a comprehensive legislation can be brought by referring this Bill to the
Standing Committee.

SHRI N.K. PREMACHANDRAN (Kerala): Thank you, Madam Deputy
Chairperson, for giving me this opportunity to express my views in respect of the
proposed amendment, First of all, | would say that the text of the amendment,
and the aims and objectives of the proposed amendment are contradictory.
Because the first caluse of the proposed amendment, that is, the new section
52(1) says "No owner of a motor vehicle shall alter the vehicle.. ." This is a
general clause. Then, a proviso has been added to this clause. The proviso says
".. ..for facilitating its operation by different type of fuel.. .." exemption can be
granted. Who is the authority to give that exemption? It is the Central
Government. My learned friend on the other side, the first speaker, has already
submitted that the Central Government can grant exemption for alteration of
vehicles in a manner other than specified above.

Now | come to sub-clause (2). This clause gives a special privilege to a
person having more than ten transport vehicles. What is his special privilege? He
need not get the approval from the registering authority. If you want to change or
alter the character or the basic* nature of your vehicle, the first condition is, you
have to obtain the prior approval from the registering authority. But a person
having more than ten transport vehicles is not required to obtain the prior
approval from the registering authority.  This is the first part of the proposed
amendment.

Now | come to sub-clause (3). It says "Where any alteration has been
made in motor vehicle without the approval of registering authority or by reason
of replacement of its engine without such approval under subsection (2), the
owner of the vehicle shall, within fourteen days of the making of the alteration,
report the alteration to the registering authority within whose jurisdiction he
resides.. ." Then what is the use of making all these clauses and provisos in
Section 52(1)? As per sub-clause (3), if | am having a vehicle and | want to get it
altered, then | need not get the prior approval--from the registering authority.
After the alteration, | can simply submit the information to the registering
authority that | have altered mv vehicle. Of course, the certificate of registration
has to be handed over to it. Then what is the purpose, what is the intention of
this proposed amendment.? The whole text of the proposed amendment means
that only an information is required to be furnished to the registering authority, so
far as the alteration in the vehicle is concerned. Nothing else is required. As
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per sub-clause (2). a special previlege has been given to a person having more
than ten transport vehicles. In my State, so many cooperative societies are
running transport business. Some societies are having 36-40 vehicles. | can cite
so many examples. This is not a privilege. Everybody is having this simple right.
They can have registration, they can have alteration; and, subsequently, they can
make a reference to Registering Authority. That alone is enough. Therefore, the
text of the legislation is confusing. The first part of the section is contradictory. |
suggest that it should be referred to the Standing Committee. So many
amendments are required to be made in the Motor Vehicles Act. 1988. After the
1949 Act a drastic amendment took place and the Motor Vehicles Act. 1988
came into force. Even now, so many legislations, so many amendments are
required in the Motor Vehicles Act, because the circumstances have changed. A
drastic amendment of Motor Vehicles Act is required. | would like to cite one
example at this juncture. In the Motor Vehicles Act, 1988, there is one section,
namely section 140 according to which an interim award is given to the injured
persons by the Motor Accident Claims Tribunal (MACT).Madam, it is very sad to
note that on the basis of the judgement of the Supreme Court, in regard to those
persons who have become the victims of motor vehicle accident, it is being
barred for five years for getting compensation after the award is passed. Madam,
it is not because of the fault on the part of the injured or the victim that even after
the verdict from the courts or the tribunals, he is not getting it. An injured person
who has been in bed for years is not getting the compensation on time. So, this
problem is grave throughout the country. Madam, the Supreme Court has come
to the conclusion and given this verdict because of the reason that so many
malpractices are prevailing among advocates, clerks and middlemen. Due to all
Ihese reasons, the poor victims, the poor injured, are denied their legitimate
rights, and they are not paid their claims on time. Sir. the very purpose of justice
is defeated due to such delay. Similarly, a person who is injured in a motor
vehicle accident and who is lying in bed for years, is not able to get the monetary
compensation as awarded by the court. It is being denied. So. in order to
overcome all these defects. | think a thorough change or an amendment is
required in this regard for which detailed discussion is necessary. Madam,
considering all these aspects, my suggestion, through you, to the Government is.
let this Bill be referred to the Sanding Committee for a detailed consideration.

SHRIMATI BIMBA RAIKAR (Karnataka): The Minister should try to take
care of the road accidents because the truck drivers are always drunk. Per night,
there are at least 3-4 accidents in a range of 500 kilometres.

That is why | say that the Minister
has to take particular care about the accidents. We have got only one road. We
do not have three or four roads so that there would be 'no-entry' or something.
