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The said railway line passing along the Assam-Arunachal Pradesh border
plays a vital role in the lives of common men in terms of transportation and

communication.

The construction work of the project was declared as a national project in
2006. The N.F. Railway assured that the project would be completed by December,
2012, but proved not to be so.

It will not be out of place to mention that conversion work from metre gauge
to broad gauge has been completed to some extent yet platforms, stations and
overbridges are yet to be completed. Moreover, poor construction work has been
noticed at various places, particularly at the station buildings, which need to be
rectified immediately to mitigate the difficulties of the people dependent on this

railway service.

Around 75% people of Sonitpur, Lakhimpur and Dhemaji Districts are

backward and totally dependent on this railway service.

I therefore urge upon the Central Government to take necessary steps to
speed up the work in order to mitigate the difficulties of the local people without

further delay.
