(©) The Government of India launched Jawaharlal Nehru National Urban
Renewal Mission (JNNURM) on 3rd Decemp2005 to assistt8tes/UT in taking
up housing and infrastructural facilities including basic facilities/amenities for the
urban poor/slum dwellers in 65 select cities in the country under Basic Services to
the Urban Poor (BSUP) Programme. For other Citmsfs, the Integrated Housing
and Slum Development Programme (IHSDP) was launched. The duration of the
Mission was upto 31.3.2012 which has been extended upto the March, 2015 for
completion of projects sanctioned upto March, 2012.

In pursuance of Government's vision of "Slum free India", R&yixas Yojana
(RAY) was launched in June, 2D1n two phases; the preparatory phase for a period
of two years which ended in June, 2013 and implementation phase. The Cabinet
