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SHRI DEREK O BRIEN (West Bengal): Sir, we join the hon. President in
congratulating the people of India for voting peacefully. They voted to punish poor
performers and rewarded the good work. There are a lot of States where good work has
been done. Those States have really been well rewarded— be it Tamil Nadu or Odisha

or Bengal or other States.

Sir, we join the hon. President in celebrating this wondrous democracy where each
of those 543 Members who have been elected to the Lok Sabha has a beautiful story.
I don't have the time to tell you all the stories. But, one story bears special mention
of a region where starvation deaths were an order of the day till 8-10 years ago. And,

those starvation deaths were due to people in that area ate ant eggs, because they did
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not have anything else to eat. Today, that region — Jangal Mahal - is represented by
a 28 year old doctor. She is the first woman to come to the Lok Sabha and take her
oath in Al-chiki (Santali language). Sir, this is our wondrous democracy; let us celebrate

it.

Sir, my party, the Trinamool Congress, would also like to place it on record the
people who do all the hard work but often get unnoticed; it is the Election Commission
of India. It has conducted this election in the best way possible. I do not get into
percentages today. But, in all the happiness of the new Government — someone has
mentioned this before — the overall vote share was 30 per cent. So, that is a humble

pill which will, perhaps, temper this mandate.

Sir, everyone makes election promises. Those who are in opposition last are in
Government this time and vice-versa. One promise they make every time is about
Women's Reservation Bill. All talk, no go. The last time's Opposition and this time's
Government, and between them all the major parties, the number of women they
brought to Parliament in spite of promising 33 per cent or one-third is between 8 per
cent to 13 per cent. That is the average. The all India average is 11 per cent. Sir, we,
at the Trinamool Congress, are indeed proud to say that out of our 34 Members of
Parliament, eleven are women. We have already done the women's reservation; 33 per
cent of women from Trinamool Congress are already in Parliament. If anyone tries to
sneakily take credit for giving women the reservation should remember one thing; you
may all want to share the credit now, but please remember, you all have talked, but we

have done it.

Sir, what will be our role for the next few years? We will watch; we will play the
role of a constructive Opposition. We will support good initiatives and we will oppose
them when necessary. Sir, we believe, all these new programmes which will be announced,
which may be announced, need to be put through what we call the three-way-test. The
first test is, how will you implement your programmes to touch the poorest of the poor.
That is our first test. The second test is, how will you pursue unity in diversity and
secure safety of all minorities, women and SCs/STs? This is the second test where we
will subject all your programmes. The third one is, how will you deliver economic

stability?

Sir, in the next few minutes—-because we have two speakers from our party, I will

just take the first half—one would have been tempted to talk about all the things that
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you did not say or the Government missed out in the President's Address. We will not
fall into that trap. We will give you the benefit of doubt and we will say that maybe
you will bring all this up in Part-A of the Budget Speech, which seems the logical thing
to do; otherwise, very often, the President's Address and the Budget Speech become
photocopies of the same thing. So, we will wait for the Budget Speech, especially Part-
A of the Budget Speech. We will restrict our response to eight or ten points to give

specific and constructive suggestions on the President's Address itself.

Coming from a party which has just come with the blessings of the people, I am
sure, you will listen to us with some attention. Sir, specifically, we start with para 9
where he talked about rural infrastructure. Our specific suggestion from the Trinamool
Congress is, and we urge you, to set up the Rural Infrastructure Mission. The party
in power loves catchy acronyms and that kind of things, this should also pass your
acronym test; that also sounds nice, the rhyme sounds quite nice, but more seriously,
the Rural Infrastructure Mission should have two broad objectives. First, build bridges

and, second, build pucca roads in rural areas. These are two objectives.

Sir, paragraph 8 talks of food inflation. Lots of speakers before me have spoken
about this. Sir, in West Bengal, we are providing tribals rice at Rs. 2 per kg. Our
suggestion, Sir, is that this is a good scheme for tribals. Satishji also spoke about forest
rights of tribals. But, on the specific scheme, can this rice at Rs. 2 per kg. for tribals

be passed on to the rest of the country?

Sir, our third suggestion, which is for para 10, on agriculture is, agriculture
engages 50 per cent of our work force, offers livelihood to 75 per cent of our people,
consumes 80 per cent of our water, 25 per cent of our power, and must be availing 70
per cent of our subsidies. For agriculture, we have two specific suggestions. The first
is, the Minimum Support Price for agricultural products and the loan waiver to poor
farmers; the operative word being poor. West Bengal, in fact, has a land, agriculture
and industrial Policy. And, more interestingly, we have a Land Policy which was
implemented about 18 months ago, and we would urge you to take a very close look

at that.

Paragraph 11, we could not agree with you more. Each drop of water is precious.
In the Trinamool Manifesto, three years ago, we made a promise to have 55,000 water
bodies. In three years, 55,000 is not the number, it has become 1,06,000. The burcaucrats,
perhaps, went and counted the numbers. My colleague, Mithunda — you are not the
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only person taking helicopter rides—also went for a few helicopter rides over Bengal
and saw lots of water. So, 1,06,000 is the number. The programme there is called Pani
Dharo, Pani Bharo. In fact, the basic concept of what we are suggesting is that there
are lots of State Governments who first thought out, then, tested out programmes.
Those programmes have been tested on a small scale, before they have been rolled out
on a large scale. Our observation is, that is the way to do it. I want to give you another
example which would relate to paragraph 19, which is about the girl child and women.
Sir, there are so many issues. In fact, sadly, seven lakh girls are killed every year before
they are born. Seven lakh! It is not a coincidence. We are happy that the Prime Minister
has chosen Bhutan to be his first neighbourhood destination, but it is a sad irony that
the population of Bhutan, which is seven lakh is equal to the number of female girl child

killed before they are born in India.

Sir, through you, we want to bring to the notice of this new Government a Scheme
which is called Kanyashree. Now, how does this work? The problem here was that lot
of girls had to stop their education. So, that was the problem. They stopped their
education because they need to get married very quickly. Kanyashree is a Scheme,
started exactly one year ago, here how it works, the girl's family gets Rs. 500 per year
from Class 8,9, 10, 11, 12. If she wants to continue her studies after class 12, the family
gets Rs. 25,000. Two things happen — economic help to the girl who gets educated
and the child marriage is also stopped. Under this Kanyashree Scheme, thirteen lakh
girls and their families have already registered, and by the end of the year, the number
would go up to seventeen lakh. Sir, this Scheme was so useful that the UN. have now

tied up with the West Bengal Government to take this Scheme ahead.

Sir, being a Member from West Bengal, I am giving you one example from West
Bengal, but the thought we are trying to leave you behind, I am sure, my colleague,
Dr. Maitreyan, is going to speak from Tamil Nadu, I think, after this, there have been

such examples from many, many States, which have been tested, tried and moved on.

Another one is, medicines, where generic drugs are sold at 67 per cent discount.
Real stories, real schemes implemented, loved by voters, and that is why they are

sending us here.

We strongly support and approve the decision to bring back black money,
paragraph 22, but we don't know who wants to take the credit. Let us not forget in all
this brouhaha that this is the Supreme Court Judgement, and we are happy that you
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are following the Supreme Court Judgement. But whatever it is, it is a step in the right
direction. I don't share the cynicism of not anything happening in the next five years,

we are optimist.

Sir, in paragraph 24, you have mentioned about comprehensive reform of the
Judiciary. We, at the Trinamool Congress, want to take it one step further. We believe,
there is serious corruption in the media. Some of our most brightest men and women,
some of the most brightest talent in this country are media professionals. We respect
them very, vey much. But the media corruption is an issue which needs to be taken
up at the earliest because first, we were all concerned about paid news, but after seeing
what has happened in the last few months, there is a new form of news, which is
beyond paid news, this is super-paid news. Sir, in paragraph 29, you talk about, 'set
up a task force to review our MSME sector'. I know there is a lot of discussion on this
mirage, the Gujarat Model, so I am tempted to give you one example. For the MSME
sector I suggest you to follow one State where the model was right. The best way to
judge MSME perhaps is to see how banks are lending to MSME. You know a lot of
banks want to lend. If the percentage of lending goes up, the things are well. Last year,
bank lending in Karnataka increased to 48 percent. Good. In Gujarat, it was 20 something
per cent. Not bad. In my State, it was 105 per cent. Maybe, we can share with you some
ideas as to how to revive the MSME. Thank you, Mithunda, for being the only one
who is clapping his desk. ...(Interruptions)... Okay, thank you, Sir.

Sir, paragraph 20 was music to our ears and I quote, 'highest priority will be
accorded to bring the eastern region of this country on par with western region in terms
of physical and social infrastructure.' Very good, excellent. 'Look East' policy is acceptable
but we will prefer, from 'Look East' it becomes 'Act East'. 'Act East' is even better
because Kolkata is not only the gateway to North East, Kolkata is also the gateway
to South Asia. In fact, we are also promoting Yoga in Bengal. The President also
through his speech mentioned Yoga. So, it is a very good system where every morning
this Government gets up and the sun rises in the east. So, it is a very good idea to
do some Suryanamaskar every morning before you start your Government works. We
will assure you that it will bring lots of good luck. Mithunda had written a line for me
in Hindi, but I dare not deliver it because he is sitting here. He said, "Jdg qa‘ JumH
B | T 3res1 A 21" .. (Interruptions)... Sir, that is the basic concept which we
are trying to bring about. We are trying to communicate through you, Sir, to this

Government and respond to the President's Address. Bring the States on board. If you
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want an AIIMS in Bengal, yes, give us hundred days, we will find you a location for
a new AIIMS. If you want to talk about the border areas, especially States like ours,
which have Nepal, Bhutan, Bangladesh, sensitive areas, talk to us, we will sort things
out. If you are talking about modernizing Madrasas, it is a good idea. Don't go cut-
brush and then do it. Consult with the States, and then do it. Funding for education—
you are talking about IIMs, IITs, very good. Keep counting the IIMs and IITs. Our
requirement: we believe, more than IIMs and IITs, with no disrespect to them, more
polytechnics are needed. If you want to improve telecommunication in rural areas, there
again bring the States on board. E-governance, my colleague who will speak after this
will give you all the great things we have done on e-governance. So, this is the basic
feel we have. As I said, we have restricted our comments to what has appeared in the
speech. Sir, the States are not subordinate jurisdiction to the Centre. They are partners.
Treat us as friends and we will never let you down. Treat us as hostile, the people will
feel let down. In the hope that this new Government has learnt from coercive federalism
of its predecessor, all we can say is that since you have loved all kinds of acronyms,
you had the last one, which says the '5 Ts', tradition, talent, tourism, trade and
technology. Very nice. But also remember before the "T' comes the 'S', that is, the States.
Thank you, Sir.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: I belong to the House.

