The State Government of
Andhra Pradesh has requested the Centre for upgradation of fourteen State Highways
into National Highways in the wake of State's inability to maintain the State Highways
stretching 2,897 kilometres. In the last five years, the number of roads under the State
Government has doubled but the funds have been halved.
