Cargo vessel "River Princess”, Aground On Singuerim-Candoiim Beach,
Goa

that the cargo vessel River Princess went aground on the Sinquerim-
Candolim Beach, Goa, during the late hours of the 6" June, 2000, |
happened to be in Goa on the 17 July, 2000 by chance. Many hotelliers
met me m this connection. | was also taken to the site of the accident. |
found it i1s a very sericus problem. It 1s proving to be a great dea! of
anxiely amongst the local peopulace tor the fear of breaking of the ship
and the possible aftermath thal wouid ensue in the entire region. It could
destroy the pristine beauty of. the beaches in Goa and it was a greal
environment hazard. Nothing definite has happered so far except that the
coast guard removed the crew of the ill-fated ship. The owners of the
ship and the concerned Government authorities have failed to inform the
public as to how much oi 15 there on board the vessel. One Mr.
Madgaonkar, an expert has advised that the vesse! may have 300 {o 400
tons of oil. The ship can be towed away to safely even in the present
weather. If there wili be an ol slick from the ship, then the whole coast
hne would be affected for many years to come, causing problems for

fishing and tourism.

If the ship breaks, 1 could cause irreparable environmental
problems. The difterent authoritics, including the Chiet Minister, the
Environment Minister, the Towism Minister and the Defence Minister of
India have been iformed by the local people and also by me by letler and
through phone calls, but nothing has so far happened. The hon. Defence
Minister ts sitting here.
