The Eradication of Unemplayment Bill, 1996 - Contd.

THE VICE -CHAIRMAN (SHR! SURESH PACHOURDN: We will now
resume the discussion -on the Eradication of Unemployment Bill, 1996. Shri
T.N. Chaturvedi to continue his speech.

SHAR! T.N. CHATURVED! (Uttar Pradesh): Mr. Vice-Chairman, Sir, |
must express my commendation to you again for drawing the attention of
this House through this extremely important Bill to a matter which is of
serious and continuing concern for the people of this country. The Mover of
the 8ill really deserves our thanks for drawing our aftention to the problem
which is with us for long. When | say for long, | say it purposely. Even
during the alien rule when | was a student, this problem of unemployment
was being talkked about. That was the period when after the depression in
agricuiture prices people lving in villages and towns sold whatever limited
assets they had. And after this came the War. It was felt that certain
avenues of employment have opened up; it might be temporary, that is, it
may not be something always worthwhile or desirable but certain avenues
really emerged within the country. The positive side of this was the filip, the
impetus to various kinds of industries; certain new industries which came
up, and certain existing industriss which either diversified or really expanded
to meet the requirements of the War. This was some kind of, one can say,
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a contribution of the war indirectly promoting or strengthening the industrial
base as it existed, though, even at that point of fime, we ware supposed to
be the eighth advanced industrialised nation in the wonz.  Sur even during
the war and after the war particulady, this problem of unemployment
became much more .pro.ounced, much more prominent and much more
piercing o the various secticns of the peopis; raybe, because of
demotilisation of the soldiers, maybe because thai kirno of a spurt in the
industrial growth could not be maintained, or maybes, there was @ slackening
of demand for the kind of goods or matenals ‘rat these industries were
supposed to produce. Very frankly one cay say that therse was no
emphasis, there was no sense cf direction so far as the cuestion of
providing employment to the pecple is concerned even at that point of time.
| might even mention that even the then Fresident of the Indian National
Congress, Subhash Chandra Bose did talk about the unemployment
problem, as he talked about the need for national economic planning 1 the
country, and-he requested Pandit Jawaharial Nehru to head the National
Planning Gommittee, and | recail rightly, K. Shah was the Socretary.
£nd even a book on ‘Employment’ was published, and one of the Reports
of the Committee was on thiz smnloyment.  And even from the time we
adopted the First Plan, studies have been undsrtaken at varicus times as io
the avenues of employmeni that opered up and also regarding the guantum
of employment, apart from (he hational Samplz Survey conducting 2
number of rounds of surveys, and by the Committee cn Employment that
we had. That is why this genesis of unempioyment, the question of (ne
character of unemployment, the nature of unernpicvment in a vast couniry
with diverse conditions, al these become wery imnortant for ws.  And
whigtever the measures that were taken, why dign't these measures
succeed? And what king of measurds snowd be taken now? What kind of
paiicy measwes, what kind ~f strategies shouid be adopied? These are of
greafer importance to us.  In fact, almost two years ago, under the
Chairmanshin of one of the Members of the Planning Commission, Shri
Montek Singh Ahiuwalia, a Committee was £at up. But we nave yst to get
the final report or the interim report, | am not very clear as to what the
thinking or gssessment was at that point of Hime though # s o fact that
some of the studies made al various pairts of time were taking into account
the various Plan documents:  Sir, 1 would ke o menticn that =~ ¢+ country
ke ours, bercause of the diversities that we hovse, the conditions that we
have, we have all kinds of unemploymeint which the eccnomisis have
visualised or conceptualised or have mentioned, be it the so-called
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disryuised uhemployrment, structural unemployment, tachnologicsa!
uremployment and so on.  But, particuiarly, one thing which is alsc there is
the demard shortege.  Sometimes we need a parlicular kind of skill, a
parficular kind of labour, in certain sectors and so on, But that is,
unfoitunately, not there. That 1s why it is a question of proper manpower
planning, as to what extent the manpower planning that we had faunched
eatlier succeedsd. That is why | would like to mention one or two things
and | don't wart to take more time. As regards the nature of the problem, !
think, there is the rural and urban factor; that difficulty still arises.  Still it is
the rural populaticn which migrates to the urban areas and adds to the
strain on the amenities and this leads to the crimes of various kinds and so
on. Now, this unchecked influx from certain neighbouring countries is
craating another problem. It adds ‘o the unsmployment problem in this
country, Only recently, the question of population was discussed. How far
this is related to population? If we go through all the Plans, right from the
First Plan to the current Plan, we find that this problem has figured in all the
Plans.  But, unfortunately, the strategies and the measures have nct
succeeded, That is why the population policy assures extreme impertance
now and also how this can be related to the question of solving the
aroblem of unemployment, not in a generalised or generic sense saying that
it is the popudation explosion which is responsible for the increase in
unemployment,

