THE MINISTER OF URBAN DEVELOPMENT; THE MINISTER OF
HOUSING AND URBAN POVERTY ALLEVIATION; AND THE MINISTER OF
PARLIAMENTARY AFFAIRS (SHRI M. VENKAIAH NAIDU): Mr. Deputy Chairman,
Sir, I, in fact, was not inclined to intervene in the debate, because my colleague and the
leader of the party, the hon. Finance Minister, had intervened. But, subsequently, I had an
occasion to intervene in the Lok Sabha. So, some of my colleagues— Misraji and others
— were telling me, ‘you are not to be seen here, in your own House.” And, some people,
out of love and affection for me, I am told, have even taken my name 3-4 times. So,

I thought, I should also make an intervention and place my views before the hon. House.

Sir, we are discussing about the President’s Address and on the thanks giving motion
to the hon. President of India. The President’s Address to the Joint Session of Parliament
is a comprehensive document of the direction in which the Government wants to move,
about the priorities of the Government and then about our broad vision for the future of

the country.

Sir, if you look at the Address, whether it is Pradhan Mantri Jan Dhan Yojana,
whether it is Direct Benefit Transfer Programme, whether it is PAHAL, whether it is
Swachh Bharat Mission, whether it is Clean and Open Defecation-Free India, whether
it is Skill Kind, whether it is Deen Dayal Upadhyaya Antyodaya Yojana, whether it is

tTransliteration in Urdu Script.
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Housing for All, whether it is Pradhan Mantri Krishi Sinchai Yojana or Rashtriya Gokul
Mission or Food Processing with special emphasis on farmers, whether it is Padhe Bharat
Badhe Bharat, whether it is Beti Bachao, Beti Padhao Abhiyaan or the Team India concept
all these are very clear. I am not speaking about my Ministry. This we can discuss later
when we come to rejuvenation of urban mission or Smart City, etc. But, priority-wise, if
you look at all the programmes that have been enunciated in the hon. President’s Address,

they all speak about priorities of this Government.

I don’t want to, normally, touch my friends’ name. My friend, Nareshji, had some
dig at the Government. And, then, just now, Tyagiji, who is our former friend and I
don’t know what will happen in future. Of course, a friend is a friend. He is a former

colleague.
MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: A friend is always a friend.

SHRI M. VENKAIAH NAIDU: Yes; a friend is always a friend. He is always a

friend. He is a very friendly person that way.
SHRI K.C. TYAGI: Is this your gesture to your other friends also?

SHRI M. VENKAIAH NAIDU: But, they should all remember the history. Sir, if
you take the analysis of this Parliament, the maximum number of SC MPs are in my
party and in my Government, the maximum number of ST MPs are in my party and in
my Government, the maximum number of farmer MPs in the Parliament, T ST, Th
EIN Qﬁ@T W INTY, d 89R) WRBR § §, 89! Uil 7 8 And, Sir, the maximum
number of women MPs are also in our party. Sir, maximum number of people who
belong to different walks of life and also to poorer sections are from my
party...(Interruptions)...You will see that. When we come to Budget, we can discuss
this, Sukenduji. SH R Ylec 82 We are there. The Budget is going to come up for
discussion in this House and we will have an ample opportunity. I don’t want to mix up
both and then make a Budget speech in President’s speech and President’s speech in
Budget speech. T don’t want to have that; I would like to have my own speech in
between. So, please cooperate. My point is, Sir, this is the mandate of the people. The
people are very clear. They are tired. That is why they have retired many of the parties
and then gave a clear mandate to Shri Narendra Modi because people thought he is a

messiah of the people. Earlier, the people used to call him 3D Modi—decisive, dynamic

and development. Now, 4D also has come. Now, he is decisive, dynamic, development-
oriented and also devolutional. During his period, the devolution of 42-47.5 per cent of
the funds of the Central Government going to States is a historic evolution. It is like a
revolution in the country which is hailed by one and all. As an Urban Development
Minister, Sir, I am extremely happy. Rajivji brought the 73rd and 74th Constitutional
Amendments to strengthen the local self-governance. But, unfortunately, what has
happened? His intention was very good. He tried also during his regime. But, the
Government at various levels, State Governments—I am not saying this party
Government or that party Government--have not really devolved in those 29 subjects
and 3Fs—funds, functions and functionaries—to the local bodies as they were
expected. With the result, the local urban governance, the local governance of the
Panchayati-raj is under big stress. We know how the urban life in India is because there
is a lack of funds. Keeping that in mind, for the first time, Sir, the issue of funds for
urban local bodies, for the Panchayati-raj bodies has been addressed too, by this

Government, which is a historic step. One must be happy about that, really.

Then, coming to the Team India, we may be different political parties. But, if
you look at the allocations that are made, the States like Andhra Pradesh, West Bengal,
Bihar...

Bihar or Andhra Pradesh have been given comparatively higher allocations.
So, my point is, coming to...

SHRI M. VENKAIAH NAIDU: Sir, 13.2 crore new bank accounts have been
opened. Is it not a fact? People had been kept aloof from the financial inclusion. The

people who have been kept aloof from the banking system of the country, after these

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many years of Independence, have now been taken care of by this Government within
a hundred days of Government coming to power. Sir, 13.2 crore bank accounts have
been opened. It is empowering the rural people. It is empowering the poor people. It is

empowering the women.

Then, coming to the Direct Benefit Transfer Programme, Sir, which was started by
the previous Government, has been extended; it is being strengthened so that the money
directly reaches the people without any pilferage in between. The third one is, Sir, PAHAL,
the transfer of LPG subsidy has been extended across the country. From 1st January, Sir,
so far, I am happy to know a fact from my colleague, Shri Dharmendra Pradhan, which
was also mentioned in the President’s Address, that 75 per cent of the user households in
all the 35 schemes have been brought under direct benefit transfer architecture. It is also

a historical step, Sir.

