SHRI P RAJEEVE: Sir, these are the functions of the Business Advisory
Committee. In the ‘Revised List of Business’ for today, two legislative businesses
have been added: The Motor Vehicles (Amendment) Bill, 2015 and The Coal Mines
{Special Provisions) Bill, 2015, The decision of the Business Advisory Committee
was circulated: “The Committee noted that 20 hours have already been allotted by it

for Government legislative and other business. The Committee, accordingly, did not
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feel it necessary to allot any further time for the present.”

DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Your point is that no time has been allotted for
these two Bills. Is that your point?
