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Government has gone through with the Ordinance and then brought the Ordinance in
the other House. Ordinance is now converted as a Bill and is now coming here. So
that being the case, there is no question of pending of any Bill and going along with
the ruling given by the Deputy Chairman just now, that question does not arise at all.

SHRI P. RAJEEVE: Why did the Government come out with a withdrawal
motion to withdraw the Bills?

SHRI M. VENKAIAH NAIDU: It is to show some respect, but you did not agree
for that. What to do? ...(Interruptions)...

SHRI DEREK O’BRIEN (West Bengal): Sir, I am not questioning the ruling.
I just have a clarification to seek. I am not questioning the ruling at all. Has this
situation, which has now arisen or arose today on the ruling, in your knowledge, Sir,
ever happened before? If yes, tell us when. If no, then, no need of an answer. I just

want to know.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN : I can’t answer all these questions. Listen, I cannot
answer off-hand what Shri Rajeeve asked or what you asked. These are questions. I
will get it examined. If you want to have a ruling on that, I can give you. I heard you.
I heard the Government also. If you want a ruling, I can give later.

Now, we will take up the Statutory Resolution on the Motor Vehicles (Amendment)
Ordinance, 2015. Dr. T. Subbarami Reddy has to move the Resolution.

STATUTORY RESOLUTION AND GOVERNMENT BILLS

Disapproving the Motor Vehicle (Amendment) Ordinance, 2015 (No. 2 of 2015)
and
The Motor Vehicles (Amendment) Bill, 2015

DR. T. SUBBARAMI REDDY (ANDHRA PRADESH): Sir, I move: “That this
House disapproves the Motor Vehicles (Amendment) Ordinance, 2015 (No. 2 of 2015)
promulgated by the President of India on 7th January, 2015.”

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Do you want to speak now or not?

DR. T. SUBBARAMI REDDY: Now, Sir, I must say that even though the
Bill is good, we are actually objecting to the way in which the Ordinance is brought

on the eve of Delhi Assembly elections. Maybe, they must have thought of Delhi
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elections. Under Article 123, Ordinance can be issued under three circumstances -
(1) extraordinary situation; (ii) urgent necessity; (iii) where immediate action is required.
But in this case, we do not find any urgency or immediate action or extraordinary
situation for the Motor Vehicles Act. Therefore, immediate action is not required. As
far as Motor Vehicles Act is concerned, all these three ingredients are absent. No such
extraordinary situation was prevailing in our country. There was no urgent necessity
in this case. Therefore, I would like to know what made them to go into the Ordinance
route. Ordinance route of legislation is adversely commented in the Press and the
media. Itisnot in the interest of healthy democracy. Even though in the Parliamentary
democracy there is a provision and the President of India is giving Ordinance we must
use it as a Pashupata-Astra or Brahma-Astra very rarely, not for everything. What
is the necessity of giving licence for e-rickshaws and e-carts through this Ordinance
method? I am unable to understand that. I want the Government and the hon. Minister
to explain why they are pressing for the Bill. As far as e-carts and e-rickshaws are
concerned, as per the existing Motor Vehicles Act 1988, they are not entitled to get
driving licence, because, in order to get driving licence for commercial or transport
vehicle, a learning licence initially is required. But, e-rickshaws and e-cars, naturally,
will be struggling to get a temporary licence and again wait for one year. So, they are
finding it difficult. So, the Government wants to amend the 1988 Act which has been
pending for a long time. I am very happy that Section 2A is inserted in the MV Act
so as to give relaxation to e-rickshaws and e-cart drivers and relaxing the conditions
for issuing driving licence to e-rickshaws and e-carts by virtue of Section 7(1) and
Section 7(9).

Sir, in this connection, I would also like to say that it is the duty of everybody in
the entire House to see that poor people of e-rickshaw drivers and e-cart drivers are
made more comfortable and more convenient to get their licence. The Bill proposes
that they will have special inspection and interview for each driver and only then they

will issue licence.

And, here, Sir, safety and security of the other people, pedestrian, road user is also
important. Therefore, the hon. Minister must tell us what safety measures he is taking
and how is he taking care in issuing licence to drivers immediately without waiting

for learning licence.

I, now, come to the proposed amendment to Section 10, namely, clause 4 of the
Bill. It says, “Notwithstanding anything contained in this Section, the driving licence

to driver e-cart or e-rickshaw shall be issued in such manner and subject to such

conditions, as may be prescribed.” So, I would like to know from the hon. Minister
what are the actual conditions and how are you going ensure safety and security of the

people.

