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with instructions to report to the Rajya Sabha not later than 18th March, 2015
to enable the Rajya Sabha for consideration and passing during the first part of the
Budget Session”.

The motion was adopted.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: So, the Coal Mines (Special Provisions) Bill, 2015
stands referred to the Select Committee.

Now, we take up the Budget (Railways) 2015-16; General discussion. I think the
Minister wants to say something.

THE BUDGET (RAILWAYS) 2015-16

THE MINISTER OF RAILWAYS (SHRI SURESH PRABHU): Sir, I am really
anxiously looking forward to the enlightened views of this House, as Members would
be speaking on the Railway Budget. But I am happy to announce that in the morning,
we signed an MoU. The Indian Railways and the Life Insurance Corporation have
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signed an MoU, in which the Life Insurance Corporation has opened a line of credit
for ¥ 1,50,000 crores for financing Railway projects, which would be repayable in 30
years’ time, at a rate which is little above the Government security rate. This would
facilitate financing of various Railway projects in the interest of the country. This
is an extra-Budgetary support, because as Members, whether from this side or that
side, would know — we have all been in the Government — it is becoming very, very
difficult to finance it from the Budget alone. Therefore, creating critical infrastructure
for India through financing like this would enable us to complete the projects on time.

So, I am really thankful to all the Members of the House for giving us their
support. Thank you.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Now, Shri Mahendra Singh Mahra.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Thank you, Mr. Kashyap. Now, Shrimati Vijila
Sathyananth.

SHRIMATI VIJILA SATHYANANTH (TAMIL NADU): Hon. Deputy
Chairman, Sir, I thank my revered leader, Dr. Puratchi Thalaivi Amma, for giving me
an opportunity to put forth my views on the Railway Budget (2015).

(THE VICE-CHAIRMAN, DR. E. M. SUDARSANA NATCHIAPPAN, in the
Chair)

At the outset, I wish to proudly point out that in September 2014, Hollywood
actor and former Governor of California, Arnold Schwarzenegger, met our revered
leader, Dr. Puratchi Thalaivi Amma, and said, “It was fantastic to sit down with her
and discuss the success she was having in Tamil Nadu, and the challenges she faced.”
He told Amma, “The work you have done for women and children really touched
me. I am not surprised at all that the people of Tamil Nadu call you Amma.” That
is the greatness of Amma. With her unique distinguished qualities - adamant in her
stand, boldness to be bold, courageous, disciplined, visionary to be visionary and also
vernacular brilliance - she is incomparable. That is why we call her Puratchi Thalaivi
Amma.

Welcoming the Railway Budget, 2015, our All India Anna Dravida Munnetra
Kazhagam Chief and our revered leader, Dr. Puratchi Thalaivi Amma, was happy
that the Union Railway Minister, Mr. Suresh Prabhu, has not increased the passenger
rail fares, sparing the common man. The Budget aims at achieving a substantial
improvement of the operating ratio in the coming fiscal year through efficiency
measures. She was also happy that safety of woman passengers, cleanliness in the
Railways and environmental sustainability have all been accorded appropriately high
priority by the Railway Minister. Passenger amenities are also being improved by
harnessing information and communication technology. She demanded to purchase
cheaper traction power by the Railways, which should be in consultation with the
State Governments and the power utilities. She also demanded that Chennai should be
given high priority in the Diamond Quadrilateral High Speed Rail Network, for which
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the preparatory works ought to be commenced soon. She also compares the proposed
new Infrastructure Financing Mechanism in the Budget with that of Tamil Nadu
Infrastructure Fund Management Company (TNIFMC). She appealed the Centre to
ensure enough funds for projects in Tamil Nadu, which have been held up for want of
funds. Tamil Nadu has sought support for ten critical new projects which need to be
taken up for the State of Tamil Nadu. Similarly, 22 projects are pending execution,
which were announced on various eatlier occasions, but were not taken up for want of
funds. She hopes that after the review is completed, our demands will be addressed.
She demanded speedy implementation of the three Railway projects, namely, the
Chennai-Thoothukudi Freight Corridor, the Chennai-Madurai-Kanyakumari High
Speed Passenger Link, and the Coimbatore-Madurai High Speed Passenger Link.
However, she said that it was very disappointing to note that the Budget has not made
announcements regarding the introduction of new trains. The leader is always ahead
of time. It is sure and true that every one can’t fathom meaning of all the moves that
the leader takes.

