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Ministries. In order to improve the employability of youth, around 20 Ministries run 
Skill Development Schemes across 70 sectors. According to the data compiled by 
National Skill Development Agency (NSDA), about 51.50 lakh persons were given 
Skill Development Training in the year 2014-15 under these schemes.
