The Programme
is open to all rural poor who are in need of wage employment and desire to
do manual and unskilled work in and around his/her village/habitat. The
Food for Work has been merged with the SGRY since 1.4.2002. The Special
Component of SGRY 18 also being implemented alongwith the Scheme for
providing food security to the poorest of the poor.
