DISCUSSION ON COMMITMENT TO INDIA’S CONSTITUTION AS PART
OF THE 125TH BIRTH ANNIVERSARY CELEBRATION OF

DR. B.R. AMBEDKAR-Contd. *

MR. CHAIRMAN: Further discussion on Commitment to India’s Constitution as
part of the 125th Birth Anniversary celebration of Dr. B.R. Ambedkar raised by Shri Arun
Jaitley on 27th November, 2015. When the House adjourned on the 30th November,
2015, Shri PL. Punia had concluded his speech while participating in the discussion
and Mr. Deputy Chairman had called Shri Rajeev Chandrasekhar. Please Shri Rajeev
Chandrasekhar.

SHRI RAJEEY CHANDRASEKHAR (Karnataka) : Sir, thank you for letting me
speak today to commemorate the 125th Birth Annmiversary of Dr. Ambedkar.

Sir, by naming 26th November as Constitution day, the Government has rightfully
put the spotlight on both the Constitution of our country as well as the architect of India
as a nation built on a Constitution of rights. T think, Sir, many of my colleagues, with
more knowledge and experience, have no doubt enlightened us about the Constitution

and history.
MR. CHATRMAN: Order, please.

SHRI RAIJEEYV CHANDRASEKHAR: But one thing is irrefutable. Sir, our
Constitution is one of the finest pieces of democratic guarantors that the world has seen
and indeed, unlike the US Constitution, it is one where the entire debate that went into its
creation 1s also documented. So we not only have a Constitution, but we also have the
Constituent Assembly debates that capture the rationale and reasoning behind every part

of our Constitution.

So, 3ir, while we must be proud of our Constitution and thankful to our founding

fathers for it, it is also important that we cherish its values and principles and live by it.

Sir, the debate on the Constitution should move beyond the Preamble. The
Constitution envisaged a nation that lived by the rule of law, with equal rights and justice
for all with no discrimination, freedom of expression and property rights. But, let us
frankly admit that Governments and Parliament have let down the Constitution and
the country repeatedly. Take the rule of law, for example, it is inconsistently applied
and seems to not apply to those who are powerful or rich or politically connected. This
repeated violation of rule of law destrovs the core values of our Constitutional democracy
and often directly threatens the Constitutional Guarantee to Life under Article 21. Take
the issue of Justice. Justice 1s often so delayed that justice 1s denied threatening the whole
1dea of citizenship. Freedom of Expression under Article 19 has been curtailed repeatedly
starting from the Emergency to the recent UPA’s IT Act with its draconian Section 66A
which remained on the books despite widespread protests and misuse and was struck
down only by the Supreme Court. Other rights like Right to Privacy as part of Liberty and

Life in Article 21 continue to be under challenge in the new digital age.

Sir, I welcome political parties joining in this debate even if it is very ironical in
many cases, even those parties that have presided over the chopping and dicing of our
Constitutional rights through various amendments over the years, even those political
parties that have belatedly woken up to the mistake of ‘banning books” and deporting
those with politically uncomfortable views, even those political parties that have abused
Constitutional authorities like the CAG when corruption was exposed, even those parties
that have passed laws like the 1T Act and used the power of arrest to attack Fundamental
Rights of Expression and Privacy.

Sir, T also welcome those parties that have used violence repeatedly as a political
tool for several decades. It 1s good that all of them are today engaged in a reaffirmation of
our Constitutional values and indeed a debate on tolerance and equity. I welcome this Sir.

Even after 65 vears, Dr Ambedkar is uniting us around the Constitution today.

Sir, I welcome this debate again as an opportunity for the country to start a
conversation about how our Constitution and vision of our founding fathers continues
to be violated and vitiated in States, institutions and around the country. I think, Sir, it
is necessary for us to do that instead of only basking in the great work done in the past
and a selective narration of history. There is a lot that is wrong with our institutions of
Govermnment and laws. As Dr. Ambedkar himself said, when asked about his statement
about burning the Constitution, and I quote, "We built a temple for god to come n and
reside and before the god could be installed, if the devil had taken possession of it, what
else could we do? We didn’t intend that it should be occupied by asuras. We intended it
to be occupied by Devas."
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Sir, I end by saying this. The original Constitution intended for citizens to have
rights and follow a rule of law; and Parliament and Government to be agents of citizens.
But, somewhere in the last 70 years, Governments all over have become masters and
citizens have become slaves and the rule of law is ignored. 1 hope, Sir, with increasing
debate and scrutiny that we transform back to the original vision of Dr. Ambedkar and
the founding fathers. As Dr. Ambedkar himself said, and I quote, "Rights are only real if
they are accompanied by remedies.” We are struggling to deal with base issues of poverty
and justice even after 70 years of Independence. Our Constitution and laws must ensure
real remedies to ensure development, prosperity, equity and justice for all Indians. We
should introspect if we are really doing this. Our debate must go into why it is so easy
for political and Government institutions to violate the Constitution and law with no
consequences. That initself, Sir, is a justification for us to do a review of our Constitution
and introspect. I hope Parliament and the people they represent can start this dialogue
today. I hope that we do more than make flowery speeches today and stay engaged on the
need to transform our country, polity and economy into one that leaves no one behind.

This, Sir, 1s our profound responsibility. Thank you, Sir. Jai Hind

So, T could not answer his
question. So, he tried the same words again in Urdu and my Urdu was almost zero. So, the exact
words he used were, TG 3T , U dd et 317 TE9 STHT? 1 did not have the answer, SIr.
So, my Pakistani friend asked me the same question in English, “Which is the most inclusive,

which is the most idealistic, which is the most egalitarian book written in the last 5,000 vears.”
And, he answered in Urdun S¥¥-Y- %@, the Constitution of India. Sir, through this simple

story, this pays our Constitution a great compliment.
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Today is not the day to try and be regional. I was very tempted to start by saving that
the first four names, if you look at the draft of the Constitution, Dr. Sarat Chandra Bose,
Dr. BR. Ambedkar, Shri Kiran Sankar Roy and the great lawyer Mr. Frank Anthony were

all sent to the Constituent Assembly from the State of Bengal where I come from.

Sir, the Americans have the shortest Constitution of 4,000-odd words and we have
the longest Constitution in the world with 1,11,369 words. That is a lot of words. We
were the 25th country to get a Constitution and we would have inspired another 150 after

us who have their Constitutions.

Sir, more than the words, sometimes, films tend to capture the mood even better.
Fifteen years ago, there was a very nice film made on Dr. Ambedkar. It was a biopic.
And, if you look through the credits of that film, they have a story. The screen writer of
that film on Dr. Ambedkar was Sooni Taraporevala from the minority Parsi community.
The Director of the film was a staunch Hindu from Maharashtra, Jabbar Patel. The role of
Dr. Ambedkar was played by the legendary Muslim Malayali actor, Mammooti. As 1 said,

some times, films have their own stories to tell.

Sir, before I move on to make some specific comments on the Constitution, how
we faired in the last 65 years, we would also like to recall, on behalf of the Trinamool
Congress, the tremendous contribution Dr. Ambedkar has had beyond the Constitution on
this happy occasion. For one, the Ph.D. thesis which he wrote was the basis of the Finance
Commission today. A paper he wrote is the basis for the setting up of the RBI. The book,
‘The Problem of the Rupee’, actually is an outline of the guidelines of the RBI Act. Sir,
this is a great occasion to celebrate, this is a great occasion to commemorate, but, I think,

this is a great occasion also, with celebration, for some reflection.

Sir, there were two points [ wish to leave behind here, first for reflection. Twenty
years before the Constitution, the great Mulk Raj Anand wrote a book which we read in
schools, called “The Untouchable’. Sir, in the Mulk Raj Anand’s book written in 1930s,
he tells us a story about the day in the life of Barkha. Barkha was a young man from
an untouchable caste. The generations of ancestors before him did an occupation, and
Barkha had no choice but to follow the occupation of the caste, which his ancestors did.
What did he have to do? He had to scrape the latrines of human faeces. The way this was
done was it had to be first scraped and then put on to a basket on his head and, invariably,
when he would carry the basket of faeces, some of the lumps would fall on his body. Sir,
could there be a more cursed occupation? Could there be a more worse way to condemn

for life? Sir, the injustice which Mulk Raj Anand described was made even worse because
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[ 4 aRep efrss |
the people in the community where Barkha would do his cleaning would not pay him

much money and even they would shrink from his curse.

Sir, the reason [ bring this story of Mulk Raj Anand up today is that it has been sixty-
eight years since Independence and eighty-five years since this book was written. There
are still more than one million Barkhas, one million manual scavengers in this country.
Sir, this is a reason to reflect and a reason to pause. Here, in Rajya Sabha, as we debate,

deliberate, legislate and sometimes agitate, we have perhaps a reason to contemplate.

Sir, the second reflection is on the work ethics of the Constituent Assembly. They
prepared this monumental document in two years eleven months and seven days, under
three years. How are we doing with our work ethics? Let us remember, since 1996, it has
been 19 years; see how our work ethic has been! The Women’s Reservation Bill is still
pending here for 19 vears. There are two ways of looking at it. You stand up and make a
speech and say, “Yes, we want Reservation Bill”, or you act. I think, we, in the Trinamool
Congress, have acted. We have thirty five per cent of woman Members in the .ok Sabha,
12 out of 34. T would urge more political parties, across the spectrum, not to wait for
the Women’s Reservation Bill to come but act. Sir, it is the same with the GST Bill. The
Constituent Assembly took three years to do it, but the GST has taken us three years!

Sir, let us move on to something which the Leader of the House had spoken about
and many of esteemed speakers before me have referred to the debates of the Constituent
Assembly and to the great work which they have done. Sir, I want to go one step back.
How was the Constituent Assembly formed in the first place, in July-August, 19467 [f you
go back to the British Government of India Act in 1933, the State Legislatures had their
ownrepresentations. In 1946-47, when the Constituent Assembly was formed, these were
indirectly elected from the States. And that 1s why all these great men and women who
were part of writing the Constitution, were indirectly elected Members. So ina way, they
were precursors to this Rajya Sabha. That is the very basis of this Constitution. So one
gets very disturbed and saddened that a lawyer and an eloquent speaker, like the Leader
of the House, outside the House makes statements demeaning this Rajya Sabha. And 1
quote the Leader of the House, "it 1s a serious question in the Parliamentary democracy
wherein Bill after Bill, the wisdom of a directly elected House is questioned by the
indirectly elected House." I have to tell through you, Sir, to the Leader of the House,
please do not indulge in cowboy constitutionalism. This 1s cowboy constitutionalism.
Because it does not suit you know, because your party has fewer numbers than what

you want to in the Rajya Sabha, so you go back and question the basic foundation of our
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Constitution. Sir, this is cowboy constitutionalism at its worst and this Government is
getting a reputation for indulging in cowboy constitutionalism. Sir, the second example
of cowboy constitutionalism, I want to give you. If you track the number of Ordinances
which have been passed since Independence, for every ten Bills passed under Pandit
Nehru, every ten Bills made into an Act, one was an Ordinance. You come to the 1970s
with the Janata Party, for every ten bills, 1.6 Bills was an ordinance. You come to the
UPA T and I1, for every ten Bills passed, 1.9 was an Ordinance. What the numbers say
for NDA? In the last 15 months, for every ten Bills passed, three is an Ordinance. The

message 1s clear, stop indulging in cowboy constitutionalism.

Sir, battles over history are not uncommon in healthy democracy. So when the
leader of the Communist Party of India accuses the far right of trying to worm their way
into the Constitution, perhaps, someone should first hold the mirror for him. Mr. Yechury
has spoken in detail and look for a certificate which he finally got from the President of
India in 1992 talking about the role of the Left. We all know, who read our history, what
the Left were doing in 1947; what the Communist were doing after that in 1962. But I

don’t want to indulge in rhetoric...
SHRI D. RAJA (Tamil Nadu): What were vou doing?

SHRI DEREK O® BRIEN: I will just tell you. Sir, I don’t want to indulge in
thetoric. ... (Interruptions)... 1 have a quote here from a book ‘Different Paths, One Goal-
Communists and the Quit India Struggle’; four lines from Shn E.M.S. Namboodiripad.
I quote from his book, "It is true that we did not participate in the struggle. We did
commit the serious mistake of denouncing the leaders and participants in the Quit India
Movement as agents of fascism and Japanese materialism.” This 1s one quote from no
less a Left leader than Shri Namboodiripad. So, when I hear the stories about nationalism
and the BIP trving to worm their way into the Constitution and the Freedom Movement,

everyone is qualified to talk about it, but certainly not the Communist Party of India
{Marxist).

SHRI D. RAJA: But Communists were in large numbers arrested during that period.
You should ... (Interruptions)...

SHRI DEREK O’ BRIEN: Sir, don’t tell me.. (Interruptions)... Sir, 1 only
...{Interruptions) ...

MR. CHAIRMAN: Please...(Interruptions)... Please .. (Interruptions)... He is not

conceding ... (Interruptions)...

SHRI DEREK O° BRIEN: I only quoted Shri Namboodiripad.
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SHRI TK. RANGARAJAN (Tamil Nadu): The freedom movement have three

approaches...{Interruptions)...
MR. CHAIRMAN: When your turn comes, say it. ...(Interruptions)...

SHRIT K. RANGARAIJAN: One by Gandhi, one by Subhash and third, Communist.
...(Interruptions) ...

MR. CHAIRMAN: When your turn comes, say it. ...(Interruptions)... When your

turn comes ...(Interruptions)... Please. .. (Interruptions)..

SHRI TK. RANGARAJAN: You cannot accuse us. You are not God.
...(Interruptions)... Your party is indulging in...{Interruptions)...