DR V. MAITREYAN: Mr. Deputy Chairman, Sir, on behalf of the All India Anna
Dravida Munnetra Kazhagam, on behalf of my party's General Secretary, the hon. Chief
Minister of Tamil Nadu, Puratchi Thalaivi Amma, and on my own behalf, I welcome the
comprehensive and inclusive Address by His Excellency, the President of India, to both
the Houses of Parliament, yesterday. The Address outlines the policy priorities of the
BJP Government very eloquently and with absolute clarity. The Address reflects the
high expectations of the people who have given a decisive mandate. I congratulate my
esteemed and dear friend, the hon. Prime Minister of India, Shri Narendra Modi, for his
spectacular victory. I would also, at this stage, like to thank the people of Tamil Nadu
who have placed their overwhelming immense and unshaken faith in the leadership of
Puratchi Thalaivi Amma by sending 37, out of 39, MPs to the Lok Sabha.

On 17th May, one day after the massive verdict, I had a chat message. I quote,
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"India is a strange country. Earlier, there was no Government; now, there is no

as in Tamil Nadu! I would be comparing both. At the national level, the BJP got a

comfortable and an independent majority. As far as Tamil Nadu is concerned, it was
virtually a Jaya Tsunami. She won 37 seats, out of 39. This is all the more very
significant because of certain reasons. The legendary late M.GR. founded the party,
Anna Dravida Munnetra Kazhagam in 1972. In 1976, he changed the name of the party
to All India Anna Dravida Munnetra Kazhagam, by adding the two letters A.L to the
ADMK, M.GR. gave the party a national perspective. Thirty-eight years later in 2014,
by winning 37 out of 39 seats in Tamil Nadu, that too on our own strength, Puratchi
Thalaivi has given a national recognition to our party. It is also important because ever
since 1967, elections in Tamil Nadu, whether it was for Assembly or for Parliament, were
always fought with allies. All major political formulations had alliance with somebody
or others. Even the late M.GR. did not venture to contest alone. He had contested
sometimes in alliance with the Comrades and sometimes with our Congress friends. But,
for the first time, in 2014, Puratchi Thalaivi took a bold decision of contesting alone.
Why did she take that decision? She took this decision based on the performance and
track record of the Government, headed by her, in the last three years; based on the
unflinching loyalty and the hard work of the one-and-a-half crore cadre of the Party;
and based on the immense support of the people of Tamil Nadu. And, you will be
astonished that the AIADMK, contesting alone, got 44.3 per cent of the vote share in
these elections. The next party, which came after us, the DMK, got 23.6 per cent of the
vote share, a wide gap of nearly 20 per cent vote margin. That was the importance of
these elections. Hence, it is purely Puratchi Thalaivi Madam's victory, Madam's victory
and Madam's victory only. Another important factor in these elections was that the

restrictions imposed on our Party, the restrictions imposed ...(Interruptions)...
DR. K.P. RAMALINGAM (Tamil Nadu): What about 19967 ...(Interruptions)...

DR. V. MAITREYAN: If I start talking, you have no numbers there, and very soon

you will have no numbers here also.
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MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Okay, okay, now please let him speak.

DR. V. MAITREYAN: Sir, severe restrictions were imposed singling out AIADMK
in this election process. In fact, because of the huge mass base, lakhs of people used
to assemble to hear Madam's election campaign. Obviously, you have to have election

campaign meetings on the outskirts of the cities, only in the constituency.

Naturally, people come for that. Unfortunately, the restriction put forward on us
was that candidates cannot be in the dais where Madam would be Addressing. Leave
alone candidates being present there, even the name of the candidate was not to be
taken. In fact, halfway through the election, in more than 15 to 20 election meetings,
Puratchi Thalaivi Addressed the people of Tamil Nadu without the candidate on the
dais and without even mentioning the name of the candidate for that constituency.
Even after that, if we get 44.3 per cent of the vote share, it is Madam's victory; the
vote is for Madam. Another important factor in this election is the huge victory margin.
We won 37 seats out of 39 that we contested. In four seats only, that is, Vellore,
Coimbatore...(Interruptions)... No, no; I know how the other meetings were arranged
— how the meetings for yuvraj were arranged and how the meetings for the Congress

President were arranged. I don't want to go into that now.
SHRI ANANDA BHASKAR RAPOLU (Telangana): Go ahead.

DR. V. MAITREYAN: So, the huge victory margin in four constituencies, that is,
Coimbatore, Vellore, Central Madras and North Madras, the victory margin was less
than one lakh but in the rest of the 33 constituencies the victory margin was between
one lakh to three lakhs. In fact, in Thiruvalluvar parliamentary constituency, it was 3.23
lakhs. So, in almost all parliamentary constituencies, the victory margin was more than

a lakh. That again shows how the Opposition was decimated in this election.
SHRI NARESH AGRAWAL (Uttar Pradesh): What about Shivganga?

DR. V. MAITREYAN: I will come to that. I will never forget that. Sir, the essential
theme in this election campaign by amma was anti-Congressism, — to throw out the
corrupt Congress-led UPA Government that had plunged this country into total collapse
and darkness due to the policy paralysis. In fact, Mr. Modi also had a similar agenda.
He spoke about a Congress-mukt Bharat. To a large extent, he was successful, but,
still, he allowed 44 people from Congress to win in the country. But in Tamil Nadu,

Madam's success mission is absolute and total. We have achieved a Congess-mukt

Tamil Nadu as far as the Lok Sabha elections are concerned. The people of Tamil Nadu
were so angry with the Congress-led UPA for the betrayal of the causes of Tamils that
they not only gave Congress a zero, but also its ally, the DMK, a big zero. In fact, the
Congress lost deposit in 38 out of 39 constituencies it contested. The former Finance

Minister of this country...(Interruptions)...

SHRI TIRUCHI SIVA (Tamil Nadu): Sir, I think the speech is on Motion of Thanks
on the President's Address.

DR. V. MAITREYAN: It is in relation to the election also...(Inferruptions)... | have

30 minutes...(Interruptions)...
MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Maitreyanji.

DR. V. MAITREYAN: I speak for my pride, Sir...(Interruptions)... Why should I
not speak? I don't have to oblige him. People have rejected them out, thrown them lock,

stock and barrel into Bay of Bengal. Why should I not speak?
MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: He is a Member of the House...(Interruptions)...

DR. V. MAITREYAN: Why should I not speak, my friends? Why should I not

speak about my achievements?...(Interruptions)...
MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: He is a Member of this House...(Interruptions)...
DR. V. MAITREYAN: Why should I not speak, Sir?
MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: See, he is a Member of the House... (Interruptions)...
DR. V. MAITREYAN: Yes.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: You cannot ignore him. Mr. Tiruchi Siva, he is a

Member of the House. You cannot ignore him...(Interruptions)...
DR. V. MAITREYAN: Sir, I have not taken his name...(Interruptions)...

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Maitreyanji, if you can concentrate on the President's
Address, that will be better. If you can concentrate on the President's Address, that

will be better. That will be better.

DR. V. MAITREYAN: Sir, the President's Address mentions about the election. It
congratulates the election...(Interruptions)... 1 am speaking only about that. Sir, the
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former Finance Minister, a great man, who was responsible for the entire country, did
not campaign in the rest of the country. He did not campaign even in Tamil Nadu; he

campaigned only in one constituency, of his son, and his son lost the deposit!
SHRI ANANDA BHASKAR RAPOLU: This is too much.

DR. V. MAITREYAN: Yes, it is too much for us. The former Finance Minister
concentrated only on one parliamentary constituency. Even the Tamil Nadu Congress
blamed the former Finance Minister for the total rout of the Congress. The former
Finance Minister is singularly responsible for the economic slide-down. I urge the BJP
Government and the Finance Minister to present a White Paper on the economic

situation and the financial position during the last ten years of the UPA misrule.

Now, I come to the President's Address...(Interruptions)... 1 am taking them one-
by-one. I have two President Addresses in my hand — the 2014 President's Address
of the BJP Government and the 2009 President's Address of the UPA

Government... (Interruptions)...
MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: No, please. Rapoluji, please.

DR. V. MAITREYAN: No, no, I will tell you how it is not. I will tell you. In 2009
President's Address, in point no. 8, they mentioned that ‘there would be ten broad areas
of priority for my Government for the next five years.” They listed so many of them—
internal security, preservation of communal harmony, governance reform, prudent fiscal
management, etc., etc. They had completed five years at that time. What is the report
card? Today, of course, the Leader of Opposition gave a report card. But the people
of the country gave marks for that report card — 44 out of 543. Those are the marks
that the people of the country gave to that report card...(Interruptions)...

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: No, please. Don't interrupt.

DR. V. MAITREYAN: Sir, in the 2009 President's Address, they had mentioned
their agenda — the first hundred days' agenda. It was said, 'My Government will initiate
steps within the next 100 days of the following measures'—hundred days of the
formation of the Government in May, 2009. The first item in that 100-day agenda was,
the early passage of the Women's Reservation Bill in Parliament providing for one-third
reservation to women in State Legislatures and Parliament. Sir, full five years have
passed. This House had passed it earlier. But for five years, they did not even move

an inch on that. Compare that with the way the Telangana Bill was passed. I don't want
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to go into the merits of the Bill because it is a done-deal. I don't want to go into the
merits of the Bill but the way the Telangana Bill was forced on the Lok Sabha at that
time, they could have done a similar thing for the Women's Bill also. Why didn't they
do it? When it came to Telangana Bill, the television channels were blocked, doors were
closed, inside the House whatever was done is past; but in case of Women's Reservation
Bill, even if a one-Member party objected, they took that as an escape-route and said
that there was no consensus. This is how they behaved as far as their first item in the
hundred-day agenda was concerned. In fact, as far as AIADMK is concerned, we are
committed to the Women's Reservation Bill. In fact, Dr. Puratchi Thalaivi is the only
leader and our Party is the first party to reserve 33 per cent of the seats in the Party
to women. Hence, we strongly urge the Government to pass the Women's Reservation
Bill in the Lok Sabha next month itself in the Budget Session. That will send a strong
and a positive signal to the country. Of course, in their 100-day agenda, they had
mentioned so many other things also. They have mentioned about the roadmap for
judicial reforms to be outlined in six months and implemented in a time-bound manner
— outlined in six months and implemented in a time-bound manner. Then, they also
talked about a delivery-monitoring unit in the Prime Minister's office to monitor
flagship programmes and iconic projects and report their status
publicly...Interruptions)... But, then, the custodian of the country so has said in this
House that 'T am not the custodian of the files even.' They talked about a delivery-
monitoring system... (Interruptions)... The files were missing. He said in the House here
itself that 'T am not the custodian of the files.' The then Prime Minister said so on record
in this very House. A person who could not even safeguard the files talked about the

delivery-mechanism.

Sir, in the President's Address, there is a mention about the Swachh Bharat
Mission which will seek to provide each household access to toilet by 2019, on the

occasion of 150th anniversary of Mahatma Gandhi. It is a very noble gesture.

In fact, our Chief Minister, Puratchi Thalaivi, when she issued a statement
yesterday welcoming the President's Address, mentioned, and I quote, "I have set a
more ambitious target of Tamil Nadu becoming open defecation-free State by 2015 and
we will redouble our efforts to achieve this challenging goal and look forward to

Government of India's support."