Hera, | would also like to mention that, after all, ours is an
agricultural country,  We de want industrizl growth.  But, still, in a country
of our size, cur diversity and even from the poirt of view of, whatl is today
called, food security, there is neea for a rethinking about the development
in agriculture, irigation and so o, We want to retain the peogle there and
orovide them avenues of employment. At the same time, this s alsc linked
with the facilities in crder to retain the people there, Sir, with this is inked
tha question of educational refoirns into which | need not go.  Swmatimes
we sea that people are reguired In particuiar industries, or, a particular kind
of technological skill is called for, but they are not available there. But this
is something where the educaticnal system is, in a way, the cause of the
malady, aczording to somea. At the same time, it is also the rectificatory or
the corrective instiument o for as employment is concerned, particularly,
with the king of new industries which are coming up, the new capakilities.
This also ge!s related to the quastion of globalisation, the effect it is having
on the marginal sections of our population
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This is ancther question which we should consider when we talk of
human development index, and so-on. | just draw the atiention of the hon.
Minister towards it.| don't want to take much time of the House because
there are many hon. Members who wish to speak on this Bill. We have to
make a study of the impact of ten years of globalisation, particularly, on the
vulnerable sections of our society like women, tribais and other economically
and socially disadvantaged people. Sir, another question is, what kind of
industrial development or new strategy we should have, because many of
the strategies like industrial state, etc., which we had adopted, have failed. |
need not recount all those here. But a number of strategies which we have
adopted from the First Plan onwards have failed. At this point of time, we
should think as to what kind of a strategy we should adopt which ¢an cope
with the abiding problem which has been with us for long, the experience
we have gained and the challenges we are facing, Taking all these into
account, | think, the Government shouid pay attention to this. It is not
enough to say that the Labour Minister will give us the figures from the
employment exchanges and so on. Even the figures that we get from the
employment exchanges vary with the figures which are based on individual
studies. Similar problem is there, whether it is sectoral unemployment or the
total figures of unemployment or figures relating to rural areas, etc. That is
why we have, at least, the realisation that the magnitude of the problern is
immense, and a diverse, multifaceted and multipronged approach is certainly
called for. That is why | think, now, there should be employment planning in
the positive sense, not just unemployment eradication. The other sectors,
should be subsenvient to employment planning. The other sectors, whether it
is industrial development or the tools or the strategies or the package of
measures which we adopt, must contribute to employment planning. Very
often, we talk about industrial development. We have heard of the problems
of handioom weavers, craftsmen and so on and so forth. That is why we
find, it is not just disguised unemployment, but it is disguised misery which,
sometimes, comes before the public eye when the people lose their lives or
the rural indebtedness increases and so on. So, | think, Sir, a very holistic
view has to be taken in this regard. We should take a view as to what kind
of elements, ingredients and components should go into the making of this
employment planning. | think the Government, particularly, the Planning
Commission should attend to it.