Then, coming to Swachh Bharat Mission, Swachh Bharat is a dream of all Indians.

SHRI M. VENKAIAH NAIDU: Swachh Bharat Mission is launched to achieve
a Clean and Open Defecation Free India by October, 2019. Sir, it is not simple. [ am
also one of the Ministers who is implementing the scheme partly, because the other part
is taken care of by the Rural Development Minister. It is a major challenge before the
nation. After these many number of years, we have a huge shortage of toilets in urban
areas as well as in rural areas. Because of un-hygienity, the World Health Organisation
study reveals that an additional burden of ¥ 6,500 is coming on a common man on health.

That is according to the report of the WHO. So, we have around 55 per cent or so, open
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defecation. It is a big challenge that the Prime Minister has taken, and he has advised
me that this is not a Government programme, this is not a party programme; it has to be
a jan andolan. We are trying to make it a people’s movement. I am happy that many
State Governments are participating in this Programme. Many icons from different parts
of public life, like industry, film, sports and media are extending their support and it is,
slowly, becoming a popular movement. I wish that all of us, in Parliament also, join this
movement and strengthen it and make this dream of Clean and Open Defecation Free
India by 2019 a reality. That is possible only when we make combined efforts. That is

why we have made a separate Mission for that.

Sir, another thing, our demographic composition, is that we have a younger
generation which is maximum in our country. Keeping that in mind, we should treat
that as a resource and then convert it into wealth by giving them skill upgradation. They
have some inherent skills. All Indians, irrespective of the region, whatever vocation or
profession they have, they have some inherent skills; but those skills have to be upgraded.
That is why the Government has brought up Skill India, Deen Dayal Upadhyaya Grameen
Kaushal Yojana, Deen Dayal Upadhyaya Antyodaya Yojana. These are the schemes that
are formulated to give them skill upgradation. This is another important aspect of the
Programme, which is widely welcomed by one and all. Sir, if you really harness the
skills of our youngsters, India will become a strong nation in the coming years, surpassing
all other countries. As I told you, we have a huge potentiality of the youth force in the

country.

Then coming to Housing for All, it is also a major challenge. People are thinking
about all these things; you have said, this has not happened. If construction of a house
can be done overnight, our friends would have constructed houses for the entire world.
Why? It is because it takes time. So, by Housing for All, we have an objective to cover
Housing for All, the vulnerable sections and affected sections, by 2022. We are moving
in that direction and we are also seeking the cooperation of the States because the States
and the Centre have to work together. The States are also willing and some of the States
have said that they will put some money, let the Centre also give some money, both
can be dovetailed together and then go for massive housing programme, including some
development and some rehabilitation programme. That is also another priority area of

our Government, on which we are moving forward.
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Sir, with regard to Pradhan Mantri Krishi Sinchai Yojana, there is need for supporting
irrigation. Irrigation, basically, is a State subject, but the Centre also needs to extend
its hand. Earlier, also, during Deve Gowdaji’s regime, Accelerated Irrigation Benefit
Programme (AIBP) was there. Now, Pradhan Mantri Krishi Sinchai Yojana, wants to
strengthen the irrigation system in the States and also fund the incomplete projects which
are lying because of shortage of funds. The Centre would like to extend support to the

State Governments for that.

Then cattle wealth is our national wealth. We have to strengthen the cattle wealth,
keeping that in mind, Rashtriya Gokul Mission has been launched with the objective of
conserving and developing indigenous cattle breeds. This is an important area, on which

our Government is focusing.

Food processing is a major issue. As a son of a farmer, I have experienced,
during the season, when we produce more, the price goes down considerably. In the
non-season, the price goes up. I have my own example of Madanapalli in Andhra
Pradesh. Tomatoes in a particular season are sold one rupee a kilo. The same tomato in
Bangalore is sold at ¥ 6 a kilo. The rate of the same tomato, by the time it reaches
Delhi, becomes ¥ 18 or ¥ 20 sometimes. The same is the case with regard to Pyaaz,
1R H T YT BI 8, faeell # @1 X BT 8, onions b IR H gHP! I AT Bl
Keeping this in mind, we need to have a two-pronged approach which has been
mentioned. One is refrigerating vans; second is, cold storage chain and the third one is,
food processing. We purchase tomato ketchup. How costly it is? Then, what is the price
of tomato, I have just explained. This is another area, which is a big challenge before
us. To really help the farmers, we must go in a big way for the food processing units.
That is why the Government has given a special fund of ¥ 2,000 crores to provide
affordable credit to the units of certain notified areas also. Sir, this is an area where we
have a lot of scope. Anand Sharmaji is smiling because this amount is not sufficient; I

do agree.

SHRI ANAND SHARMA (Rajasthan): I am not smiling at you. Mr. Javadekar is

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Sir, then, Vajpayeeji has said that poverty has multiple effects. So, besides
impacting our economy, it erodes our democracy. That is the point the hon. former
Prime Minister has made. Keeping that in mind, Sir, separate thrust is given to ST, SC,
OBC, minorities and other communities. For that, Upgrading the Skills and Training in
Traditional Arts and Crafts for Development, USTTAD. ‘S%1&" H 1 U& #9181 To
strengthen them, and to give them the needed skills, and to provide them the needed
credit, then, to make them to compete with others as they have been handicapped
because of social reasons, because of political reasons and because of economic reasons

all these years.
MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Venkaiahji, how much more time do you need?
SHRI ANAND SHARMA: There is enough time. ...(Interruptions)...
SHRI M. VENKAIAH NAIDU: Sir, I need another 10-12 minutes.