Sir, there is also an apprehension that the entire authority is being conferred upon
the Executive and all powers are vested with the Executive. Parliament scrutiny
should be there to see whether they are within the parameters and letter and spirit of
the main legislation. That is the main problem which I would like to underline. There
is an apprehension in this regard, because the entire authority is being conferred upon
the Executive and every power is with the Executive. The Parliament is not aware of
the conditionalities. It is a very serious matter and it has to be taken into consideration.
The conditions for issuing a licence are well detailed in the Act itself. But, here, the
entire authority and power is being vested upon the Executive. Therefore, I would like
to urge upon the hon. Minister to take more care and caution in framing the manner in
which driving licence is to be issued. It looks very simple. You may say: What is the
need to have a comprehensive debate in giving licence and all that? But, if proper care
is not taken, there is a likelihood of accidents. So, it should be in accordance with the
MYV Act of 1988. Parliament scrutiny should be there to see whether powers given to

Executive are in conformity with the main intent of legislation.

Sir, Delhi roads are faced with added problems. Fatal accidents involving
passengers of e-rickshaws were on the rise and that is why High Court had banned
plying of e-rickshaws last year. With the passing of this Bill, mechanized rickshaws
will be permitted to ply on roads. The previous experience of riding manual rickshaws
will get the priority in getting licence to drive these electric-powered three-wheeler
vehicles. A scientific study must be conducted about the roadworthiness of these
e-rickshaws.

Lastly, I must say that Delhi roads are faced with added problems. As I said
carlier, eatal accidents involving passengers of e-rickshaws were on the increase and

that was the reason why the High Court had banned plying of e-rickshaws last year.

We now to seek to legislate the operation of these vehicles. Till date, they were
banned as unauthorized. With the passing of this Bill, the mechanized rickshaws will
be permitted to ply on roads. I welcome this move from the humanitarian point of
view. But, transport vehicle licence is now given to those who possess a Light Motor
Vehicle licence.

Sir, when we have enough skilled labour to make them in India, we find that
these vehicles are imported from China! Steps should be taken to manufacture these
vehicles in large numbers in the country itself.
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SHRI K.N. BALAGOPAL (Kerala): Sir, I am on a point of order.

I wanted to know, while moving a Statutory Resolution which the hon. Member
has moved against the Ordinance, whether his speech on e-rickshaws is relevant?
That is my question. This is a Statutory Resolution against the Ordinance. So,
the hon. Member should say why is he against the Ordinance; that should be spelt
out. He is speaking in favour of the Bill! So, I want clarification from you on that.
...(Interruptions)...This kind of precedence is, actually...(Interruptions)...

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: He must have changed his thought after that.
..(Interruptions)..

DR. T. SUBBARAMI REDDY: The Chair wanted me to speak. ..(Interruptions)..
SHRI K.N. BALAGOPAL: I had a doubt and that is why I asked it.
MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Leave it aside; no time now. ..(Interruptions)..

DR. T. SUBBARAMI REDDY: There were two issues. One is moving the
Resolution and then speaking afterwards. To cut my speech short, the Chair asked
me to speak.

Sir, in conclusion, I must say that even though the very fact of bringing Ordinances
is not at all required, the entire Congress Party and our colleagues would not be happy
about Ordinances, the Bill is very good but care needs to be taken. Lastly, I must say
that we have enough skilled labour to make them in India. We find that these vehicles
are imported from China. Steps should be taken to manufacture vehicles in more and
more numbers in our own country without importing from China. Thank you, Sir.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Shri Nitin Jairam Gadkari to move the Bill.

THE MINISTER OF ROAD TRANSPORT AND HIGHWAYS; AND THE
MINISTER OF SHIPPING (SHRI NITIN JAIRAM GADKARI): Sir, I beg to move:

“That the Bill further to amend the Motor Vehicles Act, 1988, as passed by Lok
Sabha, be taken into consideration.”

The questions were proposed.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: There is one Amendment by Shri Jesudasu
Seelam, Shri Shantaram Naik, and Shri P. Rajeeve for reference of the Motor Vehicles
(Amendment) Bill, 2015, as passed by Lok Sabha to a Select Committee of Rajya

Sabha. Now, Mr. Rajeeve, you can move it if you want.

SHRI P. RAJEEVE (Kerala): Sir, actually we submitted this Amendment to ensure
the scrutiny system of the Parliamentary Committee. In the meeting, it appeared that
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there is a general consensus since it is an urgent Bill to give licence to e-rickshaws
in the country. Because of the decision of the all-party meeting, I am not moving the

Amendment.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Shri Shantaram Naik, absent; Shri Jesudasu Seelam,
absent. So, the Amendment is not moved. Now, we shall take up discussion.