I extend my sincere thanks and wish the hon. Railway Minister, the architect of
the Electricity Act, 2003, which became a panacea for all ills of the power sector, to
emulate his success in the railway sector as well.

Here, I want to mention that the selective opening up of FDI in the Railways in
the Presidential Address has been followed up in the Railway Budget, mentioning that
¥ 8,60,000 crore is going to be attracted through FDI. For the Railways, the problem
is under-investment. Now, ills being found, medication is the next step. I should say
that the Government is sincere and will be fast enough on this front also. I welcome
the projected Plan expenditure of ¥ 1,00,000 crore.

Another path-breaking announcement is fixation of tariff regulator and fast trains.
Another thing which I have figured out is the core systematic issue which is capacity
constraint. Fast trains are held back because slow-moving goods trains are just ahead
of them. You began to deal with them which will lead to doubling of average train
speed.

Some of the measures which deserve kudos include improving operating ratio
pegged at 88.5 per cent to 91.8 per cent, higher provision for Depreciation Reserve
Fund, four-time increase in the Railway Development Fund to ¥ 5,750 crores, and
new solar capacity of 10,000 MW. Sir, I remember, when I spoke on the Railway
Budget last time, the then Railway Minister, Shri Sadananda Gowda observed that the
Members have not come up with proposals for increasing the revenue. The suggestion
which I can give at this point in time is that the Railway can ponder over building
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multi-level parking systems at all the railway stations across the country. Sir, it is a
Tamil Nadu model. In every local body, our hon. Puratchi Thalaivi Amma ordered
that in all the bus stands, we should have multi-level parking systems for parking
4-wheelers and 2-wheelers, which could produce good revenue for the local bodies.
The same Tamil Nadu model can be implemented in all the railway stations of India
from where good revenue can be generated. The nitty-gritty of all this can be worked
out in consultation with the experts.

Sir, there is one point of great anguish. Are you people aware of the sweet taste
of Amma Mineral Water? You compare the sweet taste of Amma Mineral Water
with the Rail Neer. The Amma Mineral Water has a sweet taste, it undergoes a triple-
sterilization process, and, moreover, it is sold for ¥ 10 only at all the bus stands in
Tamil Nadu whereas the Rail Neer, which is not up to the mark, and, the taste of which
is not that good, is sold for ¥ 15 at all the railway stations. We would like the Railway
Minister to taste the Amma Mineral Water, to try to make the Rail Neer to have the
same taste, and, also to bring down its rate from ¥ 15 to T 10.

There is one more suggestion, which I would like to bring to the notice of the
hon. Minister. With regard to his idea of ensuring passenger safety, we can install a
surveillance camera in every compartment working as a small satellite. 1 have got the
model which is a depiction of the system created by my engineering acquaintances,
and, with your permission, Sir, through you, I would like to give this model of
real-time security camera surveillance system to the hon. Minister for his thorough
consideration for installing the same in all the compartments of the trains.

Sir, your target of twenty per cent increase in track length, which, in turn, will
increase the numbers of passengers travelling per day from present two crore to three
crore, is a very good move but I doubt this to fetch desired results as long as the
number of coaches are not increased in proportion to the number of passengers on the
waiting list. Sir, I also want to bring to the notice of the hon. Minister that Tamil Nadu
is one of the States with highest law-abiding train travellers. But, in Tamil Nadu the
express trains from Chennai, for example, the Tirunelveli-bound, Kanyakumari-bound
express trains, are always brimming with travellers. Our Union Minister also knows
this. Sir, in the unreserved coaches, the situation is such that many travellers have to
travel occupying spaces in the toilets for hours together.

My request to you is to seriously think towards adding extra coaches in those
trains which have more unreserved seats as also towards improving the coaches. Sir,
I also want to again request you that the time of the Tirunelveli-bound Mumbai trains
has to be adjusted because they reach Tirunelveli at odd hours. Also, mobilization of
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6.00 .M.

one crore planned expenditure should be worked out on a time frame because it
involves Budgetary support. And introduction of toll free number 182 for security-
related complaints must be handled not by railway stations but by dedicated call
centres like 108 in case of ambulance services. Likewise, the toll free number 182
should have dedicated call centres. To conclude — I am concluding very early today
— the spirit in which you keep common man in mind is welcome, appreciable and
reminds me of the spirit that Prof. Madhu Dandavate held for common man. I urge as
a Member of this august House to implement the words of Mahatma Gandhiji since
this year marks the hundredth year of his return from South Africa to India. I would
request you to recall the face of the poorest and the weakest man you have seen and
ask yourself if this step you contemplate is going to be of any use to him. Thank you.