MR. CHAIRMAN: Please, please. .. (Interrupiions)..  Please sit down.

...(Interruptions) ... Please sit down.

SHRI T K. RANGARATAN: What are you talking? .. (Inferruptions)... It is only
history. ...(Interruptions)...

MR. CHAIRMAN: Please sit down. ... (Interruptions). ..

SHRI TK. RANGARAJAN: Many sacrifices were made by the Communist Party
for the country. ...{Interruptions)...

MR. CHAIRMAN: Please sit down. ...(Interruptions)... Continue.

SHRI RAVI SHANKAR PRASAD: Sir, there 1s a need for tolerance.

...(Interruptions) ... There 1s a need for tolerance.

THE LEADER OF THE HOUSE (SHRI ARUN JAITLEY): Sir, since the hon.
Member named me, let me clarify what vou referred to, Shri Derek, as ‘cowboy
constitutionalism’. In bicameral-House based democracies, it 15 a debate all over the
world. Britain started this debate in 1885, which continued till 1946. For the last two
decades, Italy had this debate which has culminated in a decision last month. And,
therefore, in a bi-cameral system, the relationship between two Houses is a constitutional

1ssue, not a cowboy issue.
MR. CHAIRMAN: Thank you. Yes, you continue.

SHRI DEREK O’BRIEN: Sir, I thought, on this happy occasion, when I have used
the term, it would be taken in the spirit, but the debate shall continue. And T am glad [ said

something strong enough to...
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SHRI ARUN JAITLEY: It is a debate, not a quiz.

SHRI DEREK O’BRIEN: Sir, for smart one-liners and tweeters, debates are not

used...
MR. CHAIRMAN: Above the belt, please.

SHRI DEREK O'BRIEN: For a serious debate in Parliament, Sir, we have done

some serious research. This is not a quiz, Sir. This is a debate, I agree.

Sir, now that we have done with the Communists; and I am only talking about the

history. So, I am only quoting published work.

SHRI TAPAN KUMAR SEN (West Bengal): There are many brands of history;, your
brand of history; their brand of history. There are many brands of history nowadays.

MR. CHAIRMAN: Please do not do it.

SHRI DEREK O’BRIEN: I am only quoting ideologues, and I wish to do the same

thing now.
SHRI TAPAN KUMAR SEN: You have quoted it; no problem.

SHRI DEREK O’BRIEN: Obviously there 1s a problem because you are getting
upset. But it 1s okay.

SHRI TAPAN KUMAR SEN: There is no question of getting upset.
...{Interruptions) ...

MR. CHAIRMAN: Please sit down.

SHRI TAPAN KUMAR SEN: In Indian politics who dared to have that kind of

courage even to admit a mistake. Have vou seen it in writing?
MR. CHATRMAN: Please sit down.

SHRI TAPAN KUMAR SEN: Have you ever seen it in any politician? Why are you
talking of this?

MR. CHATRMAN: Please. Mr. O’Brien, please continue.

SHRI TAPAN KUMAR SEN: Please count how many of them were in jails
throughout their lives.

MR. CHAIRMAN: Precious time is being lost. Please continue.
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SHRI DEREK O’BRIEN: No, Sir. It is okay. Sometimes this surround sound is
slightly distracting, but it is nice.

Sir, in 1948, the Constituent Assembly was formed and the drafting began, as we
read in the history books, most of the drafting was done from 1948 to 1949, and the
famous speech was made by Dr. Ambedkar in November, 1949. So, 1948 and 1949, these
23-24 months were very important for the drafting. Sir, on the 30th of January, 1948, a
sad incident, a tragic incident occurred; one, which Pandit Nehru said, “The light has gone

out of our lives’.

Sir, a few weeks after that incident, the then Home Minister of India, Vallabhbhai
Patel took a decision. What was his decision? He banned the RSS. This is very interesting,
So, even though the Communists had someone on the Drafting Committee, making a few
points or what, I do not know, but the RSS was banned in 1948-49. Sir, I have a quote
here. Today 1s a great occasion where we need to find out what 1s the ideology in place;
either we follow (a) or we follow (b) -- T will come to (b) later. I have got a quote here,
Sir. This 1s from Guru Golwalkar from ‘We, or Our Nationhood Defined’. These are five
lines, Sir, and this is the quote from the book. "The non-Hindu people in Hindustan must
either adopt the Hindu culture and language, must learn to respect and revere the Hindu
religion”. The glorfication of the Hindu nation, this 1s Guru Golwalkar. "They must stay
in the country wholly subordinated to the Hindu nation, claiming nothing, deserving no
privileges, for less any preferential treatment, not even the citizens’ right”. Sir, these
are not my words. These are Guru Golwalkar’s words. The Prime Minister is here this
afternoon to speak on this debate. This is a great and momentous occasion to either tell
us (b), ‘the Indian Constitution’ or (a) ‘this doesn’t work” because (a) and (b) cannct go
together, Sir. They cannot go together; they are miles and miles apart, Sir. That was, Sir,
in 1948-49.

Now, you come to September, 2002. Another ideologue or a modern day ideologue
doesn’t have the same stature, maybe as Guru Golwalkar. Sir, this is September, 2002. T
am not getting into the details of 2002; 1t is not a good occasion, Sir. But this is the quote.
"In India, Hindutva has more legitimacy than the Constitution", Shri S. Gurumurthy,
September, 2002.

Sir, we did not hear these voices for 10-12 years, but these voices again have come
up, and come up and come up. But there is a good news. In December, 2014, just about
300 and something days ago, Ms. Mamata Banerjee made a statement on the Constitution.
She said, I quote, "The Constitution 1s the only holy book of this great nation".  And, on
November 27th, the Prime Minister said, I quote, " The Constitution is the only holy book
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for this Government". I was hearing his campaign, I was hearing the Lok Sabha Speech.
But, Sir, this is the great time to clanfy whether ‘A’ is right or ‘B” 1s right. And, which 1s
the true holy book of this nation?

Coming to the federalism, if you look through all the one lakh eleven thousand words
of the Constitution, you cannot find the word “federalism’. Itis nowhere mentioned there.
But the 1st Article clearly savs, "India, that is, Bharat shall be a Union of States”. We
already have had so many debates on federalism. But, I would like to give one example
only. Itisa pity that bahar Mayawati is not here today because I thought of this after she
had spoken.

Now, come to the devolution of funds. Twenty-six funds have either been reduced
or their percentage between the Centre and the State has been flipped around.  And, the
Centre has stopped funding eight funds to the States. I do not want to go into a technical
accounting debate. One example is the Backward Regions Grant Fund (BRGF). That
has completely been stopped. If you look at the BRGF, who does it benefit? What are
the social categories that it benefits? In rural areas, 46 per cent Scheduled Castes and
Scheduled Tribes and 40 per cent OBCs. On the one hand, you are celebrating Dr.
Ambedkar’s birth anniversary; on the other, you are taking away the BRGF from the SCs,
STs and OBCs. In the urban areas, 47 per cent SCs and STs and 9 per cent OBCs are
benefited by this fund. So, there are so many points on federalism, the Niti Aayog, the
Planning Commission, and the Prime Minister sometimes calling up the Chief Secretary.
But let us bring this debate down to those details. Suffice to say, talk about the cooperative

federalism. But, on the ground, stick to operative federalism.
MR. CHAIRMAN: Conclude, please.

SHRI DEREK O’BRIEN: Sir, there are only two more points. If you, very quickly,
go back to the origin of the word ‘secularism’, it comes from the Latin or the Greek
language. In the Latin or the Greek ‘secufam’ basically means “that which is not church’;
‘that which is not religion’. So, seculam means anything of the world which is not church.
We have gone into a debate, the Home Minister made a statement on the Floor of the Lok
Sabha about what he thought of secularism. And, there have been countless statements
being made outside. But what was missed out that same day, the highest Law Officer of
the land, three times, when he read the Preamble or referred to Preamble in his speech on
Law Day, he did not use the word ‘secularism’. Was that a mistake? Was that the fringe?
Was that the mainstream? And, the danger here is that the *fringe” and the ‘mainstream’

are blurring.

Sir, I need another five-six minutes only.
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MR. CHAIRMAN: No, please.

SHRI DEREK O’BRIEN: Sir, there are people who have spoken for forty-five

minutes. So, please give me some more time.

I propose to please include the word “pluralism’ in the Resolution, which comes

here, because that 1s very, very important.

I have just two more points to make. The Leader of the House, very interestingly,
took me back to the History class. 1 quote, "The constitutional systems are used to
subvert the Constitution." He gave us the example of the Weimar Republic and Germany.
Step one, burn the Reichstag Parliament; step two, muzzle the media; step three, lock up
the opponents; and step four, the economic agenda. Yes, 1 know, he was alluding to the
1970s. And, some of my friends here may be queasy in their seats. But that is history.
What caused us more concern was -- when he spoke about step one, Parliament hatao;
and, step two, muzzle the media -- that this was, perhaps, a sub-conscious baby. The
subconscious plans are coming to light and, that 1s why this  Weimar Republic part of
the Constitution 1s so stuck in the head. Is this a plan? . (Interruptions).. But, thankfully,
this plan got scuttled after what happened in Bihar, and, that is why we are here, Sir. In
conclusion, Sir, as our young men and women go across the world in so many things and
make ourselves proud, we too, when we were making our Constitution, took so many
1deas from across the world -- the concepts of liberty, equality and fraterity were taken
from the French; the concept of Directive Principles was taken from the Irish; the Judicial
concepts -- some of them -- were taken from Japan; the concept of federalism was
taken from Canada and Australia, and the Soviet Union, they say, gave us the Planning
Commission. So, this is beautiful, Sir But I want to leave you with a thought. Let me
leave you with a constructive suggestion, because, otherwise, the cynicism of having this
two, three days” debate will always be there. Our constructive suggestion is for young
people between 18 and 30, so that they don’t feel that we are only coming and making
speeches and referring to our 1,13,000-words book, and we are not living the book, we

are not breathing the reality.

Sir, I conclude by making a positive suggestion. Next year, Sir, before we make our
speeches, we propose to have a CAM and this is a thought T want to leave behind with the
Government. A CAM is the Constituent Assembly Module. Set it up inDelhi. Let voung
people between the ages of 18 and 30 come there and, actually, experience this module
where they can, actually, take up issues, discuss these issues and see how legislation 1s
done. Sir, this 1s an idea we want to leave behind, because, as we say, we have to learn

from the past, experience the present, and prepare for the future. Thank vou, Sir.
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SHRIMATI SASIKALA PUSHPA (Tamil Nadu):
*Hon’ble Deputy Chairman Sir,

First of all, as a citizen of the largest democracy of the world, I would like to thank
Puratchi Thalaivi Amma who heads the third biggest regional party in India, for giving
me this opportunity to take part in this debate held on the *Constitution Day” that marks
the 125th birth anniversary of Dr. Ambedkar.

The contribution of Dr. Ambedkar, in the making of the ‘Constituion of India’
which is accepted by people belonging to different languages, religion, race, culture and

tradition is worth celebrating,

But when we analyse whether we are walking in the path of our forefathers and are

following their principles, I would like to recall,

‘On December 13, 1946 Pandit Jawaharlal Nehru moved the Historic resolution
which laid down the fundamentals and philosophies of the structure of the Constitution.
One of them was about the territories of the republic and its sovereign rights. In the light
of the above statement with regard to the territories of the republic and its sovereign

rights, are we abiding by the Constitution, in the 1ssue of Katchatheevu?

Weexchanged enclaves of Bangladesh with enclaves of Indiathrough a Constitutional

amendment. Was Katchatheevu given like that?

‘Our Hon’ble Chief Minister again and again was reiterating the Government of
India, not to treat the international Mantime Boundary ILine with Sri Lanka, as a settled
question, as the constitutionality of the 1974 and 1976 agreements was challenged, and
our prayer before the Supreme Court 1s, to declare these agreements, as null and void,
in the absence of the required mandatory Constitutional amendment. In this issue, our

Hon’ble Chief Minister personally filed a writ petition.”

Katchatheevu, which was once a territory of India was given without the consent of
Parliament. Several thousand lives, particularly of the fishermen are at stake due to the

ceding of Katchatheevu.

Our ancient kings had solved problems with neighbouring countries before the
enactment of the Constitution. A king of Sangam age by name Cheran Senguttuvan
crossed the Gangesriver, defeated his enemies and hoisted the Chera flag in the Himalayas,

brought stone from there and erected a temple for Kannagi using that stone. It is history.

King Narasimha Varman-I who ruled during AD 630-668 won the war against Sni
Lanka. King Paranthaha Cholan-I who ruled during AD 907, defeated the Sri Lankan
army and got the title “Eezham Kondan’. It is history.

King Raja Raja Chola-I received the title Mummdi Cholan' for conquering Northern
Sri Lanka and Anuradhapuram by defeating Mahinda-V of Sri Lanka. Above all, King
Rajendran-I established his rule in entire Sri Lanka after conquering the entire nation. It

1s history.

The issues with the neighbouring countries were settled easily during ancient times
when there was no Constitution. But now we are not able to solve the issues when
we have a Constitution. This shows that it is not enough to accept the Constitution. Its
provisions have to be implemented in its true sense. Our Puratchithalaivi has urged the
Centre to intervene in the issue of Tamil Nadu fishermen and to retrieve Katchatheevu. I
would like to ask the Hon’ble Minister whether he is willing to interfere in this issue.

One of the salient {eatures of our Constitution 1s Directive Principles of State Policy
(DPSP) which is enumerated in Part TV. It says, as per Article 51 (a), ‘it is the duty of
the GGovernment to bring international peace and security. What steps have the Union
Government taken to enforce this Article and to bring peace when the innocent Tamils
were being brutally killed in Sri Lanka in the name of civil war. Have we taken any action
to bring peace in Sni Lanka as per Article 51 (a)?