In this regard, I would like to quote a newspaper item which mentioned that in
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the recent unfortunate incident which took place in UP, the Union Water and Sanitation
Ministry has asked the State Government to take a cue from Tamil Nadu to set up
women-specific integrated community sanitation complex to prevent such crimes. So,
we have been pioneers in this and we expect the Government of India to help us further

in achieving our goal by 2015.

Sir, I now come to the vexatious issues of Cauvery and Mullaiperiyar. Sir, on
3rd June, our Chief Minister, Puratchi Thalaivi, came to Delhi, met the hon. Prime
Minister, Shri Narendra Modi, and submitted a memorandum. In fact, with reference to
the Cauvery issue, the Cauvery Tribunal gave its final Order on 5th February, 2007 for
full five years, the UPA Government, of-which our opponents from Tamil Nadu were
also a part, did not do anything to even get it notified in the official Gazette of India.
After we came to power in 2011, our Chief Minister approached the Supreme Court, we
got the Order and accordingly, the Cauvery Tribunal's final Award was notified in the
Gazette of India on 19th February, 2013. But then, mere notification is not enough. For
that Tribunal Order to become effective and implementable, we need to have the
Cauvery Management Board and the Cauvery Water Regulation Committee. From
February, 2013 till the elections the UPA Government did not bother to appoint that
Committee. In fact, our Chief Minister, when she met the hon. Prime Minister and gave
this memorandum, appealed to him that the Cauvery Management Board and the

Cauvery Water Regulation Committee be formed immediately.

Sir, another issue that she had mentioned at that time was the Mullaperiyar issue.
The Supreme Court, in a historic judgement dated 7th May, 2014, has ruled in favour
of Tamil Nadu. Again, in all these vexatious problems, be it Cauvery or Mullaperiyar,
our Chief Minister got positive results only from the Supreme Court and not the
previous Government of India. It declared in favour of Tamil Nadu and declared Kerala's
amended Act of 2006 as unconstitutional and ultra vires. Sir, the Court allowed the
Government of Tamil Nadu to increase the storage capacity of water in the dam to 142
feet under the supervision of a three member-supervisory committee. Our Chief Minister
has requested the hon. Prime Minister to nominate the Central Government's nominee
at the earliest. There were some news items in the papers—in fact, I thought that any
news item that appears in The Hindu would have some validity—that mentioned that
the Water Resource Ministry had moved swiftly on these demands and that draft
Cabinet Notes had also been circulated. But I hear now, people whisper into my ears,

that the present Government has not done anything and they have not taken any
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decision on that. In fact, representatives from Karnataka have also passed some
Resolutions. They have come to Delhi today and they have also met the hon. Prime
Minister. As far as we are concerned, when we approached the Supreme Court for the
Management Board to be formed at the earliest, the then UPA Government, through its
Additional Solicitor General, Mr. Siddharth Luthra, told the Supreme Court that the UPA
Government is committed to forming the Cauvery Management Board. The people of
Tamil Nadu are eagerly hoping that the new regime under Shri Narendra Modi will take
a positive and early decision and appoint the Cauvery Management Board at the

please do what is judicially applicable, what is committed in the Supreme Court. We do
not want favours from you. When my Chief Minister met the hon. Prime Minister and
when she Addressed the Press, people asked, "Have you asked for any economic
package?" She said that she had not asked for any economic package. All the time, she
interceded, 'Please pay us our arrears; please pay what is due to us'. So, that is what
we are again asking. After the Supreme Court's orders both with reference to Cauvery
as well as to Mullaperiyar, fulfil the commitment of Government of India. Whether it is
the UPA or the BJP Government, it is a Government in continuity. We demand, we

expect, and we hope that they will do justice to the people of Tamil Nadu.

Sir, now I come to another thing with reference to the power problem. Tamil Nadu
has been facing a lot of problems in the power sector. In fact, at this moment, I vividly
remember my dear colleague, Mr. Narayanasamy. In fact, I used to call him 'two-weeks
Narayanasamy' because for the last two years, ever since the Kudankulum Nuclear
Plant came into the picture, he always used to say—every two weeks he used to land
on the Chennai Airport—in two weeks Kudankulum will be operative. Two years have
gone by that time. But, now, ultimately, the Kudankulum Nuclear Power Plant's first Unit
has started functioning and it is generating 1000 MWs. In fact, when the previous UPA
Government was there, my Chief Minister had written to hon. the then Prime Minister
that because of the special situation of power problem in the State, at least, initially,
say, for the first one or two years, the entire 1000 MWs be given to Tamil Nadu.
Afterwards, it can be divided. But the UPA Government never bothered even to reply
or acknowledge it. I will come to that again later. Now, out of 1000 MWs to be
generated, Tamiil Nadu's share will be 462 MWs; Karnataka's share will be 221 MWs;
Kerala's share will be 133 and Puducherry's share will be 34 MWs. There is an unallocated
share of 150 MWs. If you give the entire 1000 MWs for one or two years to us, we
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will be very happy; we will praise you and we will be thankful to you. If that is not
possible, at least, the unallocated share of 150 MWs may be given to us because the
plant is in our place. Kerala refused it. Then it was given to us. So, give additional

power of Kundankulum Plant to us.

Now, I come to two pet issues of mine. Sir, I now refer to the repeated attacks
on the Indian fishermen from Tamil Nadu by the Lankan Navy. Sir, in fact, I show you
this book. Sir, this is a very nice book. This is a compilation of the letters written by
my Chief Minister from 2011 to 2014 to the then Prime Minister of India. It has 281
pages; 89 letters written, and half of them are nearly on attacks on Tamil Nadu
fishermen. Leave alone acting on these letters, leave alone responding, there was not
even an acknowledgement from the then Prime Minister of India on these letters. So,
I humbly submit this book here...(Interruptions)... 1 hope that they will not give any
room for the second volume. In fact, nearly 40 letters written on this issue are related
to the last three years. If you see, in the last four months, six letters were written. No
response; no reply! So, the action of the UPA Government was deplorable. Now, with
the Modi Government, two incidents have happened one, on the 1st June, and the
second on the 7th June. On both the occasions, when it comes to the rights of Tamil
Nadu and the welfare of the people of Tamil Nadu, my Chief Minister will leave no stone
unturned. So, she wrote the letters on both the occasions. The difference this time is
that on both the occasions the Modi led Government acted swiftly... Interruptions)...
On both the occasions, fishermen who were arrested by the Lanka—I again place it on
record; I refuse to call that country as 'Sri Lanka' because it doesn't deserve the

adjective 'Sri' ever since 2009 when the genocide took place.
MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Do not make such comments, please.

DR. V. MAITREYAN: They got the fishermen released promptly, but then we need
a lasting solution. People talk about international boundary, that our fishermen have
crossed the international boundary and all those things. We don't accept it because
when a fisherman goes inside the sea, he does not decide which is the international
boundary; he goes according to the flow of the water, and the present Prime Minister
knows that very well. So, he will not talk about international boundary. Sir, I want you

to be a little more liberal to me.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: I am always liberal to you. Why are you saying this?
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DR. V. MAITREYAN: Thank you, Sir. So, the Prime Minister knows about it very
well because in Tiruchi, on September 26, 2013, BJP had a rally and Mr. Narendra Modi
came to that rally and he spoke about the fishermen issue. I just want to quote that.
He compared the fishermen of Tamil Nadu and Gujarat. He said, "Being coastal and
border States, we also have common problems. As Gujarat fishermen are arrested and
tortured by Pakistan, the fishermen in Tamil Nadu are often arrested by the Lankan
Army." This is Mr. Narendra Modi's speech in Tiruchi on September, 2013, and then

Every time some incident happens, we write a letter and then the Government
interferes and the fishermen are released. This cannot go on and on. We need a lasting
solution. When my Chief Minister wrote a letter to the hon. Prime Minister on the
8th June, she mentioned about it. She mentioned, "A permanent solution to this
problem must be found by a decisive initiative under your leadership. In my memorandum
dated 3rd June, I had outlined the contours of some of the elements of such a
permanent solution, including the retrieval of Katchatheevu which was historically part
of India's territory until it was unilaterally ceded to Sri Lanka by the Government of
India. Talks between the fishermen of two sides could also help resolve day-to-day
issues, provided they are held in a conducive atmosphere and in an accommodative
spirit of mutual understanding and reciprocity. Even on this limited issue, the Lankan
side had adopted obdurate and obstructive attitudes which led to the failure of the last
round of talks held in May, 2014. In order to put an end to the unabated, brutal,
unprovoked attacks on and abduction of our fishermen by the marauding Lankan Navy,
the time has come to lay down a time-bound action plan to achieve long-term permanent
solution to the problem and also to put in place a strong and robust diplomatic
response." We talked about coercive diplomacy. The then Government talked about

friendly diplomacy. We insisted that there has to be coercive diplomacy. "I am confident
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that with the Government of India and the Government of Tamil Nadu acting in concert,

it would be possible to achieve a permanent solution to this vexatious issue."

Lastly, I come to the issue of Eelam Tamils. The Congress Party, in their 2009
Presidential Address at the beginning of their second five-year term, mentioned, "We
will support initiatives in Lanka, which can lead to a permanent political solution of the
conflict there and ensure that all Lankan communities, especially the Tamils, feel secure
and enjoy equal rights so that they can lead a life of dignity and self-respect. India
will make appropriate contribution to rehabilitate those affected by the conflict." This
is what they mentioned in 2009. Five years have passed and nothing has changed on
the ground. Now, my Chief Minister met the hon. Prime Minister, Mr. Narendra Modi,
and in the memorandum, she has mentioned, "There are very strong sentiments among
Tamils and in Tamil Nadu on a range of issues relating to India's relations with the
present regime in Lanka in the aftermath of the final stages of the civil war in Lanka
which was marked by an ethnic pogrom and genocide perpetrated on the Tamil minority
in Lanka." Sir, the Tamil Nadu Legislative Assembly had already passed four unanimous
Resolutions condemning the continuing discrimination against the Tamil minorities in
Lanka and violation of the human rights. So, she has requested the hon. Prime Minister
that India should sponsor a Resolution in the United Nations condemning the genocide
in Lanka and to hold to account all those responsible for the genocide, thereby

rendering justice to the Tamils in Lanka.

The Resolution should also provide for holding a referendum amongst Tamils in
Lanka and displaced Tamils across the world for the formation of a separate 'eelam’.
Now, the moment we mention the word 'eelam!, or, referendum', we find that these words
are allergic to both the national parties. Immediately, they talk about Kashmir or
Arunachal Pradesh, and, say that if you talk about referendum and other things in
Lanka, what will happen to Kashmir. But, how long can the people of Tamil Nadu and
the Tamil race go with these arguments? In fact, there is a very good point in saying
that Tamil race has become a sacrificial goat in the geo-political map and the strategy
of India. Even taking for granted their pet theory, the Congress and the BJP harp on

the 13th amendment, the so-called Rajiv-Jayawardene Accord.
MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN (Prof. P.J. KURIEN): Please conclude.