Sir, |, sometimes, feel that as we have a Ministry for Plan
Implementation, it is not enough to have a special section or a division
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under it. It is high time there is some kind of a nodal agency, d coordinating
agency, which should be advisory in nature, which should be
implementational in nature. It should monitor all these things. | think, it
should try to help even the Planning Commission and the various agencies
who create jobs in different ways, whether it is the housing sector or the
transport sector or any other sector. How can all of them converge on our
aspirations, on our desires, to solve this problem of unemployment and
create confidence in the minds of the people? The present generation, the
coming generations, and.different sections in different areas, geographical
areas, or from the point of view of skills, should be assured that they will
have adequate employment. | don't want to take much of your time.. With
these words, | again commend this Bill and the spirit which lies behind this
important Bill,

SHR!I EDUARDO FALEIRO (Goa): Mr. Vice-Chairman, Sir, may |
congratulate you for bringing this Bill before the House. One thing is clear.
In economic policies, the foremost consideration must be on how the
economic policies are going to create employment for the pecple, because
employment means remuneration. Without employment, there will be neither
food, nor shelter, nor clothing, nor any other basic facility. It is very good
that you have brought this Bill.

if you look at the House, the attendance is not particularly
comforting This is what usually happens in Private Members' Business.
Therefore, | urge upon the Gowvernment to bring before the House a
resolution and Have a debate. The Government itself should bring forward a
resolution to go into the question of how the economic policies must be
modified to remove poverty and to increase employment.

Now, this much is clear from the Government statistics and from all
surveys that unemployment has increased over the last few years due to the
faulty manner in which Governments, after the Congress Government, have
implemented the economic policies. Economic reforms, per se, were due;
were overdue; but the problem has not been with the economic policies,
The problem, after the Congress left power, has been with the manner, the
faulty manner, the simplistic manner, in which the economic policies have
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been implamented. As a result of this lack of attention to the
mplementation of the economic polieis, there have been surezys which
show an icraase in unemployment. This is number one. Numbe:  »o, as far
as poverty is concerned, the Government surveys too have two views. The
Nationa! Sample Survey does survey. Theare are diferent methods on
reaching those particular conclusions and, according te different methods,
two things have come out. Some survey says that poverty, more so rural
poverty, has increased over the last five-six years. Others say thar poverty
has stagnated. There is no survey to say that the population which live
below the -poverty line has decreased, and, absolutely, no survey to say that
unemployment has not increased.

Therefore, this is a matter of uvtmost concern becauss the whole
purpose of economic policies and Governmeri economic management is to
remove poverty, as far as owr couptry is concerned, to improve the -quahty
of iife and orovide employment. Therefore, 1 urge upon the Government 1o
bring forward a resolution for discussion in this House on this basic
economic aspect of our policy, viz.. how do we now restructure our
economic policy, how the Governme:nt should restructure its econornic
policies, so that it is aimed at providing full employment and aimed at
reducing - in fact, eliminating - poverty. | hope, the Goverrment will bring
forward a resolution. So much time is taken on all types of things and so
much we are getting agitated. Just for a change, iet us get agitated on
issues that matter and this is the issue that matters the most.

Today, | am making just a cour*: of preiiminary remarks; | am not
taking much time really; | would take oniy a couple of minutes. | now take
an objective document which the Parliament and Pariamentarians, in my
respectful submission, must now pay much more attention to than we have
paid in the past; that is the repot of the Human Deveiopment Repor
trougnt out by the United Natiors Develepment Programme svery year.