Sir, I come to that USTTAD Scheme. Then, there is the Van Bandhu Kalyan Yojana.
This is another scheme. Then, there is Nanaji Deshmukh Scheme. Shri Nanaji Deshmukh
was our colleague in this House. He is one of the pioneers of the social service movement
in the country; a great man. So, in his name, that Programme is coming up for construction
of hostels for de-notified, nomadic and semi-nomadic tribes. This is also an important

aspect touching the common people, the poor people.

‘Padhe Bharat Badhe Bharat’, because education is vital to our growth. Why?
Education really empowers us to fight corruption and also exploitation. But it is unfortunate
an irony of our country that 38 per cent of the people of the country do not know how to
read and how to write. It is a sad commentary on our system. I am not trying to score any
points over this party or that party. But the fact of the matter is, 38 per cent of our people

are still illiterate. That is the reality. So, we have to face that.

The second one is, 26 per cent of people are still below the poverty line. That is

another area. As I told you, nearly 55 per cent of the people in the rural areas are going
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for open defecation. That is a grey area. The farmers are committing suicides even now in
different parts of the country. It is a major challenge for all of us, for the Centre and the
States together, and understand the recommendations of the Swaminathan Commission,
and then try to implement them. Sir, it is very easy to talk about the welfare of the

farmers.
SHRI V. HANUMANTHA RAO (Telangana): What about Telengana?

SHRI M. VENKAIAH NAIDU: The nature and the system has been unkind to
the farming community. It is because we are all seeing the vagaries of Monsoon. How,
yesterday and the day before, our Ram Gopalji and other friends were telling me, badly
it affected gehu in this part of the country, and in certain parts of South India also it
has affected. But, are we really in a position to compensate them, to rescue them —this
side or that side — is a secondary matter. We have to find out some ways and means
for strengthening the agriculture, we have to put our brains together and then work out

something.

Sir, you know that the industrial goods have no restrictions. They can be transported
anywhere, and they can be sold anywhere. But for agricultural goods, there are restrictions
in different parts of the country. The restrictions are being removed. But we have to see
that really in practice, those restrictions are not there. We know that the farmers are not
united; they are helpless. So, that being the case, the Government is trying its best, Sir,

through various schemes, to take care of farmers and then uplift them.

Then, Sir, coming to the Beti Bachao, Beti Padhao Abhiyaan, this also another
gain to us. In our system, somehow, when we get a daughter, we feel more happy

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There is another scheme also, Sukanya Samridhi Account — a new scheme for
small saving called ‘Sukanya Samridhi Account’ has been notified for enabling
education of the girl child.

Apprentice Protsahan Yojana - there is a lot of demand for the skilled people and
apprentices but there is a shortage of employment also. Both these things have to be
married. You have to lay more emphasis on vocational training and apprenticeship
training. I am a person who is working in the social field. I can share with you that my
daughter and others, we have joined together, they train some twelve thousand people.
The amount of happiness and satisfaction [ have seen in those girls and boys who have got
that training of cell-phone, TV, refrigerator, motor rewinding, fashion, painting; all these
activities are really empowering them. So, we need to focus more on that in the coming
days. The Government of India wants to give priority to Apprentice Protsahan Yojana
which has been launched to promote apprentices in micro, small and medium enterprises

in manufacturing sectors.

Sir, the EPF subscriptions have been made portable also benefitting casual workers
in the unorganized sector. I will touch one issue, Sir. The statutory wage ceiling and
minimum pension have been enhanced to fifteen thousand rupees. One thousand rupees
is for the ordinary people. One thousand rupees pension may not look big, but I can tell
you that when I was there in Hyderabad to launch that programme, one of the women
came to me, when I gave her that certificate, I asked, ‘Amma, how much are you getting
so far?’. She said, ‘thirty rupees.” I was surprised. Then Shri Chandrasekhar of TRS,
Chief Minister of Telangana, who has recently started it, enhanced it from his own State
fund, not from the Centre. So, my point is that Centre has enhanced it to one thousand
rupees minimum pension for ordinary people. All the States should follow it and enhance
it further, if at all possible, or, at least, take it to that level where a minimum pension,
minimum assurance, is there. About the general pension I am not going to speak because

some of my friends will say, budget, budget and all. Budget is there, we will discuss it.
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The Universal Pension Yojana, which the Finance Minister has mentioned, paying one

rupee and getting two lakh, that we will discuss a little later.

Coming to this Fourteenth Finance Commission’s recommendations - the Fourteenth
Finance Commission’s recommendations have made a radical shift with regard to the
finances of the States. Sir, there will be demands; there will be further expectations, further
hopes also; I am not denying it. What was there yesterday, what is there today, what is
going to be there tomorrow, that has to be seen. Sir, I remember, I am not an expert,
Jairamji and Manmohanji themselves are present here, what, you call, could take up that
much effectively. If I remember, on 24th February, 2014 Chidambaramji introduced
the Budget; now in this Budget also, one figure I am quoting, not for Budget, say but
for understanding the economy of the situation, 43.6 per cent of the revenue of India is
going back for repaying interest. 43.6 per cent! If I am wrong, I will be very happy to
be corrected and the figures can also be corrected, that will be a very good news for the
country. I found, I am fully going through the Budget Speech, it will take some more time
because to understand full Budget, it is not as much easy, as our friend was telling, for
people like us who are coming from rural background. Though I am Urban Development
Minister, [ have a rural background. So, Sir, 43.6 per cent of the total revenue going for
interest payment shows the present situation. Keeping that in mind, whatever is possible
from the Government side, Sir, we are trying to give maximum support to the people of
different sections. The Prime Minister’s ‘Make in India’ programme is given here in the
President’s Address. We have launched a programme called as MISIDICI. The MISDICI
is the name [ have given, but the programme is Prime Minister’s programme, which is
also mentioned here. MISIDICI means, ‘MI’ means ‘Make in India’, ‘SI” means skill
India, ‘CI’ means ‘Clean India’, and ‘DI’ means ‘Digital India’. MISICIDI programme
is one of the important programmes taken up by this Government for uplift of the poorest
of the poor, to make the Indian industry competitive and also to create more and more

wealth. ...and also to create more and more wealth.