THE MINISTER OF URBAN DEVELOPMENT;THE MINISTER OF
HOUSING AND URBAN POVERTY ALLEVIATION;AND THE MINISTER OF
PARLIAMENTARY AFFAIRS (SHRI M. VENKAIAH NAIDU): Sir, what I suggest
is, my friend, Shri Subbarami Reddy, wanted to register a point. He has registered it.
If we are going to discuss the disapproval as well as the Bill, it will not send the right
signal because the Member himself said that he welcomed the Bill. I suggest to him
that he can withdraw the disapproving Statutory Resolution, if the Member wishes,
and we can go ahead with the passage of the Bill. All the Members can participate in
the discussion. He said that he welcomed the Bill.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: There is a technical problem because the Resolution
is already moved. The Resolution and the Bill are coupled together. So, the discussion
has to be together. There is no precedent to separate these two. Then, I will allow the
Member to withdraw it. Anyway, the time given is only one hour. Everybody should
stick to the time. Now, Shri E.M. Sudarsana Natchiappan.

DR. E.M. SUDARSANA NATCHIAPPAN (Tamil Nadu): Mr. Deputy Chairman,
Sir, I thank you. Since my friend has not pressed for the Resolution, which he moved
earlier, according to the party’s position now, I, therefore, support the Motor Vehicles
(Amendment) Bill, 2015. Sir, it is giving a lot of opportunities to the poor people to
come forward and lead a dignified life and earn a livelihood. When we look at the
history of the rickshaw, it has got a very long history from 1860-onwards. For the first
time, the Japanese made use of the human-powered rickshaw as a transport system.
They left it, after 70 years, in 1930. China had it in 1920 and continued with it because
of the need of the times. Around the same period, Singapore doubled the use of this
human-powered transport system and used it till 1930. Sir, Tamil Nadu created history
when during Kamaraj’s time it was mooted and in 1969, Kalaignar Karunanidhi, as
Chief Minister, made use of it, more or less, as a correlation to the earlier system, 109
years later. The human-powered transport system of rickshaw was totally abolished
and replaced by cycle rickshaw. But, India was having that system in many places
because the palanquin, i.e. the Sedan Chair, was one of the historical ways of transport
from Vedic period onwards. The Queens and Kings used to travel by human-powered
transport system. In 17th century, the Britishers also followed it. While, the British
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system has abolished from India, even then we have taken so much time to abolish it.
In West Bengal, it was abolished in 2006. Therefore, more or less, we are coming to a
level of human rights issue and giving opportunity to the poor people, which was the
Asian way of living, by migrating from the rural areas to the cities and first, getting the
opportunity for their livelihood. Now, it is not their necessity. Plenty of opportunities
have been given by the Government. More and more employment opportunities are
being given, according to their efficiency, education and experience. I appreciate that
move which was initiated by certain environmentalists. They moved to the Delhi High
Court and finally a judgement was passed with detailed discussions on various issues.
They cited many of the earlier citations of the Supreme Court of India and, finally,
in the Shah Nawaz Khan vs. Municipal Corporation of Delhi and others case, they
recommended that only the Executive can bring forward any changes in the Motor
Vehicles Act. Unless and otherwise it is accepted for licensing system and for other
regulations, the court cannot go into it and give a direction that you have to allow that.
It is a very landmark judgement because nowadays, in many of the cases the judiciary
is sitting as executive and passing orders.

But, we have to appreciate that the Delhi High Court has given the ball to the
correct court, i.e. the executive. The executive came forward with this enactment.
This enactment was accepted by all the people and it has given a new avenue to the
human being to come out with their own way of living. Therefore, I appreciate this

enactment.

I had to trace certain history of Tamil Nadu also. The rickshaws were a part of the
history of many of the novels. You know very well The Phantom Rickshaw of 1885
by Rudyard Kipling, which is a very well-known story where a traveller from Britain
came to India. He was having an affair while travelling in the ship. When he came to
India and when he was living in Shimla, he remembered the lady whom he was having
in his mind, as if going in the rickshaw. That was the story which was very much
accepted and subsequently it was also translated into cinema. Similarly, many stories
have come up in many countries, in the name of rickshaw itself, in Japan, China. In
Tamil Nadu, there was a story of rickshaw cart. And Puratchi Thalaivar MGR acted in
that. Being a graduate, he takes the rickshaw cart and helps a lot of poor people, that
was the story which hit upon the cinema field. I am just taking the story of how the
rickshaw has come and how the richskaw has now been converted into a mechanical

system. I appreciate this position.