SHRI TK. RANGARAJAN (TAMIL NADU): Thank you, Sir. Before I proceed
with my speech on Railway Budget, I wish the Railway Minister all the best. I also
wish him that he should stay in the Ministry as a Minister for all the four years. If you
see the past record, from 2004 to 2014, in a matter of ten years, there were five Railway
Ministers -- on an average, one Minister every two years. [ also observe that each
Railway Minister announcing schemes of thousands of crores of value, even before
the scheme starts, happens to leave the Ministry. To quote from the Previous Budgets,
in the 2005-06 Budget, the proposed development fund was X 24,000 crores; in the
2006-07 Budget, it was T 22,000 crores; in the 2008-09 Budget, it was I 75,000 crores
and in the 2012-13 Budget, it was ¥ 90,000 crores. All the money was announced but
nothing has been implemented. The Budget presented by each Minister has no linkage
with the past proposals and we the Members, the people of this country, are in the dark
as to what happens to the schemes announced in the earlier Budgets. Every year when
the Budget is presented, there is a situation of inadequate funds for development. The
Standing Committee Report on Railways for 2014-15 observed, “Repeated shortfalls
in the Annual Plan have an adverse effect on railway finances resulting in cut in
expenditure on critical planned works. The Committee would, therefore, like to see
serious efforts to be made by the Ministry of Railways to fully achieve the Annual Plan
targets.” The Standing Committee further observed that in the last ten years, out of
the sanctioned 99 new line projects, the Ministry is able to complete only one project.
There are four projects which are as old as 30 years and still not completed. Just
cases are pending in the Supreme Court and the High Courts. Today, in the Supreme
Court, we have got 65,000 cases pending. In the High Courts, we have got lakhs of
cases. This is a sad situation prevailing in one of the world’s largest Government
departments, which is serving millions of people, particularly those belonging to
middle class and lower income group in our vast country, Bharat. While this is the
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pitiable situation of our Railways and the Railway Budgets, our Minister has presented
a Budget this year and he proposes to invest T 8.5 lakh crores in five years. When he
came here, he said that Life Insurance Corporation has offered ¥ 1,50,000 crores. It is
a good thing. Ithink, Railway Ministry has started moving. But he has to get the other
¥ 7 lakh crores. Sir, the Public Enterprises Survey in 2013-14 presented by the Ministry
of Heavy Industries and Public Enterprises states that there are 284 projects in railway
sector under implementation as on 31.3.2014. The original cost of the implementation
is ¥ 1,48,717 crores. The anticipated completion cost is reported I 2,57,761 crores.
This is seventy three per cent more than the original cost. You delay; the cost is going
up. You delay further; the cost is going up further.

Next, I come to the railway safety. While the number of accidents have come
down in the last ten years, the White Paper has observed derailment is one of the
causes for major accidents. One of the causes for derailment is worn-out rails. The
paper has also observed: ‘Arrears of track renewal are accumulating.” T feel more
funds need to be allocated for tracks’ renewal to avoid accidents due to derailment.
Dr. Anil Kakodkar Committee has estimated that ¥ 1,00,000 crore is required for
implementing safety measures in railways. It has also suggested that a Railway Safety
Authority should be established with the powers to have a safety oversight on the
railway operations. I request the Minister to consider and implement it.

Sir, on railway safety, I want to bring your kind attention to one sad incident.
The President of World Council of Arya Samaj, Swami Agnivesh, has brought to our
attention — I am prepared to lay that letter here as I am having a copy of the letter —
that his letter to the Prime Minister, dated 16th February, and to the Railway Minister,
requesting them to complete the accident enquiries within a time frame and make
them public, has not been replied. He has sent two letters; one to the Prime Minister
and the other to the Railway Minister. Still, these have not been replied. On the RTI
enquiry — Swamiji himself made the RTI — whether railways publish enquiry reports
of accidents, Northern Railway replied ‘Railways do not do so being a policy matter’.
When accident occurs, paper should be published. The media will cover and the
family will suffer. Why that accident happened; enquiry is being conducted but why
they don’t publish, it is a policy matter. What policy? East Coast Railway stated in
their reply that ‘Such report is a confidential document not to be produced or cited
as piece of evidence in a court of law.” Is this minimum Government and maximum
Governance? These are all from Swamiji’s letters. From Swamiji’s letter, I wanted
to quote one para as to what he wrote to the Prime Minister and the Railway Minister.