Not just the people of Tamil Nadu or India but the Tamils living all over the world
are asking this question to the “the largest democracy’ on this Constitution Day. A
country with a population of just 2 crores is carrying out a Genocide and a country with a
population of 130 crores is not able to bring peace there.

T would like to recall the resolution passed in the Tamil Nadu Legislative Assembly
by Puratchi Thalaivi Amma, urging the Centre to move a “strong resolution’ in the United
Nations Human Rights Council (UNHRC) for an international probe into the alleged
war crimes and genocide that were committed in the final phase of the civil war in Sn
Lanka. What is the stand of the Central Government on this issue after the resolution was
passed?

Dr. Ambedkar had mentioned about Centre-State relations. He advocated a ‘strong
Centre and independent States’. We are asking for a strong centre. Due to the strenuous
efforts of our Hon’ ble Puratchithalaivi Amma, 69 per cent reservation for Other Backward
Classes (OBCs), Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes, is being provided in the field
of education and employment in the State of Tamil Nadu. When there was a threat to this
policy, she made necessary changes in the policy and added it to the Ninth Schedule of the

Constitution to protect the policy. She gave protection to the policy of reservation.
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I am proud to mention that it is the ATADMEK Government that gave life to Articles
15(4), 15(5) and 16(4) of the Constitution and safeguarded social justice. Ttisthe ATADMEK
Government led by our Amma which strengthened social justice following the principles
of Dr. Ambedkar. Sir, when we are celebrating the birth centenary of Dr. Ambedkar, 1
would like to mention that it is the ATADMK Government led by our Amma which has

implemented his principles.

As per Article 21 of the Constitution, our Amma provided free patias (land titles)
to the Narikurava community. The Govermnment of Tamil Nadu headed by Hon’ble
Chief Minister Puratchi Thalaivi Amma is the first ever Government that provided
Animal Ambulance service as per Article 48 of the Constitution. Our Government had
built gardens for butterflies. Our Amma had sanctioned Rs.20,270 crores as financial
assistance to set up women’s self help groups to improve their standard of Living. It is a

significant achievement.

Our Puratchithalaivi Amma made Tamil Nadu the Numero Uno State in India in
Wildlife Conservation, by implementing the principles enshrined in Article 48A. Sir, as
requested by our Hon’ble Amma, all languages in the Eighth Schedule of the Constitution
has to be made the official languages of India. Tamil has to be made the Court language
in the Madras High Court.

The Government of Tamil Nadu headed by Puratchi thalaivi Amma respects,
celebrates and always acts according to the Constitution of India. I conclude my speech

SHRI JESUDASU SEELAM (Andhra Pradesh): Sir, I would like to thank vou for
giving me this opportunity. Today, we are commemorating the World AIDS Day.  So,
I appeal, through you, to the hon. Members and to the fellow citizens of this country to

make efforts to see that the ATDS is eliminated from our country. Sir, I also urge upon the
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hon. Minister to bring the AIDS Bill quickly and also to take action to see that the review
is done on the Supreme Court judgment on Article 377.

(MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN in the Chair)

Sir, coming to the topic of the day, I stand here to pay my rich tributes to Pandit
Jawaharlal Nehru, Sardar Vallabhbhai Patel, Babu Rajendra Prasad, Maulana Azad
and other Members of the Constituent Assembly, who laboricusly gave us this piece
of document which helped us throughout these vears to live in peace, tranquility and
keep the brotherhood alive. Today, especially on the year-long celebrations of 125th
Birth Anniversary of Dr. Ambedkar, I would like to state that he was a great visionary.
Much has been said about him. T don’t want to repeat the points already made like Dr.
Ambedkar’s relations with Gandhiji, contribution of the Congress Party in seeing that
Babasaheb occupied the key position of responsibility to finish the agenda and also to
discharge the duties as the Union Minister. 1 don’t want to repeat what has already been
said. Twould like, as youalso directed me, to react when my turn comes to the comments
of the Leader of the House and also of Mr. Venkaiah Naidu. 1 will do it at a little later
stage.

Sir, when I speak about the Constitution and Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar, it reminds
me of my student days and a small play led by one Dalit Poet, Mothkuri Johnson. He
portrays a small ladder. It 1s called *The Steps of a Ladder’. The four people will occupy
the four steps of a ladder. The top would be a person with a sacred thread and a tilak.
The second step is occupied by a man with a sword. The third step is occupied by a man
with a balance in his hands, and, the fourth step is occupied by a man with an agricultural
implement in his hands. To the one who is carrying that ladder -- he carries it on his
shoulders -- the commentator asks, ‘“who are you?’. He says, ‘I am outside the pale of
this four Vama system. [ am carrying these people for decades, for centuries’. Then, he
asks, “why are you looking a little disturbed’. He replies, *“for the last so many centuries,
while I was bearing this load, I had not been experiencing any discomfort because they
were static. But, of late, they have started exchanging positions. They are going up and
down. The third man is trying to go up, and, the fourth man is also being pushed. While
this movement i1s going on, I am feeling much more pressure on my shoulders”. Then,
he asks, ‘what do you want’? He replies, “Sir, [ also want to go and occupy one of those
steps’. He asks, ‘how do you do’? He said, “my name is Bharat, [ am the son of Bharat
Mata’. Then, the commentator asked, ‘what is the problem now’. Then, he says, “if you
don’t find a way, I will not bear this load for any long, I will throw it down’. Then, Bharat
Mata comes with Ambedkar’s Constitution to solve the problem of equality.
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[Shri Jesudasu Seelam |

Sir, many 1issues have been mentioned here. Yesterday, Pumiaji also talked very
passionately about equality. T would like to mention it again. Dr. Ambedkar has very
rightly done a beautiful thing. If you loock at the editing of the Constitution, first 51
Articles are about the people, the citizens, the States, the Centre, the Fundamental Rights,
the Directive Principles of State Policy, and, then, comes the President. That is why, it
15 “We, the People of India’. It is ‘the people’ who have been given prime position while

framing the Constitution. The people are the centerpiece of the Constitution.

Sir, there are cardinal areas, that 1s, democracy, secularism, equalty, liberty and
justice. All these are there but equality is the core idea of Dr. Ambedkar. On December
22nd, 1952, in Pune, he said, "Democracy is a form and method of Government whereby
revolutionary changes in the economic and social life of the people are brought about
without bloodshed." Tt 1s his idea. He spoke about the social endosmosis. He said, the
changes are a dynamic process. Similarly, he spoke about the contradictions. So many
people have quoted it. I do not want to repeat the contradiction regarding the political
equality and the social and economic equality. How long will you take to remove this
contradiction? It is full of contradictions. We are not saying that contradictions are not
there now. There are contradictions. [ would like to mention what the Leader of the
House said the other day where he asked, ‘Had Ambedkar proposed it, what would have
we done?" He was talking very vehemently on the Hindu Code Bill, I mean, the Uniform
Civil Code. He picked up one point. Dr. Ambedkar definitely said that this could not
be done by force. He told the Constituent Assembly that it would be mad to introduce
it by provoking Muslims or Christians, etc. [ personally do not understand as to why
religion should be given vast expansive jurisdiction so as to cover the whole of life, and,
to prevent the legislature from encroaching upon this field. After all, what are we having
this hiberty for? We are having this liberty in order to reform our social system, which 1s
so full of inequities, so full of inequalities, discrimination and other things, which conflict

with our Fundamental Rights.

Sir, ultimately, he tells that the sovereignty of scriptures of all religions must come
to an end, if you want to have a united, integrated modern India. Itis a very, very thought-
provoking statement which was made by him. He was a visionary. In 1955, he predicted,
while inaugurating a book on linguistic States, that Bihar would be bifurcated, that
Madhya Pradesh would be bifurcated. It happened after so many years. He also said, the
other day Mr. Venkaiah Naidu was telling about the regional imbalances, that Hyderabad
should be the second capital of India because of its strategic location. So many Defence

undertakings are there. Subsequently, it has expanded. He wanted that. Mr. Venkaiah
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Naidu was saying about the regional imbalances. Everybody wants to back the backward
category. Then, he also mentioned about the “Special Category’ status. When I wanted
to intervene, you directed me to explain my point when my turn comes. So, [ want to
ask Mr. Venkaiah Naidu, is it not that in this House every political party was present on
that day and is it not the commitment of every political party to make a pre-condition of
giving a “Special Category’ status to Andhra Pradesh which was deprived of the resources,
which had to shift the entire machinery to a new place? It would have to make a new
beginning 1n all respects. Tt would have to attract investments for starting industries. Tt
was this consensus that made the then Prime Minister to make that announcement among
other things. Sir, it is not important which party the Prime Minister belongs to. It is an
institution. It is a Government assurance. That day, none of the political parties raised
any objections. Now, how come there are alibis? There is some explanation to divert
the attention saying that there are demands from other States. Sir, those other States
were not bifurcated. He also said that it is not meeting the criteria. Sir, it is not because
it is meeting the criteria. The ‘Special Category’ status was announced to compensate
the irreversible loss the Andhra Pradesh State Government 1s going to experience, both
financial and otherwise. Also, Sir, some people say that it was not a part of the Act. Sir,
it 1s again ridiculous. The eleven States which are enmjoying this ‘Special Category” status
do not have that status because of any Act; it was because of an Executive Order, Sir. The
decision of the 20th February was followed up by the Cabinet meeting. On 1st March, it
was decided that the “Special Category” status should be accorded to Andhra Pradesh, and
it was sent to the Planning Commission. It is now the Planning Commission... (7ime bell

rings). Sir, [ request you not to press the bell. It will distort my attention.

SHRI JESUDASU SEELAM: Sir, I only want to say that the entire purpose is
either to have a commitment for achieving the ideals of equality. Sir, we have a lot many
legislations — the Prevention of Atrocities Act before the House; the Reservation Act,
i.e., codification of Executive orders. This is because every court is just interpreting
the way which is not beneficial or which is detrimental to the interest of the weaker
sections - the SCs/STs and OBCs. For mnstance, the Executive also, whenever there is
a favourable direction, seeks appeal. When there is an adverse decision, without any
delay they implement it. This Reservation Act was passed by the Rajya Sabha and then,
the Lok Sabha got dissolved. It has to be taken up again. Then, there is a Clause in the
Reservation Act — reservation promotion. You know, because of the Nagaraj case there
are three critenia: the backwardness, the inadequacy and the efficiency. Sir, for that also,
amendment was there. The Rajya Sabha passed that. It was pending in the Lok Sabha.
But Lok Sabha got dissolved. That also needs to be taken up. The SCP TSP legislation,
which 1s very vital to meet the gap between the developmental indices of the general
community and the weaker sections, needs to be legitimized. It needs to be enacted. Sir,
the 93rd Constitutional Amendment has been made to insert Clause 5 in Article 15 giving
reservation in private educational institutions to SCs/STs and OBCs. What happened,
partly it 1s fimished, partly it has to be implemented That Bill needs to be brought before
the House because now what is happening is, we have included — I think, Anand Sharmajn
would cover this when he speaks — higher education in the GATT, in the WTO. It has
become a saleable commodity. In the higher education, the reservation cannot be there.

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THE LEADER OF THE OPPOSITION (SHRI GHULAM NABI AZAD): Sir, it
is a very important subject. Both Mr. Chairman and Mr. Deputy Chairman were kind
enough to extend the time-limit because most of the hon. Members of Parliament {rom
all the sides, whether this side or that side or from the centre, would like to speak on it.
I am told that we have as many as fifteen hon. Members to speak on this subject. So my
submission would be this. Having discussed the subject for almost two and a half days,
why don’t we discuss it up to 4 o’clock? Let hon. Prime Minister come after lunch. It
would be appropriate if he also listens to some of the speakers. Let him also have the feel
of the House. In the beginning, when the discussion was taking place, he was here for
an hour or so. Subsequently, on the other day, he spent a lot of time in the other House.
While we are discussing a historical document in this House, it would be most appropriate
if in the presence of hon. Prime Minister each one of our Members speak from all the
sides. 1 think it will be helpful to the hon. Prime Minister and the House will also be
encouraged. So my submission would be, let the hon. Prime Minister come after lunch.

The reply of the hon. Prime Minister can be heard around 4 o’clock.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: I have no problem. In any case, to conclude the
discussion before 2 o’clock according to the list is difficult. Tt is difficult because 1 have
five more names from the category of ‘Others” which means it will take at least fifty

minutes. The Congress Party has three more names. One name is there from the CFL.
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to extend the time of the discussion until the names are disposed of.
SHRI DEREK O’BRIEN: Sir, we are also agreeing to forego the lunch-break.

SHRI TIRUCHI SIVA (Tamil Nadu): Sir, Thomas Je{ferson, the American Founding
Father, the principal author of the Declaration of Independence, and the third President
of the United States, once wrote that every Constitution naturally expires at the end of
nineteen years. This theory was further affirmed by an empirical study, which came in
the book titled “The Endurance of National Constitutions™ by three researchers. It came
to the conclusion that the average life of a national Constitution is only 17 years in the
past 200 years. That means, no constitution has touched its twentieth birthday. They say
there are some reasons for that — the degree of inclusion, adaptive mechanisms and the

specificity of the constitution.