DR. V. MAITREYAN: Sir, I will take only four minutes. Please remember the

concession given to Mr. Satish Chandra Misra.
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MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: I can remember you...(Interruptions)...

DR. V. MAITREYAN: In fact, when the Lankan President came to India to attend
the swearing-in ceremony, the next day, he had a one-to-one meeting with the hon.
Prime Minister. The Secretary in the Ministry of External Affairs, Shrimati Sujatha Singh,
met the Press, and, I quote the official version as told by her. "Shri Narendra Modi
requested the Government of Lanka to expedite the process of national reconciliation
in a manner that meets the aspirations of the Tamil community for a life of equality,
justice, peace and dignity in a united Lanka." Early and full implementation of the 13th
amendment and going beyond will contribute to this process." This is what the Foreign
Secretary said. The 13th amendment introduced provincial councils with specific powers
like land and police. And, then, what has been the response of the Lankan Government!
On Thursday, speaking in the Lankan Parliament, their Minister of External Affairs,
Prof. GL. Peiris, said that the Government would not be implementing the 13th
amendment in its current form. Prof. Peiris said that the President, Mahinda Rajapaksa,
had informed the Indian Prime Minister, Shri Narendra Modi, about the Government's
decision when they met in Delhi. This is what the Lankan External Affairs Minister said
in his Parliament. Now, where do we go from here? Even your pet theory of 13th
amendment, the Lankan President is not willing to accept! So, where do we go from
here? That leads to the approach of the Government of India towards the foreign policy.
The 2014 President's Address, unfortunately, does not mention anything about Tamils,

Eelam Tamils, the 13th amendment or anything of that sort.
[MR. CHAIRMAN in the Chair.]

I even see it from a positive point. Probably, Mr. Narendra Modi wants to start
on a clean slate. I want to remind Mr. Narendra Modi is an outsider to Delhi. I mean
to say this in good sense, not otherwise. He has shaken the Delhi sultanate. Contrary

to the popular expectations, his actions...(Interruptions)...

SHRIMATI VIPLOVE THAKUR (Himachal Pradesh): Don't say 'sultanate'. Ours is

a democracy...(Interruptions)...

DR. V. MAITREYAN: It is my privilege. I will say whatever I want to say. You
cannot dictate me to say what you want...Interruptions)... Sir, I will take only three
minutes more. Whatever concession was given to Behanji's pratinidhi, it should be
given to Amma's pratinidhi also. So, my strong suggestion to the Prime Minister is

not to depend upon the babus of the External Affairs Ministry. Whether they are
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Narayanans or Menons, please do not depend on them because they always take you
to the failed path of the last three decades. They will only tell the usual story. I read
in the papers that probably the Government of India is thinking in terms of appointing
a Special Advisor in the Ministry of External Affairs also. I don't want to go into the
details of that. Whether you appoint somebody or not, that is a different issue but my
submission is that, at least, with regard to these issues, especially with reference to
Lanka, the Tamil issue, you have got very good friends in your own party who are well-
versed in this, who will not talk about the Lankan side and who knows the problems
of the Tamils. The best example is Shri Yashwant Sinha, the former External Affairs
Minister. Please listen to him. Please ask him what needs to be done. He will guide you
properly. Lastly, with respect to the foreign policy of the country—we have already
said, I have said, Mr. Raja has said and others have also said—the approach of the
Government of India needs to be revisited. I will again quote Mr. Narendra Modi, when
he came to Chennai on 19th December, 2013, to Address the 11th Nani Palkhivala
Memorial Lecture. He gave his vision about the foreign policy. I will quote only one
line from that. He harped on the familiar key making State Governments' stakeholders
in the pursuit of foreign policy. In fact, on several occasions, I remember distinctly at
least on two or three occasions, Mr. Modi, in his speeches, has mentioned that as far
as foreign policy is concerned, they have to be formulated and guided in consultation
with the State Governments because it is the State "Governments which are affected.
After all, we are a part of India. Where is the country if we are not a part of that? Where
is the country if we are not a part of the decision? So, our foreign policy needs to be

revisited where States have to be consulted.

MR. CHAIRMAN: Thank you.

DR. V. MAITREYAN: Then, I come to the last point because when we say that
the States have to be consulted, the President's Address mentions about cooperative

federalism. Sir, I will finish in two minutes.

MR. CHAIRMAN: No, no, you just said 'three minutes', out of which two minutes

arc over.

MR. CHAIRMAN: Dr. Maitreyan, we have to manage time...(Interruptions)... No

cross-talking, please.
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DR. V. MAITREYAN: It says, "In order to engage with States on the national
issues, my Government will reinvigorate fora like the National Development Council and
the Inter-State Council. The Centre will be an enabler in the rapid progress of States
through cooperative federalism." In fact, my party's one of the strongest bases is
cooperative federalism. And, I would like to remind Mr. Narendra Modi about his one
more speech. Couple of years ago, when he spoke to an audience in Ludhiana, he gave
a discourse about the federal structure of the country. The Constitution of India
provides for cooperative federalism and for the Centre to give powers to States through
decentralisation. He quoted Dr. Ambedkar. Dr. Ambedkar's observation in the Constituent
Assembly clarifies the power of the States. "The Constitution is a federal Constitution
in as much as it establishes a dual polity. The Union is not a league of States, united
in a loose relationship, nor are the States the agencies of the Union, deriving powers

from it. Both the Union and the States are created by the Constitution."
MR. CHAIRMAN: Dr. Maitreyan, please conclude.

DR. V. MAITREYAN: "Both derive their respective authority from the Constitution."
I would urge the Union Government to respect this cooperative federalism in letter and
spirit, be it the domestic policy, be it the State-specific policy, be it the foreign policy.
With this, I welcome this President's Address and offer our support on this issue.
Thank you.

MR. CHAIRMAN: Thank you very much. We need cooperation in time management
also. Now, the hon. Leader of the House.

THE LEADER OF THE HOUSE (SHRI ARUN JAITLEY): Mr. Chairman, Sir, I am
extremely grateful to the hon. President for his Address to the Joint Session of both
Houses of Parliament. The Address is the present NDA Government's roadmap for the
next several years. It is not an agenda for one year, but it is a futuristic vision of NDA,
and, therefore, when a new Government does take over, it is but obvious that the
Government gives its larger vision to the country and to the world as to what is the
roadmap that it thinks that India must get on to. Sir, we have just finished our General
Elections, which is the largest electoral activity in the world anywhere, and we are
proud of the fact that India is a vibrant successful democracy, ensuring free and fair
elections, where there is a peaceful transformation of power from one Government to
another. And this takes place in a highly democratic manner. The Leader of the

Opposition, Azad saheb, rightly said that we keep moving places without any rancour,
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without any ill-will and then perform the functions which the electorate has given to
us. That is the strength of Indian democracy. Sir, five years ago, exactly on the same
occasion, I was sitting where my friend Mr. Ghulam Nabi Azad is sitting, I had said that
the election results always produce a winner and a loser. But the strength of a
democracy is that the winner must never get arrogant. He must always have the
modesty of a winner and realise that he is a trustee of popular mandate which is a
challenge for him to perform. The loser can't be bitter. He has to be gracious. Nobody
is born to rule for ever and therefore people will change places. Any person who does
not succeed in an election must always be gracious when he does not succeed. He can't

be grudging about the role that the electorate has given him.

But, Sir, these results have a much deeper meaning. If we seriously, in the
historical perspective, analyse these results, besides the result, which produces a
popular government, there are many significant aspects of this result. After three
decades, thirty years after 1984, we have a Lok Sabha where the electorate has voted
one single party with an absolute majority. We are an alliance Government. We will
continue to be an alliance Government. In the last thirty years, in none of the general
elections was a single political party able to get a figure of 272. We had thought that
we're in an era of alliances and we're in an era of coalitions. My party believes, despite
the figure of 282, that we are in an era of alliances because alliance represents the
federal character of India. They represent the strength of India. We don't treat alliances
as a burden; we treat this as a great credit. One great significance of this result is that
after thirty years you can have a party with an absolute or a tall majority. But within

that majority the changing character of India is visible.

I should not be misunderstood in this analysis. There are many cases where
people have not governed to the best of their abilities. They thought that despite
inadequate governance, the social support base of the party which is a political word
that we use for caste support base in India will come to their rescue. It has happened
in the past. But the second lesson is that if you don't govern well, caste alone will not
save you. Therefore, you either perform or perish. There are parties which have got
single digit seats or not even a single seat. My friend Mr. Satish Chandra Misra was
giving us sermons that the Congress has travelled from here to the other side and we
have travelled here and that we are in danger of moving there. He must seriously
introspect why his party did not get that figure in U.P. What people want is governance

and not merely combinations or a social combination as a substitute for governance.
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People who thought that even if there are allegations of corruption, and there are
conviction orders against them and there are serious allegations, by just manipulating
their position in coalition politics they can continue to survive have received a serious
setback across the board. Those who thought that they could switch alliances and
therefore defy the mandate which put them in power earlier were taught a lesson by
the electorate. Those who thought that political leadership does not grow on merit but
only grows within families either in the Centre or in the States and relied on dynasties
as the only instrument of leadership creation, by and large, have suffered a serious
setback in this election. And most of those who thought and who used phrases like
consolidation of a particular caste or community, vote bank politics, strategic voting,
again suffered a setback in the election. What do all these facts indicate? It indicates
that the Indian democracy now is evolving. We have seen maturing of Indian democracy
where people gave a verdict, which is far higher than what some of us also expected.
People don't want political instability. People want Governments to govern for five
years. They want Governments to govern and govern well; and dynasties or castes or
merely religious issues, as somebody said, will not be substitutes for governance.
People were feeling helpless. They even got angry sometimes and, therefore, this
verdict is all about anti-incumbency against a particular party or a Government and an
expression of hope in another party or Government. So, my party or coalition or alliance
has benefited on both counts. We gained because of anti-incumbency against our
opponents. We also gained because we were the beneficiaries of a hope being expressed
in us and, in particular our leader, Mr. Narendra Modi. Sir, it is not surprising. We may
try and defy this reality. But, after decades, I saw the return of massive crowds in public
rallies and they could not understand this trend as to why this was happening. These
were not managed crowds. These were people who came because there was a larger
expression of hope and this hope was born out of helplessness. That is why, I feel that
the burden on our Government is going to be much higher because people expect us
to perform. My only appeal to my friend and senior colleague, Azad Saheb, is that there
is one danger if we continue to be in Government for a very long time. Your party has
been in power for a very long time since Independence. During the last ten years, you
were in power in one stretch and when Governments give big advertisements and
spend hundreds of crores of rupees on them, they get into a trap of believing in all
their own advertisements. The world is not believing those advertisements, but those
who give those ads start believing in them. When I heard my learned friend today, I
saw the same problem that he was buying his own propaganda. So, all that had
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appeared in those Bharat Nirman DAVP ads is really not all what the people see
happening on the ground. If you have already done the 90 per cent of what is required
to be done, then we should be on velvet. If there is very little that we have to do, then
the people will be satisfied. But, if our target, as per your advice, is only ten per cent,
then within days, not weeks, we will find hostile people outside. The verdict against
you is not that you had done 90 per Cent and the people were only upset about the
balance ten per cent, but people were angry why 'things' were happening. Are you
aware of the state in which you have left the country behind? In 2004, when you came
to power, despite slowdown, Asian crisis, etc., we had limped back to 8.5 per cent
growth rate. I used to hear my friends, the Ministers in the previous Governments,
saying, "Our average is better than your average". You inherited 8.5 per cent. What
have we inherited? For the last two years, India has grown at less than five per cent.
And less than 5 per cent for India is a disappointing figure. If India did not have a
Government it can probably still grow at less than 5 per cent. The April figure of
inflation is 8.9 per cent. So, low growth rates, high inflation, fiscal deficit more than 4.5
per cent. Because of low growth rate tax collections have suffered. Your budgeted tax
GDP ratio was 10.9 per cent, actually you ended the year at 10.1 per cent. So, you have
left the country behind at low growth rates, high inflation, high fiscal deficit, lower tax
collections, and what is worse, the enthusiasm in the Indian economy was shattered.
The investment cycle was broken. Forget people coming from outside and investing
in India, domestic investors were moving outside. And if you have no investment, there
will be no jobs, there will be no revenue. The Government won't have money for
infrastructure projects. The Government won't have money for social sector schemes.
So, it won't be poverty alleviation. You have left the country behind, to use your own
language, not at the level of poverty alleviation, but you have elevated poverty. If that