it is good thing that | got a letter from the Deputy Chairman, on
31" she has called a meéting of Parliamentarians. All might have received
this letter. it has been calied to express or exchange our views on the
Human Deveiopment Report of the UNDP for the year 1956, So, we could
discuss this matter and the Deputy Chairman has done a good thing in
convening this meeting.
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Now, | am drawing your attention to ths report of UNDP, which is
an objective report. It is neither made by us nor made by you. |If is made by
an independent agency and very well documented, as usual with the UNDP
work. And which speaks, as far as india is concerned, about generating
pro-poor ¢rowth, reducing inequality and enhancing human capabilities.
Now the repcrt says, and | think the House will agree with these
conclusions that to ensure the generation of pro-woor growth the national
action should restore fuli employvitient and in expansion of opportunities as
a high pricrity of the economic policies and remove anti-pocr biases in
the micro-economic framework. This has been stated by the UNDP which
in no way is a socialist organisation and tha much is the fear of everybody.
It says that we should invest in the capabik ‘es of the poor by restructuring
public expenditure and taxation. The poor pecople should have access to
the productive resources, including  credit. Wa should increase the
productivity of small scale agricultural sector and promote micro enterprises,
not even smail scaie enterprises because small scale enterprise is one thing
and the micro enterprise is another thing; the small sector enterprises are
those enterprises which are up to Rs.5 crores, sometimes started by large
business houses for avoiding taxation and other reasons and they go in for
smali enterprises. There are other things alsc We are taking about micro
enterprises.  Thers: may be a small entrepreneur who sets up a gadha, or
buys a rickshaw or Joes some small business, micro business, say, of one
lakh or two lakh rupees. These ara the real enterbrises which produce
employment and can solve the unemployment probiem. | will mention in 2
moment from my own experience, as the former Minister in-charge of
banking at one point of time, and my present experience as a Member of
Parliament who takes interest az to what is the difference that has been
taking place over the years in this regard. Then you should frame ricro
economic enterprises in the informal sector and emphasis should be on
labour-intensive industrialisz’ion, something we are forgetting, ¢ expand
employment opportunities.  Last, but not the least, we should buid human
capabilities through education and ensure access of poor people o
education. Now, Sir, this is what an independent ot janisation, which has
no ideclogical bias and surely has no ideclogical bias of the kind the Left
has got to say. Al these poirts are here. | respectiully but firrnly with ail
the strength at my command submit that the Gowernment is absolutely
negiecting all these things. It is speaking of the growh of the trickle down
effect. What we must speak is not only about the growth but also about
the equity of the trickle-up effect and go directly to the pecple, to the small
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people and give them opportunity 1o have their own business and their own
employmeant. In case you cannct provide employment at this point of time,
at least, provide opportunities for seff-employment. Now what | am saying
is that emphasis shouid, therefcre, be to solve the problems of self-
employment and poverty through micro credit and micro enterptises.
Loans up to Rs.1 lakh or Rs.2 lakh should be provided for setting up small
micro businesses. Who says this? Weli, the American President says this.
America is the super-capitalist country of ali the countries. The First Lady,
the wife of the President of that country, Mrs. Hilary Clinton while
addressing a conference organised by the United Nations a couple of
months ago said this. This point was made by about 50 countries of the
world that the major solution to _the poverty and unemployment, not only in
poor countries but even for the deprived sections of wealthy countries ke
the United States, is micro credit and small loans.  Mrs. Hillary Clinton said
in a conference that they were doing it in Arkansas when her husband was
the Governor there, They are doing this nationwide by giving small loans
to small people because that is the solution to the problem of
unemployment.  This is the major solution, Now, what is the experience
hera? | will tell you from my own experience. | was the Minister of State
for Banking more than ten years ago. With a concerted effort we provided
small loans of Rs.5,000 or Rs.10,000 or Rs.25,000 or Rs.1,00,000 to small
people We gave maximum loans. Now the statistics show that during that
period of time, in the 80's, poverly was reduced to an extent, which was
never the case before;, and, cobviously, not reduced after that. What is the
position now? | have found that the position now is as fcoliowing: the
purpose of banking institutions has been dropped. Banking institutions'
purpose was to substitute class banking by mass banking. That has been
dropped and now we are back - as far as the public sector banks and,
obviously, other banks are concerned - again to ciass banking. A small
man - | am saying this from my persconal experience, | have found it myself