My understanding, since my school days, is that if you want to distribute wealth, if
you want to take care of the people, you need to create wealth. If you start distributing
the wealth, without creating it, you will become pauper. That has been our experience.
That is why, I quoted the figure of 43.6 per cent. 43.6 per cent is going for interest
payment. Keeping that in mind, we have to plan our programmes, our welfare measures,

all these things, whatever we may give, depending upon the priority of the States. And,
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our capacity to pay that should also be remembered. Enhancing the capacity to earn more

and, then, stand on our own has to be given importance.

Coming to the National Highways infrastructure development. The National
Highways are very important. Thanks to the great man, Shri Atal Bihari Vajpayee. He
gave us so many four-way highways: Chennai-Calcutta, Calcutta-Delhi, Delhi-Jaipur,
Jaipur-Ahmedabad, Ahmedabad-Mumbai, Bangalore, Krishnagiri, Dharampuri,
Kanyakumari. We know how many highways were given during the fifty years. But,
just in five years, he gave so many four-way highways. Shri Atal Bihari Vajpayee
created a history. He goes down in the history of the country for the road network that
he had created. That has created a boom in the country. There is a need to expand it
further from four lane to six lane and from six lane to eight lane, and at the same time,
strengthen Pradhan Mantri Grameen Sadak Yojana. You cannot boast yourself with
good road network by simply constructing the National Highways and forgetting the
farmer in the rural areas because transport is the key to his development. I am a
villager. As I told, I used to walk three kilometres a day in the morning to go to school
and, then, come back. There used to be no proper road at all and also no electricity. So,
Atal Bihar Vajpayeeji introduced the Swaran Chaturbhuj Yojana. I had told him that
we need to take care of the Grameen Sadak Yojana also. He said for Grameen Sadak
Yojana, GETIH IS €, ¥€ TG-S 81 Some of the CMs also were opposed to that. 1
remember, Nitishji was there in the Cabinet. Yashwant Sinhaji and all other colleagues
supported me. And, at the end of the day, hon. Prime Minister agreed and, then, the
Pradhan Mantri Sadak Yojana came. €% IIoT T2l &, g H—IH9T S W W 91

connectivity, nobody will go to a village. I say it in my own way. If there is no road to
the villages, no development will come, no doctor, no actor, no teacher, no video, no
BDO, no DDO, no ADO, nobody will go there. Collector will not go there. Actor will
not go there. Doctor will not go there. Only tractor will be able to go there. So, that
being the situation, we need to focus with equal emphasis...(Interruptions)... Yes, that

?Z'I I feel happy that there is a small satisfaction for me. I was the Minister of Rural
Development, at that time. But, now also, it needs to be strengthened further. Roads

were made ten years back, twelve years back. Because of the concrete, sand and other
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things going by those small roads, most of the roads are getting affected. Sand is
required, but when it goes through the village roads, the village is getting affected. So,
we have to find out a mechanism to strengthen the Pradhan Mantri Sadak Yojana, once

again.

Then, I come to power. Power is a major area, but we have not made adequate
progress in the recent past. We are all talking about free power. I have theory. Power
should first be generated. Free power, according to me, is first low power, then, no power.
No power is free power only. I am not talking about our power. I am talking about the
electricity for the villages. It is very necessary. I, as a student, suffered studying under
lantern — not lantern, lantern used to be a luxury item — under dhibri. We used to read in
that light. Today, power supply is there for one hour, then, break; for four hours, then,
break; for three hours, then, break. So, that is another area to which our Government is
giving adequate importance. We have to learn lessons. We will have to go for preserving
energy. And, then, Green Energy Corridor Scheme has been accelerated. I am very
happy about it. In Delhi, I can share with you, five lakh street lights are being converted
into LED street lights. By that, [ am told, there will be 30 to 35 per cent of power energy
saving. And I can tell you that those 5,00,000 street lights are going to be replaced not
by the Corporation, not by the State Government, not by the Central Government but
by an agency which will bear the cost, replace the lights and, then, again, get it from the
savings of the power bill. It is a new idea. This is an out of box idea. So, our young
Minister, Shri Piyush Goyal, is working on such schemes that have been mentioned here
also. Solar power, LED, and, then, green energy corridors are also part of the President’s

Address. Sir, I do not want to elaborate further.

Now, I come to heritage development. Our culture, our heritage is very
important to us. We should feel proud of our culture. That is why hon. President has
quoted Dr. Shyama Prasad Mukherjee in the beginning itself. Sir, the culture, which

We should feel proud of it and we should keep that heritage. That is why these heritage

cities have come. Heritage Development and Augmentation Yojana (HRIDAY) has
been launched in certain cities. It will be extended to other cities also in the coming
days. There is no shortage of number of cities, because every city has got some

historical importance or the other in India. Sir, there is a Scheme called Pilgrimage
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Rejuvenation and Spiritual Augmentation Drive (PRASAD). So, we are now trying to
dovetail both HRIDAY and PRASAD together. The Ministry of Urban Development
and the Ministry of Tourism and Culture are working together. Under this, we have
taken up Velankanni in Tamil Nadu; we have taken up Kancheepuram, we have taken
up Ajmer, we have taken up Gaya, we have taken up Puri, like that we have taken up a
number of places, because they have some historical importance. It is not that there

are no other places. There are a number of other places also. As I told you, fSTaT

people who fought for the ordinary people and the working class. Shri George
Fernandes is one of the great persons. He is not well now. I remember him; I remember
his fighting spirit as a student. I used to invite him to my university in Visakhapatnam.
He used to give a lecture and then inspired us; thereby, at the end of the day, I myself
and Sharadji also landed in jail during emergency, because 1 supported Jayaprakash