But regarding this particular Bill, I want to make one or two suggestions. There
is a licensing system, which is now introduced through the amendment. In that
amendment, I request that that should be the barest minimum. Even one rupee is
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sufficient for registration because people have to be converted from the other rickshaw
system, i.e. the humanly-pushed rickshaws to modern system. Now, its average price
is ¥ 35,000. That has to be aided by the banks. These people should be helped by the
banks. We have to convert the human-driven system to the mechanical system. I feel
that when the rule-making power is given to the Executive, they should see to it that
there is no fee at all; zero fee should be there. But registration and proper insurance
system of the e-cart should be there to take care of the driver and also the people who
are going through that system. Thank you very much, Sir.

SHRI DILIPBHAI PANDYA (Gujarat): Sir, I rise to support the Motor Vehicles
(Amendment) Bill, 2015, which is introduced by the hon. Minister. g9 a1 & Bax H

Sir, as far as this
Bill is concerned, the Motor Vehicles Act came into force in 1988. At that time, there

were no e-rickshaws. As soon as this Government came to power, I remember, the
hon. Minister, Shri Gadkari, announced in a public speech that the Government would
do everything for the poor to run e-rickshaws on the road, and help the poor people to

run e-rickshaws.

Sir, there was a High Court order, and that is why he could not do what he intended
to do. But, as soon as the matter came up, he took it very seriously, and now he has
come before the House with this Bill. Sir, this Motor Vehicles (Amendment) Bill,
2012 was passed by the Lok Sabha on 18th December, 2014, and it was pending in the
Rajya Sabha. Based on that Bill, an Ordinance was promulgated by the President on
7th January, 2015.

Sir, as told by the learned Minister that this Bill was passed unanimously by the
Lok Sabha, it is the need of the day that this Bill should be passed unanimously to help
the poor people.

Sir, I have just three points which are mentioned in this Bill. The Bill amends
Section 2A(1) of the main Motor Vehicles Act, and introduces the definition of the
e-rickshaws. It also gives some relaxation for granting learner license for e-carts and
e-rickshaws. For one year, he must have a learner license, and then only he can get the
license for driving the e-cart and e-rickshaw. So, the Act is being rightly amended for

that purpose.

Sir, the third thing is, the e-rickshaws are for the poor people. I welcome the
suggestion made by Shri Sudarsana Natchiappan that the banks should give loans to
poor people at a token rate. He has said that there should be a fee of rupee one for the
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license. I suggest that the banks should give loans to e-rickshaw drivers at the rate of
one per cent. | hope that when, in a short time, we will be surplus in electricity, all
over India, we will be seeing e-rickshaws running, and all the poor people’s blessings
will be for Shri Gadkariji and, through him, to Shri Narendra Modiji. This is the
Government for the poor, and this enactment proves it. Thank you very much, Sir.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Shri Bandyopadhyay.

SHRI D. BANDYOPADHYAY (West Bengal): Sir, I rise to support this Bill.
MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Bandyopadhyayji;. take only three minutes.
SHRI D. BANDYOPADHYAY: Right, Sir.

Sir, this Bill brings e-carts and e-rickshaws under the ambit of the Motor Vehicles
Act for carrying goods and passengers. It is very good. It also relaxes conditions for
obtaining licence for a public service vehicle. To get a learner’s licence for a public
service vehicle, one need not have one year’s experience of driving a light motor
vehicle. Now it requires one year’s experience for driving public service vehicle.
This Bill relaxes that condition. The possibility is that this Bill will result in larger
employment of people. Drivers would now have a smooth transition from manual
rickshaw to electric power seal-wheel vehicles.

In West Bengal, our Chief Minister, Ms. Mamata Banerjee, introduced a unique
scheme to bring 6000 manually-pulled rickshaws in Kolkata under green rickshaw,
that is to say, solar power e-cart or e-rickshaw to provide employment as well as to
provide pollution free environment to our generation.

The Central Government may consider starting a scheme for providing easier loan
to the drivers so that they can procure e-carts. Otherwise, they will be debarred and a
new class of people will start owning the e-carts. Thank you, Sir.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Thank you for sticking to the time. Thank you very
much. Now Shri Muthukaruppan; you have three minutes.

SHRI S. MUTHUKARUPPAN (Tamil Nadu): Sir, I thank the Chair for permitting
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me to participate in this discussion on the Motor Vehicles (Amendment) Bill. First
of all, let me thank our leader, Puratchi Thalaivi, Amma enabling me to make our

observations related to this Bill. ...(Interruptions)... Yes.

In the National Capital, there appeared e-rickshaws and there was a sudden increase
in the number of such imported vehicles. Without being tested of their roadworthiness,
they were seen on the roads of the Capital, and they were carrying people without any
licence. Neither the drivers nor the vehicles had licence.