It is really disturbing to note that Government of India, having monopoly in the
matter of Railways, is not discharging its social responsibility towards public by not
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publishing enquiry reports on serious accidents in which precious lives are lost. Ina
serious national issue like this affecting the safety of passengers, Chief Commissioner
of Railway Safety or the Railway Board or the concerned Ministry cannot be and
should not be vested with the discretion of deciding whether or not to publish the
enquiry reports. Several crores of rupees are spent on these statutory enquiries from
the taxpayer’s money and people have a right to know about the reasons behind these
accidents and action taken. The Central Government owes it to the public to conduct
all such statutory enquiries within a deadline and publish the reports.”

Finally, he concludes, “Dear Prime Minister, while you are leading the country to
an cra of bullet trains, you must take initiative in this crucial aspect of passenger safety
and allay the fears in the minds of travelling public.”

Sir, you have stated in your White Paper that introduction of new trains should be
avoided until capacity augmentation is firmly in place. In the same paragraph, item
No.1, you have stated that the concept of premium trains needs to be enhanced. The
fares in the premium trains are three to four times higher than the regular fares. It is
reported to me that these trains are running not even 25 per cent filled. I request you
to reconsider the decision of running premium trains; instead they could run as special
trains with normal fare.

Sir, for implementation of national projects in the North-East Region, the CCEA
has approved creation of a non-lapsable fund called the North-East Region Rail
Development Fund. It appears that the Fund could not be created due to the objections
from CGA. I would like to know whether the objections have since been removed. If
not, I urge upon the Railway Minister to take up the issue with the Ministry of Finance
and resolve it. This will pave the way for faster development of the Railways in the
North-East Region.

You have appealed to the Members of Parliament to allot money fromtheir MPLAD
Funds for providing certain infrastructure at railway stations. In this connection, I
would like to honestly point out that the Fund is already loaded down with schemes
like the SAGY, for providing toilets in schools, for sports and for the disaster fund in
Jammu and Kashmir. I shall suggest and I also request the Government that it can take
the entirc ML AD Fund; we don’t want that Fund.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (DR. EM. SUDARSANA NATCHIAPPAN):
Mr. Rangarajan, your party has got two more speakers.

SHRI TK. RANGARAJAN: I am from Marxist Communist Party. We, from
Marxist Communist Party, say that you take that money and you spend it wherever you
want to spend. We don’t want to spend that money.
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This would be the most important thing for travellers in Tamil Nadu.

Sir, I would like to bring to your kind notice the issue of sexual harassment at
work place. If you go to a workshop or a yard or an office, a number of young women
are working there. Skilled women are working in the workshop. The Supreme Court
in Vishaka judgement, as a preventive step, has advised that all employers should
express prohibition of sexual harassment, as stated in the judgement, at the work place
and it should be notified, published and circulated in appropriate ways. I request that
the same may please be implemented in the Railways at the earliest.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (DR. EM. SUDARSANA NATCHIAPPAN): Your
allotted time is over.

SHRI T K. RANGARAJAN: Finally, Sir, you may be aware that there is a
multiplicity of unions in the Railways. Many times they show competitive militancy
to win over members to their side. Taking this into consideration, certain Central and
State public sector units, for example public sector banks, allotted non-recognised
unions a place for notice boards, union office, and a consultative status.

I suggest that in the Railways, those unions, which secure more than ten per cent
of the votes from workers in the election for recognition, may be allowed a place to
function from and to represent employees before the General Manger and Board level.
This will enable a vast section of workers to present their grievances through their
organisation and will bring tranquillity in the organisation. I request you to consider
this. Thank you very much.

SHRI A.U. SINGH DEO (ODISHA): Thank you very much, Sir. First of all,
I would like to congratulate the hon. Minister for avoiding a populist Budget and
sticking to pragmatism. No new announcement of new lines has been made. It shows
that the Government has resolved to build financial viability of the Railways. It is a
departure from populist Railway Budgets arising out of social obligations and political
compulsions. Had any new loss-making passenger train been announced, it would
have driven another nail in the coffin of the financial position of the Indian Railways.

Sir, there are hundreds of uncompleted projects in the pipeline. A THBRT &

But, the Railways
should not suffer. The Finance Ministry of the Government of India should subsidise
it.

SHRI A.U. SINGH DEO: Sir, I am very much thankful to you for that and I am
sitting down.