Sir, in the light of the above fact, our Constitution has stood the test of time and
has endured for the past 66 years, which is a validation of the Constituent Assembly
when the Drafting Committee did its stupendous job. There were various committees and
sub-committees. Great efforts were put in by the members of the Constituent Assembly.
Inclusion of members from various States and various regions made the world known that
our Constituent Assembly included members from all strata and from all States. Moreover,
their contribution was immensely appreciable. The longevity and the flexibility of our
Constitution depend upon amending the Constitution, that is, article 368. We can amend
the Constitution to suit the need of the day. This Constitution, I think, has survived many
times with around 100 amendments, and our Constitution 1s still an example of one of the
best in the world. As for being detailed, the whole credit goes to Dr. Ambedkar, whose
125th birthday we are celebrating. He was the Chairman of the Drafting Committee. So
to say, in the Constituent Assembly, rather in the Drafting Committee, 7,635 amendments

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were tabled and 2,473 were moved. Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar in the year 1946, on
November 25, in his concluding speech spoke about that. Tt was very remarkable. T think
it 1s very appropriate to mention that at this moment. I quote, “Time has been consumed
a lot. Public money has been wasted and we have been discussing without any outcome™.
Dr. Ambedkar confessed this in his concluding speech and said that they compared it
with other Constitutions like the American, South African, Australian and Canadian. The
American Constitution was drafted within four months. The South African Constitution
was drafted within nine months. But, Ambedkar asked them to consider the fact that those
Constitutions were adopted as they were moved without any amendments. And it is very
strange to note that the American Constitution has got only 12 articles and 21 sections. So
also 1s the Australian Constitution. It 1s very small. The Canadian Constitution has 147,
the Australian has 128 and the South African has 153 sections. Our Constitution has got
395 articles and it originally had eight Schedules. Ambedkar goes on saying that. This
magnanimity has to be considered now. [ would come to the second part later. Now, he is
hailed across the world. His sayings and his writings are being celebrated even by Britain.
Ambedkar had that magnamimity. He shared the claim. He did not take the claim for
himself only. He shared the claim with everyone. Credit was shared. 1 think this 1s the
right time to quote him. He said, “T came into the Constituent Assembly with no greater
aspiration than to safeguard the interests of the Scheduled Castes. I had not the remotest
1dea that T would be called upon to undertake more responsible functions. There were
in the Drafting Committee men bigger, better and more competent than myself such as
my friend, Sir Alladi Krishnaswamy Iyer.” Sir, the Lok Sabha has passed a Resolution
after the discussion on the Constitution Day. I think we are also going to adopt the same
Resolution, maybe with some amendments or changes. We have given an amendment.
On behalf of our Party, myself and Ms. Kanimozhi, we have made a suggestion that the
name of Alladi Krishnaswamy Iyer should be included in that. Sir, there are many names
m the Resolution — Sardar Vallabhbhai Patel, Pandit Jawaharlal Nehru, Maulana Azad
and all. But, I was told that we cannot include so many number of names. Sir, this is the
time. We are not yet relieved of the agony we have been suffering all these days. Ever
since the freedom struggle, the South Indians have not been recognised to the extent they
should have been. Sir, we are compelled to take in that way. ... (Interruptions)... Yes, all
through the time and even from the time of freedom struggle. All the sacrifices we have
put in have not been considered at all. V.O. Chidambamath’s sacrifice during the freedom
struggle is uncomparable. His name never comes in the annals of history. 1t 1s said that the
freedom struggle started in 1857. But Veerapandia Kattabomman was hanged in the year
1799. Velanachiyar, Maruthu Pandiyar, Tippu Sultan were there. So many people have

sacrificed their lives against the British, but those names have not come. After all these
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66 years, even now when we are celebrating the Constitution Day, and we are saying that
we are the number one country in everything, this region-wise discrimination is there.
Ambedkar said, "Caste and creed discrimination 1s there." But we feel that region-wise
discrimination still continues. Otherwise, these names would not have been neglected.
What Dr. Ambedkar said, I will quote, " Sir Alladi Krishnaswami Ayyar is much better and
bigger than me. But they have chosen me as the Chairman of the Drafting Committee"
which means they have recognised him to that level. But we do not denigrate anyone. We

say that we should also be recognised. Dr. Ambedkar’s contribution was immense
SHRI MANI SHANKAR ATYAR (Nominated): I support you.

SHRI TIRUCHI SIVA: Thank you. Pattabhi Sitaramayya said about Dr. Ambedkar,
"What a steam-roller intellect he has brought to bear upon this magnificial task, irresistible,
indomitable and unconquerable.” Dr. Rajendra Prasad told the same. .. (Interruptions). ..
Kindly allow me to speak. Dr. Rajendra Prasad said, "If at all we have done anything best
in this Constituent Assembly, it is that we have elected Dr. Ambedkar as the Chairman
of the Drafting Committee. The President of the Constituent Assembly himself has
confessed that Dr. Ambedkar’s contribution was immense. Sir, he went on to the extent
of speaking in the concluding speech, what all efforts they have put in, how many people
have contributed. Shri B.N. Rau, the Constitutional Adviser to the Constituent Assembly,
and for the sake of Mr. Derek, 1 would like to say, he has also quoted, "Much greater
share of credit must go to Mr. Mukherjee, the Chief Draftsman of the Constitution. His
ability to put the most intricate proposals in the simplest and clearest legal form can rarely
be equalled, nor his capacity for hard work." . (Interruptions)... Yes, S.N. Mukheree.
Further he goes on, "The task of the Drafting Committee would have been a very difficult
one 1f this Constituent Assembly has been merely a motley crowd, a tessellated pavement
without cement, a black stone here and a white stone there, with each member or each
group was a law unto itself. There would have been nothing but chaos. This possibility
of chaos was reduced to nil by the existence of the Congress Party inside the Assembly
which brought into its proceedings a sense of order and discipline. It is because of
the discipline of the Congress Party that the Drafting Committee was able to pilot the
Constitution in the Assembly with the sure knowledge as to the fate of each article and
each amendment. The Congress Party is, therefore, entitled to all the credit for the smooth
sailing of the Draft Constitution in the Assembly." Sir, I am not eulogising the Congress
Party. Dr. Ambedkar shared that credit with each and everyone. He went on further to say,
"Party discipline, in all its rigidity would have converted this Assembly into a gathering
of yes men. Fortunately, there were rebels. They were Mr. Kamath, Dr. PS. Deshmukh,
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Mr. Sidhva, Prof. K.T. Shah and Pandit Hirdaynath Kunzru." He said, "I would not have
listened. I would not have included your suggestions. But I value your suggestions. But
for your contribution this Drafting Committee would not have accomplished its job was
magnammity of Dr. Ambedkar." Sir, Dr. Ambedkar’s analysis of great social inequalities
in our nation which has led to the exploitation and expulsion of the suppressed caste is
recognised across the world today. The new liberal policies have increased the higher
levels of inequalities. It has caused depression. It has caused frustration in the minds
of the ordinary people. The Guardian Journal which comes from T.ondon has recently
invoked the name of Dr. Ambedkar. It has quoted what Dr. Ambedkar has said, "How long
shall we continue to deny the equality in our social and economic life? "If we continue
to do so, it would be only by putting in peril our democracy." The Guardian had stated
that what Ambedkar had said in the 20th century was just as relevant for the 21st century
Britain as well. So, Britain 1s working on Ambedkar’s thoughts of those days. When
Martin Luther King-ITI, the son of Martin Luther King Jr., wanted to highlight the decline
of employment and educational opportunities to the blacks, he had invoked only Dr.
Ambedkar.

Sir, T am very proud to mention about Maoist leaders giving up viclence recently
mainly because of the impact of Dr. Ambedkar’s thoughts on their thinking. The story
was published and put on the 4l Jazeera website on December 20th, 2013. The story
had said, "The Maoist leaders are now quitting violence because of the impact of
Dr. Ambedkar’s thoughts on them." A Maoist leader makes this confession, "We realized
the blunder of not studying Ambedkar, leader of the so-called lower castes or dalits. All
this while, we had focussed only on other leaders who were away from the country. We

believe that we have much to learn from the Gandhian movement as well.”

Sir, the inequalities which he concentrated upon...(Time bell rings)... He fought

against creed and caste.

T am proud to say I am from the DMK Party. The Dravidian Movement, is today a
symbol of political organization. It has done a lot for the society. But for Peniyar, but for
Anna, but for Kalaignar, we would not have been here. Social justice 1s the core thread
of our movement. Ambedkar and Thanthai Periyar thought on the same lines. Ambedkar
said, "We have got political equality but not social equality.” And that is what Periyar
had also said, and I quote, "What do we get through religion? What do we get through
God? What have we got through Independence when we are being suppressed through
one thing or the other?" When Dr. Ambedkar had moved the Hindu Code Bill, there was
opposition. He had quoted the scriptures and asked, "When your own scriptures ask vou
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to give property rights to women, then, why do you deny it to them?" Ambedkar had said
that in his later days. In the same way, in 1929 itself, Thanthai Periyar, in a conference,
had passed a resolution that women must be given ancestral property rights. In 1989,
when our leader, Dr. Kalaignar, was the Chief Minister, he had brought forth a legislation
for giving property rights to women. Sir, we don’t pay just lip sympathy. We are, with

our blood and soul, attached to these policies.
MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Okay. Now, conclude.

SHRI TIRUCHI SIVA: Sir, I have one more thing to say. As far as federalism
1s concerned, Dr. Ambedkar had said, "The Centre cannot, on its own will, alter the
boundaries of the States” powers. The Legislative and the Executive authority cannot be

decided by law, but only by the Constitution."

Sir, the DMK Government, n 1969, had appointed a Committee under Justice
Rajamannar to go into the Centre-State relationship which had recommended an Inter-

State Council, which was implemented in 1990 again on our insistence.
MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Okay.

SHRI TIRUCHI SIVA: Sir, just one word. Ambedkar never resorted to
unconstitutional methods. He had said, "if there was anything done against law, anything
against jurisprudence, anything against human rights, then, I am against it. Abandon the

grammar of anarchy.”" ... (Time bell rings) ... Sir, just one minute, please.

SHRI A, NAVANEETHAKRISHNAN (Tamil Nadu): Even our Chief Minister,
Puratchi Thalaivi Amma, had said. .. (Interruptions)

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Why are you interrupting? ... (Inferruptions). ..
SHRI TIRUCHI SI'VA: Sir, kindly allow me a minute, [ would conclude.

He said, "Abandon the grammar of anarchy." His slogan was ‘Educate, organize
and agitate’. He was a staunch believer of democracy. He said, "Never resort to
unconstitutional methods. Believe in parliamentary democracy." And he had also said

that there were caste and creed once. Hereafter, the political parties will take it up.
Sir, I want to conclude by quoting just one thing. (Time bell rings)
MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Okay, please conclude.

SHRI TIRUCHI SI'VA: Sir, this is very, very important.
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MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: No, no. Your time is over.
SHRI TIRUCHI SI'VA: Sir, just one moment please.
MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: No, no, please.

SHRI TIRUCHI SIVA: Dr. Ambedkar had said, "In addition to our old enemies
in the form of caste and creed, we are going to have political parties with diverse and
opposing political creeds. Will Indians place their country above their creed or will they
place creed above the country?” He then called upon Indians to defend our Independence
with the last. ..

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Please conclude.

SHRITIRUCHI SIVA: Sir, Dr. Ambedkarrequested Indians to resort to constitutional

methods for achieving economic and social goals™®.
This 1s what Subramanya Bharatiar said.

We have got so many languages but our faces and thoughts are one. 1 would make
arequest to all the political parties. Let usresolve and take the vow on this day, when we
are celebrating Constitution Day, that we would place the country above evervthing else.

Thank vou very much.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: All right. Okay, thank you. Now, Shri Anand Sharma.
Shri Anand Sharma is not speaking now. Then, Shri D. Raja.

SHRI D. RAJA: Sir, thank you.
MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Now, please silence. Order, order.

SHRI D. RAJA: Sir, history has been witnessing many twists and turns. Aman who
burned down Manusmriti emerged as the prime architect of Indian Constitution with the
tremendous contributions made by a galaxy of leaders in the Constituent Assembly--it is
Dr. Ambedkar.

Sir, today, those who demanded a ban on the book by Dr. Ambedkar “The Riddles of
Rama and Krishna”, those who agitated against the naming of the Marathwada University
after Dr. Ambedkar, those who appointed a commission even without a formal resolution
of the Parliament to review the Constitution, those who passed a resolution in their

party in favour of Presidential form of Government are affirming their commitment to
Constitution and to Dr. Ambedkar.

*English translation of the original speech delivered in Tamil.
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Sir, when [ pay tributes to Dr. Ambedkar, I must quote what the former President of
India, the former Vice-President of India, the former Chairman of Rajya Sabha, Shri K.R.
Narayanan, has said. Shri K.R. Narayanan has called Dr. Ambedkar a compassionate
rebel. That is what he said. When I think of compassion, I understand why Dr. Ambedkar
went to Buddhism. Dr. Ambedkar accepted Buddhism because it was a compassionate
way of living. [ agree with Shri Arun Jaitley when he said, ‘India is not a theocracy, India
is a democracy.” Dr. Ambedkar said “the Government is of the people, by the people, for
the people, but the Government should be with malaise towards none but charity for all.”
Dr. Ambedkar was referring to United States and, today, we discuss the contributions

made by many leaders in shaping modern India.

Again, 1 take the words of Shri K.R. Narayanan. Shri K.R. Narayanan said, “If
Mahatma Gandhi gave moral and mass dimension to the freedom struggle, Shri Jawaharlal
Nehru gave an economic and socialist dimension and Dr. Ambedkar gave a challenging

social and democratic vision.”