is the situation there are only one or two good trends that we concede.

The Current Account Deficit situation is better. But the election results itself has
become an important political statement for India. Therefore, this country has got a
second advantage that once again the investing community, both national and
international, has started looking at India. Therefore, who are real repositories of public
confidence? All elected Members in both the Houses and State Assemblies. The onus
is now on us whether we can convert this once again into an opportunity or not. I think
any Government when it takes over must honestly understand and learn lessons from
what went wrong and why did it go wrong so that we do not commit the same mistakes.

My honest assessment is, I am sure some of my friends here will disagree with me, in
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any democracy, particularly parliamentary democracy, one party Government, or, a
coalition Government, the office which is most accountable is that of the Prime Minister.
The Prime Minister must have the last word. I have gone on record publicly, praising
the Prime Minister of your Government, at least, in some matters. I called him a man
of great scholarship which I believe he is. I called him a man of great personal integrity
which I do believe he is. I have no difficulty in reiterating that. But then unless you
give such a man the last word, the right to overrule others, unless he had that power,
Governments can't run. You can't create structures outside the Government with obsolete
ideas and make them more powerful than the Council of Ministers; and make them more
powerful than the Prime Minister himself. Cases of corruption have; been brought to
the notice of the then Prime Minister. Go back to November and December, 2007 when
letter after letter was being written that all was not well in the Spectrum allocation. That

is when the Prime Minister must have the last word and he must say, "I overrule it."

When there was nepotism in the coal block allocations, the Prime Minister must
step in and say, "I won't allow it." Let us not be under this impression that a Prime
Minister is of some kind of super human being. He is the leader of the Government.
The bucks stop with him. Therefore, that is where he had to act. If there is instability
in the taxation policy, something which became a defining moment against us, the Prime
Minister must step in and say, "Well, I think, the repercussion of this will be far worse.
I don't allow it." And let me say that for any Government to be able to take the country
forward, it has to forge a larger consensus with almost all political parties or, at least,
the main political parties in the Opposition. If you think that you will deal with the
Opposition parties only through investigative agencies, then, investigative agencies
can harass your opponent, but they cannot win an election for you. And, in the
process, you end up destroying an atmosphere of consensus. So, the lessons that we
have learnt from this are these. The Government must function. The principal body,
which runs the Government, is the Council of Ministers. The Prime Minister has the
last word. If our Prime Minister sees a corruption anywhere, he has to step in and stop
it. He has to be tough, at times, even ruthless in dealing with such situations. And it
is only then that the country can proceed. Misraji asked, "How long will it take for the
Lokpal to be constituted?" But first let us look at the history. You spent years to decide
whether you need a Lokpal or you do not need a Lokpal. You came out with a weak
Lokpal. Then the Select Committee of Parliament produced a better Bill. For months,
you did not allow the Bill to be passed. After it was passed, you framed rules which
were contrary to the Act so that you could still control the Lokpal so appointed. All
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these things, which had been done, are now to be undone and the spirit of that law,
which this Parliament has enacted, has to be given full effect to, and I do not have any

doubt that it will be given full effect to very soon.

Sir, with regard to what is contained in the hon. President's speech, my party and
the Government, of which I am a representative here, are very clear that the first right
of all our resources does belong to the poor. There are areas, even geographical areas,
say, the North-East, the tribal areas, etc., where we have not spent the kind of money
which we should have spent in the past, and, therefore, the priority will have to be
given to these areas. But we have major challenges. Firstly, we have to revive the
national economy. Our manufacturing sector growth has gone into the negative. And
jobs are created in the manufacturing sector in a big way. If for two years continuously,
your growth in the manufacturing sector is in the negative,—it is nose-diving
Southwards—then, where are the jobs? India missed the first Industrial Revolution. We
got the opportunity for the second time when several Asian countries were going in
for low cost manufacturing. We were on the verge of missing that, and I think, this is
our last opportunity to catch up with that and make India into a low-cost manufacturing
hub. We have to concentrate both on physical and social infrastructure in this country.
Let us not be under the impression and buy our own propaganda and say, "We have
done 90 per cent." In the Indian Railways, after 1947, the track length has only
increased by ten per cent. So, most of the Railways that we have is on the lines that
the British left us. Are we ready to unlock the potential of the Indian Railways in a
country Of our size? Take the case of our National Highways programmes. Just ask
somebody to introspect to find out how many kilometres of Highways have been built
in the last two years! Since the time the National Highways programmes have been
started, the lowest performances were the last two years'. Towards the end of your term,
some contracts have been given for the future. Then, the other areas are rural
infrastructure, ports and airports. In Skill Development, you started a programme. But
we have much longer to travel in that. Some programmes may overlap; some we may
have to tweak. There is no copyright in the matter of poverty elimination or poverty
alleviation as you call it. So, if healthcare programmes have to start, it is the same
people whom you have to provide healthcare. There is no copyright on ideas. But, at
the same time, are we in a position, whether it is higher education or universal primary

education, collectively willing to take all this as a challenge.

Dr. Maitreyan referred to an important part of the President's Address which
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referred to co-operative federalism. If we want India to move toward co-operative
federalism, States have to be equal partners in the entire growth process. You can
honestly ask representatives of the States—it is the Council of States—whether they
had targeted in the past by not clearing their programmes and the proposals in relation
to those States not being cleared. It hurt the country; it does not really hurt that State.
And, we do believe—our hon. Prime Minister has said it in the course of the campaign
repeatedly—and seriously try and find out whether in clearing large projects the
participation of States, even in the decision-making process where the Central
Government decides, has to be encouraged. After all, no project can be implemented
in a State without the active co-operation of State. When you do that, you don't have

to look at the political complexion or colour of that State if India has to grow.

Sir, a lot has been said about various issues relating to minorities and other
incidental facts where India has to function in a compassionate manner and in a non-
discriminatory manner. There will be issues in the future also. But the majority of our
society will be happy if we are able to resolve them with a sense of responsibility and
make country stronger and don't allow issues of social tensions to precipitate or
perpetuate beyond a point. My party, particularly on issues of national security, has
always given it the topmost priority. Therefore, it is needless to say that the Government
will also give the topmost priority to issues relating to insurgency, terrorism or Maoism.
We will try and see that strongest measures are taken, both socially and in terms of

security, in order to see that these are curbed at the initial stage itself.

Finally, I will make only one sentence. Our policy with regard to our neighbours
is predominantly guided by our own security considerations. Our policy with regard
to dealing with the world depends on our traditional relationship as also our own

economic interest. We will be guided in those matters by theses interests itself.

All that I have to say is that the President's Address, in many ways, may agree
with what some of the things that your Government planned in the past. Therefore,
these are the areas on which there is a need to build a national consensus and if we
are able to build national consensus on these areas, I think, it will be in the larger

interest of the country.

I had said that we must all have modesty and graciousness that the elections are
over. We meet for elections after five years. So, we can effectively use these five years

to make this country far stronger and far mature than what we are today. Thank you.
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MR. CHAIRMAN: Thank you. Now, Shri Sitaram Yechury.

SHRI SATISH CHANDRA MISRA: Mr. Chairman, Sir, with the permission of Shri
Sitaram Yechury, I would like to say one sentence to the Leader of the House.

...(Interruptions)...
MR. CHAIRMAN: One minute only, please.

SHRI SATISH CHANDRA MISRA: Sir, in spite of having got 2.5 crore votes in
the country and being the third party in the percentage of votes cast in the country,
if we have not won a single seat, it does not mean that you would say that we should
not speak and put our views before the House. The Leader of the House took my name
specifically and said that I should not give sermons here. I was not giving any sermons.
We are not here to give any sermons. But, we definitely have a right and we will
continue to say what we have to say here. So far as winning and losing is concerned,
it is a game. The BJP also had lost and came to the single digit, then to double digits
and the other digits. If that is the criteria that bar us from speaking in the House, I don't
know whether this will be the right thing.

SHRI ARUN JAITLEY: Nobody has suggested here that the hon. Member or his
party should not speak. All that I am saying is, when you are analysing their position

and our position, give us a little analysis of your own position also.
MR. CHAIRMAN: Thank you.

SHRI SATISH CHANDRA MISRA: Sir, we are not giving any positions of the
parties. We are saying here what we feel you should do and how we are expecting you

to do. So, it is the analysis of situations and issues and not of individual parties.
MR. CHAIRMAN: Thank you very much. Shri Sitaram Yechury now.

SHRI SITARAM YECHURY: Sir, thank you for giving me this opportunity. I rise
to associate myself, as is the norm, as are our Constitutional scheme of things, with
the Motion of Thanks to the hon. President's Address. But, this does not mean and
is never meant that we agree with the content of that Address. While being deeply
grateful, as the Motion suggests, to the President of India for delivering the Address,
we would like to express our concerns which I consider are very, very important to
understand actually the mandate and what the people of our country are expecting.