who wants a loan of Rs. 10,000 or Rs. 25,000 or one lakh does not get a
loan, The bank says that it is too much bother, too much paper work to
do, and no returns. The public sector banks are keyed up agan to the
question of profit. They have forgotten their social obligations and, as a
result, now there are no jobs in Government. We are not creating
opportunities for self-employment for the small man. How do you intend to
solve this, my dear hon. Minister? Do you have any idea? This problem
cannot be solved unless you support the smali man with small loans,
There is no other way. That is the major way, at least, in creating other
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infrastructure. Therefore, | conclude, by requesting you to take up with the
Finance Ministry the priority sector: by priority sector, | mean, micro-credit;
loans up to say one lakh or two lakhs, loans of a few thousands of rupees,
should be given as it was being done before. Concerted effort must again
be there in this regard. Targets must be fixed and you -yourself should
supervise this, along with the Minister of Finance, because that is a major
way of reducing unempidyment. It has been proved globally; it has been
broved in this country through the ages. This is only a preliminary remark
that | would like to make at this stage. But | request you once again to
bring forward a resolution irr the House for discussion, not on the economic
reforms, but on the implementation of the economic reforms so that it is
restructured in the direction of providing full employment and 'in removing
poverty in the country. Thank you.
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SHRI JIBON ROY {(West Bengal): Mr. Vice-Chairman, Sir | am not
a politician per se. Though t am trying to be a poltician, | am failing in it.
Nor am | a parliamentarian. | am trying to be a parliamentarian, but i am
failing in this tooc. | stil remain a labour. When | look at the policy
decision taken by different social forces in the matter of unemployment and
labour, | simply feel amused as a labour because | still remain a labour. So
far as the social forces are concerned, they are ali for full employment. All
the social forces are for the labour. But, when the matter of policy direction
comes, on the question of what policy will give the full employment or jobs
to everybody, everybody resoris to poetry. | cannot understand poetry, and
it is the basic failure of my tife.

It is said that population is the biggest probiem, as if God is the
biggest cause of unemployment. Mr. Labour Minister, you know this. You
attend the International Labour Conference every year. Where is the biggest
population problem?. in South-East Asia are the poorest countries where
the productive forces are not used to the best of their possibilities. Where
the productive forces are used to the bhest of their possibilities, no
unemployment problem is there.  Destitution generates unemployment.
Poverty generates unempioyment. If you cannot eliminate poverty, you
cannot gliminate unemployment. You go on lecturing. You will not be able
to eliminate poverty. For elminating destitution, for eliminating poverty, you
require a correct policy decision, and it should be dealt with in -our national
perspective. The Government or the ruling party that has adopted the policy
of globalisation shouid not taikk about the population. The globe is your
market. India is not your market now. You have boasted at that time, "We
will compete with America.  We will compete with the OECD countries. We
are a very good player. Qur technicians and our managers are very
efficient. They can compete." Why are you crying now that the population
is the major problem? The world is your country. The world is your
market. You have accepted globalisation,
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Therefore, | feel that people should not be cheated. You should
not shed crocodile tears, without doing anything, without any desire to do
anything.

Mr., Vice-Chairman, you know that that the registered unemployed
now number 4.8 crores. You have given yesterday the figure as of 1003-94.
Now it is 2000. Six years have gone. You have given the figure of
unemployment. But have you taken into account how many persons have
gone out of factories, industries? You have not answered yesterday how
many factories have closed and how many new ones have come up, now
many -persons have gone out of employment due to the closure of those
factories and how many persons have got employment. '

Kindly see how many people have gone out of employment from
their factories and how many have come in. The present condition never
existed in the history of Independent India. Kindly go through the i.D.B.l.
assessment. The paper was prepared by the |.L.O. They have said that
during 1991, out of all private companies, 25 per cent are non-profit making.
The companies which are now closing down belong to the mediurm and the
large-scale category, not the small-scale category. In Mumbai, out of every
four companies, one has closed down. | would say that the position in
Bengal is better now. Tw Taw-gam hidgal o B € | [WH a1 e B A
# | Industries in Kanpur, Ghaziabad, Jaipur are finished. Companies in
NOIDA are in a better position, but they are also facing similar problems.
So, my question is, what has happened to india's new policy directions.
Kindly see the figures quoted here just vesterday. Between 1991 and 1999,
3,500 factories have closed down. In the 80's, when Rajivi was the Prime
Minsiter, out of the total electricity generation, 55 per cent was being
consumed by the manufacturing sector, Now, their growth rate has gone
down. Now, only 32 per cent of the total electricity genration is being
consumed by the manufacturing sector.  Sn, 2 new kind of growth
component has come about. New and old unemployment are combining
together. The answer given by the hon. Minister vesterday impiied that the
quality of labour has come down. There is unemployment in agricutture,
there is unemployment in the manufacturing sector, but there is employment
in the hotels and restaurants. You are converting the naional labour force
into restaurant and hotel boys. Sir, we go to the hotels as part of the
Committees, and we have found that M.Scs., M.As. are working there as
hotel boys. That means, not only the number of manpower is getting
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reduced, but the quality of the labour force is also getfing reducéd. The
Central and State Governments are stressing on reduction of the manpower
from public sector undertakings. The result is that the country is becoming
a country of beggars and destitutes. How can you expect that the
population can be controlled in a country of beggars and destitutes?