Movement. On that count, we are studying it. But please let us understand that when
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you talk of merits of the Ordinance, that can be discussed when we take up conversion
of ordinances into Bills. I do agree with you. We can have differences of opinion.
But what I was suggesting is, it is not trying to score points. I am trying to convey to the
country, to the Parliament and also to the Members that even the Left-backed United
Front Government in which you also had a major role, 61 Bills and 77 Ordinances were
issued — three Odinances per month at that time. What are the Ordinances? 1 don’t
want to go into that and have an unnecessary controversy and all. Even on the very
first day of Indian Republic, three Ordinances were issued, though the Government at
that time had absolute majority in both the Houses. ...(Interruptions)... It was
necessary for the symbols and all.

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MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: I do not understand your rationale and logic. When
he was about to respond, you were disturbing him and when he has sat down, you are
shouting. When he was about to talk about Andhra Pradesh, if you were so agitated
— and you are so agitated since morning — then you should have listened to him. You
were not ready to listen to him. I can’t understand this. ...(Interruptions)... Sit down.
...(Interruptions)... And now you are disturbing. This is not the way. Now, Dr. Maitreyan.
...(Interruptions)... Why do you do this? ...(Interruptions)...

DR. V. MAITREYAN (Tamil Nadu): Thank you, Sir.

I rise to thank the hon. President of India for his Address to the Joint Session of
Parliament on the 23rd February. For this opportunity given to me to thank the hon.
President, I thank my Leader and the people’s Chief Minister, Puratchi Thalaivi Amma.
When Members of my Party mention the words ‘people’s Chief Minister’, there is a
derisive laughter from certain quarters here. It is painful. T would like to explain to them
a little bit about that. Puratchi Thalaivi Amma has always been working with the motto
makkalukkaga naan, makkalal naan, which means ‘I am for the people and I am by the
people’. She always says, “Tamil Nadu is my family. The people of Tamil Nadu are my
children. Their welfare is my welfare.” That is why, crores of AIADMK Party cadre
and the people of Tamil Nadu, by and large, affectionately call her the people’s Chief
Minister, whether she holds that position or not. In the Ramayana, while Rama was in
exile, Bharata donned the mantle, but it was always Rama’s padukas which were the seat
of power. In the minds of the people of Ayodhya, Bharata had a place, but it was always
Rama who was the King. In the same way, as far as we are concerned, the people from
Tamil Nadu, particularly the ATADMK cadre, Puratchi Thalaivi Amma would always be
the people’s Chief Minister, in our lives. This obvious reality has been reiterated by the
people of Srirangam, who elected Madam’s candidate with a massive victory — with a

huge victory margin of 96,000 votes — in the recent Assembly by-election.

As we debate today, the last week witnessed three events — the President’s Address
on 23rd, the Railway Budget on 26th and the General Budget on 28th. Consequently, my
speech would touch all the three.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Within the allotted time?

DR. V. MAITREYAN: Yes, Sir; I would do it within 10 minutes. I will not exceed

ten minutes.
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Sir, I welcome the decision of the Government of India to abolish the Union
Planning Commission, which has lost its relevance in the present context, and replacing
it with the Niti Aayog. In fact, the last meeting of the Tamil Nadu Government with the
Planning Commission was on 10th June, 2013, when Puratchi Thalaivi Amma had come
to Delhi to meet the Planning Commission officials. It is an important date as far as [ am
concerned because on that very day, in Delhi, when Madam was here, I was nominated by
her, for the third term, as a Rajya Sabha MP. On that day, after finishing the discussions
with the Planning Commission, when Madam came out and met the Press, and they asked
her if she was satisfied with her discussions with the Planning Commission, she said,
“I have come all the way from Chennai to Delhi. To get my money and to spend it my
way, I have to come all the way from Chennai to Delhi!” This is the pathetic state of the

Planning Commission.

So, it is a good decision that the Union Government got rid of the Planning
Commission. In fact, the AIADMK has always advocated an increased role for States
in the development and in the nation-building process as well as greater autonomy as far
as fiscal matters are concerned. With the active participation of Chief Ministers of all the
States and Union Territories in its General Council, I am sure the new institution will
definitely foster the spirit of co-operative federalism. I hope it will aid better formulation
of economic and developmental policies for both the Centre and the State Governments

with due regard to the unique and specific needs of different States.

I welcome the commitment of the Government in the President’s Address to
stop generation of black money, both domestically and internationally. I congratulate
the Finance Minister, Shri Arun Jaitley, for announcing in his General Budget Speech
comprehensive measures to check black money by reducing cash-based transactions and

to prevent national wealth from being stashed away abroad.

I would like to place on record the heartfelt appreciation of the people of Tamil
Nadu of Puratchi Thalaivi Amma for her relentless pursuit and untiring efforts to secure
the legitimate rights of the State in various inter-State river water disputes. It is only
because of her perseverance and courage that Tamil Nadu could secure historic verdicts

from the Supreme Court in Mullaiperiyar as well as Cauvery Water issues.
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In the memorandum submitted to the hon. Prime Minister, Shri Narendra Modi,
on 3rd June 2014, my people’s Chief Minister, Puratchi Thalaivi Amma, had sought the
immediate constitution of the Cauvery Management Board and Cauvery Water Regulation
Committee for effective implementation of the final order of the Tribunal. Even after

nearly 2 years of the final order, the notification of the Board has not taken place.