Further, the higher courts in Delhi stepped in and put a ban on these e-carts and
e-rickshaws. Through this Motor Vehicles (Amendment) Bill of 2015, we now seek to
legalise the operation of these vehicles. Till date, they were banned as unauthorised.
At this juncture, I would like to point out that our State’s interests would be hampered
on two counts. This proposed amendment to the existing Motor Vehicles Act, 1988,
seeks to bring e-rickshaws under the ambit of the Central Motor Vehicles Rules. While
the testing, certification and registration of such e-rickshaws have been notified, the
requirement of the drivers of such vehicles to have a licence to drive light motor
vehicles is being compromised in this Amendment Bill. Such drivers need not wait for
the prescribed one year period to become eligible for the licence for transport vehicles.

Further, Sir, I have to point out that the views of the State Governments were not
sought for. Our State, the State of Tamil Nadu, has also not written to the Ministry
of Road Transport and Highways to notify laws in this regard. Various stakeholders
might be affected adversely and hence, there is a need to seriously look into those
aspects also. Itis also a matter of concern that this may lead to higher traffic congestion,
as witnessed on the streets of the National Capital. Further, the safety of passengers
and other related road safety issues must be looked into, and the serious issue of
exempting the drivers to have Learner Motor Vehicle Licence for, at least, one year

needs to be revised.

Sir, our great leader Anna, in whose name our Party, The All India Anna DMK,
was formed, and our founder leader, Puratchi Thalaivar, Dr. MGR, had expressed
their sympathy for the labour class, pulling rickshaws manually. They wanted to see a
change. They wanted to avoid barefoot men pulling on the roads rickshaws carrying
men. Our Party founder, Puratchi Thalaivar, MGR, had acted in a film called
Rikshakaran.

Sir, even cycle rickshaws need great effort and manual labour. With the passing of
this Bill, the mechanised rickshaws will be permitted to ply on the roads. I welcome

this move from a humanitarian point of view. It must be ensured that all these
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e-vehicles are owner-driven to avoid exploiting cartels. The Bill states that people
upgraded from the manually-pulled rickshaws will get employment opportunities. So,
care must be taken to see that only deserving people are allowed to operate these
e-rickshaws. The drivers operating these rickshaws are mostly migrant labour. So, the
Government must involve Resident Welfare Associations to identify suitable people
to operate these e-rickshaws as owner-driven vehicles. Area-specific permission must
be given. This will help avoiding unlawful and illegal activities in the neighbourhood

areas.
MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Okay; that is all.
SHRI S. MUTHUKARUPPAN: Just one more minute, Sir.
MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: No, no. You have already taken three minutes.

SHRI S. MUTHUKARUPPAN: Sir, we must uphold the concern of the Supreme
Court about the safe and security of the general public. A scientific study must be
conducted about the road worthiness of these e-rickshaws. When we have enough
skilled labour to make them in India, we find that these vehicles are imported from

China. This trend needs to be arrested.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: That is all. Now, you may conclude. Shri Veer
Singh.

SHRI S. MUTHUKARUPPAN: I conclude, Sir. Thank you.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Mr. Veer Singh. You have three minutes.

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MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Thank you very much Veer Singhji for keeping
up the time limit. Now, Shri K.N. Balagopal; you also have only three minutes - two
plus one.

SHRI K.N. BALAGOPAL (Kerala): Mr. Deputy Chairman, Sir, I rise to
support the Bill. I am supporting this even though this is a piecemeal legislation.
A comprehensive Bill is pending for finalisation before the Standing Committee for
recommendations for the last two years. That comprehensive Bill is related to the
entire motor vehicles, licensing and road transport system. So, a comprehensive
system is needed. But this is a step by the Government to regularise the e-rickshaws,
that is, bringing unorganised people to the organised sector. So, giving licence to them
is a very welcome move. Sir, I am supporting the Government’s move to reduce the

existing condition to give licence to drive transport vehicles only to those who are
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having one-year experience. Now, it is being reduced to zero level. That means, a
person who is getting a licence can drive these vehicles. But, Sir, one thing has to be
ensured. There should be proper rules and regulations for driving these vehicles. 1
am saying this because the e-rickshaws were banned in Delhi after a tragic incident.
A small girl, who was walking with her mother on a footpath in Delhi, was hit by an
e-rickshaw which drove through that footpath. The girl was hit and she fell into a big
frying pan full of oil. It happened two years back. It was a very tragic incident. So,
e-rickshaws used to travel anywhere. No rule of keeping left or no other rule was
there for them. So, after giving this licence, we have to ensure that they are properly
educated about the traffic laws. That is what Nareshji has said here. I am supporting
his point that proper education should be there for these drivers.