SHRIMATI GUNDU SUDHARANI (Telangana): Thank you Mr. Vice-
Chairman, Sir, for giving me this opportunity to speak on the Railway Budget.
Looking at the credentials of Railway Minister, the Prime Minister has rightly given an
inspirational objective of poverty elimination to him and making Indian Railways to
play its part in this historic mission. Probably, taking cue from this, the hon. Railway
Minister might have deserted himself from the conventional way of presenting the
Railway Budget by avoiding populist measures by not announcing new trains, new
line, electrification, doubling, etc. He is right in doing so as he wanted to bring back
railways on track.
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(THE VICE-CHAIRMAN, SHRI TIRUCHI SIVA, in the Chair.)

I congratulate the hon. Minister as he has rightly put in emphasis and given more
mongey for passengers’ comforts, proposed to remove unmanned level crossings, safety
for women by installing CCTV cameras in women compartments, focus on cleanliness
under the Swachh Bharat Abhiyan and assured that the coming five years help to
reform railways totally. The fact that he has given ¥ 6,581 crores for unmanned level
crossing indicates his intention on safety and security. It is also good that he has not
increased the passenger charges. It is also good that the hon. Minister put an ambitious
target of 88.5 per cent Operating Ratio for 2015-16, the best in the last 10 years. But,
how he will achieve the Twelfth Plan target of 75 per cent Operation Ratio has not
been mentioned in the Budget.

I congratulate the Railway Minister for earmarking X 96,000 crores of investment
to complete 77 projects, including 9,400 kms. of new railway lines and electrification.
Budget also aims to clear-up the pending 360 projects, also aims to fast track work
on 7,000 kms. of lines and commissioning 1,200 kms. with an investment of I 8,686
crores. It is needed at a time when Railways was able to complete only 36 projects
in the last 30 years by spending X one lakh crores. This one figure gives a picture of
how money is misappropriated earlier. Secondly, I welcome the setting up of a new
Transport Logistics Corporation of India to oversee the freight and also aim to develop
30 multi-model logistics parks across the country for transportation of goods.

Sir, the hon. Minister, in para 41 of his speech, proposed to introduce train sets
and says they are similar to bullet trains. This is quite a new concept to India, as very
few people heard about such sets. The Minister proposed to manufacture them in India
under ‘Make in India’ initiative. It is a good move. Secondly, I want to know whether
they will be run as EMUs or they are going to be used in short distance routes.

It is good that the Minister has 3 documents, 4 goals, 5 drivers and 11 thrust arcas.
This clearly shows how Railway Minister is positive on intent, but the most key point
is execution. The Plan outlay is X 1011 lakh crores, but if one calculates receipts
through Budgetary support which is ¥ 40,000 crores, I 17,793 crores from internal
resources, X 17,655 crores from market borrowings and X 5,781 crores through PPP,
you will be able to pool only about T 89,000 crores and there is a gap of more than
¥ 11,000 crores. 1 am confident, with his ability and expertise, he will be able to pool
the resources and fulfil the aspirations of the people.

Sir, I wish to place before the hon. Minister the demands and request from my
State of Telangana and also about implementation of the provisions of Andhra Pradesh
Reorganisation Act. I have read in some newspapers that he is not averse to announce

any proposals. So, taking advantage from the positive statement from the Minister, 1
mention some of the genuine demands from my State.

First, I will touch upon the Andhra Pradesh Reorganisation Act. The Act mandates
Railways to setup Rail Coach Factory in Telangana. I would like to request the Railway
Minister to make efforts to start Railway coach factory in Telangana region as early as
possible. Secondly, Railways announced in 2010-11 Budget for setting up of Wagon
Manufacturing Factory at Kazipet with an estimated cost of ¥ 152.26 crores. Even
this has not been moved ahead. So, when State is willing to provide land, I request
the hon. Minister to set up Railway Coach Factory as well as Wagon Manufacturing
Factory in Telangana region. Sir, I am disappointed about the allotment of less funds
in some projects in Telangana. With your permission, I will give you some examples.
For example, electrification of Peddapalli-Jagityala costs I 63 crores and the length
of this stretch is 83 kms. In the same way, Pagidipalli-Nallapadu is 285 kms. stretch
and the estimated cost is ¥ 295 crores. For Kazipet-Ballarshah tripling we need
¥ 2,020 crores. In the same way, for Secunderabad-Mahaboobnagar, the anticipated
cost is T 1200 crores. And, for Vijayawada-Kazipet Bypass, the money required is
¥ 200 crores. Similarly, for Macharla-Nalgonda new line which was sanctioned in
1997-98 required I 458 crores. Same is the case with Bhadrachalam Road-Sattupalli,
Bhadrachalam-Kovvur, Akkanapet-Medak requires I 129 crores. Similarly, if you look
at the allocation for Kazipet-Vijayawada tripping and electrification money required
is ¥ 1032 crores. But, for these projects sufficient money has not been allotted. 1
request you to consider them favourably and provide sufficient funds to these projects
and complete them in a fixed time frame. Sir, I have been raising various demands
of the people of Telangana in the successive Budgets, but in vain. I appeal the hon.
Minister to show some magnanimity towards the backward State of Telangana. I am
mentioning some of the demands of the people of Telangana and request the hon.
Minister to look into these and do justice to Telangana by announcing the same when
he replies to the debate.