Sir, when 1 say this, Dr. Ambedkar did not succumb to pressures of the situation
which prevailed during the making of our Constitution. Dr. Ambedkar was very firm.
India should emerge as a Democratic Republic. India should not adopt Presidential form
of Government. Even when the question was posed, whether the Government should
remain a stable Government or responsible Government, Dr. Ambedkar was very clear
that the Government of the day, any Government, should be a responsible Government
rather than a stable Government. That 1s what Dr. Ambedkar said. Sir, Dr. Ambedkar
went to the Constituent Assembly. Dr. Ambedkar himself stated why he went to the
Constituent Assembly. Dr. Ambedkar was very clear. He went to the Constituent
Assembly to protect the interests of the Scheduled Castes. He said, "I came into the
Constituent Assembly with no greater aspiration than to safeguard the interests of the
Scheduled Castes." This is what Dr. Ambedkar said. Now I am very happy that many
people, particularly from the Government side, say, "Nation 1s our religion, Constitution
is the holy book, modern nation, etc.” What do we understand by ‘nation’? I would like
to say this in my own words, which I leamt from Thiruvalluvar: A nation 1s one which 1s
free from hunger; a nation is one which is free from illness; a nation is one which has no
enemies. That is the ideal nation. People are equal. Sir, you were bomn from the womb
of your mother. Iwas born from the womb of my mother, and everyone is born from the
womb of his respective mother. But how come in the name of a holy book, it is claimed
that one section of people is bomn from the head of Almighty; one section 1s bomn from the
shoulder of Almighty; one section 1s bom from the thighs and one section is born from

the feet? The Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes do not find themselves within the
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framework of this human habitation. They are outcastes; they are untouchables! It is
claimed in the name of a holy book, Manusmriti. But what does Dr. Ambedkar say?
This is exactly what I want to understand from the House. What do we know about
India as a nation? What 1s our definition of ‘nation’? Dr. Ambedkar says, "I remember
the days when politically minded Indians resented the expression ‘the people of India’,
they preferred the expression ‘the Indian nation’. 1 am of the opinion that in believing
that we are a nation, we are cherishing a great delusion." Mr. Ravi Shankar Prasad, this
is what Dr. Ambedkar says.  He further says, "How can people divided into several
thousands of castes be a nation? The sooner we realize that we are not as yet a nation in

the social and psychological sense of the world, the better for us." Yes, the Himalayas
is the part of India; the Indian ocean touches and kisses India at the south. There is the
Bay of Bengal, the Arabian Sea, the Ganga, the Yamuna, the Godavari, the Krishna and
the Cauvery. Yes, we are proud and we are happy. But this alone 1s not India. India 1s
people. How do we treat our people? How are the Scheduled Caste and Scheduled Tribe
people treated in this country? 1 want social justice in the name of Dr. Ambedkar. Sir,
a youth living somewhere in Shirdi, was having an Ambedkar tone in his mobile phone.
Mr. Ravi Shankar Prasad, you are Minister of Telecom. That young boy, who was having
an Ambedkar tone in his mobile phone, was lynched to death. What is this nation? What
civilization are we talking about? Dalit children are burnt alive! Can we call this a
civilized nation? Can we call ours a civilized society? I am demanding justice on the floor
of the House. Dr. Ambedkar went to the Constituent Assembly in order to protect the
interest of the Scheduled Castes. Are we protecting the interests of the Scheduled Castes?
Sir, there was a big debate whether Dr. Ambedkar used the word ‘secular” and the word
‘socialist’. Sir, I am telling you, my friend Tulsi explained how the word “secular” or the
concept of “secularism’ was understood Now, I am coming to the word ‘socialist’. Sir, Dr.
Ambedkar was a great economist. Because he happened to be a great economist, he had
great appreciation for another great economist, whose name 1s Karl Marx. Dr. Ambedkar
says and I am quoting, "I was a professor of Economics. [ have spent a great deal of ime
in studying Karl Marx, Communism and all that Having read both about Buddha and
Karl Marx, I am being interested with the ideologies of both Buddha and Karl Marx and a
comparison between them just forces itself on me,". If Dr. Ambedkar was a Compassionate
Rebel, Dr. Ambedkar was committed to Buddhism Dr. Ambedkar strongly believed that
compassion of Buddhism can be carried forward through Communism only, through the
thoughts of Karl Marx. I am proud of it. If Dr. Ambedkar had been alive today, myself and
Dr. Ambedkar would have been fighting together in the interest of the Scheduled Castes
and the Scheduled Tribes. As a Communist, I am declaring this. If Dr. Ambedkar had
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been here, he would not have supported them, the Hindu Raj, the way it 1s being talked
about. Dr. Ambedkar was very clear. Dr. Ambedkar said, "If Hindu Raj does become
a fact, it will, no doubt, be the greatest calamity for this country." He said, "greatest
calamity." I am quoting Dr. Ambedkar only. Dr. Ambedkar took the names of everybody.
Dr. Ambedkar took the name of Hindu Maha Sabha. At that point of time, Dr. Ambedkar
said, "The Hindu Maha Sabha plan is no way to unity. On the contrary, it is sure block
to progress. The slogan of Hindu Maha Sabha’s President, Hindustan for Hindus is not
merely arrogant”, Dr. Ambedkar says, "is not merely arrogant but is an arrant nonsense."
This was said by Dr. Ambedkar Now, people talk of Hindu Raj. It is not that Dr. Ambedkar
attacked just Hindutva or Hindu Communalists. Dr. Ambekdar attacked the Muslim
communalists also. Dr. Ambedkar warned that both Hindu communalists and Muslim
communalists are sticking to the language of Hitler or speaking the language of Hitler.
And Mr. Arun Jaitley referred to 1930’s history of Germany and my good friend, Derek,
said that this is a psycho analytical way, that a sub-conscious plan 1s coming out to the
forefront. Even I thought, when Mr. Arun Jaitely was speaking, how the Constitution was
being subverted, how the Communists were being targeted. Now you are also targeting
Communists, and I don’t mind it because anybody can criticize Communist but nobody
can question the integrity, the patriotism and the nationalism for which the Communists
sacrificed in this country. I can challenge anybody and the way the Communists fought

for the Independence of the country, and sacrificed for this country.
MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: You have to conclude.

SHRID. RAIA: Yes, Sir. [ was onthe point of Socialism. Now we do not discuss the
economic thoughts of Dr. Ambedkar. It is Dr. Ambedkar who had said about States and
minorities. | quote, for Mr. Ravi Shankar Prasad, his lines on State socialism, "By making
it into the foundation of Indian Constitution, the plan has two features, one, what proposes
State socialism in important fields of economic life and the second, special feature of the
plan is that it does not leave establishment of State socialism to the will of the Legislature
and Executive." This is what Dr. Ambedkar says.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Okay; conclude.

SHRI D. RAJA: This 1s what Dr. Ambedkar said.  Sir, finally, I am coming to a
few concrete issues. When we pay tributes to Dr. Ambedkar, when we celebrate the
Constitution Day, I am asking whether the Government is ready to follow this discussion
with concrete legislative measures. Number 1, Sir, the Congress (I) Party had deviated

from the Directive Principles of State Policy ...{Interruptions)...
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SHRI VAYALAR RAVT (Kerala): The Congress (1) Party has always protected the

Constitution. What are you saying?
MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Mr. Raja, don’t be distracted.

SHRI D. RAJA: What I am saying is how Neo-liberal Policies have been adopted
in this country. ... (Interruptions). ..

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: If you are distracted, then, vour time will be
gone. ... (Interruptions)... Please address the Chair. You have only one minute more.

...{Interruptions)... No time for this quarrel.

SHRID. RAJA: WhatI am saying is that now the time has come. The Government
will have to consider extending the policy of reservation to private sector. Sir, whatisprivate

sector? One should be very clear about what the private sector 1s. ... (Interruptions). ..

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Everybody knows the definiion. You need not
define.

SHRID. RAJA: As Shri K. R Narayanan himself said, we are not asking the private
sector to implement the policies of Socialism. They should implement the policies of
affirmative action. Private sector takes everything from the Government and from the
nationalised banks. But they do not follow a non-discriminatory recruitment policy. Now
they must abide by the law of the land. The law of the land 1s reservation for SCs and
STs. Why cannot they do it?

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: With that suggestion, you can conclude.

SHRI D. RAJA: Secondly, Sir, the atrocities against the SCs and STs are on the
increase, and the law, which is pending, needs to be passed immediately. Even reservation
in promotions will have to be accepted and passed. Dr. Ambedkar fought for gender
equality. [ don’t think it 1s only about women’s reservation, but women’s reservation is
one of the measures for which Parliament should pass the law and it should stand by the

policies and principles of Dr. Ambedkar.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Okay, a good suggestion. Now please conclude.
...{Interruptions)... With that very good suggestion, you can sit now.

SHRI D. RAJA: Sir, I come to my last point.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: You have taken seventeen minutes, double the time
allotted. ...(Interruptions)...
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SHRI D. RAJA: This is my last point.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAIN: This is the problem with Rajas. They never listen
to the people.

SHRID. RAJA: We are too late in discussing Dr. Ambedkar and the implementation
of his policies. In fact, the House of Commons, in London, discussed Ambedkar’s

principles in July, 2007...
MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Better late than never.
SHRI D. RAJA: With one quote, I am finishing.
MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: The Raja should be benevolent.

SHRID. RAJA: Evenmy other colleauge quoted The Guardian which talked about
about Dr. Ambedkar’s relevance...

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: That has already been quoted by Shri Tiruchi Siva.

SHRI D. RAJA: The edition of 13th April, 2011, contained the lines based on his

incisive thoughts. ..
MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Please sit down.

SHRI D. RAJA: 1 quote: "How long shall we continue to deny equality in our
social and economic lives? Ask Dr. Ambedkar. If we continue to deny it for long, we will
only be putting our democracy in peril. His message intended for the 20th century India

is just as relevant for the 21st century Britain."”

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: That 1s all. Now, Shri Husain Dalwai.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Now, Shri A.V. Swamy.

SHRIA. V. SWAMY (Odisha): Thank you, Mr. Deputy Chairman, Sir. After having
heard for the last few days, I am so enriched that I don’t have much to add to that, but I
enjoyed the discussion so much that I have some suggestions to make as to how to make
it more acceptable to the rural people and how they can be involved in the total outcome
of discussions like this. Sir, we have sacred Vedas in our great country, but Vedas don’t
mean books. It is a treasure house of knowledge and wisdom accumulated by our great
saints and seers over centuries for peace and welfare of humanity. The Indian Constitution
is the outcome of dedicated dialogue and discussions of two years, eleven months and
eighteen days by great patriots, leading scholars, freedom fighters and members of the
Constituent Assembly. It is a contemporary Veda and regarded as Holy Gita, Quran and

Bible of democracy.

It has stood the test of its practice over 66 years of its operation, unique in keeping
up the basic structure even with more than 96 amendments. That speaks of the strength
as a treatise of governance and upholding the values enshrined in the Preamble. It has
made untouchability illegal in the country; protected the rights and privileges of Dalits,
Tribals and Backward Classes;, largely protected women’s security and rights; abolished
Zamindari and helped land reforms. It has spread democracy and decision-making to
the grassroots level through 73rd and 74th Constitutional Amendments and strengthened
Panchayati Raj, one of the dreams of Mahatma Gandhi.

Another significant step was reducing the voting age from 21 years to 18 vears, thus

enabling millions of youth to join the electoral process.
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It is a welcome step that the hon. Prime Minister has announced observance of
November 26th for discussion on commitment to India’s Constitution as part of 125th
Birth Anniversary Celebration of its architect, Dr. B R. Ambedkar.

Sir, November 26th is a very significant day. T have my reservations, however, Sir,
on the nomenclature as "Constitution Day". It should have been declared as "Citizen’s
Day". Onthis sacred day, we, in India, broke away from the shackles of being subjects of

a foreign power to citizens of our own country.

On this day, we have collectively declared ourselves as sovereign citizens and bona
fide owners of this country. Good citizenry can be cultivated, if people understand their
roles and duties towards the country. This has clearly been stipulated in Article 51A of

the Constitution.

Sir, T hear that the teachers of schools and colleges have been instructed to read
the Preamble to the Constitution on this day. The Preamble speaks the purpose and the
intent of the Constitution and it is a living treatise concerning our lives. This does not

automatically become a pledge to practice the roles and duties towards our country.

I had requested the Prime Minister to use the strategy being followed by Build
India Group, a voluntary agency, which has been using a technique of sensitizing the
youth, which he has kindly acknowledged. I thought some of the elements of the Build
India Group will come into the celebration that we are having. This strategy consisted in
circulating a pledge in 15 languages with uniformity in content in educational institutions
across the country urging the students to give a written commitment to be good citizens,
reject violence in any form and keep the environment clean and tidy. The purpose of
writing the pledge in 15 languages, in their own mother tongue, is to make rural people

connect better to the sense of responsibility of being citizens of India.

Sir, observation of 26th November should not remain an event of celebration of
125th Birth Anniversary of the architect of the Constitution. It should be an annual event
for dedication to the principles of citizen’s commitment to the nation enshrined in Article
51(A) of the Constitution.

I submit, this is very relevant in the context of threat perception writ large on the
country, today. The health of any country primarily depends upon the quality of its citizens.
This was emphasized in 1961 when Jawaharlal Nehru constituted the Sampoomananda
Committee to promote among youth the spirit of patriotism and device methods for
fostering emotional integration. This particular strategy would be immensely helpful to

revive the great objectives of the Sampoornanada Committee.

SHRI ANIL DESAI (Maharashtra): Mr. Deputy Chairman, Sir, I thank you for
giving me this opportunity to speak on Commitment to India’s Constitution as part of
125th birth anniversary of Dr. Baba Saheb Ambedkar.

The Constituent Assembly selected Dr. Baba Saheb Ambedkar as the Chairman of
the Drafting Committee.