Therefore, Sir, I must confess that I begin with a sense of confusion at the moment.
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Having heard the hon. Leader of the House just now, a dear friend and colleague with
whom we have served when he was the Leader of the Opposition and the hon. Leader
of the Opposition with whom I worked here when he was a hon. Minister and even
earlier, now when both of them speak, I only recollect what Winston Churchill once said
after the Second World War when he lost elections in England. He was surprised when
he lost the elections. He said, 'The only lesson that I learnt from this is you have to
show magnanimity in victory and humility in defeat.' That unfortunately is what has
not really emerged from this. For which, I am actually pained. It is not that I am blaming
anybody. I am actually pained for the fact that neither humility nor magnanimity has
come. Sir, if you permit me, it is a slight sense of digression. I appeal to the House to
take it as a sense of humour and not misunderstand me. There is a very popular film
that came out of Hollywood, not a Bollywood film, called Hangover. I didn't understand
what was the hangover in politics till now. Now, I do understand. The elections are
over, Sir. We have settled our scores. Sir, the pointed issue is what the hon. President
has now outlined, what he thought or what we all consider it to be the blueprint for
the future. Since we are talking of that, I think, since elections are over, the votes have
been cast, let us actually begin this exercise of what needs to happen in future. The
new Government has come and assumed office. We only wish it well. We want it to
serve the expectations of the people. We have done so even outside the House and
we will do that in the House as well. But, the hon. President's Address somehow does
not evoke that sense of confidence that these are matters that are being Addressed
with the gravity and seriousness that they should be Addressed with. Why do I say
this, Sir? Firstly, this Address is a compilation of all the election slogans that emerged
during the campaign. I have no dispute with it. Perfectly, it is an easy reckoner, so to
speak, like the guide books we have in our schools. I mean, we can always look back
to it and refer to the various slogans that came up during the election campaign. Fine;
it can do the job. I mean, you can also rehash the Election Manifesto of the Party that
won the election. That is also perfectly permissible, but then, how are you going to
achieve what has been promised? That is what is expected, and, there, I think, it has
been a very, very dismal failure. That is where, I think, the blueprint is not there on
how you approach, what the prioritization is. We have all ridiculed the first 100 years
jocularly—I think, the then Leader of the Opposition pointed out to me, from that side,
and instead of saying 'the first 100 days', I said, '100 years'—and that was about the
then Government saying that these priorities were not going to be fulfilled, that did not
happen. We may have said what we have said in 2009 about their 100 days' agenda.

But, there was a prioritization. They said that 'we will do this'. They did not do that.
They paid the price. But, today, in this Speech, Sir, there are no prioritizations that have
come. It is just only a declaration of intent. However noble the intent may be, however
valid the intent may be, the country wants to know how do you proceed in achieving
it, what is the road map, what is the blueprint; and that is not available here. The
slogans that are repeated here is one of 'good governance' and one of 'development'.
The Leader of the House, then as the Leader of the Opposition, we were both together
in shouting our voice out in denouncing what was called the 'Ordinance Raj'; we both
opposed that on earlier occasions. Now, the first thing this Government does is to issue
Ordinances, when the Parliament is meeting a week later, and start governing through
Ordinances, and on what issue? Okay, when we come to that, we would discuss the
merit of it. It is for appointment of officers of the Government. The point is, it sounds
very ominous on how the beginning has happened. But the moot point here is the
question of development. The President of India also refers to this. In fact, he says this
in paragraph 4, "This has been an election of Hope", which is true. It has been an
election of hope. When I and the hon. Leader of the House both passed out of our
higher secondary, and when we were looking for our future education, we only had the
Delhi University before us. Both of us joined the Delhi University, different colleges,
of course. But we went there. Today, when my youngest son passed out of the higher
secondary, he has got 16 institutions in front of him to choose from, in the same city.
Now, there has been growth; there has been development; there has been an expansion
of opportunities. But the hopes that this generated amongst the youngsters have to
be fulfilled. That is the moot question. How are you going to fulfill that? ‘Yeh Dil
Maange More' is the slogan that has been used, but how are you going to fulfill that
expectation from the people, and for that, I think, you have to consider the existing
realities which, I am afraid, have not come into consideration, I am saying this because
if we go by the first section of what the hon. President has said this in paragraphs 1,
4, 5, 7, and then paragraph 7 is actually a little moving, I quote, Sir, Poverty has no
religion, hunger has no creed, and despair has no geography. The greatest challenge
before us is to end the curse of poverty in India. My Government will not be satisfied
with mere "poverty alleviation", and commits itself to the goal of "poverty elimination".
Very poetic and very noble. But, then, Sir, what is the actual reality in our country
today? The actual reality in our country today, according to the Planning Commission's

Tendulkar Committee's Report, 38 per cent of our population is below the poverty line.
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Very maligned, highly debated statistics that are involved in it. But, on this, there is
no doubt, that the poverty numbers are huge. Now, mere declaration of intent is not
enough. How are you going to eliminate this poverty? What are the specific methods
in which you are going to tackle it, and how is the beginning going to be made? We
are not saying that you can do everything now. But, how are you going to make this
beginning? This is something which I can't find even with a microscopic eye it in this
Speech, Sir. You talked about inequalities. What is the reality, Sir? I remember saying
here, from the same place, and, I can assure both of them, and, in the last occasion
when we were moving a Motion for Thanks, I said, 'the two of you may change your
places, but I will remain here." And I amstill here. And we will continue with our critique
and which I think is in the country's and people's interest. What is that critique? Why
do we say that? The net worth of India's billionaires in the last fifteen years has grown
12-fold. There are 59 billionaires in our country. I have nothing against them. Please,
may their tribe increase. Let them grow. But the point is that these 59 individuals have
an asset value that is equal to nearly between one-third and one-half of my country's
GDP. Then you have 80 crores, 800 million, of our people today who cannot survive
on more than twenty rupees a day. This is the two 'Indias’ that we have been making.
If poverty has to be eliminated, this gap of growing inequality has to be bridged. We
have one of the highest gini coefficient in the world today of income inequality. If this
is the case, how are we going to actually Address this issue? Yes, that is not possible
without a higher growth rate, without the higher growth of employment. Every one of
us knows that. But how are going to achieve that, Sir? In order to achieve that, you
have not really substantively spoken of anything in this Address. The other concern
that has been at the outset referred to is the question of inflation. The hon. Leader of
the House has just now spoken about the rate of inflation being high and the rate of
growth being low. Now how is this inflation going to be tackled? Not a word in this
entire Address on how this inflation is to be tackled. We maintain that one of the major
causes for this inflation is the permission given for speculative trading in essential
commodities. Unless you ban that for some period of time, it is not possible to contain
inflation. Secondly, there is no blueprint, roadmap to suggest that that is even being
considered. You have this huge stock of foodgrains with you. Why are you not
releasing those foodgrains to your Public Distribution System at the BPL rates to the
States? Allow that to reach the market which will dampen your inflation. No, that is not
being done. On the contrary, the first act that happens when this Government comes

into office is a further hike in the price of diesel which will increase the transportation
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costs, and, therefore, trigger off inflation. So, what are the signals that are being sent?
This is where I think there is a lot of concern on how we are going to tackle this
problem which the hon. President of India has actually mentioned. Then he has given
this hope, he has added to this hope saying that these elections have been an election
of hope. Yes, we all have congratulated our people, we have congratulated our Election
Commission, we have congratulated the youth who have voted. The President of India
actually says that youth is the driving force today in our country, is the largest section
of our population. In fact, he says, 'my Government will strive to transition from youth
development to youth-led development.! Now how will this youth-led development
happen, Sir? If you provide our youth with health, with education and with employment,
a better India will be built by them. All of us need not debate here any future policies.
I have that confidence in our youth, all of us have that confidence in your youth. But
give them the wherewithal. What is the state of affairs as far as the wherewithal is
concerned? Will just read out one passage from what Nobel Laureate Amartya Sen has
written recently in New York Times. I will just quote what he said. It is a small
paragraph. I quote, "India has elite schools of varying degrees of excellence for the
privileged, but among all Indians, seven or older, nearly one in every five males and
one in every three females are illiterate. And most schools are of low quality; less than
half the children can divide 20 by 5, even after four years of schooling. India may be
the world's largest producer of generic medicine, but its healthcare system is an
unregulated mess. The poor have to rely on low—quality—and sometimes exploitative —
private medical care, because there isn't enough decent public care." Now, with this
situation, what is that empowering of youth, which we are doing? And, what is the
employment situation? The latest National Sample Survey informs us that the growth
rate of employment between 2005 and 2010 is 0.7 per cent. This the rate of employment
growth. Our youth, today, is the backbone of our population, of our society, the
demographic dividend that we have. This is the state of their education; this is the state
of their health. Our former Prime Minister had to bemoan, saying that this was a
national shame that the children's malnutrition in our country continues to remain at
a very, very high level. If this situation cannot be changed, what are all these hopes
about? And, this situation has to be changed, not the slogans of high-speed trains or
hundred new cities. Wonderful, if you can have all of them. But please remember that
the civilizational advance informs you that cities develop not because you wish them
to develop, but cities develop because of economic development. It is not that the

economic development will happen because you build cities. Unless there is economic
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5.00 p.m.

development, no cities can be built. We have had Muhammad Bin Tuglaq. All of us
know that history. I hope these hundred cities do not end up in that sort of example.
And, we also know what happened to Badshah Akbar's Fatehpur Sikri. We are all aware
of that. So, buiiding cities is not the answer. The answer is economic development that
leads to the development of cities. But you are putting the cart before the horse.
...(Interruptions)... 1 am not going into the history. The question is, what the solution
is. You are now talking of the question of great investments that will lead to growth.
You talk about the greater investments in terms of the FDI. The paragraph 40 of the
hon. President's Address talks about the liberalized FDI in the defence production.
Now, the FDI coming into India, according to us, must always be based on three
conditions that are beneficial to my country — (a) The FDI must expand my productive
capacities; (b) The FDI must increase employment generation; and (c¢) the FDI must
upgrade India technologically. If these three conditions are not fulfilled, any other type
of FDI is not in India's interest, not in the interest of its people. What is this FDI in
Defence production? That, in addition, also creates problems for our security concerns.
I remember my friends in the Congress, who are now in the Opposition, used to chide
me saying that I support 100 per cent FDI in telecom sector in China, but why I was
opposing that in India. China is allowing FDI in telecom only in the hardware production.
Why is it that everyone of us today is having a cell phone that is made in China? Why
are those cell phones not made in India? Now, they are slowly coming. But why did
we not allow them in hardware production? Why did we do it in services? We allow
them in services, which is profit-generating! All services provided in China are by the
public sector. But here all services are by the private sector. Hardware production is
imported. What is this FDI policy? Mere appeasement of foreign investors? Is it
going to benefit us? You talk of infrastructural development. You talk of
agriculture. For all that, we require resources. The question is, how do you marshal

these resources?