You quoted the U.N.D.P. report, boasting that from the human
development point of view, you were the 15" from the last. You said that
you will be competing with America and the CECD countries and will play a
global role, so far as industrial development is concerned. On the ane
hand, you are trying to create this false impression; on the other, you are
shedding crocodile tears at the conditions of the handloom weavers. Now,
Sir, you have decided to cpen the textiles sector not only for the big mil
owners, but also for the multi-national companies and here on this side, on
that side, and outside, we will cry that people are dying. Thay are
committing suicide at many places. It is a very dangerous situation, The
growth rate has gone down by an average of 8 to 8 per cent in textiles, Qur
traditional indusiry, the oldest industry in our country, is suffering. We are
not taking note of the situation. Mr. Vice-Chairman, Sir, in a country like
ours, and all over the world, rich pgople and poor people are there. Poor
pecpie wil be there for many years., But nowhere in the world, a man is
hated because of his origin and his past. All over the world, women are
treated as second-grade persons. But nowhere in the world, that moral
gthos is there where a woman has to be burnt 1o death, along with her
husband's dead body. Then, if she remarries, the property right would be
lost. This is India, where globalisaticn and 100 per cent liberalisation cannot
work. It has got to be noted. If you are really commitied to the common
people, poor people, if you really want to do justice to the question of
unemployment, then, you have to rethink by sitting with both the Lek and
Right, with an open mind and with an open heart, and review what has
happened during the last ten years. Then, take a decision as to what should
be done.

Mr. Vice-Chairman, Sir, lastly, very recently, a report was
published by the Internaional Red Cross Society on "Disaster Management”.
The report says that in the under-developed countries inciuding india, the
expenditure on malaria protection, the expenditure on diseases like T.B.,
etc., is going down because of the adoption of the market economy and
liberalisation. The Government is not spending on these programmes. So
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far as diseases are concemed, the percentage of expenditure in the Budget,
which generally favours the common and poor peorle, is belng reduced day
by day. in a country like india, this policy cannot work.

In the end, | am theorising the total thing of what | spoke. When
you privatise all means of production in a country like india, then, you are
leading the State power itseff to privatisation. Privatisation of the State
power means, total elimination of the power of Parliament. The way you are
privatising industry, you are closing down all public sector industries. You
are not opening any public sector unit. if you go to the share markst, stock
exchange, you will find that the share price of the old industries is going
down. Now, we are living on computers, information technology, and other
things. If you go through two fines on the electronic screen the information
about the stock market, you wil find that the share price of the old
manufacturing units is going down.  We are surviving on  information
technology {IT) and on computers. | am not biased. Every Saturday, we
cannot protect our system; information technology system. We are
compietely depending on them. in the process, we are destroying everything
what we had. Privatisation started with public sector undertakings. The
shares of these units is going very cheap. The  water sugply system,
electricity, health dispensation, which are in the hands of the State are being
privatised. | apprehend, after ten years, this House will become a ball room,
If you behave like this to the poor people in this country, if you transfer your
power to the private, it is not good. China has adopted liberalisation. China
has adopted globalisation. You learn from China. How have they dealt with
the World Bank? How have they dealt with the International Monetary Fund?
They have not done it the way you are doing. Your Government is the last