In the meantime, the Government of Karnataka is planning new reservoirs near
Mekedatu in the guise of drinking water supply without the consent of the Government
of Tamil Nadu. ...(Interruptions)... We have already approached the Supreme Court to
restrain the Government of Karnataka in this regard. I urge the BJP Government not to
accord clearance to any such projects of Karnataka to build dams across the river Cauvery
by the Ministry of Environment and Forests. ...(Interruptions)... The Cauvery Board is
to be formed as a Permanent Monitoring Mechanism. I also urge the Prime Minister to

immediately constitute the Cauvery Management Board without any further delay.

Inter-state river water disputes pose a serious threat to national unity. We firmly
believe that only the implementation of the Peninsular River Water Linkage Project
as part of the National Water Grid Project can address this problem. Hence I urge the
Government to fulfil its commitment to the implementation of interlinking of rivers

project as mentioned in the President’s Address.

The Prime Minister, Shri Narendra Modi, has shown special interest to put the
Railways on track. Preparatory work on the Diamond Quadrilateral High Speed Rail
network has commenced and I request the Prime Minister that routes to Chennai should

be given high priority under this network.

Similarly, Tamil Nadu had sought support for 10 critical new rail projects and 22
projects pending because of shortage of funds. I urge the Prime Minister to look into

this.

The Government of Tamil Nadu had suggested the implementation of 3 railway
projects through a Special Purpose Vehicle -- Chennai-Thoothukudi freight corridor;
Chennai-Madurai-Kanyakumari high speed passenger link and Coimbatore-Madurai

high speed passenger link. We look forward to fast track movement in this regard.

Sir, my speech in Rajya Sabha will never be complete without touching the emotional

issues of fishermen Tamil Nadu and Eelam Tamils.
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Normally Presidents’ Addresses, year after year, at least, have a paragraph about
the plight of Tamil Nadu fishermen and the need for justice for Eelam Tamils. There
was, at least, a lip service in those years. But it is unfortunate and painful that this year’s

President’s Address does not even mention a word about these two events.

Over the last 5 years repeated arrests of fishermen from Tamil Nadu by the Lankan
Navy has been continuing unabated. Last week on 26th February, 29 fishermen and 3
fishing boats have been apprehended by the Lankan Navy and are under detention. Even
today morning, we heard the news that fishermen from Rameshwaram have been assaulted
by the Lankan Navy. I urge the Prime Minister to instruct the Ministry of External Affairs
to take up this matter immediately and ensure the prompt release of 29 fishermen from

Tamil Nadu and their boats from Lankan custody.

At this juncture, I would like to reiterate the consistent and considered view of
my people’s Chief Minister, Puratchi Thalaivi Amma, that the abrogation of 1974 and
1976 Agreements and retrieval of Kachchatheevu as well as restoration of the traditional
and historical fishing grounds of Palk Bay to the Tamil Nadu fishermen will only be the

ultimate solution. I expect the hon. Prime Minister to clarify his stand on this.

I would like to express my profound happiness and joy, 3’5? Tgr%ﬁ gail el fb 7
H 9 99| 1 congratulate Eelam Tamils for resoundingly defeating Mahinda Rajapaksa
in the recent Lankan Presidential elections. The man, who was singularly responsible
for the genocide of more than one-and-a-half lakh Eelam Tamils, who were my
umbilical cord brethren, has been shown his place. The Government might have
changed in Lanka. Maithripala Sirisena might have replaced Mahinda Rajapaksa, but
the ground situation still continues to remain the same - atmosphere of fear and
intimidation, presence of Lankan Army in large number in Tamil areas, the non-
resettlement of internally-displaced Tamils, and the absence of any concrete and
credible measures taken by the new Lankan Government. Restoring these things is
important but equally important is that Rajapaksa should be tried for war crimes. Two
weeks ago, the Lankan President was in India. Two weeks from now roughly, our
Prime Minister is likely to visit Lanka. Mr. Modi is a champion of federalism, and in
the true spirit of federalism, to understand the emotions and aspirations of people of

Tamil Nadu, I hope that he will consult the people’s Chief Minister, Puratchi Thalaivi
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Amma, before his visit to Lanka. Just as he might be concerned about the geo-political
situation, we, in Tamil Nadu, are concerned about justice and equality for Eelam

Tamils.
MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Okay, take your seat.

DR. V. MAITREYAN: Justice means only one thing. India should insist on
independent international investigation into the war crimes and genocide in Lanka. I
hope the hon. Prime Minister, Shri Narendra Modi, will rise to the occasion. Thank

you.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Now, Shri P. Rajeeve, you should finish within eight

minutes.

SHRI P. RAJEEVE (Kerala): Sir, it is my maiden speech on Motion of Thanks to
the President.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Anyhow, finish within ten minutes; not more than

ten minutes in any case.

SHRIP. RAJEEVE: Sir, we heard the speech of our learned colleague, Mr. Venkaiah
Naidu. He has stated the high percentage of woman MPs in this Parliament from BJP.
But, Sir, I want to state one thing. I should say that for the first time in the history of this
country, the ruling party does not have a single Muslim MP in Lok Sabha. Sir, the ruling
party fielded only seven Muslim candidates out of 482 candidates in Lok Sabha elections,

that is, only 1.45 per cent, which constitute 31 per cent of the electorate of this country.

The Minister also claimed high percentage of woman MPs from BJP in Lok Sabha,
but we could not find a single word regarding the Bill relating to women’s reservation in
the Presidential Address. Sir, what is the state of women in this country? Yesterday, the
Indian Express reported that ten women are raped daily in Delhi; ten women are abducted
and five women are raped daily in the city. Sir, 1,838 women were raped in 2014 in
Delhi alone. The Government has failed to do anything in this regard. When BJP was
in opposition, we stood together against rape and murder of a girl in Delhi, but they now

keep mum on such incidents.