Sir, another thing is that there should be some subsidy given to the rickshaw
pullers for transferring to the e-rickshaws. Now, the price of an e-rickshaw is around
340,000 to X 50,000. So, if the Government has some provision to give some subsidy
for e-rickshaw industry, it will be helpful for the poor people.

Sir, the next point is that a lot of auto-rickshaws are also there. In that area also,
this green initiative should be promoted. It is not coming as part of this Bill, but even
then some green initiative has to be there to support and help the environment. That
is also needed.

Lastly, Sir, with the existing roads, we cannot solve the issue of traffic, whatever
kind of licence we may give. The Minister is also in charge of the highways and roads.
So, some serious care should be taken to develop the roads also. I am supporting this
Bill. Thank you, Sir.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Now, Dr. Ashok Ganguly. You have three minutes.

DR. ASHOK S. GANGULY (Nominated): Mr. Deputy Chairman, Sir, since the
hon. Minister takes prompt action and I see him taking notes etc., through you, I want
to give three or four suggestions only.

To put all the burden of discipline on e-rickshaws is unfair because the driving
in this country has become totally unruly. Nobody follows traffic rules. Jumping red
lights etc. etc. is very common. Sir, [ have to compliment you because moving from
petrol, diesel or gas rickshaws to e-rickshaws is a move in the right direction.

However, with regard to the licensing procedure that has been suggested, the hon.
Minister must be aware of the fact that there are touts in cities like Mumbai and Delhi,
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who have a relationship with the Regional Transport Offices and the issue of licences.
If any licence is obtained from a tout, it has to be destroyed or withdrawn, and, the
driver must be banned from ever applying for a licence.

Secondly, Sir, when you drive around Delhi, you can see the drivers of e-rickshaws,
and, even the drivers of cars, speaking on mobile phone while driving with one hand.
There is a law against it but no steps are taken and they are not stopped. I think, you
have to be stricter because most accidents are caused by unmindfulness while you
are on the mobile phone while driving. So, when licences are given, there should
be an authentication as also a data bank for the identification of the individuals and
making it very clear -- as a matter of fact, posting it within vehicles -- as to what are
the offences, which should lead immediately to loss of licence. Finally, I would like
to make a point, which is very widespread around the country including Delhi, about
the refusal to take passengers. My suggestion is that any refusal, which cannot be
established as the legitimate and rightful reason that a driver can give, must also be one
amongst the offences. These are the suggestions, which I wanted to give to the hon.
Minister, Mr. Gadkari. In the end, I thank you for giving me the opportunity to speak.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Thank you very much, Mr. Ganguly. Now, Shri
Anil Desai. You have two minutes. You can take two plus one, three minutes.

SHRI ANIL DESAI (Maharashtra): Mr. Deputy Chairman, Sir, I rise to support
the Motor Vehicles (Amendment) Bill, 2015, which has been piloted by hon. Minister
of Road Transport and Highways, Shri Nitin Gadkari ji.

It is reported that there are lakhs of rickshaw drivers in the country. In Delhi
alone, one lakh rickshaw drivers are plying. This amendment in the Motor Vehicles
Act would bring the e-rickshaws and e-carts under the ambit of law, and, the very
purpose is aimed at addressing the unemployment issue on the one hand, and, on the
other hand, the purpose is to create a public transport facility at an affordable price and
to cut down carbon emissions by introducing battery-operated systems in the public
transport.

These e-rickshaws have been given specifications of design and will be registered
as transport vehicles under DL1ER. It is also stipulated that it must have a first-
aid box and a fire-extinguisher. Further, the name, address and the telephone of the
permit holder is to be painted on the left side of the vehicle. Considering the safety
of the passengers, especially, the female passengers, these measures are welcome.
The vehicle should have a sitting capacity of four passengers excluding driver, and, it
should have a maximum luggage of forty kilograms. It is mandatory that the driver
of the vehicle has to be its owner, and, he should have driver’s licence and a Public
Service Vehicle (PSV) badge.
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While issuing permits, a condition has been laid down that any incidence of
indecent behaviour or molestation against women in the e-rickshaw should be reported
to the nearest police station or the PCR. The law enforcing agency should monitor any
incidence of indecent behaviour and whatever incidents are reported should be dealt

with very firm hand.