Sir, there is also a long-pending demand for a separate division at Kazipet. Hon.
Minister may be aware that Kazipet is the connecting centre between North and South
India. So, this should be made as a separate division. I request him to announce this
and I hope he would do so.

I also request the hon. Minister to announce the following new trains in the
coming year:

(1) Hussain Sagar Express from Secunderabad to Mumbai with starting point
at Kazipet. I am saying this because Kazipet is the main centre of Telangana State.
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There are so many people traveling from Kazipet to Hyderabad and other areas.

(2) Rajkot Express from Hyderabad to Surat with starting point at Kazipet.

(3) New train from Kazipet to Bangalore.

(4) New express train from Kachiguda to Bangalore with starting point at
Kazipet.

(5) Bombay Express from Hyderabad to Mumbai with starting point at Kazipet.
(6) Increase frequency of EMUSs between Warangal and Secunderabad.

(6) Introduce aneclectrical multiple use trains between Warangal and Kagajnagar.
(7) Padmavathi Express goes to Tirupati. It should run weekly.

(8) Pcople of this region have been demanding for trains from Kazipet to Shirdi,
Nagpur, Tirupati. So, this request may be acceded to.

(9) There is also a need to run additional trains between Kazipet and Ballarshah.

(10) Ladies compartment should be added to trains that are passing through
Warangal.

There are other proposals:

(a) There is land at Bodagutta. I request you to set up pit lanes here. This land
is sufficient to set up 3-4 pit lanes.

(b) Strengthen the siding line facility for transportation of agriculture goods.

(¢) Railway medical college was announced at Kazipet but not yet started. 1
request you to take steps for release of funds and completion them in a time-bound
manner.

(d) Railway Under Bridge like in-and-out bridge at Secunderabad from
Warangal to Shivnagar is required.

(e) There is a new line from Warangal-Station Ghanpur-Palakurti-Nalgonda. I
request you to announce this.

(f) Since Kazipet junction has diesel and electrical loco sheds, an apprentice
centre be opened here so that it will help all those who are residing in and around
Kazipet.
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(g) There is also a need for an RUB between Warangal and Chintal. In the
absence of RUB, people are crossing the track and meeting with accidents. So, 1
request the hon. Minister to take up this on priority.

(h) The Railway Polyclinic at Kazipet has been upgraded to a Sub-Divisional
Hospital in 2012. So, I request the hon. Minister to instruct the officials to take
measures to set up lab, operation theatre and also sufficient medical and paramedical
staff.

(1) There are also Godavari Pushkaralu in Telangana State as well as in AP. 1
request you to announce additional trains and other facilities at stations in Telangana.
I think, Government of Telangana sent a detailed proposal. So, kindly consider this
proposal and do the needful.

() Survey for new railway line between Bhupalapalle-Karimnagar-Uppal is
over and requires funds for starting the work. It is a coal mining area. So, I request
you to kindly allocate necessary funds and complete this project in a time-bound
manner.

Sir, I also have some proposals from AP.

The first one is for a separate Zone as mandated by the AP Reorganisation Act. 1
request the hon. Minister to fulfil this promise immediately. Secondly, reorientation
of new State with 13 districts, there is a need to keep the State connected with new
capital through railways. So, new trains connecting different districts with the State
capital region be introduced. And, Godavari Pushkaralu — Kumbh Mela of Godavari
-- is going to be held in May/June. This year marks the special year of the Pushkaram
which happens once in 144 years. So, I request the hon. Minister to provide sufficient
trains and other facilities at Rajahmundry, Kovvur and at other stations for passengers.

I request the hon. Minister to take up these projects and complete them as soon as
possible in our region. There is one more point I wish to make. We are very thankful
for the facilities which the Ministry is providing for women’s safety and security in
trains and at stations.

With these words, I conclude my speech. Thank you.