As a
social reformer, a role which he had played, a number of examples can be given where
Dr. Baba Saheb Ambedkar did his best.

When untouchability was at its peak in Mahrashtra, Dr. Baba Saheb Ambedkar
noticed that harijans, SCs, STs, dalits were not allowed access to the dninking water
pond. He took up the cudgel against social evils. They followed him because he was a
hero of minorities; he was a hero of dalits. The movement, which he started, went a
long way.

Now, the principles which are enshrined in our Constitution have
provided the unity in diversity. That is to be ensured by everybody, by every citizen, by
every politician, and by every political party.

With unity in diversity, we will come out not only as the largest democracy in the

world but also as the strongest democracy in the world. Thank you, Sir.

DR. BHALCHANDRA MUNGEKAR: Sir, thank you very much for giving me
an opportunity to pay my humble tribute to Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar in his 125th Birth
Anniversary Year.

Sir, Talso pay rich tribute to Mahatma Jyotirao Phule, India’s first social revolutionary,
whose 125th Death Anmversary fell on 28th November this year and whom Dr. Ambedkar
considered one of his Gurus along with Lord Buddha and Kabir.

Sir, so far as the tribute to Dr. Ambedkar is concerned, according to me, the best and
the greatest tribute came from Dr. Rajendra Prasad on 26th November, 1949 when the
draft Constitution was accepted. He said, and I quote, "We could never make a decision
which was or could be ever so right as when we put him — Dr. Ambedkar — on the Drafting
Committee and made him its Chairman. He has not only justified his selection but has
added luster to the work which he has done in spite of his indifferent health". Sir, the
purpose of celebrating the ‘Constitution Day’ or paying tribute to Dr. Ambedkar is not
Just quoting articles and the contents of the articles, as the Hon. Leader of the House
has done. Even while doing that, it shocked me that, even by mistake, he did not utter
the name of Jawaharlal Nehru once, whose "Objectives Resolution” was discussed
in six out of the eleven sessions of the Constituent Assembly and whose "Objectives
Resolution” has overshadowed the entire proceedings of the Indian Constitution. This 1s
quite understandable, because the present Ruling Party was neither a part of the India’s
Freedom struggle nor were they involved in the process of drafting the Indian Constitution.

...{Interruptions) ...
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[Dr. Bhalchandra Mungekar]

Sir, Dr. Ambedkar entered the Constituent Assembly, to begin with, with a very
limited objective, and I quote what he had said, "I came to the Constituent Assembly with
no greater aspiration than to safeguard the interests of the Scheduled Castes." He further
said, "I am grateful to the Constituent Assembly and the Drafting Committee for reposing
n me so much trust and confidence and to have chosen me as their instrument and given

me this opportunity of serving the country.”

Sir, what was Dr. Ambedkar’s idea of India? After 65 years of Independence, have
we lived up to Dr. Ambedkar’s idea of India? We must debate and discuss if we wish to
pay real tribute to the legacy of Dr. Ambedkar. Dr. Ambedkar wanted an India based on
the eternal principles of liberty, equality, fraternity and justice. He struggled throughout
his life, at all levels, in every possible way and with every instrument at his disposal,
for the annihilation of caste, caste being most wretched, unjust, inhuman, pernicious,
unethical and anti-social and anti-national in character. He described caste as a ‘monster’
in the path of social reforms, economic progress and national unity and integrity. Dr.
Ambedkar wanted millions of people belonging to the deprived sections and lower
castes, that he described as the "labouring classes”, free from caste-based discrimination,
deprivation, humiliation, exploitation and indignity. Dr. Ambedkar said, time and
again, that untouchability was worse than slavery because slavery, was a direct form of

exploitation, while untouchability was an indirect form of exploitation.

Sir, Dr. Ambedkar always sought to defend the rights of the minorities, arguing
that they were absolute. Today, they are a matter of debate. He held that creating a sense
of security in the minds of the minorities is the responsibility of the majority, in fact the
essence of democracy. He was, obviously, referring to the depressed classes and religious
minorities, particularly the Muslim community. In his famous document "States and
minorities”, he clearly outlined the methods and instruments through which the rights of

the minorities could be safeguarded.

Sir, some people from the ruling establishment are debating afresh secularism,
particularly its incorporation in the Constitution. It is a totally mistaken view. They
must understand that India is a ‘federal polity” and a “welfare state’, without specifically
mentioning them in the Constitution. But since secularism is a ‘cardinal” and ‘universal’
principle, it was rightly included in the Constitution by Shrimati Indira Gandhi, so that
nobody, in the future, could play mischief with such foundational principles of the Indian
society. Yesterday, [ was listening carefully to the speech made by Mr. M.J. Akbar. He was

describing the epistemology of secularism. But he singularly failed to mention whether in
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the midst of multiple religious faiths, one particular religious faith could become the basis
of India’s social, political and cultural governance. And, Sir, I always fail to understand
why 1s it so that of all the political parties, hundreds of orgamzations, the principle of
secularism 1s bothering only one particular political party and their representative
organizations. Nota single person, not a single organization, not asingle NGO, not a single
political scientist, not a single person among the journalists, is challenging or feeling any
problem with the principle of secularism except one specific organizational group. Sir, Dr.
Ambedkar was champion of women emancipation for which he laboriously prepared the
Hindu Code Bill. People spoke about it. But, unfortunately, it was not passed because
of the most reactionary sections of the Hindu population. The same reactionary sections
today, for political purpose, are arguing for the *“Uniform Civil Code’. T stand for one for
the passing of the Uniform Civil Code at the earliest. But the demand for Uniform Civil
Code from the vested interests is not coming for the emancipation of Mushim women or
the women belonging to minorities; it has always, after 1947, served as potent political

instrument to corner one particular minority, which I condemn.

Sir, till today, Dr. Ambedkar is the only Indian economist to earn the Ph.D. from the
Columbia University and D.Sc. from the London School of Economics for his seminal
contributions to the fields of public finance and monetary economics, respectively.
Recently I had the privilege to deliver a lecture in the Columbia University celebrating
Ambedkar’s 125 years’ legacy and [ was told by the Vice-Chancellor that Dr. Ambedkar
has been adjudged as its most brilliant scholar-student in the entire three hundred vears’

history of the Columbia University.

Dr. Ambedkar dealt with every single problem facing the modern Indian nation-
State and suggested the solutions. The solutions obviously require modifications. These
included development of agriculture, industry, multi-purpose river valley projects,
monetary and fiscal policies, labour laws, focussing on labour welfare and social security,
unemployment, linguistic States, education, population, foreign policy and so on. Sir, his
vision was surprising. On 24th August, 1954, in this very House, Dr. Ambedkar warned
that China, irrespective of the Panchsheel, will soon make an aggression against India,

and unfortunately his prophecy came true in October, 1962.

Sir, Dr. Ambedkar wanted an egalitarian, compassionate and tolerant society. He
was a patriotic and nationalist of the tallest order. But he rejected parochial, sectarian,
exclusive and cultural nationalism, let alone religious nationalism. That made him

embrace Buddhism, a way of life based on rationality and humanism.

Sir, T shall be closing very soon. I am specifically bringing to his attention, when
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[Dr. Bhalchandra Mungekar]

Hon. Prime Minister will be present in the House, that today, there are two competing
streams of nationalism in India. Those who have read ‘Bunch of Thoughts” and "We or
our Nationhood Defined" written by M.S. Golwalkar and "Hindutva" by V.D. Savarkar,
would immediately understand these two streams of nationalism. One is represented by
Mahatma Gandhi, Dr. Ambedkar, Jawaharlal Nehru, Sardar Patel, Maulana Abul Kalam
Azad, Subhash Chandra Bose and Rabindranath Tagore. The other stream of nationalism
was represented by Hedgewar, Golwalkar and Savarkar and they simply cannot co-exist;

because like ‘mixed economy’ there cannot be ‘mixed nationalism’.

Sir, now my last point, that is the central point which, I apologize to all, was
conspicuous in the entire discussion. Sir, a greater worry 1s expressed by all sections
of people over the numerous incidents of intolerance and hate during the last eight-ten
months, except those who spread hate and intolerance. The worry is expressed, not just
by Aamir Khan, but by no less a person than the Hon. President of India. Now, if all these
instances of hate and intolerance are viewed and examined n a broader political and
theoretical perspective, these are symptoms of a greater danger awaiting the nation. And

this 1s the crux of my speech.

This reminds me of fascism. Sir, it is well acknowledged that fascism, as a political
ideology, is the last development in the history of political theory. And the irony is that
it has always come through the means of parliamentary democracy. But, as Palmiro
Togliatti, a noted Italian political thinker has rightly said, "Fascism is not inevitable, nor
will it come everywhere in the same way and in the same form." Sir, Lyons has described

fascism as follows, and [ quote:

"Fascism is a form of extreme right-wing ideology that celebrates the nation or
race as an organic community transcending all other loyalties. It emphasizes the myth
of national or racial rebirth after a period of decline or obstruction. To this end, fascism
calls for a ‘spiritual revolution’ against signs of moral decay such as individualism
and materialism and seeks to purge "alien” forces and groups that threaten the organic
community. Fascism tends to celebrate the regenerative power of the violence. Often,
but not always, it promotes racial superiority doctrines, ethnic persecution and genocide."

.(Time bell rings)...

Sir, Lyons further said, and 1 quote, "Fascism rejects the liberal doctrines of
individual autonomy and rights, political pluralism, and representative government, vet
it advocates broad political participation in politics and may use parliamentary channels

in its drive to power."
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MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: It is not a discussion on fascism.

DR. BHALCHANDRA MUNGEKAR: "Its vision is new order, for which it

romanticizes the past as inspiration for national rebirth.”
MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Dr. Mungekar.

DR. BHALCHANDRA MUNGEKAR: Sir, in the next session, you deduct ten

minutes from my speech on Budget. I will take only three minutes more.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: 1 have only said that it is not a discussion on

fascism.
DR. BHALCHANDRA MUNGEKAR: Sir, I am coming to close.

Sir, while commenting on the overall features of fascism, Stephen Coker, in the

book, History of Political Thought, written in 1934, argued as follows, and I quote:

"Fascism generally becomes a nationalist, counter-revolutionary and anti-socialist
movement. Fascism attacks all democratic institutions. It leads to complete political
centralization and absolutism. The fascists, in pursuing these aims, recognize no
individual liberties as sacred and rely chiefly on the methods of moral intimidation,
physical compulsion, and official censorship and propaganda.” ... (Time bell rings)...
T am coming to close. "Both, in their illegal activities before seizing power and in
their subsequent governmental policy, they have dealt summarily and malevolently
with their opponents. Fascists have adapted their religious and educational policies
to the requirements of their system of government." Hon. HRD Minister is here.

- (Time bell rings)... Sir, | want two minutes more.
MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: No, please conclude.

DR. BHALCHANDRA MUNGEKAR: Please, Sir. 1 am very sorry. Sir, what 1s

the role of education?
MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Why are you trying to educate us on fascism?

DR. BHALCHANDRA MUNGEKAR: Sir, I would like to quote Coker. 1 am
not saying myself. 1 quote, "The fascist government uses the elementary and secondary

schools for fascist propaganda.”
MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Okay, that 1s all ight. ... (Interruptions). ..

DR. BHALCHANDRA MUNGEKAR: "This use determines the selection of

courses and textbooks and the appointment of teachers.”
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MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: That is all right.

DR. BHALCHANDRA MUNGEKAR: "The responsible spokesmen for fascist
educational policy represent the building of character as the primary object of education
and the inculcation of the national traditions, which means the Italian tradition.”

~(Time bell rings)...
MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: That’s okay.
DR. BHALCHANDRA MUNGEKAR: Now, only the last minute.
MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: No; you have taken too much time.

DR. BHALCHANDRA MUNGEKAR: Sir, I would have finished by this time.
Being a teacher, I am the most obedient! Sir, historically, if the right to dissent is the
essence of democracy, suppression of the dissent 1s the essence of fascism. If pluralism
and tolerance are the essence of democracy, homogenization and intolerance are the
hallmarks of fascism.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Okay; fine. That’s all right. ...(Interruptions)... That

is enough.

DR. BHALCHANDRA MUNGEKAR: Sir, only half-a-minute more. If non-
violence and parliamentary means are the essence of democracy, resort to violence and its
justification 1s a defining feature of fascism. ... (Time bell rings)... Sir, I need only half-a-

minute more. ...{Time Bell rings)...
MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: That’s enough. ... (Interruptions)...

SHRIMATI JAYA BACHCHAN {Uttar Pradesh): Sir, he should give opportunity
to other Members to speak ... (Inferruptions)...

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: He is not yielding. Unless he yields, I cannot...
{Interruptions). ..

DR. BHALCHANDRA MUNGEKAR: Sir, the message of my speech is loud and

clear.
MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Now, please finish.

DR. BHALCHANDRA MUNGEKAR: Only two sentences more. Sir, 1 beg to

share my concern.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Why do you give lecture on fascism? Now, sit

down.
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DR. BHALCHANDRA MUNGEKAR: Sir, I share my concern not only with
this august House, but also with all the countrymen, and particularly with Hon. Prime

Minister. 1 heard his speech in the other House.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: No; please conclude.

DR. BHALCHANDRA MUNGEKAR: 1 beg to submit that if the atmosphere of
hate, intolerance and attempt to target a specific community, which is being created by the

fringe elements, continues to remain uncontrolled,....
MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: That’s enough.