There is not one word in this entire speech on from where do you marshal these
resources from. Last year, the default in direct tax collections, according to the Department
concerned, was Rs. 5.1 lakh crores. That is a straightforward pilferage. That is what the
official record is. This is in addition to the tax forgone which comes to Rs. 5.73 lakh
crores. Okay, half of this may be disputed. There may be legal litigations. But even half
of that plus this Rs. 5.1 lakh crores comes to more than Rs.7 lakh crores. If you collect
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and use that for public investments, agricultural infrastructure, rural infrastructure,
urban infrastructure, all this can be Addressed and you can also provide crores of new
jobs for our youths who are today wanting it. And, Sir, the tax foregone last year was
Rs. 53,000 crores more than the entire fiscal deficit. Fiscal deficit was Rs. 5.2 lakh crores
and tax foregone was Rs. 5.73 lakh crores. If these policies are not reversed and if there
is no indication that they are going to be reversed, there is nothing of this hope that
will be realized. Then, it will be the same story five years later when positions may be
switched, when you say that people's hopes have been betrayed and you have not
lived up to your promises. That is why, unless you seriously Address yourself to these
issues, forget who will win who will lose. I am talking of my own country, our own
youths, their own future and their own aspirations of converting our demographic
dividend as an asset. That is where, Sir, I think, there is a very serious drawback in
this Address, which needs to be Addressed by the Government in the future. I hope
this discussion will, at least, in the coming days throw some light. There is no point
saying that because of me so and so thing happened and because of you that so and
so has not happened. Ten years ago when I entered this House I was 50 years old.
Now I am 60 years old, a senior citizen. You can't say that because of the Rajya Sabha
I have become 10 years older. I would have aged anyway, Sir. So, the country would
have progressed in any way. But you go on saying that yes, that happened because
of me and this did not happen because of you. The point at issue is how you are going
to Address. What is the direction? I am sorry I have to say it to the hon. President,
while we associate with the Motion of Thanks, that there is a very, very serious lacunae

and a drawback in this.

Coming to the other issue, Sir, cooperative federalism, much has been talked about
it. All of us have the experience of being in State Governments. We have all talked
about it. But, Sir, federalism in our country can never be strengthened unless you have
an equitable distribution of finances between the Centre and the States. You have the
Finance Commission that has not once till date since independence allocated even one-
third of the Central tax collections to the States put together. Today, it is about 27 or
28 per cent. At the time of independence, we promised 50 per cent— 50 per cent for
the States and 50 per cent for the Centre. But that has never happened. If you are
talking of cooperative federalism, are you prepared for a Constitutional amendment to
come and say that 50 per cent of the Central tax revenue will be shared with the States?
If you are not prepared for that, then all this is a hollow slogan. This does not mean
anything. Elections are over. So sound bites are no longer necessary. At least the votes

have been cast.

( MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN in the Chair)
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Then, Sir, I come to the issue of terrorism. You talked of zero tolerance to terrorism
in para 39. While talking of zero tolerance to terrorism, he said, everything else is said,
all the States will be assisted, modernized, etc. But, then, what has been happening
since the election results have come, Sir. Since the election results have come, you have
had a spate of growth in communal violence all across the country. You have seen in
Karnataka, you have seen in Pune how a technical person was killed. Mr. Sharad Pawar
was only telling me a little earlier that in the State of Maharashtra 22 communal riots
have taken place during the last three, four days. Now, all this just brings to mind the
fact that in India, terrorism knows no religion, knows no areas, no bounds, no regions.
Mahatma Gandhi was assassinated by a Hindu fanatic; Indira Gandhi was assassinated
by a Sikh fanatic; and Rajiv Gandhi was assassinated by a fanatic of Sri-Lankan LTTE
variety. So, ‘who the culprit is' is something that goes beyond any religion. Is there
any assurance on the issue of thousands of youth who are illegally-detained because
of no fault of theirs, because they are routinely-picked up, because they belong to a
particular religion on charges of a terrorist attack? There is not one assurance that
wrongly-detained Muslim youth who have nothing to categorically prove against them
on not even one issue will be released. And then you have all such statements that
come which give very contrary signals. Madam, the Minister of Minority Affairs, is
coming towards you now. But she was saying in her statement 'Muslims are not a
minority in our country. The Ministry of Minority Affairs is saying this. She is saying
that 'Reservation for Muslims kills the competitive spirit." These are the Ministers who
are making such statements. The question of providing some relief to the Muslim
minority came not because of their numbers. It came because of their economic and
social status which was brought out by the Sachar Committee Report. That is why the
Justice Ranganath Mishra Report talked in terms of reservations within the OBCs. But
none of those issues is concerned here but what we have is a very passionate reference
to article 370 which comes in para 20, and, on that issue, there can be no dispute, Sir,
that our brothers, Kashmiri Pandits, who have been displaced internally in their own
country should get back a sense of their belonging, should get back to these areas.
There is no dispute on it. But then what is it that it talks of, Sir? It is said that special
efforts will be made for their return for a settlement in Kashmir. This is very ominous.
It just reminds us of the Jewish settlements in the occupied Palestinian territories. What
are the settlements that you are talking of? And, this is a very ominous trend indicator
if that is. the sort of trends that you are talking of, because on the entire foreign policy

issue, the traditional statement expressing solidarity of India with the Palestinian's
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liberation is completely missing. So, this Israeli inspiration to deal with this problem is
something that goes completely against the very concept and conception of what India

is all about or the idea of India.

That is why I think, Sir, when you come to the final stages of this Address, there
is a reference to India being a softpower. I am talking of para 48. I quote, 'To fully realize
our softpower potential ..." So far, the criticism that I have heard for the last ten years
in this House when they were in the Opposition was that India is a soft State under
the former Government, that because we were a soft State, we were not able to handle
cross-broader terrorism that has come in from there. Today, you are talking of a
softpower potential. What does that mean? What are we talking about softpower

potential?

Yes, improving relations with everybody is absolutely correct. We should do that
in our interest; but remember the hon. Chairman of this House, who was here a little
while ago before you came on to the Chair, as the hon. Vice-President of India, went
to attend the swearing-in of the President of Maldives on his election. The then hon.
Prime Minister was invited for Nawaz Sharif's swearing-in ceremony and he couldn't go
for some other reason but he deputed a Minister of his, of the Government of India,
who attended it. These have been happening. It is not that it has suddenly sprung up
only with the election of this Government. The SAARC cooperation was on, it is going
on. It is good that we are continuing it. I am very happy about it. But then let's not
begin with this idea that the world has been created with me. Then we will only end
with the idea like Charles XVI who said, 'After me, the deluge!" So, if you begin with
the idea that the world has been created with me, you will only end with 'after me the
deluge, and that would be disastrous for our country. Therefore, please remember, when
we talk, as the hon. President talks, of "our rich spiritual, cultural, philosophical
heritage", that is the idea of India.

Sir, I would finish with this point. I know, you are all beginning to be impatient,
but I will just finish with this point.

The idea of India, the rich spiritual, cultural, philosophical heritage, is the all-
inclusive idea of India. That inclusive idea of India is both on economic matters and
on matters of identity. Talking of economic matters, you cannot solve the problem of
unemployment by giving, like what you said in your election manifesto, the right to

employers to 'hire and fire', or like the BJP Government in Rajasthan has implemented
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in that State, as media reports suggest. What about the rights of the working people?
Where is the working class in this entire speech? Where is the agricultural labourer in
this entire speech? Where is the national law for agricultural labourers in this entire
speech? They create our wealth, Sir. All of us are here on the basis of the wealth that
is created by these working people. There is not one mention of them. What is this
inclusive India that we are talking about? That is why, I think there is something very
serious in this entire outlook. If we are talking of the rich cultural and philosophical
heritage, then we must remember that. Dr. Karan Singh is not here. He signed the first
Constitution of Jammu and Kashmir when it acceded into India, which became the law
that is still in force in that State, as the Maharaja of Jammu and Kashmir. He is a
Member of our House. He would know that in his city, Srinagar, there was a small place
which has now been restored. All of us have helped in doing that, including the
Standing Committee. That place is the famous Pari Mahal, where Dara Shikoh authored
that famous treatise which was titled as Majma ul Bahrain—the mingling of two oceans.
He was talking of Vedanta and Islamic Sufism, of how this syncretic culture evolved
in our country, of how the objectives were served. As we learnt, Swami Vivekananda
said, different rivers flow in different directions but merge finally in the same waters
of the ocean. How all of them come and converge into a syncretic civilisational ethos

is India, Sir.

Now, that cannot be done through an excluvist viewpoint on any aspect at all.
While we are talking of a rich diversity, I keep recollecting Firaq Gorakhpuri. Firaq saab,
as all of us know, was born a high-caste Hindu, as Raghupati Sahay. He taught English;
he was a Professor of English in the Allahabad University. He wrote admirable Urdu
poetry. One day, there was a very bad communal atmosphere in our country but there
was shero shayari going on in Allahabad. Permit me to say this, Sir; you would also
enjoy this. There was a shero shayari that was going on in Allahabad and he was asked
to join. He was told, 'how can it be that we are having shero shayari in your city and
you are not participating?' He said, 'No, the atmosphere in the country is bad; I do not
want to say anything today. This is not the time for your sort of poetry.' People insisted
and so he said, 'okay, I will go there and recite just one sher.' He spoke just two lines
in that milien of was Urdu poetry—poetry had a lot to do with enjoyment, with life,

etc. So, he said in Urdu,

There is no India if we don't recognize the other person irrespective of religion,
caste, creed or whatever it is, as also a human being. If you don't recognize people
coming from different religions, castes, labour class or billionaires in our country as
equals, there is no India that would be left. So, when you talk of this cultural,
philosophical heritage, etc., yes, the Ganga, you clean, but you also clean Godavari on
which I was born and brought up, and also the Cauvery and the Periyar. Please clean
ail of them. But the Ganga cleaning is a part of the President's speech. You had an MP

from Varanasi.
MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Now, please conclude.

SHRI SITARAM YECHURY: For the last two decades, you had the MP from
Varanasi, the former President of the BJP. The Mayor of the city is from the BJP. But
only now, you suddenly think that cleaning is possible. Anyway, even now, if you are
going to do it, it is very good. Finally, Sir, I come to three D's. The last paragraph talks
about it. The three D's are Democracy, Demography and Demand on our side. First, I
talk about democracy. First, you think seriously about the election reforms. You know
and I know, you come from a State where this sort of money is not normally spent. But
you have seen what these elections have been reduced to. I mean, for parties like ours,
it is impossible to function in these elections because you don't allow us to do wall
writing; you don't allow us to put up posters. But then there is no restriction on going
to electronic media; there is no restriction on spending thousands of crores of rupees
on hiring aeroplanes and then criss-crossing across the country. Then, there is a lacuna
in the law that political parties expenditures are not under any ceiling. Candidates are
restricted, but not political parties. What is this discrepancy? It is a very incongruous
situation. Unless you correct these things, it is just money power that will distort your
democracy. We have been talking about electoral reforms all these years, but that is
required. Hon. President should be reminded when we send back the Motion of Thanks
expressing our gratefulness that you bring in electoral reforms and bring in proportional
representation. Thirty per cent of the vote, you get the majority. Four or five per cent
of the vote, but you get no seat. This is absolutely incongruous. Are we a democracy?
Not once did we have a Central Government that had more than 50 per cent of the
people who voted. Forget 50 per cent of Indians. Fifty per cent of the people who voted
have not voted for any Government in India since Independence. There are more people
who voted against the Government than for the Government. Is that democracy?