Sir, I am now coming to the main part of my speech. We have been discussing
the Motion of Thanks to the President’s Address for the last three days. I read the 58th
paragraph of the Speech. I could find out the name of Mahatma Gandhi in the last part
of 57th paragraph while referring to Pravasi Bharatiya Diwas. They have referred to
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Dindayal Upadhyaya, Shyama Prasad Mukherjee and Atal Behari Vajpayee in several
places. But, I could not find the name of Nehru anywhere in the Speech. Congress
people are not bothered about it because they have given the names of Gandhi and Nehru
to several projects, but they have not adopted the policies of Gandhiji and Nehruji,
particularly from 1991 onwards. Sir, in Malayalam, the RSS has an organ, that is, Kesari.
In that organ, the BJP candidate from Chalakudy Lok Sabha constituency wrote an article.
In that article, that person has stated, “Nathuram Godse should have killed Nehru instead
of Gandhi”. Tt is written in Kesari, the organ mouthpiece of RSS in Kerala. It states,
“Nathuram Godse should have killed Nehru instead of Gandhi.” That is reflected in the
speech also, Sir. Sir, this Government is 3-in-1 Government. The components are, (i)
the autocratic approach of the Indira Gandhi Government, particularly, of the period from
1975 to 1977; (ii) the neo-liberal policies of the Narasimha Rao Government of 1991;
and, (iii) communal policies of the Vajpayee Government. Actually, it is UPA-II, UPA-III
plus NDA-II. Nobody has to go to an astrologer to know the character of the entity of this
combination; it is reflected in the Presidential Speech, it is reflected in the Budget Speech,

and, it is reflected in the Railway Budget Speech also, Sir.

Sir, this Government is trying to weaken the democratic structure of the country.
Our democratic system is working through Parliamentary institutions. Sir, imposition
of Article 123 of the Constitution is meant for extraordinary situations. Now, Venkaiahji
mentioned that the first step of the first Government of the country is to promulgate
an Ordinance. That is true. They are following that step. The first function of this
Government is promulgating an Ordinance to appoint a Principal Secretary to the Prime
Minister. It happened for the first time in the history of this country. Now, they have
promulgated 01 Ordinance in every 28 days. If you deduct the Session period, it would be
more shocking, Sir. They have amended the well-discussed legislation through Ordinance

without taking into consideration the views of the Parliament and stakeholders.

The Speaker of the first Lok Sabha, Shri G.V. Mavalankar said, and, I quote,
“Promulgation of Ordinances is inherently undemocratic.” Sir, after 1986, there should
have been a change in the concept of Ordinances. Sir, in 1986, in the case of D.C.
Wadhwa Vs. State of Bihar, the Supreme Court said that the Ordinance raj could not be
permitted. This Government is continuing this thing, which is an attack on Parliamentary

democracy.
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Secondly, Sir, the Parliamentary Standing Committees are the extension of the
Parliamentary system. Only the Parliamentary Standing Committee has the right to
hear the views of the stakeholders. We have no opportunity to hear the voice of the
stakeholders directly. It is true that we are working amongst the people but we have no
structured mechanism for this. We have the Parliamentary Standing Committees only to

do so.

Now, the Government is trying to push all the Bills without sending them to the
respective Standing Committees. If you go through today’s List of Business, the Regional
Rural Banks (Amendment) Bill is there. This Bill was not sent to the Standing Committee.
The Apprenticeship Bill is also another example. Several Bills are there. I would not
like to go into the details of all the Bills, but, this is second way to weaken the existing

Parliamentary democratic system in our country.

Thirdly, Sir, they are trying to implement a new methodology to weaken the
established practices of the Parliamentary system. If a Bill is the property of one House,
normally, the same Bill should neither be introduced nor be considered in the other
House. This is the precedent of the Parliamentary system. But, Sir, the Government has
introduced the Coal Bill, which is the property of this House, and, the Government will
be introducing the Insurance Bill also, which is the property of this House. This shows

that the democracy is in peril under the regime of this Government.

Sir, our Parliamentary Affairs Minister always stated that this House is trying
to block the legislative process. This House can proudly state that this House is the
mechanism to ensure the democratic principles of this country. Sir, attacks on secularism
has already been explained by several learned colleagues. 1 would not like to discuss
this issue in detail. But, I would like to ask one thing, secularism is a pre-requisite for
ensuring democracy in a country like India where ‘Unity in Diversity’ is the character of

the society.

Sir, in Valmiki’s Ramayana, Bharat went to the jungle to see Rama. The first question
raised by Rama to Bharat was, are you taking care of Carvakas? Who are Carvakas?
They are atheists, they are materialistic. Sir, they are enjoying that much respect. Sir, as
Shri Sitaram Yechury has already said about the three Indian enemies explained in the
book ‘We or our Nationhood Defined’ written by Mr. Golwalkar and some other things, |

would not like to go into the details. Sir, five churches were burnt in this city of Delhi.
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SHRI M. VENKAIAH NAIDU: You know, Mr. Golwalkar is no more. I think, his

reference here will not be... (Interruptions)....
SHRI P. RAJEEVE: I am referring to a book, which is in public domain.

SHRI M. VENKAIAH NAIDU: I am happy, at least, you have agreed that Rama
was there, Bharat was there. My friend Sitaram is here, and, both Rama and Sita are there

in his name. ...(Interruptions)...

SHRI SITARAM YECHURY (West Bengal): Sir, since the hon. Minister

SHRI P. RAJEEVE: Sir, we heard the remarks of the Prime Minister mentioning
about Article 25 of the Constitution. Yes, we are ready to take it in a positive sense, but
why is the Prime Minister not ready to condemn the attacks on minorities in this country?
Why is the Prime Minister not ready to condemn the burning of five churches in the
Capital of this country? The hon. Prime Minister is here; I hope the Prime Minister may

condemn all these attacks on the minorities and burning of these churches.