It is observed that rickshaw drivers charge much above the meter readings and
thus fleece the passengers. A serious cognizance of such misbehaviour on the part
of the drivers should be taken by the RTI authorities. From residential colonies to
the nearest metro stations or traffic junctions, public transport system in the form of
e-rickshaws should be encouraged as they are eco-friendly. While welcoming the
operation of e-rickshaws, we have to guard against traffic congestion too. Proper
lanes or parking slots should be earmarked for e-rickshaws to avoid traffic snarls. Any
violation on the part of the drivers of e-rickshaws should be dealt with sternly. With
these few words, I support this Bill which introduces an innovative mode of transport.

but across several regional languages. That was the fame and that has given life to
several personalities. One such live example is amidst us, megastar Chiranjeevi, my
elder brother, who is in our opposition benches, who is much familiar in his role as

rickshawala.

Mr. Deputy Chairman, Sir, we are in the age of electric automobiles. We could not
only see the sophisticated electric carts in airports, but the spread of electric carts and
electric rickshaws is gradually spreading not only across metropolis but also across
several towns and cities throughout the country. Keeping this fact in view, Tripura is
the first State to regularize the usage of e-rickshaw. Electric vehicle is the necessity
of the day which was first made in Scotland in 1837. By 1890, European roads were
having the electric vehicles whereas our country has seen the electric vehicle very
recently. In 1990s, Phaltan-based Nimbkar Agricultural Research Institute developed
a model of e-rickshaw. Then, the usage of e-rickshaw has spread across the country
and in Delhi lakhs and lakhs of people are dependent on it and earn their livelihood
through e-rickshaw. Now, because this is the eco-friendly, low-emitting, electric
battery-based, there is onslaught from other countries since very lesser number of

manufacturing units is available in the country. I would like to put on record that this
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is the only one Ordinance which has been appreciated by the common people, whereas
all other Ordinances look towards corporate and other needs. So, at this juncture, we
need to keep such an important find to improve the e-rickshaw usage, improve the
model of e-rickshaw with proper shock absorbers and other facilities.

Besides that, [ would like to mention about the safety of roads not only within the
metropolis roads but also across several national and state highways. There is every
necessity, as suggested by Naresh Agrawalji, about the safety of the speed breakers. In
Maharashtra, when Husain Dalwai was PWD Minister, he ensured to evolve these safe
speed breakers. The e-rickshaws and other manual rickshaws are in need of having
proper safe speed-breakers. Besides that, there is also every necessity to look towards
the growing ramifications of the need of electric vehicles. Future is going to give us
a lot of tension towards the petro-products. So, we need to depend on the electric
vehicles. (Time-bell rings) And, as Balagopalji mentioned, there is a draft prepared
through the Standing Committee to look towards the Motor Vehicles Act amendments
in a comprehensive manner. Though this appears to be a very small piece of legislation,
this will have a very great impact on the livelihood of the very poor and it is going
to attract the attention of the needy in the nation. I appreciate and welcome the Bill
and I will encourage to have the comprehensive Motor Vehicles Act. Thank you very
much.
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SHRI D. RAJA (Tamil Nadu): Sir, I rise to support this Bill. It has two limited
objectives. One is to bring e-cart or e-rickshaw under the ambit of the Motor Vehicles
Act. Second is to provide employment to a large number of people who have upgraded
themselves by switching from manually pulling rickshaws to electric-powered three-

wheeled vehicles.

I support this Bill. But while doing so, I would like to draw the attention of the
Government to four issues. One, due to acute unemployment in the country, a large
number of young people, particularly educated young people, are taking up e-rickshaw
driving or rickshaw pulling as an occupation. The Government should ensure easy

access to credit facilities to these young people.

Two, there are reports which show that these e-rickshaws are owned by some
individuals in the name of benami ownership. The actual drivers do not get their
wages or earnings and they suffer. What is the Government going to do?

Three, these rickshaw pullers or e-rickshaw drivers are harassed by police

unnecessarily on flimsy grounds. If there is a genuine issue, one can understand. This
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issue will have to be addressed by the Government.

Four, these e-rickshaw drivers or rickshaw pullers need decent housing. The
Government should think of having some special schemes to provide housing to these
people.

I ask the Government to consider these suggestions for the welfare of e-rickshaw
drivers and rickshaw pullers. With this, I support the Bill. Thank you, Sir.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Thank you very much. Now, Shri Rajeev Shukla.

Take only three minutes.
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SHRI TIRUCHI SIVA (Tamil Nadu): Thank you, Mr. Deputy Chairman, Sir. |
welcome this Bill. This Bill brings in three amendments. Out of which, two are very
important. One is relaxing the conditions for issuance of licence for driving transport
vehicles having three wheels with net power not exceeding 4,000 watts. Second is
bringing these e-cars and e-rickshaws under the Motor Vehicles Act, which will help in
employment of innumerable persons, who have upgraded themselves from manually-

pulled rickshaws to electric-powered three-wheel rickshaws.