DR. BHALCHANDRA MUNGEKAR: Sir, just the last word. India will be,
unfortunately leading to the road of neo-fascism and that will be a disaster. Thank you

very much.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Mr. Ravi Shankar Prasad, your name 1is here. Would

you like to intervene now?
SHRI RAVI SHANKAR PRASAD: T have to intervene, Sir. .. (Interruptions). ..

can’t be in the last because hon. Prime Minister 1s the last speaker. That is why I asked.

Now,
Mr. T.K. Rangarajan, you have only five minutes. Now, five-minute theory is going to

SHRI T.K. RANGARATAN: Hon'ble Deputy Chairman.
MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: What? Oh, I am sorry. You are speaking in Tamil.
SHRI T.K. RANGARAIJAN: I wanted to speak in Tamil.
MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: You speak in Tamil, I have no problem.
SHRI T.K. RANGARAIJAN: 1 have already given a notice in this regard.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: All right. Let me hear your Tamil also. You speak

very well in English but let us hear your Tamil also.

SHRITK. RANGARATAN: *Sir, this is a special day. We are celebrating the 125th
Birth Anniversary of Dr. Ambedkar. We are appreciating many of his achievements. We
are praising his role in the Constituent Assembly. It 1s a relevant discussion. But, the acts
which are enacted during his time are not implemented in this country. Sir, Constitution
1 not implemented properly. I would like to point out two important matters here, due to
the paucity of time. When the Constitution of India was enacted, Colonial rule had gone
from our country. But now, when we are celebrating the 125th Birth Anniversary of Dr.
Ambedkar, Neo Colonial regime has come. Tipu Sultan had fought against Colonialism.
But now, the followers of present Government are opposing Tipu Sultan. What does it
show? It shows that if there is an opposition to the new multinational companies, the

opponents will be killed.

Sir, the present Constitution is being amended as per our convenience. The rights
of states are curtailed. India is a union of states. If you have to protect India, you have
to protect the states. If the rights of states are curtailed, there 1s no use in speaking about
the unity of India. Otherwise, there is no use in praising Dr. Ambedkar. Dalits are always
tortured. It happens in all states including Tamil Nadu. Untouchability is still practised in

many ways. One of my party member had said, *

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: No Minister has complained like that.

THE MINISTER OF HUMAN RESOURCE DEVELOPMENT (SHRIMATI
SMRITI ZUBIN IRANIY: Sir, please expunge this. .. (Interruptions)..

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Rangarajanji, no Minister has complained
like that. How can you say that? . (Inierruptions).. That 1s not fair for our country.

- (Interruptions)..

THE MINISTER OF COMMUNICATIONS AND INFORMATION
TECHNOLOGY (SHRI RAVI SHANKAR PRASAD): Sir, this is unparliamentary.
- (Interruptions)..

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: He is not a Cabinet Minister. ..(Interruptions).. No
Cabinet Minister has said like that. .. (Interruptions).. Chair has to protect not only the
Members in the House but the country also. ..{Inferruptions).. No Cabinet Minister has

ever complained like that. Therefore, I don’t want that statement to go on record.

SHRI RAVI SHANKAR PRASAD: Sir, he is a senior Member. . {Interruptions)..
He should not make such allegations. . (Interruptions).. It must go off the record.

(Interruptions)..

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: It should not go on record. ..(Interruptions).. It
will not go on record. ..(Inferruptions).. Yes, there is untouchability even now in the
country; that T accept. But to say like this .. (Tnterruptions).. 1 am expunging that sentence.
- (Interruptions)..

SHRI T K. RANGARAJAN: Now, I will take Articles 15(4) and 16(4). Article
15(4) provides for special provision for the advancement of any socially and educationally
backward classes of citizens or for the Scheduled Castes and the Scheduled Tribes. Article
16(4) also provides for the same thing to the SCs and STs and other beneficiaries also.
But let me tell, because the Minister is here, that the Seventh Pay Commission says on
January, 2014, seven lakh twenty nine thousand vacancies were there. If you fill up these
vacancies, SCs/STs will get the job, most backward community will get the job. Youare
highlighting Articles 15(4) and 16(4), but you are not giving benefits to these sections.
This is violation of the Constitution that Dr. Ambedkar formed. Second, the same Seventh

Pay Commission says that productivity and efficiency is coming down.
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[Shri TK. Rangarajan]
In the Government service, there are more than seven lakh vacancies as per Seventh
Pay Commission Report. In the Ministry of Science and Techonolgy, there are 5,000

vacancies. This 1s an ironical situation.

In the Mimistry of Science and Technology, there were 5,823 vacancies, that 1s, 47
per cent. (Time-bell rings)

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Yes, flve minutes are over.
SHRI TK. RANGARATAN: Wait, Sir.

The guideline says, restrict recruitment to one per cent of the total civilian staff
strength and with three per cent of staff retiring each year, the strength will reduce by two
per cent per annum. So, they want to achieve a reduction of 10 per cent staff strength
within five years. Will it not affect the SCs/STs? Are they doing justice? That is why we
demand... (Time-bell rings)

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Okay. Now you conclude.

SHRI TK. RANGARAJAN: That is why we demand reservation in private sector.
If you don’t allow reservation in private sector, the SCs/STs will be completely ruined.

Take the Mines and Minerals Act. It is going to affect the tribes.

I would like to quote Hon’ble Prime Minister’s speech, which was reported in the

Tamil daily Dinamani.
The Prime Minister had said -

‘India has twelve religions, one hundred and twenty two languages, one thousand
and six hundred regional dialects. Along with believers, atheists are also living in

our society. All should get justice. Harmony should prevail

But our Government gives preference to Sanskrit. I am not against Sanskrit. We do

not hate any language. But, classical language.

SHRIMATI SMRITI ZUBIN IRANI : My objection, Sir. ... (Tnterruptions)... 1 am
sitting here. I would totally reject it. Since he is speaking in Tamil, Sir, I think, for the
first time in the history of our country, Thirukkural has been celebrated across the nation
in educational institutions. ...(Interruptions)... The remark that there is a bias towards the

language, 1s uncalled for.  ...{Interruptions)...

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Okay. .. .{Inferruptions)... All right. Now, you

conclude.
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SHRI TK. RANGARATJAN: I want the Central Government to celebrate Tamil,
Telugu, Kannada, Malayalam, Oriya with Sanskrit as classical languages.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Okay, thank you That’s all rnight.
...{Interruptions) ..

SHRIMATI SMRITI ZUBIN IRANI: We started it last year itself as Matrubhasha

Divas. ...(Inferruptions). ..

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Okay, okay. That’s all. ...(Interruptions)... Now,
Shri Naresh Gujral. ... (Interruptions)... That’s all. .. (Interruptions)...  Over, over;
Shri Naresh Gujral. .. (Interruptions)... Over, over, Shri Naresh Gujral. That’s okay.
...{Interruptions)... Shri Naresh Gujral. .. (Interruptions)... You spoke for seven

minutes. ...(Interruptions)... ShriNaresh Gujral.

SHRINARESH GUIRAL (Punjab): Sir, during the last two days one has witnessed
a virtual race to usurp Dr. Ambedkar’s legacy by various political parties. Sir, his legacy
cannot be appropriated by any party or any community. Each and every Indian, who
values justice, liberty, equality and fraternity, is the inheritor of his legacy. Apart from
being a great legal luminary, Dr. Ambedkar was a visionary, a social reformer whose
monumental work continues to shape and protect the rights of our countrymen, especially,

the weak and the deprived.

Sir, I want to bring a very interesting fact to the notice of this House. In the thirties,
Dr. Ambedkar spent a few years in Punjab. He was so influenced by Sikhism and the
teachings of our Gurus that he publically announced that he was thinking of embracing
Sikhism. At that stage, in August of 1936, he sent his son, his nephew and thirteen
followers to Amritsar to work out the modalities of his conversion. The thirteen followers
immediately converted to Sikhism but the son and the nephew came back and thereafter
it is well-recorded in history how important leaders persuaded Dr. Ambedkar not to
embrace Sikhism. But, Sir, that is the reason, perhaps, why the philosophy of the holy
Granth Sahib, of equality, brotherhood, tolerance and respect for all religions, permeates
through our Constitution. Sir, when we celebrate our Constitution, we naturally salute
those freedom fighters, who sacrificed their lives, their youth, their freedom so that future
generations could breathe free. I feel fortunate to represent a community that made the
greatest sacrifices for the freedom of our country. As early as 1849, before the so-called
first war of India’s Independence n 1857, Sikh forces led by Sham Singh Attariwala
fought the Imperial forces. In fact, that was the first war of Independence. Thereafter, the
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Kuka movement organised by the Namdhari Guru Baba Ram Singhji, was the first Civil
Disobedience Movement even before Mahatma Gandhi’s Civil Disobedience Movement.
Sir, the Gurudwara Reform Movement, where the British yielded to the pressure from
Sikhs and for which even Pandit Nehru quoted arrest, was hailed as the first victory of our
freedom movement by none other than the Father of our Nation Mahatma Gandhi. Sir, the
aftermath of the Jallianwala Bagh, the struggle of the Babbar Akalis, the Gadar Movement
and the valour of the young men like Bhagat Singh, Sukhdev and Rajguru shook the very
foundations of the British empire. Mahatma Gandhi, Pandit Nehru, Subhash Chandra
Bose, Maulana Azad, Sardar Patel, Rajendra Prasad and many other freedom fighters’
commitment, sacrifices and leadership ensured the country attaining our freedom and
then our Constitution under the guidance of Babasaheb. Sir, after the independence, the
first challenge that our Constitution faced was in 1975 when emergency was imposed. All
the fundamental rights were suspended and the media was gagged. Atthat juncture, Sikhs
again stood up. All our senior leaders, mind you, were not arrested. They voluntarily
went to jail. They announced from Amritsar that every single day of emergency one
jatha of Sikhs will court arrest. And they continued to do that for nineteen months. Sir,
the House perhaps does not know that of all the political prisoners who were taken into
custody during the emergency, more than two-thirds were Sikhs and Punjabis. We are

proud of that.

Sir, 1t 1s widely known that in 1984, after the assassination of Mrs. Gandhi, how
thousands of Sikhs were massacred on the streets of Delhi and elsewhere. This genocide
was an attack on our Constitution. The Government of the day miserably failed to protect
the lives and property of a minority community. Sadly, thirty years have elapsed and yet
crimes have not found a closure. As Babasaheb Ambedkar said, rights are real only if they
are accompanied by remedies. Sir, [ sincerely hope that as we celebrate our Constitution
today, we all should take a pledge to uphold it not only in letter but also in spirit. T would
urge the Government of the day to make it possible to turn all the wrongs of the past to
rights. Give the Sikhs justice. Make sure that thousands of Sikh families, which lost their

loved ones, find a closure.

Sir, the 1980s and the 1990s saw Punjab in flames. Extremist forces, which were
encouraged by the then ruling party to checkmate the Akalis, got out of hand and wreaked
havoc in the State. More than 50,000 mmnocent lives were lost to mindless terrorism.
Punjab’s economy was shattered. It took us twenty long years to bring normaley back
to Punjab. However, Sir, it is very unfortunate that in order to gain some political

advantage, attempts are, once again, made in connivance with some fringe elements to
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again destabilise our State. Recently, Sir, attacks have been made on the holy Guru
Granth Sahib who the Sikhs consider a living Guru. This has deeply hurt the religious
sentiments of the Sikhs and those who follow Sikhism. Peace and harmony in the State

are again at stake.

Sir, I would appeal to all the political parties not to play with fire for this short-term
political gain. I end with a quote by Dr. Ambedkar.

“They cannot make history who forget history.”
Thank you, Sir.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Thank you, Mr. Gujral, for adhering to the time-
limit. Hon. Members, you may be aware of the direction of the hon. Chairman that
the names received after the commencement of the discussion will not be accepted.
That direction of the Chairman 1s already in force. However, with the permission of
the Chairman, this discussion being a special discussion, an exemption is being made.
Therefore, I am calling some names which were received after the commencement of the
discussion. But they can only take five minutes. Not a single minute more. You prepare
your speech and make it brief so that you can conclude within five mimutes. Mr. C.M.
Ramesh. ... (Interruptions)... No more names because there is no time. I am managing the
time accordingly. That’s it. Mr. CM. Ramesh is not there. Now, Prof. Mrinal Miri. You

have only five minutes.

PROF. MRINAIL MIRI (Nominated): Mr. Deputy Chairman, Sir, I am greatly
honoured and privileged to be asked to speak in this very historic debate. [ have listened
to the debate very, very carefully and I find that the debate has been extremely enthralling.
It has enhanced our understanding of both Ambedkar and the Constitution. I shall not, in
the very brief time given to me, raise historical issues about which Government did what
n pursuit of the letter and spirit of the Constitution. Such issues have been raised multiple
times and discussed during the present debate. 1 wish to make in the hittle time given to
me just two points of principle. The points may be regarded as matters arising out of the

discussion on the Constitution of India in the House so far.

The first point is about the idea of tolerance. The word “tolerance’ or ‘toleration’
15 integrally a part of the official vocabulary of the ideology of liberalism. T make a
distinction between the ideology of liberalism and what we call liberal values, which
most of us accept. For the ideology of liberalism, cultural practices that it cannot accept,
according to its own criteria, as either meaningful or reasonable, can still be tolerated; and

such tolerance will be compatible with liberalism’s intellectual and emotional rejection
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of such practices. Tolerance in this sense does not necessarily include respect and can
very well go hand in hand with total lack of respect and even inward contempt — just as
one may tolerate a person whom one dislikes intensely, or a cultural practice that one

abhors.