Serious thinking is required. If you want democracy, if you want demography on our
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side, empower our youth, as I said earlier. Give them health, education and employment.
Yes, if you want the demand, increase the purchasing power in the hands of people.
That you can do only if you take care of your working class, your agricultural labour
and the working people. When the Government invests in infrastructure, it creates job,
and gives people money through that job creation. So, Sir, unless these are done, these
final three D's cannot serve the country. Therefore, I do hope that this august House,
while sending back the Motion of Thanks to the President, will very humbly remind
him of these issues so that his Government may be urged in the coming days to address

these issues. I hope, we will do that, and with that hope, I thank you.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Thank you Ram Gopalji. Now, Shri Devender Goud.
Mr. Goud, you have two speakers from your Party. There is one more speaker. If only

you are speaking from your side, then you can take your full time.

SHRIDEVENDER GOUD T. (Andhra Pradesh): Thank you, Sir. There is a confusion

in my Party. Actually, my colleague also wants to speak.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: No problem. Both of you can speak. Then, you can

take nine-ten minutes.

SHRI DEVENDER GOUD T.: Sir, on behalf of our party, and on my own behalf,
I want to thank the hon. President for his Address which he gave in the joint Session
of Parliament. Sir, I was keenly observing the proceedings of this august House. The
LoP has said that 90 per cent of their Schemes are there in the President's Address.
Many intellectuals and very well experienced people are there in the Congress. They
must interact among themselves that why for the first time after Independence, their
Party has been thrown away and there is no opposition at all in the People's House;
why has this happened that in spite of 90 per cent implementation of your schemes,
people didn't believe you. You must realize it and you must interact amongst yourselves

as to what is the reason for it. Instead of criticizing them, they must introspect why
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people have denied the Congress Party even the status of having the Leader of the
Opposition in the Lok Sabha. That is what I want to say. I want to make one request
to the present Government. A new development has taken place in my region. A new
State has been formed. I hope that the Government of India will cooperate in the
development of the two States of Andhra Pradesh and Telangana. The Pranahita
Chevella Project must be declared a national project for the benefit of the people of that
region. Many things have been promised by the new Government. We are hopeful and
confident about the Government's promises. They know the problems of both the
States very well. They have promised many things during the elections. I hope that
they would keep the promises and help develop both the States.

Thank you, Sir. We don't want to take much time. Let us give time to the present
Government. You may give suggestions to them at this stage, but not criticize them.
The only suggestion I wish to make to the Congress Party is that they must introspect,
instead of criticizing others, as to why the people have not believed in them and given
them even the status of having the Leader of Opposition in the Lok Sabha. You must
understand the reality and introspect. Your leader of Opposition himself said that 90
per cent of your programmes have been included in the President's Address. If you had
implemented 90 per cent of the programmes, then why did the people of this country
reject you? You must realize that. You must introspect. There are many points given
here, such as internal security and others. I do not wish to go into the details of the
President's Address. As it is a new Government, let us give them time. Since today
morning [ have been listening to all the speakers. Shri Ghulam Nabi Azad said that 90
per cent of their Government's programmes have been included in the Address. If that
were really the case, then they must introspect why the people have not given them

even the status of Opposition. They must introspect. Thank you, Sir.

SHRI H.K. DUA (Nominated): Thank you, Mr. Deputy Chairman, for giving me a
chance to speak on the Motion of Thanks to the President for his Address. It is a wide-
ranging Address, touching issues of important concerns on a very broad field before

the country.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Duaji, there are two Nominated speakers. So, you

have fifteen minutes.

SHRI H.K. DUA: But, I will like to focus only on issues concerning foreign policy
which has been neglected in the debate throughout the day. Nobody can differ with
the broad content of the foreign policy approach that is to defend and to promote
enlightened self-interest of the country. ‘The enlightened self-interest of the country’
the phrase came from Jawaharlal Nehru and it is still sustainable, and most of the parties
in the House as well as all sections of wider society will support this approach of
particular interest was the emphasis that this Government will seek and continue to
seek better relations with all the neighbours — Pakistan, Nepal, Bangladesh, Sri Lanka,
Burma, Bhutan — and this is evident from the forthcoming visit of the Prime Minister

to Bhutan and of the Minister of External Affairs to Bangladesh. All sections of the
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House and people outside supported the invitation which was sent to the Leaders of
the South-Asian countries to attend the swearing-in ceremony of the new Prime Minister.
I have been a supporter of the moves made by Mr. Atal Bihari Vajpayee and Dr.
Manmohan Singh for seeking peace with Pakistan. Unfortunately these did not mature
into durable peace with Pakistan. The people know all the factors, I don't have the time
to narrate what the factors are. But I am a little worried about the situation which is
developing in the North-West of India. Look at the reports which are coming from
Karachi. For three days a serious attack has been launched on the Karachi Airport. This
is not an isolated incident. Pakistan has been in the grip of jihadi movements,
fundamentalists and terrorists. Often there are similar incidents. But Karachi became the
centre of this kind of attack after the Mehran attack earlier on its naval establishment.
That it took three days for Pakistan to tackle the situation is a matter of concern not
only for Pakistan but it is a matter of concern for us also. Recently, there was an attack
on Indian consulate General in Herat. An Indian aid worker has also been kidnapped.
There is an attack on Mr. Abdullah. Abdullah who is likely to take over as the President
of Afghanistan. That is why I am referring to the situation developing in Indian's North-
West. If the Pakistan Government is divided between its civilian Government and its
military establishment, and there are some sections of its military like the ISI which are
not having their own government, no one knows who will control the situation in
Pakistan and Afghanistan. If there is fire next door, I don't think India can remain
unaffected. If there is fire next door, despite our very good intentions for peace, and
I have been a supporter of the peace moves, we cannot neglect the situation. The
fundamentalists and jihadi elements have been objecting to any move which the civilian
Pakistan Government would like to make. In the past, our experienced shows whenever
there was a slight progress in the dialogue with Pakistan, there were attempts to scuttle
that effort by staging terrorist attacks either on this side of the border or in their own
country. The argument given is that Pakistani itself is a victim of terrorism. Yes, it is.

But we are the victim of terrorism which is exported to us.

The President's Address says that there will be zero tolerance towards terrorism
in India. The Pakistan Government is not able to say that there will be zero tolerance
towards terrorism in Pakistan. Let us look at the scenario. If Pakistan fails to tackle
terrorism on its soil and if it fails to prevent terrorists from creating incidents in India,
it can lead to a very bad situation on the subcontinent. Also, this will have an impact
on Afghanistan. The US troops are leaving Afghanistan by the end of year. A large
chunk of troops have already left. Post there can be a vacuum in Kabul. We have
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7.00 p.m.

invested considerable political, strategic and economic capital in Afghanistan during
the last ten years as a matter of policy. We have spent two billion dollars worth of
economic development funds there and it has helped in stabilising the situation in the

strife-torn nation.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Duaji, one minute. | want to take the sense of the

House. Can we sit for another thirty minutes?

SHRI M. VENKAIAH NAIDU: Sir, my request is this. We have to complete the
discussion tomorrow by sharp 5 o' clock..(Interruptions)... The Prime Minister has to
give the reply. It has been decided in the Business Advisory Committee or internal
consultation that it will be over by that time. If the House wants to have discussion,

you can continue for some more time so that other Members can also participate.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Anyway thirty minutes is agreed to. 1 have another
request to the Parliamentary Affairs Minister. Your Party and the Opposition Party have

given a number of names. Please discuss and try to reduce the names. Please do that.

SHRI M. VENKAIAH NAIDU: We are trying to do that. Both the MoS and the
Deputy Leader are holding discussions and I hope they will be able to work it out. We

don't want to do it arbitrarily.
MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Okay. Please continue Mr. Dua.
SHRI H.K. DUA: Sir, I will cooperate and be brief.

Sir, in the situation in Pakistan and then in Afghanistan, which is likely to see the
withdrawal of American troops this year, who will fill the vacuum? It is Pakistan-
supported Taliban who would like to fill the vacuum. All accounts suggest that those
are the plans. Already there are talks between Pakistan and Afghanistan Taliban. They
have not given up the aim to come to power in Kabul and the attacks on Indian
Embassies twice — earliest and the recent attack in Herat and the kidnapping of an
Indian — show that the intentions are not benign as far as India is concerned. I would
like that the Prime Minister should take the House into confidence as to how we are
going to meet the situation after the American troops withdraw from Afghanistan. The
USA is going to leave only 6,000 to 9,000 troops plus drones in Afghanistan. Now,
drones can kill people, but they cannot control the situation on the ground. The 6,000
to 9,000 US troops or NATO troops which would be there cannot control the situation.

We have entered into an agreement, a strategic partnership agreement, with the Karzai
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Government. We are definitely giving them some arms training, but we also don't want
to get involved in the imbroglio that is there in Afghanistan. Whosoever has gone into
Afghanistan has burnt his fingers. There has to be some clarity in the Government
about the various policy issues involved. I would like the Prime Minister to make a
statement when he speaks tomorrow here in this House to make it clear as to what is
our policy on Afghanistan, what is our policy in Afghanistan after the US troops pull
out. We cannot let the effort which we have made for ten years for economic and
political stability in Afghanistan go waste. We cannot afford a situation in Afghanistan
which is against Indian interests. If the Government is not able to control the terrorists
groups in Afghanistan, the situation can be worse. There is another danger of failure
by the authorities, whatsover is there in power in Pakistan. They can divert the Taliban
to Kashmir which can create another problem for us. So, I would like to suggest that
the Prime Minister should make a statement on what will be our policy, how he is
looking at it, how the Government is looking at the developing situation in Pakistan
and Afghanistan. I have a feeling that there will be consensus in the House as well
as outside in the country for whatever policy we choose to adopt in respect of
Pakistan. Even a peace initiative that the Prime Minister takes would be supported by
the People and Parliament but the situation which is developing in the neighbourhood
is not very congenial, Actually it should be a warning for us. There was talk of
consensus by the Leader of the House which was responded positively by Mr. Ghulam

Nabi Azad when he said that his party provide constructive opposition.

Sir, with this point, I will conclude. Consensus is certainly needed on foreign
policy, security policy, both internal and international security and terrorism. Consensus
is also needed on the working of this Parliament. This consensus was sadly missing
during the last 3-4 years and it cost the nation and Parliament a great deal in prestige
among the people. Initiative for evolving consensus has to come from the Prime
Minister and his Government. I have a feeling based on the debate today. All sections
of the House, Mr. K.C. Tyagi, Mr. Ghulam Nabi Azad, Mr. D.P. Tripathi and others, have
responded to the idea of consensus. Consensus is very important for running the

House, as well as, outside.
MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: The Chair will be very happy if there is a consensus.

SHRI H.K. DUA: Thank you very much for it, Sir.

I will just add an effective security policy, as well as, foreign policy will also
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require a social coherence in the country for which we should all work for. Thank you
very much, for giving me a chance to speak at this late hour.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Duaji, thank you very much. Now, Shri Sanjay Raut.

You have only ten minutes.