Sir, we have seen the advertisement, Ravi Shankar Prasadji is here, of the Preamble
of the Constitution, given by the I&B Ministry. Sir, the Supreme Court made a historical
judgement on two occasions that any Government, even if they are having 543 out of 543
seats in Lok Sabha, has no power to change Secularism and Socialism from the Preamble
of the Constitution. These are the basic structure of the Constitution. But, Sir, in the
contemporary India, the same apex Court worries over future of Secularism. “India till
now is a secular country. We don’t know how long it will remain a secular country.”
These are the remarks of the Supreme Court, the apex court of the country. Why does the
Supreme Court apprehend like that? That reflects the existing situation prevailing in this
country. Certainly, the sovereign character of the Republic is also under threat. For the
first time in history, the Government of India constituted a working group along with USA
to recommend the amendments to the Indian Patents Act, which is an attempt to dilute the

sovereign power of this country.

Sir, I would like to add one more point. Our Prime Minister is here. On 7th

November, 2013, Modiji spoke in an election rally in Chhattisgarh, I have the CD of
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that speech, that every Indian family would get rupees fifteen lakhs (Time-bell ring) by
bringing back the black money to the country. ...(Interruptions)...

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Your time is over.
SHRI P. RAJEEVE: I am finishing, Sir. Just one minute.

Hon. Home Minister, Rajnath Singhji, also stated that we would bring the black
money within 100 days. The people of the country are waiting (Time-bell rings) to get

those fifteen lakh rupees deposited into their accounts, Sir. ...(Interruptions)...

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Okay; your time is over. ...(Interruptions)... Now,

take your seat.

SHRI P. RAJEEVE: 1 am concluding, Sir. ...(Interruptions)... This is not
(Time-bell rings) declared in the General Budget Speech and the Railway Budget Speech.
(Time-bell rings) With these words, I conclude, Sir. Thank you.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Mr. Raja, you can take three minutes. If you finish in

three minutes, I will allow you.

SHRI D. RAJA (Tamil Nadu) : Thank you, Sir. It is good that the Prime Minister is
present in the House. Sir, the President’s Address is supposed to outline the policies of the
Government of the day. The President’s Address really outlines the economic policies,
several initiatives taken by the Government. We will have the opportunity to debate the
economic policies when we debate the Budgets, both General and Railway Budgets. But,
Sir, the development, the India first, is not the monopoly of the BJP. Everyone wants
India to be first in every field in the world. Everyone wants development in the country.
We are for creating wealth, but what we say is there should be equitable distribution of
wealth. Venkaiahji was speaking about creating wealth. Yes, we should create wealth,
but what about the equitable distribution of wealth? That is the issue we should debate.
Development model means what; development for whom; development by whom? We
should be very clear. What we understand today is development is for corporate houses,
big business houses. How does it correspond to the lives of the common people in the
country? Where is the solace to the problems of our common people, poor people? That
is what we should debate on. Then, Sir, when we won the independence, the first Prime
Minister, Pandit Jawaharlal Nehru, talked about Tryst with Destiny. Sir, India’s tryst

with destiny began with tragedy. When we won Independence, partition took place.
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Hindu-Muslim conflicts were everywhere. The Mahatma was not in Delhi; he was at
Noakhali walking among dead bodies. When the people from Press asked that what is
the message from the Mahatma, he said ‘no message’. That was the tragedy. After that,
Mahatma Gandhi was assassinated. India began its journey as an independent nation
with tragedies. Sir, at that point of time, Dr. Ambedkar was carrying out the laborious
job of completing the drafting of the Constitution and he did not succumb to the pressure
of the historic situation at that point of time. He refused to succumb to the compulsions
of history at that point of time. He did not allow India to become a theocracy. He did
not allow India to become an autocracy. Dr. Ambedkar was very clear when he declared
that India would remain as a Democratic Republic. Now, what is happening, Sir? T am
asking this with great agony. The idea of India is challenged — the political idea of India,
the economic idea of India, the social idea of India, the cultural idea of India — is being
undermined and challenged by fundamentalist forces. You know who those forces are.
Why are they trying to redefine Indian nationhood? I can take the names and they are all

in public domain. ...(Interruptions)...
MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Okay.
SHRI D. RAJA: No, Sir. I am completing it, Sir. ...(Interruptions)...
MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: No, no. It’s okay. You have to complete.

SHRI D. RAJA: So, Sir, it is the duty and responsibility of the Government
of the day to uphold the secular democracy. It is inherent part of the Constitution.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Okay, that’s all. ...(Interruptions)... No, no. It’s
okay. ...(Interruptions)...

SHRI D. RAJA: Finally, I am completing it, Sir. ...(Interruptions)... I am
completing it. It is because even Venkaiahji talked about energy — Generation of power.

SHRI D. RAJA: Only one point, Sir. It is because the Prime Minister is here. He
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had ‘Chai pe Charcha’ with American President Barack Obama? What is the breakthrough
that you have achieved as far as nuclear deal is concerned? The House wants to know

what breakthrough you have achieved. ...(Interruptions)...

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Okay. Done now. ...(Interruptions)... That’s enough.
...(Interruptions)... Now, Shri Anand Sharma. ...(Interruptions)...

SHRI D. RAJA: Finally, Sir, ...(Interruptions)...
MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: How many ‘finallys’ ? ...(Interruptions)...

SHRI D. RAJA: The President’s Address does not speak about the position of the
Government on the foreign policy. I am asking the Prime Minister that what is the foreign
policy perspective of this Government, particularly, in relation to the Sri Lankan Tamils.

SHRI D. RAJA: Government will stand by the side of Tamils in Sri Lanka and
strive for a political solution to the problem of Tamils in Sri Lanka. ...(Interruptions)... T