Sir, I am proud and we have got the credibility to say that. The Government is
now attempting to create more employment by way of upgrading manual rickshaw
pullers to e-rickshaw drivers. It was forty-five years ago, four-and-a-half decades
ago, when our leader, Dr. Kalaignar, was the Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu, abolished
the manually-pulled rickshaws in Tamil Nadu. That was the first ever example in the
whole of India. We set an example and I think that has not been followed in many
other States, as Sharadji also mentioned here. So, as a progressive step towards social
justice, we first did that by abolishing manually-pulled rickshaws.

Now, Sir, I would like to make a few suggestions to the Minister. When your
intention is to be appreciated that employment is generated and innumerable number
of persons are benefited, kindly keep it in mind that every minute, there is an accident
in our country. In every four minutes, one person dies in a road accident. The NCRB
statistics state that in the year 2013, there were 4.43 lakh accidents which claimed
1.37 lakh lives in road accidents. So, when these e-car or e-rickshaw drivers are given
licences without having previous experience, the intention may be right, but kindly
keep it in mind that when they are given licences, at least, one day, they must undergo
a training of learning the rules of the road, and whenever the rules are bypassed, I
think, some action must be taken. So, we expect more people to get employment by
way of that and we help them....

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Please. Let us not talk. ...(Interruptions)... Please
listen to the speech.

SHRI TIRUCHI SIVA: Sir, I would like to remind again that in the year 2014,
the Government assured that within one month after they succeed to power, the Motor
Vehicles Act will be amended to meet the international standards of road safety. But,
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no steps have been taken. So, kindly, take that into consideration. The Motor Vehicles
Act has to be amended to meet the international standards of road safety. When these
e-car or e-rickshaw drivers are given licences without these conditions, kindly keep it
in mind that they should be educated about the rules of the road because road accidents
are high in number. In Tamil Nadu and everywhere, road accidents have increased
especially because of these vehicles. So, when we support this Bill, the Minister must
take these things into consideration. Thank you very much.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Okay, one name that is left is Shrimati Gundu
Sudharani. You have only one minute. Do you want to speak? I thought that this is an

insult to you.

SHRIMATI GUNDU SUDHARANI (Telangana): Please give me two minutes.
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MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Okay, two minutes. I know that you gave your
name on time. Take two minutes, not more than that. ..(Inferruptions).. No, no,
you gave your name late. Some Members have raised their hands. Some Members
have given their names late. If I start accommodating them, then, I can’t stick to the

time.

SHRIMATI GUNDU SUDHARANI: Mr. Deputy Chairman, Sir I thank you for
giving me this opportunity to speak on this Bill which will give succor to the poor
people who are depending on e-rickshaws and e-carts. Many e-rickshaw and e-cart
pullers are eagerly waiting for the passage of this Bill as the Motor Vehicle rules
mandates licence to drive a transport vehicle. This Bill paves the way for them to
obtain licence without waiting for the mandated period of one year. I welcome this.

Sir, I suggest for the consideration of the hon. Minister that all the regular cycle
rickshaw pullers be given special loan at the rate of three per cent so that they can
graduate to e-rickshaws and also help them in reducing the pain and agony that they
undergo when they pull cycle Rickshaw; and the House is very well aware that pulling

a man sitting in the cart by another man is inhuman.

I would like to submit that there is no regulation on how many people that
e-rickshaw can ferry. Now, they are ferrying about 8-9 people in one go by e-rickshaw
which weighs only 125 kgs. So, there has to be some regulation that only these many

passengers could be ferried by e-rickshaw.

After the tragic incident in Delhi involving e-rickshaw, the High Court found it
necessary to include e-rickshaw in the M. V. Act, as it is a great saviour of the victims

of traffic accidents, and the e-rickshaw pullers do not come under this Act.

In compliance to that, the Government of India came out with guidelines which
say that e-rickshaw pullers should have a driving licence and should be brought under
the ambit of the M. V. Act. The guidelines also say that it could carry only four persons
and 50 kg. of load at a time. It also provides that there will be triennial registration
of these rickshaws, and it will be done only for those pullers who have valid licence.
Now, all these issues have been addressed in this Bill. (7ime-bell rings) Please give

me one minute.

One of the problems the e-rickshaw driver face is recharging their rickshaws. I
suggest for the consideration of the hon. Minister to discuss with the concerned State
Governments where e-rickshaws are plying, to set up free solar charging facilities so
that the poor rickshaw pullers could get benefit out of it.

With these words, I support the Bill. Thank you.