When in the context of the Constitution we talk of the proper attitude towards the
diversity of religions in our country, it is my view that the appropriate language for this
1 not tolerance, but ‘acceptance and respect’ — ‘acceptance of another religion’, not in
the sense of adopting it as one’s own, but as an authentic and ongoing perspective on
life and the world. ‘Acceptance and respect’ require understanding and genuine respect
can be based only on genuine understanding. Such understanding takes us much beyond
tolerance. It 1is, therefore, understanding that our country must promote and not just

tolerance.

My second related point is about our attitude towards our tribal cultures. Tribal
religions and tribal cultures are integrally, organically, connected with each other. One
without the other is empty of meaming. Tribal cultures are also autonomous centres of
meaning. They are not fossilised remnants of other more ‘evolved’ cultures and religions.
I shall just cite here a remark by perhaps the greatest philosopher of our times, Ludwig
Wittgenstein. When a pupil of his approvingly referred to the anthropologist Fraser’s view
that tribal religions are infantile, irrational or pre-rational magical practices, Wittgenstein
simply asked, "Do you think tribes are plain stupid?" A tribe’s religion and its culture are
the source of its notions of right and wrong, good and bad, reasonable and unreasonable,
just and unjust, and yes, truth and falsehood, and they are also the source that provides
answers to questions such as what 1s it to live well, what constitutes true happiness, etc.
({Time-bell rings) In other words, a tribal culture constitutes a distinct way of being wholly
human. And respect for plurality means respect for different ways of being human. And
this — so it seems to me — must make a difference to our interpretation of the idea of
propagation, as it is found in the Constitution. For instance, conversion is usually taken
to be part the meaning of propagation. But taken thus, religious conversion of tribes as
it has taken place in most cases does seem to me to violate the underlying constitutional
principle of acceptance of and respect for plurality; for conversion involves rejection and
rejection here effectively means, a rejection of an entire way of being human. Gandhiji’s

idea of fellowship of religions is extremely relevant here.

I would, therefore, strongly urge that this House devote time to a thorough debate
on this issue, particularly, insofar as it impacts on the role of education - at its different

levels in fostering the value of pluralism. Thank you.
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MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Okay, now take your seat.

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almost every part of the Constitution of India. Sir, secularism is not negation of religion.
Secularism is ultimately the triumph of education over illiteracy. It is the triumph of
knowledge over ignorance; it is the triumph of science over religion. It is so difficult
to write it in the text of the Constitution. That is why during the hated emergency also
somebody thought that this word must be put in the Preamble of the Constitution. The
Preamble of the Constitution containing a word does not change the internal contents of
the document at all; it is only an aid to construction. But secularism had already been
created in the Constitution of India, and it was only made clear that secularism was a
very, very important part of the Constitution of India. Secularism means only one thing,
It means the efficacy and superiority of education over illiteracy; it means the superiority
of reason over blind faith, and it means the supeniority of science over religion. Sir, 1
believe that Dr. Ambedkar’s greatest virtue and achievement were that he gave to India
a secular Constitution. After all make no mistake that most of our personal laws are
based on religion, but when he introduced Article 44 that India would have a uniform
civil code, some day, he was telling the nation that our ultimate object was to create
uniformity of laws and override every religious text to the contrary. Religion was to be
tolerated, but not to be encouraged. I would request everybody to read a book if you
canmanage. There is a wonderful book, which must be read; the book is called *Religion
Gone Astray’. There are three co-authors of that book. One is Pastor Don Mackenzie, the
second is Rabbi Ted Falcon and the third is Imam Jamal Rahman. All these three great
intellectuals have written one book, which I suggest should be bought and distributed to
every Member of Parliament, whether in this House or in the other House, and must be
made a compulsory textbook in every school and college in this country. This is one great

tribute which I wish to pay to Dr. Ambedkar.

The second 1s, he definitely deserved this kind of honour for the performance he
showed 1n the Constituent Assembly. That is why the Columbia University, where he
had been educated for three vears, from 1916 to 1919, invited him in 1952 again. They
invited him to go back to that University and receive from that University the honourary
degree of Doctor of Laws, and it was well known that he was invited and conferred that
great honour in recognition of the role that he performed in drafting the Constitution of

India. Sir, T will just take one more minute and conclude my speech.

Sir, one more minute to finish. It is true that he finally opted for Buddhism. He asked
his followers to go in for the religion of Buddha. But, Sir, one thing must be conceded that
Buddhism is the only religion whose prophet founded that religion only for the salvation

of humanity from pain and suffering. [ would request everybody to read one great poem,
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“The Light of Asia’ written by Sir Edwin Arnold and the last stanza of that poem 1s:
"We are the voices of the wandering wind,
Which moan for rest and rest can never find:
Lol as the wind 1s, so 1s mortal life,

Amoan, a sigh, a sob, storm, and strife".

And, Sir, with that, he told us that the purpose of all law and legislation in Parliament
is ultimately to reduce human pain and suffering and it is Dr. Ambedkar alone who stands

out as a great lighthouse of knowledge and learning for us to follow.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Thank you very much for the hon. speech. Now, Shri
Devender Goud T.

SHRI DEVENDER GOUD T. {Andhra Pradesh): Sir, I am grateful to you and it is
an honor to speak on this occasion. Sir, 1 begin with the quotation of Dr. Ambedkar, the
great son of this soul. Before presenting this Constitution to the Constitution Assembly,
he said, and I quote his words, “However good a Constitution may be, it is sure to turn out
bad if those who are called to work it happen to be a bad lot. However bad a constitution
may be, it may turn out to be good if those who are called to work it happen to be a
good lot." Sir, it all depends upon the people who implement it. If Niyyat of the people
implementing it is good, we will have an egalitarian society. So, I would like to say, let
us resolve, at least, today with one voice that we are committed to every word in the
Constitution and implement it for the socio-economic development of the country as a

whole without discrimination, fear or favour.

Based on the principal of our architecture, Babasaheb made immense contribution
to the oppressed and suppressed classes in the society, be it in the form of Fundamental
Rights or social justice or freedom of speech or reservation for SCs/STs and OBCs or
demarcation of duties and responsibilities between the State and Centre. All these are
synchronized in a way to make our country not only the largest democracy in the world

but also a vibrant one.

Sir, hon. Members have spoken on so many issues. But I confine to the social issues.
I wish to focus on social justice for which Dr. Ambedkar had fought throughout his life.

Out of 2,300 OBC communities recognized by the Government of India, 1,400
communities are in the poverty line. Being a democratic country, it is incumbent upon
every Government to see that every social group get its due share, particularly in areas

like education, economic development and also in political realms.
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The Government had started to improve the conditions of the OBCs, as per Article
340, and appointed the first OBC Commission called Kaka Kalelkar Commission in
1953. But the Commission’s recommendations were completely ignored. So many
Commissions were appointed. Again, in 1978, the Mandal Commission was appointed
after 40 years. So, what 1s the condition of the OBCs? To know the condition of the
OBCs, a Commission was appointed and the Mandal Commission, after thorough study
of the economic, socio, political and other aspects, gave about 40 recommendations. But
it is very unfortunate that out of 40 recommendations of the Commisison, only two have
been implemented and the remaining recommendations are lying the dust. This is the

state of affairs of the population which constitutes 54 per cent of India’s population,

Sir, our Constitution has laid down some pious goals to be achieved through our
Parliamentary democracy. But, sadly, even after nearly seven decades of its existence,
we could not achieve even some of the goals like poverty alleviation, equal opportunities
in education, employment, health, etc. I fail to understand as to why in spite of country’s
progress — wealth is being created and there has been six to seven per cent growth rate
in the country in the last three or four years — there 1s no distribution of wealth among
public. I feel that our economic and social policies created islands of prosperity amid
ocean of poverty, thus making rich become richer and poor becoming poorest. This 1s not
the objective of our forefathers and Constitution-makers. Sir, the best cure for all such
ills is to go back and take steps to fulfill the Directive Principles of the State Policy set
out under Article 39 (b) of the Constitution which says, "The State shall direct its policy
towards securing the ownership and control of the material resources of the community

and are so distributed as best to subserve the common good."

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Please sit down now. ...(Tnterruptions)... Nothing

else is going on record. ...(Interruptions)...

SHRI DEVENDER GOUD T. My only request to the Government is to implement
the Constitution properly.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Now, the remaining three Members will take only
three minutes each. .. (Interruptions)... If you want to speak, vou will only take three
minutes because your party has consumed much more time. Extra time has already been

consumed. Now, Shri K.N. Balagopal.

SHRI K.N. BALAGOPAL (Kerala): Sir, thank you for giving me this opportunity.
When we celebrate the 125th Birth Anniversay of the great man, Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar,
we have to look into the experiences of the Constitution and what problems have been
there while implementing it. Sir, the Constitution has not failed us. We have to engage

n self-criticisms to see why we are failing in 1t.
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Sir, while initiating the discussion here, the hon. Minister, Shri Arun Jaitley, spoke
some points about intolerance of the then Government, the Indira Gandhi Government,
in the 1970s. That was a bad experience for our country. But the present Government is
also following the same kind of intolerance, and we have to look into the experiences of
the past days. This intolerance is to be curtailed and the Government has to take steps to

stop those intolerant activities.

Sir, T would like to go into two or three points in a bullet form. One 1s the recent
discussion about Money Bills. This aspect has already been discussed here. Our
Constitution starts with the words "India, that is, Bharat, shall be the Union of States.”
While discussing about Money Bills, our hon. Finance Minister said that this House 1s
having a secondary nature, that only elected Members would decide on Money Bill, that
* thatis, the Council of States, would not have that value for passing Money Bills and he
said that he would do again the Money Bill route. This is a disrespect to the Constitution
and a disrespect to this House. This is what is happening and many Bills are coming as

Money Bills to this House. ... (Interruptions). ..

SHRI RAVI SHANKAR PRASAD: Sir, the Leader of the House never talked

about®.
MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: *is not right. ... (Interruptions)...

SHRI K.N. BALAGOPAL: He said that this House would not get the prominence
as that of the elected House. That means that this House would not get that value for
passing Money Bills.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: My point is, since you are talking about Members of

this House, I expunge the words™.
SHRI K. N. BALAGOPAL: He said, "indirect election”.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: You say “indirect’, that is correct. But *is expunged.
Since it 18 alluded to MPs, I don’t want it to be there.

SHRI K.N. BALAGOPAL: Basially, the concept of the Union or the concept of

federalism is being questioned by the present Government. That is one point.
MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: You have only one minute more.

SHRIK. N. BALAGOPAL: The second point is GST. When 1s GST coming? After

* Expunged as ordered by the Chair.
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the passing of GST, no State Finance Minister will get any power or no State Government
will charge any taxes. The inherent power of any of the State Governments in the country
will lose its right to impose tax. That 1s the second point. So, it is the Union Government

which 1s concentrating all the powers in its hands.

Another one 1s about the power of making treaties. Our Constitution — I think,
we have to critically evaluate this — fails in the aspect of making treaties with other

countries.

For borrowings, there is a provision in Articles 292 and 293 of the Constitution. These
Articles say that for borrowing by the Central Government and the State Governments,
Parliament and Assembly have to accept that amount. But, when it comes to Free Trade
Agreements, it is not necessary. We know that every country is importing. I find that
even rubber is being imported today. Rubber is coming, sugar is coming, other products
are coming, but our farmers are facing problems. So, on international treaties, we have to
look at our Constitution once again. We have to rectify it in the Constitution. These are

the three things that [ wanted to say.

SHRI ANANDA BHASKAR RAPOLU (Telangana): Respected Deputy Chairman,
with humble gratitude to you for the special gesture in permitting me to make my
observations, [ would like to mention two unfortunate aspects in the beginning that have
sensitised me much. The first one is formation of Telangana State and the abuses still
being thrown upon the then Government and the Parliament about the Parliamentary

proceedings and procedure.

The second one is judiciary striking down the National Judicial Appointment

Commission and the consequent constitutionality of our efforts in future.

With these two points, Param Pujya Babasaheb Bhimrao Ramji Ambedkar whose
49th death anmiversary will be observed on December 6. Next year it will be his 50th
death anmiversary. What did he teach us? What he leamt; he leamnt from the society
and he has given it back to us and went away. He died very early, at the age of 65. He
treated Mahatma Jyotirao Phule as his guru. He was his philosopher and guide. After
that generation, how Narayana Guru Mahatma Jyotirao Phule, Kandukuri Veeresalingam,
Hyderabad’s Bagya Reddy Varma have transformed and how their preachings have
influenced upon Bhimrao Ramji Ambedkar is history. Within the Indian Parliamentary
system in the Constituent Assembly and in the making of the Indian Constitution he was
very sensitive to acknowledge each and every quarter. But, besides that, sometimes,

some day, somebody can forget the role of Dr. Ambedkar in Indian Constitution and its
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evolution, but his contribution to the Indian society 1s the greatest one. That is what I would
like to mention. ...(7Time-bell rings)... The Chaturvama Vyavastha and the caste system,
the Karma Siddhantha, the downtrodden lowest caste has got morale and confidence with
the focus and the approach of Dr. Bhimrao Ambedkar and with that the secularisation
of religions has started. This 1s the greatest social reform in India, that occurred due to
Dr. B. R Ambedkar. We have to learn this essence in the evolution of administration.
Law 1s evolutionary, and society is dynamic. When we synthesise the dynamics into
evolutionary law, then only the administrative approaches and political process will be

helpful to the present generation. That is what is required now. Thank you.

But
mere repression is no remedy. When the promoters of the movement assert and make
people believe that they too want to resist the impending attacks of the enemy not as a

slave country but as a free one. The question 1s, how to combat this movement in Bengal?
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[Shri Anand Sharma]
The administration of the province should be carried on in such a manner that in spite of
the best efforts of the Congress, this movement will fail to take root in the province. As

one of your Ministers, I am willing to offer you my whole-hearted cooperation.”
