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MR. CHAIRMAN: Venkaiahji, please.

DISCUSSION ON COMMITMENT TO INDIA'S CONSTITUTION AS
PART OF THE 125TH BIRTH ANNIVERSARY CELEBRATION OF
DR. B.R. AMBEDKAR — Contd.*
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Chairman, Sir, thank you for giving me this opportunity, in fact, I was there in the
Lok Sabha during the debate on the Constitution, our commitment to the Constitution
and also on the 125th Birth Anmiversary of Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar Later on, 1
thought 1 should also speak in my House and 1 should put my point before all the
seniors here in the Rajya Sabha. My idea is a little different from others. As a
Parliamentary Affairs Minister, I must admit that T have taken initiative. I talked to
some of our colleagues also. The suggestion came from one of the Members from
the Opposition there about observing the Constitution Day and making it a regular
feature and, subsequently, I received some letters from some political parties including
our colleague from the CPI. (M), Shri Sitaram Yechury, about celebrating Ambedkar
Jayanti in a big way and a debate also on what Ambedkarji wanted and what 1s
happening and what 1s the affirmative action from the Government like that and he
wrote a letter also. Then, we discussed and we came to the conclusion that let us
have both together, that is, our commitment to the Constitution and then celebration
of Ambedkar Jayanti. Let us devote first, as some people suggested, one day and
then later two days and all. That is why, we are discussing it. In the Rajya Sabha,
we could not have the discussion on that day because, unfortunately, one of our hon.
Member has expired. Sir, these Articles 5, 6, 7, 8 & 9 concerning Citizenship, Article
60 concerning President of India. Articles 324, 366, 367, 379, 380, 388, 391, 392 &
393, all came into force on November, 26, 1949 itself before January 26, 1950 because
they were necessary even to proceed further Keeping that in mind, our Constitution
framers at that time have brought in all these and the remaining provisions, that is,
major part of the Constitution came into force on January 26, 1950. In between,
people had further discussions and then they have ratified it on 26th January, 1950.

And, then, we considered it as Republic Day and we are all proud to observe the

* Further discussion continued from 27th November, 2015,
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Republic Day. But that day of the commencement of the Constitution is also equally
important. Though officially they said 26th January, 1950 but 26th November, 1949
the day on which the report was submitted, is also equally important and then, today,
we are discussing both together Keeping that in mind, I have certain views m mind.
The 1idea 1s to express our gratitude and remember the works done by the Father of
the nation, Mahatma Gandhi, the Architect of modern India, Pt. Jawaharlal Nehru,
the Unifier of India, Sardar Vallabh Bhai Patel, the first Education Minister, one of
the stalwarts of India of those days, Maulanaji and the President of the Constituent
Assembly — the first President was Dr. Sinha, and subsequently Dr. Rajendra Prasad
was the President. We have to recollect the great works done by these great people,
and also visit the Constitution and remember the great contribution and the great
thoughts and the great expectations that have come from the Constitution and the
speeches 1n the Constituent Assembly. That is the purpose. Keeping that n mind, Sir,
we are focussing more on Dr. Ambedkar because of the invaluable contribution he
had made as the Chairman of the Drafting Committee of the Constituent Assembly.
We are also remembering the good contribution made by 271 odd Members who

were all responsible for bringing such value addition to the Constitution.

Sir, I am speaking as a Member, though I am a Parliamentary Affairs Minister.
My idea 1s this. What 1s there in the Constitution, I need not explain it. What has
been said by others, I have taken note of it My idea is, this is a time when we
should really remember what was the expectation of these founding fathers of the
Constitution; how far we have achieved it; how far we have travelled, what are
the grey areas, what are the shortcomings; what are the challenges before us; how
do we meet those challenges, etc. Let there be a broad consensus or let there be a
divergent opinion and let the public opinion go on moulding in its own way. That
is the purpose, according to me. That should be our contribution, rather than saying
that vour Government is responsible to this extent or this Government is responsible
to this extent or my Government is responsible to this extent and all. This debate, of
course, goes on continuously. We have Bills; we have different topics to be discussed
in the House. We can devote time to that. But this is the time to take stock of
the situation and then try to move forward. How far we have gone forward, is the
issue. Keeping that in mind, what [ am thinking is that the founding fathers of the
Constitution wanted to have respect for the constitutional institutions, constitutional
institutions means the Parliament, the Judiciary and also the other nstitutions of India.
How far have we strengthened them? Keeping the unity and integrity of our country
and 1ts democratic socialist and secular character — to what extent we have achieved
it — maintaining transparency, probity and accountability in public life, dedicating

ourselves to equality and social justice and contributing to the task of building a
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strong republic, are the expectations of the founding fathers. So, to what extent have
we achieved 1t? What are the views of Dr. Ambedkar on caste? If 1 have read him
correctly, he said, "Caste is anti-national.” What are we doing? Are we doing justice
to this? Are we not basing some of our politics on the basis of caste; some of our
politics on the basis of religion; some of the politics on the basis of region? This
is one issue which everyone has to ponder over. Secondly, Dr. Ambedkar wanted to
have uniformity of law, civil as well as criminal. After so many years of experience,
have we done justice and moved in that direction? Is there uniformity of civil law?
Are we in a position to talk about, accept and work out the modalities of common
law with regard to marriage, inhenitance, divorce and maintenance? No, so [ar we
have not been able to do it, whatever may be the reasons. I am not saying only
a particular law should prevail, the Hindu Law should prevail or this law should
prevail. I am not into that Have we made attempts to move in that direction despite
the Supreme Court saying it a number of times and in spite of the public opinion
and i spite of the fact that in a State like Goa, there is a common civil code?
Practically, there is no problem. Different communities are living in harmony there.
We also have the Shah Bano verdict of the hon. Supreme Court. What has happened
subsequently? The Parliament has amended the law. Have we done justice to it?
To what extent has it helped us? Or has it hurt us? What about gender equality?
Have we done justice to gender equality? A woman is a woman. She may be a
Hindu or a Muslim or a Christian or of some other religion, but a woman is a
woman. Is there gender equality? Have we made some attempts in that direction? If
somebody criticizes, people always criticize. Some people opposed reservation also,
at that time, saying that by reservations you are dividing Hindu society. That was
argued at that time but still our seniors, in their collective wisdom, had gone for
reservations. Then the question of sub-reservations is also an issue. The purpose of
reservation is to reach the needy, uplift the poorest of the poor, take care of the
suppressed, oppressed and depressed people. That was the purpose of reservation.

Have we done justice to that?

Then there 1s the question of AB,C.D among the Backward Classes. The debate
is going in the Dalits also about A & B. In my area, at least, I remember, people
are vehemently agitating on both sides. Some people don't want it, some people want
it. They are saying that the purpose of reservation is to help the needy. There has
to be justice to different sections of the same community because we have castes
and sub-castes also in this country. To what extent, have we moved it towards that?
The Andhra Pradesh Government has passed a law giving reservations for sub-castes
of the Scheduled castes, Mala and Madiga. Subsequently, it was followed by Shri
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N.T. Rama Rao. Then the matter went to the Supreme Court. The Supreme Court
struck 1t down saying that 'without amending the Constitution we cannot do this.'
That was the Judgment of the Supreme Court. Then the Usha Mehra Committee
has been appointed. They made certain recommendations. There 1s a debate going
on wherever vou go. All political parties have different political views. People come
and they protest and then, sometimes, they create disturbance in the meetings also
but still we are not able to take a call. With regard to women's reservation, all the
parties, on the face of it, everybody is in favour of women's reservation but it is
not happening. People should explain why it has not happened in ten years. Then
the debate will be that for ten years you have not done this. Then the others will
say, "You were there earlier during Vajpayeeji's tenure and you have not done it."
[ am not going into that today. But can we, collectively, at least, now, as a tribute
to the Founding Father, do justice? There is reservation for women in local bodies
in different parts of the country. Fifty per cent reservation is doing well in certain

areas. Now, there is a request for reservation of 33 per cent. ... (Interruptions)...
MR. CHAIRMAN: Please, please.

SHRI M. VENKAIAH NAIDU: Belore we go to Parlok Sabha, it 1s better we
do something now. 1 am not saying 'you', I am saying 'we'. So, my pont is, Sir,
let me be very frank. Let us not be hypocritical. My point is when [ discuss with
my colleagues, colleagues of all shades, they say, "You want us to sign the death
warrant for this thing'. Out of 543 in Lok Sabha, you want 33 per cent people to
go and all male benches to be vacant.” But, at the same time, you talk to lady
Members and they ask you, "How long are vou going on to talk like this" The
other day, in the All-Party meeting, friends did say to me that, at least, we have

comes, then again, they will say, Mr. Venkaiah Naidu wants to dilute the reservation
to 33 per cent. Then there is a statement. Then again, you say, "No, no;, we are for
33 per cent." Now who 1s not there for 33 per cent? Why are things not moving?

This 1s another issue.

We also have a challenge about regional disparities. There are certain regions
which are backward in the country, and certain States which are backward within
the regions which are backward. Then we have demands for creation of new States.
We created new States of Chhattisgarh, Jharkhand and Uttarakhand. Subsequently,
we created Telangana. Then, at that time also, there was a demand that a particular

region, — I, myself, standing on the other side in Rajya Sahba demanded that —
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Andhra, should be given Special Status because they are losing revenue. Subsequently,
a number of other States are also asking for Special Status. Then the next day in
Parliament, I remember, after the Bill was passed, there was a discussion and Orissa
wanted it, Bihar wanted it, West Bengal wanted it. And even Tamil Nadu, one of
the developed States, 1s also saying this. Punjab is now asking. That 1s a flair of
the season now. Every region wants to be a backward region, every caste wants to
be a backward caste and the Backward Castes want to be Most Backwards. Then,
the Most Backwards want to be included in the Scheduled Castes and some people
want to be considered as the Scheduled Tribes. This is going on. I am not trying to
find fault with them. It 1s their social aspiration. With the advent of all the maturity
that is coming up, people are asking for more. How do you reconcile that? Should

we not prepare certain guidelines?

Then, with regard to the issue of Special Status, what was the Gadgil formula?
What has been the recommendation of the Fourteenth Fmance Commission? Then,
how do you move forward? We have to evolve a broad consensus. When 1 asked,
"Why have you not put it in the law?", they said, "The Prime Minister has given
an assurance on the floor of the House." Prime Minister or ex-Prime Minister is not
the issue. An assurance has been given on the floor of the House. We suggested to
Dr. Manmohan Singh that in view of the fact that Andhra Pradesh is foregoing their
revenue because Hyderabad had been given to Telangana, and rightly so, there is a
loss of revenue, and Andhra Pradesh has to be given a certain status. Other Category
Status, like, hilly area, forest area, border area, etc., do not apply to Andhra Pradesh.
The only issue with Andhra Pradesh is that there 1s a loss of revenue. But now the
situation 1s that after the recommendations of the Fourteenth Finance Commission
and requests made by the State, easily, my friend, Shri Jairam Ramesh can say,
"No; no, you have given a commitment to Andhra Pradesh and fulfill it." That is
fine. But it is not going to end there. That is another issue. I feel, even today, --
though I am a Member but, at the national level, I am a Mimster -- that injustice
has been done to Andhra Pradesh and we have to set it right. In whatever manner
it may be, whether Special Status or Special Assistance, the Finance Mimster may
look into the matter. But the point is, unless vou are able to evolve some sort of

a broad consensus, it 1s difficult to move in that direction.

The next thing, Sir, pertains to the Common Civil Code. We see people
confusing the Common Civil Code with the Hindu Civil Code, which is not so.
Even Dr Babasaheb Ambedkar had favoured it All things, which are commonly
good in different personal laws, have to be taken out and then we have to have a

Common Civil Code. But we are yet to achieve it. That would have brought a lot
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more national integration as well, according to me. Even now, I feel, that should
be discussed threadbare, not keeping elections i mind. With regard to minority and
majority, Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar -- I don’t have that much time to quote him
elaborately -- wanted that this should be forgotten after some time, that they should
all be merged together, that the people of India, irrespective of caste, creed, sex,
religion and region, should feel that we are one nation and one people and that we
must have one law. That 1s the concept of the Founding Fathers of the Constitution.
We are not able to move towards that. We have not even made any sincere attempt.
Whatever party has been in power, that is a different matter They had been there
for fifty years and we were, earlier, there for five or six years and, now again, we
are going to be there for another five to ten vears. I do not know it but the people

will decide that. The point is, unless there is a consensus, it is difficult to move.

Now we have seen that after years of debate, Parliament, in its collective wisdom,
passed a unanimous law on the appointment of judges to the Judiciary. The Supreme
Court has struck it down. Then, there is also an argument that there is no proper
representation of the Scheduled Castes in the Judiciary and that there is no adequate
representation of the Scheduled Castes at the TAS level in the bureaucracy. This is
also an 1ssue. Without just asking for reservations, is it not necessary that there is
some alfirmative action to see to it that social justice 1s done so that these sections
also feel that they have a stake in the system? We have not done this for whatever
reasons it may be. Now we also have the Supreme Court striking it down. I am not
an expert in it. Though I have studied law, I have not practised it. We have Jaitleyji,
Ravi Sahnkar Prasadji, Shri Parasaran and other experts sitting here. It is a very, very
important issue. Nobody 1s willing to open it up. Few voices have come up, and
then, we are trying to score political points that we have drafted a bad law. We had,
collectively, discussed in the House and then we came to the conclusion. Then, the
House, in its collective wisdom, had passed it. Except one or two, nobody objected
to it. Almost all the major political parties are one with this. Nowhere have | heard
that Judges appoint themselves. 1 don't think any such system exists anywhere. But
this is the situation here today. And, if everything is fine, then, why should there be
a discussion about changing the Collegium System? So, there is an issue to which
I thought people, in these two or three days’ debate, would focuss their attention.
Then there are also regional aspirations, Sir. Some people are very comfortable. But
we come from different parts of the country. There 1s a feeling. Why not have a
Bench of the Supreme Court in the Southern part of the country? Why should the
litigant travel all the way for ordinary cases up to Delhi? What is happeming? What
1s the great Constitutional difficulty in that, T am not able to understand. 1 am not

making any commentary on the functioning of the Supreme Court of India. There
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are other seniors. Why can't we do it? After all, it is an administrative mechanism
that we are suggesting. Then, with regard to the delay in the cases, how much time
it 1s taking and how suddenly some important cases are getting priority, These are
questions, Sir, that are debatable among the ordinary people. Suddenly some cases
get priority at the top level also. But the ordinary cases, the common man's cases
are not getting priority. This is another issue which 1s agitating the minds of the
people. Keeping that in mind, we have to focus our attention on how to take care

of the regional disparities. This is the first point.

Then, we come to the Backward Area Development Fund. Every district which
is forward is also saying, 'T am also backward' and no political party is able to say,
"No, no; you are not backward' That means he will be backward among the votes
also. That is also another point. I am sorry, Mr. Chairman, Sir, you were kind enough
to permit me and Mayawatiji was kind enough to accede to my request because |
had to go to the other House. I am speaking out of my heart. Having come to this
level after 68 years of Independence you are not able to address certain issues, these
genuine concerns which are agitating the minds and which was the expectation of the

forefathers. We are not able to do that for whatever reason it is and we are trying

etc. I saw and I am happy that Shri Chidambaram, one of our intelligentsia, said
that it was wrong on our part to ban Salman Rushdie's book. Sir, there are two
things. One is, people are writing books. They should not affect the sentiments of
the people, they should not arouse social tensions. But, at the same time, vou could
have got right about the freedom of expression and freedom of speech. But there
has to be a broad consensus about how you go about it. You ban Salman Rushdie's
book, then you feel happy. Somebody bans Shivaji's book, then there is protest.
In that angle also different angles are coming, Hindu-Muslim angle, this angle or
that angle. Let there be a policy to go about with regard to banning of books or
banning of films also. Even with regard to censor also, a debate is going on. All
these things have not happened overnight, Sir. All these things have not happened
overnight after Shri Narendra Modi has become Prime Minister. These things have
been agitating; these things have been happening in different parts of the country.
[ am not trying to justify anything. Are the atrocities on dafits happening now? A
dalit’s family was burnt, Tara Chand's daughter was burnt. In which regime? I am
not getting into that. Writers were also killed in two places. Under whose regime?

That is not the issue. The issue is, there is some amount of intolerance in the society,
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in different areas. So, that has to be identified. It has to be localised, it has to be
dealt with firmly. Instead of that, we are tryving to generalise and then, in turn, it
shows India in a poor light It is not in our national interest. Keep that in mind.
After all, intolerance debate is going to take place in the House. There are other
seniors who will talk on that. T am only appealing, let us all be tolerant to each
other, tolerant towards the verdict of the people. Sir, according to me, the biggest
tolerance that has to be shown, the respect that has to be shown to the Constitution
1s, respecting the mandate of the people. 'X' has been mandated to rural Tamil Nadu.
"Y' has been mandated to rural West Bengal. Another one has been mandated to
rural Bihar. Now people of Bihar have mandated Nitish Kumarji, with the support
of Lalup, to rule Bihar We respect it. Whether we like 1t or not, that is not the
1ssue. You have no choice also. You respect in Bihar, but I don't respect in Delhi
foeet & foro v €1 faw 2 3iie e €1 e sl So, this also, according to me,
1s one ol the mmportant aspects of public life that there has to be respect for the
verdict of the people. According to me, respect other man's beliefl. 1 was President
of the BIP.

People are free. But, I may not practice it. I don't know what the system in the
North is. But, in South, people see 'Rahu Kalam' and say this is bad time and we
should not move. Then, I ask them: Suppose, if somebody says, T will give vou
T 1 crore only during that period.' Are you not going to accept it? But, at the same
time, ridiculing it, @5 IGAH T IT@HI, HEAD T, Bl 8¢ B9l AdAd @21 27 If
you don't believe, you don't follow.

get broad consensus and support from others. I have to work to bring broad consensus.

Then, there 1s a question of emoluments to the legislators. There 1s a big debate.

Sir, the Pay Commission has given its Report. So, it 1s time to evolve consensus.
I was there in Whips Conference in Visakhapatnam and also in Goa. Last year the
conference was in Goa and this year it is in Visakhapatnam wherein a suggestion has
come that instead of leaving it to the House from time to time to discuss and decide
about the salaries of MPs, there should be a mechanism. Like the Pay Commission,
depending on the inflation, price rise, etc., some mechanism has to be evolved. On
that also we are feeling shy. When we are in Government, we feel shy. When we
g0 to the opposition, we tried to be vocal That is the position. We all understand
it. So, we have to have some realistic understanding on such matters also and speak
with one voice. The other day Delhi Chiel Minister was saying, 'Venkaiahp, 1 just
moved a Bill only for ¥ 50,000 for MLA and people started criticizing me. Do you

So, keeping that all in mind, what I am trying to say is, let us try to evolve
a broad consensus. As far as the Government is concerned, it is trying to translate
the thoughts, teaching and preachings of the Constitutional framers with regard to
federal system, devolution of funds from 32 per cent to 42 per cent, social security
schemes like Jan Dhan Yojna, Jan Shree Bima Yojna, Pradhan Mantri Pension Yojna,
Atal Pension Yojna and also MUDRA into reality. You may say that Venkaiah Naidu
gave a charitable speech without saying what the Government 1s doing. That is why

to say 1s, these days, we should really ponder over where we are lacking, where
the shortcomings are, where the challenges are, how to address them, and what the
ways and means are to go about those. The Government and the Opposition must
have a dialogue and try to evolve a consensus. “Whatever 1 say, that alone should
be accepted” can’t be. In a democracy, either you have to evolve a consensus or go
by the majority point of view.

Parliament is not
functioning. That is the worry of the people. Who is responsible? That is secondary;
the people are not concerned. In the last Session, we could not have a meaningful
and fruitful discussion. In the earlier Session, we did wonders;, the Rajya Sabha also
did wonders. These are the issues that are really agitating the minds. The best way
1s to debate, discuss and decide. 1, as a Government propose; as an Opposition, if
you want to, you oppose; but you need not suppose, let the House dispose. That
should be the attitude. At the end of the day, Sir, that should be the svstem on
which the Parhamentary democracy has to function. Some of my friends are not
able to tolerate this because of whatever reasons they have. But my suggestion is,
to celebrate both — the commitment to the Constitution and the Birth Anniversary
of a great son of this great country, Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar, the real tribute 1s to

see to it that the vision is followed up.

Sir, the great man said two things. He talked about socialism. He said that the
people have a right that if at a later stage, they want to have an alternative method,
it is free for them. He said it also. See the vision. Though he had all the suffering
and insults, still, the man did not show any prejudice in the drafting. That is the
greatness of the man. He is such a great and such an intellectual man that we
should all be really proud of him.

Please explain.

SHRI M. VENKATAH NAIDU: Sir, Bills can be passed. If there 1s a will, a Bill
can go forward. If there is tolerance, then the Parliament can function. If the Parliament
functions, then in its collective wisdom, we can pass. He raised a pertinent point; I
am not trying to make it lighter The other day, I heard from Mayawatiji also, in the
earlier Session, on the affirmative action. Even on those issues of affirmative action
with regard to atrocities on Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes, with regard to
reservation in promotion which was accepted during Atal Bihari Vajpayeeji’s period
also, what happened subsequently? Is there a consensus on that? We have seen our
friends from Uttar Pradesh, Bihar and other States, the people from Other Backward

Classes also expressed certain concerns.

SHRI TAPAN KUMAR SEN (West Bengal): What about reservation in the

private sector?

SHRI M. VENKAIAH NAIDU: Let me be very frank. With regard to reservation
in promotions, certain apprehensions have been expressed. Let us understand that. Even
in women’s reservation also, certain people have brought in a point to say, “Where is

|

the reservation for the backward classes? It will be only the forward caste women!,
and all. These are the critical issues. Then, there 1s a demand for reservation i the
private sector. Is there a broad consensus on that? The Government brings Bills on
the basis of two things — one, by way of a broad consultation; two, by way of
the commitment of the Government in that direction. But simply bringing the Bills
and getting them defeated in the House, are showing to the country and giving a
message that the House is divided even on such a sensitive issue. [ don't think it

1s going to solve any problem. Ultimately .. (Interruptions)...

But what is
the permanent solution? Is it happening first time after Shri Narendra Modi became
Prime Minister? It was there earlier too — ten years of UPA, before that during the
NDA, and before that also. So some sort of a permanent solution has to be found,
otherwise, in every Session we raise it because we have to show to the people that
we are concerned about vour problems and all, and we are satisfving ourselves.

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MR DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: I think now you should conclude.
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THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE MINISTRY OF SCIENCE AND
TECHNOLOGY; AND THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE MINISTRY OF
EARTH SCIENCES (SHRI Y. 3. CHOWDARY): Thank vou very much, Mr. Deputy
Chairman, Sir.

The hon. Members of both the Houses have spoken a lot about Bharat Rama
Dr. Ambedkar, and about his contribution towards drafting the Constitution, which has
helped this nation in a great way. I could not understand one thing. This is the 125th
Birth Anniversary of the Constitution, but in the last 50-55 years we never bothered
to think about the architect of our Constitution. Now, since many hon. Members in
both the Houses have spoken a lot on this subject, T do not wish to repeat things
already said about Dr. Ambedkar. To the best of my knowledge, the founder of our
Party, Dr. N.T. Rama Rao, perfectly followed Dr. Ambedkar's philosophy, mainly
by dispensing with the Patwari and Patel systems, delegating powers at the village
level and uplifting the weaker sections of the society. Incidentally, it was during
his tenure as the National Front Chairman that Dr. Ambedkar's statue was unveiled
in the Parliament. Whether it 1s any guide, the Geeta, the Kuran, the Guru Granth
Sahib or whatever else, our country has benefited in a big way from the contribution
of Dr. Ambedkar, the architect of our Constitution. We are witness to how our
neighbouring country has been facing problems in running the country in a democratic
way, mainly because of their weak Constitution. It is because of our Constitution
that we find many great examples, like that of our great economist, Dr. Manmohan
Singh, entering this House and becoming the Prime Minister of this country for ten
years. Also, even some 'non-national' citizens could enter this House because of the
provisions in our Constitution. Because of the Constitutional provisions and a great
visionary leader like Mr Chandra Babu Naidu, even a person like me, who is not

a politician by career, could come here to witness the Parliament's functioning.

Sir, these days we hear a lot of talk about intolerance. The opposition parties
are becoming intolerant towards the Treasury Benches and the Treasury Benches are
becoming intolerant, irrespective of which party is in power, towards the opposition
parties. Children are becoming intclerant towards parents and parents are becoming
intolerant towards children. Film producers are becoming intolerant towards censorship,
and so on. I am sure this is another passing cloud. The Constitution written by Dr.

Ambedkar makes us a great nation, and so, this hysteria would also pass.

Sir, today, an average citizen, who 1s mvolved n a productive activity, 1s not
interested in anything else; he 1s interested n living happily. He is not interested in
knowing what one is eating and which religion one is practising, and so on. But,
unfortunately, that is being talked about a lot. The Constitution does not permit eating

of human beings but, unfortunately, because of all these issues, human brains are
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[Shri Y. 5. Chowdary]
being eaten away. That has to be stopped. In fact, I am not able to really forget.

You are also a witness, last year, to the way in which AP Reorganisation Bill
was passed. The Constitution never allowed or provided to give differential justice
to different States. When we have made the Republic of India, all the States are
expected to have the same justice and both the Houses, that is, Parliament, which
1s supreme, 1s expected to give justice to all the States of this country. When Uttar
Pradesh came after passing the positive Assembly resolutions, the then Government
never bothered to think of that. When Andhra Pradesh Assembly passed the dissent
resolution, for political reasons, the same Parliament House, both the Houses have
allowed. Sir, with the result, a lot of injustice also has happened. This is going
to be a permanent wound in the hearts of citizens of Andhra Pradesh. Sir, at that
point of time, it was Article 3 of the Constitution. Article 3 of the Constitution
was incorporated mainly to bring the Republic of India. Our great leader Sardar
Vallabhbhai Patel for bringing unity in the country, for bringing back the Princely
States into the Republic of India, Article 3 was incorporated and used; whereas in
the case of Andhra Pradesh only for political reasons, it was used and nobody said
that it is not correct to divide a State. Article 3 said very clearly that it has to
have the statement of purpose. But simply 272 Members of the House can make
this country divide into bits and pieces, the way they have done it to the State
of Andhra Pradesh. Nobody has said that the division is wrong. But the manner
in which they have done, 1 have no hesitation to say that it was done definitely
undemocratically by closing the Lok Sabha doors, by switching off the T.V. channels
and also finally it was passed in the din. Whatever they have allotted, whatever
they have committed mn the Bill and also the promises made on the floor of the
House, it was a condition precedent for passing the Bill by the then Government.
Just merely a change of guard cannot alter the commitments. The promises made
by the Bill should become a law, whether it is special category status or whether
it 1s a special package for industries at the end of the day. That day that Bill was
passed subject to certain commitments, certain promises made by the then hon. Prime
Minister, Dr. Manmohan Singh mainly in order to see that Andhra Pradesh also gets
proper support until they get a level-playing field with the neighbouring States. So,
[ am really unable to understand and we are not able to answer to every citizen of
Andhra Pradesh. In the same House, when the then Govermment was passing the
Bill for the purpose of political gain, they thought that they would get the benefit
which finally has not happened. So, that has proven very clearly that they have no
respect for the Member and they simply have respect for the numbers and they
bulldozed the Bill which is fundamentally against the Parliamentary principles. The
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Parliamentary Principles always mentioned that a solution has to be arrived only
by way of debates and deliberations. But, unfortunately, Sir, that has happened. So,

SHRI Y. S. CHOWDARY : He is disturbing me, Sir. ...(Interruptions)... I am
talking on behalf of every citizen of Andhra Pradesh who are all hurt very badly
because of the manner in which both the Houses have passed the Bill. Today again
we are facing the problem. This Government came 18 months back. Because of the
lacuna ...(Interruptions)... There were promises made by the then Prime Minister.

Just by the change of guard the things cannot happen like this. . .{(Imnferruptions)...
MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: What Mr. Rapolu says will not go on record.

SHRI Y. 5. CHOWDARY : Sir, the Bill was passed as a condition precedent
on the promises of the then hon Prime Minister, which has to become a law.
Then only the people will give respect. Definitely, the time has come to think and
introspect, and even the Private Members' Bills need to be respected. We have made
the Private Members' Bills just a ritual. That 1s not correct. Whichever Government

is there, they should give a serious thought to it.

Sir, irrespective of the change of guard, all the promises made on the floor of
the House, have to be made law. We should not compare with other States. Today
that 1s what 1 have to say. When the Uttar Pradesh Assembly passed a Resolution
for the division of the State, both the Houses, irrespective of parties, never respected
it. When Andhra Pradesh brought the Bill with dissent, just for political reasons --
they were pushed and bulldozed -- both the Houses have passed it. These kinds of
things we should not allow to be repeated. Every citizen of this country is looking
at these sacred places, that is, the Rajya Sabha and the Lok Sabha. It has definitely
brought a lot of bad name to our democratic system. Recently, we were talking about

cooperative federal system. What 1s the cooperative federal system?

A federal system is a federal system. It has to be done with proper benefit
to every State equally. So, upliftment means not just trying to give freebees and
special packages. It is expected to really give some sustainable growth for needy
people, whether it 1s education, healthcare, employment or agriculture, which 1s
not taking place with Government after Government even after 60 years. Both the
Houses are expected to talk about these important things for upliftment. At the same
time, because of the Constitution providing for it, so many people benefited from
reservations or otherwise. So, there is also a need for us to think of measuring the
benefits so that people, who have already got the benefit, can also join the rest of
the citizens and help more quickly. So, that is another point. We have to think with

collective wisdom and for the collective satisfaction of every citizen of this country.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Hon. Members, it 1s 1.00 p.m. Shall we sit until

he finishes and then adjourn for lunch? Okay, you please continue.

SHRI Y. 5. CHOWDARY: So, there is, definitely, a need for us to have collective
wisdom or collective satisfaction and there 1s also a need for us to interpret, as per
the time. When I entered this House for my maiden speech and [ wanted to use
1-Pad, the Treasury Benches then made a huge noise saying that [ cannot use it,
whereas, ultimately, Parliament itsell has given 1-Pad to every Member So, when
they are able to adopt such changes so easily, why are we not able to adapt the
Constitution aptly and properly as per the times? Can we think of living today
without computers and phones? Similarly, the Constitution has to be utilized very
carefully and also there is a need for us to change ourselves as per the times. So,
I sincerely urge upon all the Members, irrespective of their political parties, when
we come to this sacred place, political parties' views should not be brought here.
We have to think impartially. Thereby, 1 sincerely urge upon the Members to ensure

that such incidences are not repeated, irrespective of any political lineages.

Sir, on the occasion of the 'Constitution Day', and while celebrating the 125th
Birth Anniversary of Dr. Ambedkar, 1t 1s desirable that Parliamentarians, who enjoy
the public mandate, regardless of political lineage, not withstanding whether we are
on the Treasury side or the Opposition side, cherish the noble intentions enshrined
in the Constitution. We all must rededicate ourselves to the solemn resolve taken
while giving to ourselves this Constitution. That must be our renewed commitment,
to give a better life to one and all. To begin with, the present context warrants that
we should moderate ourselves and allow the Parliament to function and take up the
normal legislative business and perform its duties as envisaged in the Constitution.
This will be a befiting tribute to Dr. Ambedkar. Thank you very much.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: The House 1s adjourned for lunch for one hour.
The House then adjowrned for lunch at four minutes past one of the clock.

The House re-assembled after lunch at six minutes past two of the clock,
MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN in the Chair
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I am probably one of the leaders of such a camp. But, Sir, with all this, T am quite
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democracy and also to prescribe that every Government, whatever is in power, shall
strive to bring about economic democracy. The Directive Principles have a great
value, for they lay down that our ideal is economic democracy." This i1s all I am
quoting from what he said then, and these things hold as much as they were true
then, maybe, more even today, because, as [ said, of the kind of population explosion.
For our knowledge and, 1 am sure, all of us know that, in the last Lok Sabha
election witnessed, we had 84 crore registered voters. Out of those 84 crore registered
voters, Mr. Deputy Chairman, Sir, there were 14 crore voters who were of the age
of 18 and 19; first time registered. Out of those 84 crore voters, 19 crore voters
were below the age of 22; that means they had not voted in the previous Lok Sabha
elections. That means almost close to 20 per cent of India's demographics was first-
time voters in the last Lok Sabha elections. And I can tell you, whichever Government
comes or goes, we are happy, there 1s no question in democracy. We wish Narendra
Modi Government well, but the point here is -- and what I mentioned earlier -- if
such a large voung population, restless population of India cannot be given its
economic freedom and power, we are certainly going to see Governments coming
and going. What happened in Bihar or what happened in Delhi? Do not take it as
an aberration, it is a fact that people are not able to realise their true potential; they
are not getting economic freedom and this is the time they will react through the
ballot; they cannot react through the bullet. That is something which we will have
to take care of. That is why, when you talk about Government and how Governments
work, again, 1 quote Dr. Ambedkar, "While everybody recognised the necessity of
diffusion of constitutional morality for the peaceful working of the democratic
Constitution, there are two things interconnected with it which are not, unfortunately,
generally recognised.” What does he say? "One is that the form of administration
has a close connection with the form of the Constitution.” What does it mean? When
Behenyi was talking in the morning about your Ministers talking and making such
statements about the people without the sensitivities of people in mind, what does
it mean? s it not a reflection of the administration against the sprit of the Constitution?
What is the spirit of the Constitution? Would you want somebodvy to comment on
a Dalit as if somebody 1s an ammal? Would you like to comment on the killing of
people as if something has happened just by some forces which have no connections
with the religion of the person? 1 think we have to understand that. Therefore, what
he further said is, "The form of administration must be appropriate to and in the
same sense as the form of the Constitution. The other is that it is perfectly possible
to pervert the Constitution, without changing its form by merely changing the form
of the administration.” So you may have a Constitution which talks of all good
things. Of course, the Constitution is like a holy Bible, ie, the temple of our
democracy, we sit here. Evervbody has respect for the Constitution. But, the spirit
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of the Constitution is reflected through the administration. What are the things
happening in this country? Look at the series of events which have happened I am
not talking of only this Government; I am talking about since the time we have
become independent, since the time we have adopted the Constitution. Today, when
we talk, obviously, we will be referring to the incidents which have been taking
place in the last eighteen months. Therefore, the administration can’t be quiet by
simply saying, ‘These are one of the things’, ‘Somebody said it’, “We have no reason
to contradict the things’, ‘These are individual views’. There may be individual
views. But as long as they are not countered by a collective view, as long as they
are not countered by the will of the Government and the might of the Government,
those individual views will also be reflected as the Government views of the day.
Therefore, you have to take responsibility for these things. Therefore, without all
these things, you will not be able to celebrate. Actually, when we talk of celebrating
Dr. Ambedkar’s 125th Birth Anniversary and also the Constitution Day of India
because we had him as the author of the Constitution, we have to read not only
the Constitution but also the spirit with which the Constitution was written. Therefore,
Sir, T quoted it from what Dr. Ambedkar said.

I would like to say quickly, Mr. Deputy Chairman, Sir, that there are many
things which have happened over the years. It 1s not just about the tolerance in the

country and the equality or inequality which we have seen m this country.

There are so many other things which we also need to do. Even as a Parliament,
we have the right to enact the Constitution, we have the right to change the
Constitution, we have the right to discuss and debate, reform laws and we legislate.
Dr. Ambedkar had given segregation of powers to the Constitution. We have the
Judiciary, we have the Legislature. We decide so many things. In the last so many
years, we had to worry that despite the segregation of powers though well-defined,
there was something not going right. We legislate but the courts dispose. We propose
and they dispose. Why 1s this happening? Is this the right balance which we should
strike? We will have to look at where we are able to draw the right balance and
take things forward. Otherwise, Parliament will only be left in the hands of another
body to decide on what we should be legislating. 1 think, that is also not what the
spirit of the Constitution 1s. That s why we have to look at certain issues in the

larger context.

Mr. Deputy Chairman, Sir, we had many incidents in our country. I just mentioned
a few of them. I would also like to say that there is something called the intolerance
which 1s being talked every day. Nobody would like to see intolerance in our country.

But we talked about it as a lip service. | want to give you an example of what
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should happen. In Marathwada, in Maharashtra, there is a university in Aurangabad,
the Marathwada University. The first college in that University set up by Dr.
Babasaheb Ambedkar. One of our esteemed Members is from that area. The Senate
of that University decided to name that University as Dr. BR. Ambedkar University.

AN HON. MEMBER: No, that was proposed by the Senate.

SHRI PRAFUL PATEL: Then there was a big agitation for and against saving,
“Why should the name be there?” Several leaders including our Mr. Athawale, who
is not present here now, took part, there was a big dalit movement in Maharashtra.
There were violent protests, killings; there were long marches, and so on. Eventually,
it went on for years and years. Sharad Pawarji was the Chiel Minister of Maharashtra.
[ remember — I am saying this with firsthand knowledge — when this decision was
taken, everybody in the Congress Party — we were in the Congress then — came
and said, 'do not fall into this trap, and do not take this decision to rename the
University. Sharad Pawarji, seven-eight people were sitting there, and [ was one of
them, said, 'whatever may happen, the fact is that this University truly deserves to
be named after Dr. Ambedkar. Even if we lose our Government, even if we lose
politically, we will not hesitate, but we will bring this debate to an end and we will
name this University as Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar University'. It was done, and true
to what he said, six months or one year later, when the elections took place, we
lost the elections. We were in the Opposition; we were in the Congress Party then;
but the naming of the Umiversity was done. This 1s where 1 would like to say that

all of us go for political convenience. Many of us speak of all what we talk of the

paragraph of his speech. I am saying this only because 1 have heard many speeches,

not many people have quoted him, but I think this is a very relevant paragraph,
I read this and T close. T think it will capture the essence and that will be a true
tribute to Dr. Ambedkar. He said:

"In this country, both the minorities and the majorities have followed a

wrong path. 1t 1s wrong for the majority to deny the existence of minorities.
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It is equally wrong for the minorities to perpetuate themselves. A solution
must be found which will serve a double purpose. It must recognise the
existence of the minorities to start with. It must also be such that it will
enable majorities and minorities to merge some day into one. The solution
proposed by the Constituent Assembly is to be welcomed because it is a
solution which serves this two-fold purpose. To diehards who have developed
a kind of fanaticism against minority protection, I would like to say two
things. One is that minorities are an explosive force, which if it erupts, can
blow up the fabric of the State. The history of Europe bears ample and
appalling testimony to this fact. The other is that the minorities in India have
agreed to place their existence in the hands of majority. In the history of
negotiations for preventing the partition of Ireland, Redmond said to Carson,
Ask for any saleguard vou like for the Protestant minority, but let us have
a united Ireland. Carson's reply was, "Damn your safeguards. We don't want
to be ruled by vou No minerity in India has taken this stand. -- This 1s
very important -- They have loyally accepted the rule of the majority which
is basically a communal majority and not a political majority. It is for the
majority to realise its duty not to discriminate against minorities. Whether
the minorities will continue or will vanish must depend upon this habit of
the majority. The moment the majority loses the habit of discriminating
agamnst the minority, the minorities can have no ground to exist. They also

will vanish."

So, this is what Dr. Ambedkar said. Today, if we really want to pay a tribute to
Dr. Ambedkar and to the Constitution of India, which we have all accepted, I think,
we will have to go back to history and read what he said, what he professed 60,70,
or 80 years ago and that still is very valid today. Sorry, Mr. Deputy Chairman, Sir,
in spite of all our good intentions, we may have a Constitution, we may celebrate
it, we may have every 26th November as the Constitution Day of India; there 1s
nothing bad about it, but if vou do not espouse the spirit and live and work with
the spirit of the Constitution, and the people who enacted the Constitution, I think
this will be the farce of democracy. With these words, let us all work together to
celebrate our great Constitution and pay a tribute to Dr. Ambedkar. Thank you

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Yeah. Mr. Raja is here who always speaks five-
six minutes and includes all points. ...(Inferruptions)... Okay. Sorry. Yes, Mr. Tulsi.
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SHRI K. T. 5. TULSI (Nominated): Thank you hon. Deputy Chairman, Sir, for
giving me this opportunity.

[THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI T. K. RANGARAITAN) in the Chair]

I have always believed that the Constitution of India is the best Constitution in
the world. As the clock struck midnight on the 15th of August, the Constitution of
India not only gave us a right to equality but also gave a vote, treated men and
women equal, rich and poor equal. Majority and minority were given the same rights;
landlords and landless had one vote; mdustrialists and labourers had one vote. It is
a freedom. Apart from the nine freedoms that are guaranteed by the Constitution of
India, one of the freedoms is also the freedom of religion. So, therefore, 1 feel that
while Guru Gobind Singhji gave us a turban, it is the Constitution of India which
gives me the right to wear it. And, I am sure, in this country, no one will take that
away. [ am a bit surprised that the hon. Home Minister did not choose to express
outrage over intolerance but he instead was outraged by secularism. Secularism is
the cornerstone of the Constitution, and I am a bit appalled that the learned Home
Minister did not take into account the times during which the Constitution was made.
This Constitution was made at a time of Partition which experienced most gruesome
killing of more than a million people, more were raped, when hundreds and thousands
of houses were burnt and many more million people were uprooted from one part
of the country to the other. The learned Home Minister did not, perhaps, take into
account that the nation of India was founded on the debris of a monumental tragedy
where over a million people had lost their lives. It is during this mayhem that was
going on that the Constituent Assembly debated and decided on the values of our
Constitution. The Constituent Assembly realized that unless paramount, significant
importance was given to secularism, the nation could not be umted. And, that is
why, by making secularism a core value, the Constitution gave a guarantee against
a theocratic state. It also gave an assurance to everyone that India was not going to
be a Hindu nation, it is not going to be the same as Pakistan, which was founded
on religion. The surgical wounds of Partition were thus treated by the Constitution-
makers with the medicine of secularism. I wish, the learned Home Minister would
have realized the significance of this and not only that this guarantee was given at
that time. I believe that the liberal and secular values of this country have made us
a great nation over the vears. It is on account of this that India has progressed. It
healed the wounds of Partition. In comparison with the Muslims m the world, the
Indian Muslim, I believe, because of the secular character of the Constitution, has
been most peaceful. They have stayed away from the wars of the Muslims across the

world. Whether it was Pakistan, Afghanistan, Libya, Irag, Syria or HEgypt, the Indian
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Muslim has remain unconcerned about those developments and he has reused to join
the Taliban or Al-Qaeda. But for a few aberrations, the Indian Muslim has been a
loyal and patriotic citizen because of secularism. The equality, the representation given
to the Muslims, the freedom to settle anywhere and the guarantee of education and
employment have strengthened secularism and Indian Muslims have never waged a
war against the nation. A few aberrations cannot be taken as an act of significant
disloyalty. The successive governments in this country have also lived up to the
pledge of secularism. There may be many grievances, but they have largely been
resolved by dialogue. The freedom of speech was a freedom guaranteed not only on
paper, but was actually implemented on the ground. The Constitution and successive
governments drew inspiration from A4shoka. Our forefathers asked us to respect
differences amongst each other and the Constitution-makers told us that all of us
would equally belong to India. The Indian Muslim, I want to submit, is not a first or
a second generation resident of India and that is why, sometimes when the statement
1s made by Ministers, Chief Ministers and others that Hindustan 1s for Hindus and
the others can go away, [ want to say to them that the Indian Muslim has not come
from anywhere; they have been living here for centuries and they have nowhere to
go. There have been loss of lives in our country. There has been communal violence,
but I want to submit that it has been only an aberration. If you consider the violence
that has been let loose by the West on the Muslims of the world, the US War on
Terror has killed two million Muslims since 9/11. In Iraq and Afghanistan, more
than four million Muslims have been killed. In India, there have been violence and
casualty, at the most, in a couple of hundreds. Those are only aberrations and those
kinds of differences cannot be used for dubbing the entire Muslim community that
they can go away. [ also want to mention that I am terribly disappointed with the
political slant that has been given by the Government to the satyagrah by artistes,
satyagrah of poets, satyagrah of writers, scientists and historians against intolerance.
I thought that the Government would like to reinforce with full vigour the idea of
India and say that physical violence can never be an answer to a contrary opinion.
But nothing of the sort happened. I don't know why we don't realize that a few
incidents did create a sense of fear amongst the sensitive artistes, the sensitive souls
which are artistes, etc., and all that artistes can do is make a symbolic protest and
that symbolic protest 1s in the form of return of awards. These awards are earned
by them with sweat and tears of lifelong work and these awards are dearer to these
people than their own children. They are the highest points of their lives. And if they
are returning 1, instead of understanding their pain and their anguish and healing
their wounds and addressing their fears, a political twist is given by saying that this

is a manufactured rebellion. The Government fails to realize that there is always a
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tipping point and in this tipping point perhaps was arrived when a person, on a mere
rumour, was killed in a most brutal fashion in his own house. Also, they say, why
they are protesting now. My answer to the Government 1is, they are protesting now
because the tipping point is reached When Nirbhaya incident took place, lakhs of
people collected in India Gate lawns. Never before had they collected for protesting
agamnst a rape? Rape takes place every hour in India but there was a tipping point,
the horror of the crime, which brought people out of their homes. Could anybody
ask them why now these are things which happen and which have to be understood
in the correct perspective? I do believe that Bihar Assembly results will clear the
clouds on the idea of India. People have voted resoundingly for freedom, for debate,
for diversity, for tolerance; they have voted for the idea of Mahatma Gandhi; they
have voted for Tagore; they have reasserted the constitutional pledge of the freedom
of religion. I beg this Government not to write off the intellectuals. They are the
pride of the nation and they have done veomen's service in the making of India.
Please talk to them, engage them and understand them, and, for God's sake, don't

abuse them with the judgement of manufactured protest. Thank you.

Sir, the discussion is on the Constitution and I have heard since Friday, from
both sides, long speeches talking about the history of formation of Constitution.
Sufficient time was given by this hon. House and the hon. Chairman in hearing of
the formation of Constitution which is an old story now, 65-70 years ago. | think,
the hitle time that 1 have, I would rather not go to the past and would speak about
the Constitution as it 1s seen and lelt today, and the Constitution which inspires us

and guides us in the light of future of India.

The Constitution of India is a sacred document, longest written one, in the
world of which every Indian citizen is proud. The Constitution is the apex law that
regulates the conduct of individuals, institutions and the three vital organs of the
State, namely, the Legislature, the Executive and the Judiciary. Since the Constitution
is the law of the highest order, any other law, rule, regulation or notification issued
by any authority within India, mncluding the State Government and the Centre which

1s in conflict with the constitutional provisions, is struck down always.

The Constitution that came into operation on 26th of January, 1950, which 1is
marked as Republic day every year, was given to us by ourselves and the framers
of the Constitution cherished the dream of all the Governments in India were to be

of the people, for the people and by the people. In the course of past over 65 vears,
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the Constitution had to be amended over a hundred times and this was due to the
practical experimentation of its provisions and the changing needs of the growing
Indian society. The Constitution has all along been under severe interpretation of
the apex court and at no point of time its subversion in any form or shape by any

Authority has been sustained.

The Leader of the House in his opening discussion to this debate referred to
Article 21 of the Constitution and lamented its suspension during brief emergency
period. It is true that between 1975 and 1977 various provisions of the Constitution of
India were suspended due to proclamation of emergency by the then Prime Minister.
The Leader of the House was expressing that how it was done and what happened.
That period in the constitutional history of India 1s marked as “black days” The
political decision to proclaim Emergency, for whatever reasons, then was a monumental
blunder for which the then otherwise extremely popular Prime Minister had to face
the wrath of the people. A massive negative mandate was handed down to her in
1977, and she was thrown out of power, the lesson being that the posterity would
never ever think of proclaiming Emergency for internal reasons. We are glad that the
hon. Prime Minister, in his speech on Friday, did specifically mention that amending
or tampering with the core values of the Constitution for any Government would be

suicidal. T fully support this statement.

Article 21 is the soul of all Fundamental Rights guaranteed under Part-IIT of the
Constitution. T would draw the attention of people in authority today that right to
life does not mean mere existence. Over the years, the Apex Court has dealt with
this right in a series of decisions from the AK. Gopalan’s case to the judgement
in the Unni Krishnan's case. The courts have expanded this right to include within
it the right to live with dignity, the right to live fearlessly and the right to enjoy
life with a sense of security. If we ask ourselves a question as to whether today a
large section of Indian citizens comprising of Dalits and Muslims in particular and
backward tribals, etc. enjoy this Right to Life, the answer by our conscience would
be a big ‘no’.

The Preamble of the Constitution assures justice, social, economic and political,
liberty of thought, expression, belief, faith and worship and equality of status and
opportunity to all the citizens of India and to promote among them fraternity assuring
the dignity of the individual and unity and integrity of the nation. During the present
rule of the last one-and-a-half vears, social and economic justice is visibly not
being made available to the people and liberty of thought, expression, belief, faith
and worship has been severely and constantly under attack, not to talk of phrases
like Love Jihad and Ghar-Wapsi. The brutal killing of Govind Pansare and MM.
Kalburgi, the mhuman assassination of Akhlag in Dadri and the buming of Dalits
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in Haryana are some glaring instances of absence of liberty of thought, expression,

faith, belief and worship as assured by the Constitution. This is a tragic violation

The Dalits and the minorities have been a soft target for onslaught by a powerful
section of the society with implied sanction of those in authority. Highly objectionable
statements made by the Union Ministers and MPs from the Ruling Party, which tend
to adversely affect the unity and integrity of the nation and create an atmosphere of
hatred, fear and suspicion as also a sense of insecurity among a large number of

Dalits, Muslims and other backward sections, have gone unchecked.

Our leader, hon. Shri Sharad Pawar, and our Party, the Nationalist Congress
Party, has always stood firmly, whenever the occasion arose, on the side of the
Dalits, minorities and socially backward people to fight for their rights and ensure

them justice and liberty guaranteed under the Constitution.

Several eminent people, who have excelled in various fields, have chosen to return
their well-deserved awards in anguish and disgust when they found that deprivation
of liberty and justice and consequent unrest in the Indian society is visibly growing.
It 1s unfortunate that we attributed motives to their action and failed to receive and
register their views and take corrective steps to convince them. They were faulted
and called anti-national, traitors and even terrorists by some in power Mind you,
they have not criticized India, their motherland. They have drawn our attention to
the present atmosphere of fear, hatred and suspicion between two major communities

in the Indian society, which needed to be attended to and cured.

While in the Constitution we talk of equality, social and economic justice and
fraternity, we are anguished to find the widening gap between the rich and the poor.
A report suggests that one hundred Indian families own 25 per cent of the Indian
wealth. This concentration and mal-distribution of wealth needs to be cured through
aggressive fiscal policies. A huge number of yvouths are unemployed, common people
are reeling under price rise, a large number of farmers commit suicide not just due
to betrayal of nature but due to abject poverty. On the ground, thus, where 1s liberty,
equality and fratermity? Learned Hand once said about liberty and I quote, "Liberty
lies in the hearts of men and women; when it dies there, no constitution, no law,
no court can save it; no constitution, no law, no court can even do much to help
it." While both liberty and equality have more to do with legal rights, fraternity
belongs to the sphere of moral obligations rather than rights, links rather than statutes,
harmony rather than contract, community rather than individuality, and it is in this

area that we have lagged behind most. Legislation can provide the rights to ensure
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liberty and equality but fraternity is a feeling of brotherhood. It has to be felt; it
cannot be imposed. It is a bonding. We have to create a society where everyone,
its weakest members -- the dalits, the minorities -- feel secure and confident and for
this the Government may need to take positive steps, affirmative action and domng
that 1s not appeasement. It 1s rather reaching out which 1s required and this 1s what
is wanting. Instead of reaching out to these weaker sections, we find those in office
and positions of power making statements to spread hatred, fear and violence. This
must stop if we talk of good governance. Our tall claims to possess and follow
an outstanding document called "Constitution of India" would seem hollow and an

instance of self-deceit. With my own Urdu couplets, T would end my speech:

SHRI K. PARASARAN (Nominated): Respected Vice-Chairman, Sir, [ thank

you for your kind indulgence. With vour kind leave, I will share few minutes

with hon. Members of this hon. House. Sir, a few minutes back I observed that
Mr. Deputy Chairman observed that the speaker is one who finish in five minutes.
I will see if T pass the test or fail. There has been a lot of controversy going on.
Here I want to quote the words of Dr. Ambedkar because it is about how we have
to function and how we have to walk the path which he showed. He said, "So far
as the ultimate goal is concerned, 1 think none of us need have any apprehensions.
None of us need have any doubt. Our difficulty i1s not about the ultimate future.
Our difficulty 1s how to make the heterogeneous mass that we have today take a
decision in common and march on the way which leads us to umity. Our difficulty

is not with regard to the ultimate, our difficulty is with regard to the beginning.
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Therefore, I should have thought that in order to make us willing friends, in order
to induce every party -- [ don't mean any political party here -- every section in
this country to take on to the road it would be an act of greatest statesmanship
for the majority party even to make a concession to the prejudices of people who
are not prepared to march together and it 1s for that, that I propose to make this
appeal. Let us leave aside slogans, let us leave aside words which frighten people.
Let us even make a concession to the prejudices of our opponents, bring them in,
so that they may willingly join with us on marching upon that road." I don't want
to read further. He wants all of us to march on a road with, as far as possible,
consensus. I was noting all the decisions of the Supreme Court where the speeches of
Dr. Ambedkar made in the Constituent Assembly have been referred to. There are 67
such decisions. In some of these decisions, the lawyer's argument is based upon it,
but in many of them, the Supreme Court relies on the speech of Dr. Ambedkar as
guidance for their interpretation of the Constitution. The only exception in the recent
times is the judgment in the NJAC case where the Supreme Court read the speech
of Dr. Ambedkar but gave it the exact opposite meaning of what Dr. Ambedkar
conveyed. In fact, it was, except for one dissent, a unanimous decision by the Lok
Sabha and by the Rajya Sabha. It is unfortunate that the Supreme Court should have
struck it down. This is based on a doctrine which is very difficult to reconcile. I
can give only one instance. A Commission was appointed to review the working
of the Constitution when Mr. Vajpayee was Prime Minister. A retired Chief Justice,
Mr. Venkatachalaiah, one of the outstanding Chief Justices of the Supreme Court,
was its Chairman. Two other Members of that Commission were Justice Sarkaria,
a retired Judge, who gave a wonderful report on Centre and State relations, and
Justice B.P. Jeevan Reddy, a well-known intellectual. Supposing these three Judges
had been in the Bench of five Judges; what would have been the majority judgment?
It 1s an accident that it is 4:1. The minority view could have been the majority
view then. But the Judges felt that this is not a fit case for reference to a larger
Bench. That, again, is not appropriate. The question arose in the earlier decision
in Kesavananda Bharati case. In Golaknath case, the judgment was given by 11
Judges. The reference in Golaknath case was made for two reasons. The first reason
expressed was that the court would make a reference not merely because Golaknath
judgment was given by 11 Judges but because of the importance of the question - the
separation ol powers and the powers of the Parliament when making an amendment
and that of the Judiciary. The Supreme Court, in Kesavananda Bharti case, which
laid down the basic structure doctrine, overruled the Golaknath judgment and upheld
the validity of a Constitutional Amendment which, in turn, reversed Golaknath. This
1s only in a recent instance where [ find Dr. Ambedkar's expression has been given

an interpretation which is exact opposite of it. This is the first one.
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Secondly, I was carefully listening to the speech of every hon. Member of this
hon. House. I went on noting it. There were some of the points which I had noted
in my mind. Now, I think almost nothing 1s left. They have very exhaustively dealt
with the values which we derive from the life of Dr. Ambedkar. So, I thought what
1s the value that we have derived. As far as Dr. Ambedkar is concemed, he used to
join palms to quench his thirst from the water which flew from the tumbler after a
peon of the school where he studied poured it because he had no right to touch that
tumbler. And, it is an irony of destiny that Dr. Ambedkar became the Minister of
Water Resources in the Provincial Government formed after the Constituent Assembly
settled the Constitution and before the elections were held in 1952. Dr. Ambedkar also
received the help from a Princely State, the Gaekwad of Baroda, for going abroad
for education on a charity of 12 sterling pounds per month. It is very interesting to
note that he was evaluated in the matriculation examination in India and given 37.5
per cent marks. In those days, the passing marks were 35 per cent. Hven in the days
when | wrote the examination, the passing marks for SSC and matriculation were
only 35 per cent. This was how he was evaluated, but he went abroad. When he
returned, he came with two doctorates. Full many a gem of purest ray serene, the
dark unfathom'd caves of ocean bear: Full many a flower is born to blush unseen, and
waste its sweetness on the desert air. Fortunately, for this country, his sweetness was
not wasted in the desert air because of efforts of Dr. Ambedkar -- of course, others
were also there -- as the Chairperson of the Drafting Committee of the Constitution
has emerged, a wonderful document, which is one of the best Constitutions in the
world. He was so wise that there is a provision in the Constitution which oust the
jurisdiction of the Supreme Court and all the courts in the country, and, that 1s,
Article 262 (2) of the Constitution. The Constitution does not oust but it empowers
the Parliament to pass a legislation by which it can oust the jurisdiction of even the
Supreme Court. The Parliament, in its wisdom, in 1956, ousted the jurisdiction of the
Supreme Court and High Courts and constituted Tribunals for adjudication of those
disputes. Unfortunately, States have not been able to settle the disputes by consensus,
as Dr. Ambedkar advised, and work on the path of negotiations. The statute provided
by section 3, the two States will negotiate between them and arrive at a settlement
and one year period is provided, and, if one year, they fail in ther negotiations,
then, on the differences, they go to the Tribunal. But today the predicament is that
the same political Party in one State talks in one voice but the same political Party
in the other State talks in the opposite voice; it is like what Dr. Ambedkar said and
what the Supreme Court in the NJAC case interpreted as to what Dr. Ambedkar
intended by what he said. This is the tragedy. The Cauvery Disputes Tribunal was
constituted on 2.6.1990. We are celebrating silver jubilee. The efforts of many have

gone into it though some people alone may take the credit for the award. Now, they
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have Krishna Water Disputes Tribunal - 2. Already, a Tribunal for this dispute was

set up n 1969, which took six or seven years. Now, the second tribunal has been
set up in 2004. Eleven years have passed and it is pending in the Supreme Court.
[ do not want to refer to Ravi and Beas Tribunal There, the Act provides sitting
judges of the Supreme Court or the High Court to be appointed as the members of
the Tribunal. But it has become almost a practice that judges are appointed on the
eve of therr retirement. When they function as Tribunal members, they are retired
judges and they do not command such power and authority as sitting judges. This
has been the tragedy of water disputes. | referred to these because one of the points
made in this House was relating to 'cooperative federalism'. .. (Interruptions)... Yes, 1
think, the Leader of the House said it. Rightly, he said it. ...(Interruptions)... 1 am
complimenting vou, please don't worry.

SHRI D. RATA: Sir, the hon. Member is talking about water disputes and the

Supreme Court judgements. The Water Resources Minister is sitting here.

SHRI RAVI SHANKAR PRASAD: We have all very highest regards for Parasaran

71, an eminent jurist of India. Whatever he says are the pearls of wisdom.

SHRI K. PARASARAN: T am a three vears old child in this House but I have
been telling others outside that you may talk so lightly about them but 1 found that
everybody is so well informed that if something happens in Kashmir or Kanyakumari,
within half-an-hour, the member in the House comes to know about it and raises
a question; he takes the leave of the House and raises a question, and, we are all
underestimating them. They have got more information and more knowledge, and, I
learnt it after I came here. Sir, politicians have become the objects of ridicule today.
In every walk of life, there are good and bad things. I don't know how it is. The
Supreme Court held the Law Minister as unacceptable in the appointment of judges.
The Article says that the appointment of judges is by the President, which means,
on the aid and advice of the Council of Ministers in the Constitutional sense. Now,
we will see the judgement what 1t reads. Ambedkar expressly said, consultation does
not mean concurrence. He rejected the suggestion made by Mr. B. Pocker Saheb
that consultation should be substituted by concurrence. Now, the judgement is that

Judges will exclusively appoint judges.

Leaving aside this controversial question, let me deal with the topic of quasi-
federalism. Federalism not only means the Centre-State relations but also mutual
courtesy and respect by one State for another. No doubt, each State will have to
compete with another State for getting the first rank; be it about education, eradication
of poverty, employment or social upliftment. They have to compete with each other.
But, when it is a question of mutual adjustment of rights, there has to be give
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and take, as very rightly advised by Dr. Ambedkar. I rose to speak because I am
also a lawyer and he was one of the greatest of lawyers. From him, what did 1
learn? 1 had occasion to read all his speeches in the Constituent Assembly because
without knowing that, T could not have argued Constitutional cases for 35 years in
the Supreme Court. I had occasion to read every one of them. In the matter of
articulation, his speeches in the House were remarkable. The Supreme Court just not
refer to the speeches of the Ministers and speeches of the Members while interpreting
a plenary legislation, except the speech of the mover of the Bill the exception is,
when they interpret the Constitution, they refer to the speeches of the Members in
the Constituent Assembly. Therefore, I had to necessarily read those speeches. I had
intensively read Dr. Ambedkar. From him, one has to learn how to articulate, to
carry people with yvou. His speech, his reasons prevail not by reason of his power
but by power of his reason. That is the one thing which we lawyers have to learn.
The second thing 1 found 1s, it was persuasive and not aggresive. Of course, 1 have

not got the permission to speak in Tamil I give the translation :

"An arrow can penetrate an elephant and kill an elephant. The same arrow cannot
penetrate an elephant stuffed with cotton. An iron bar cannot enter between two

rocks, but the tender root of a plant can enter between two rocks.”

This 1s what 1 have leamnt {rom the speeches of Dr. Ambedkar. What today is
required 1s not arrogance, as he says, not slogans, as he says, but persuasion, mutual
cooperation and response to the other's feelings. If we do so, these inter-State disputes
can be resolved within one year We need not be hanging in the corridors of the
Supreme Court for years. I understand Ravi-Beas had cost the exchequer nine crores.
Only we will be taken aghast when we see the amount spent in the lhitigations which
we have got in other water disputes. Today the litigation is so costly, and the Chiefl
Justice Venkatachaliah once sitting mn the court said, the fees of lawyers today has
become a king's ransom. This is the cost of litigation today. And still States have
not realized that our federalism is a cooperative federalism, that is, it is a union of
the States. Therefore, the Supreme Court has rightly said that it is not federalism in
the strict sense; it is quasi-federal so that we maintain our rights. We compete with
other's rights to get the first mark in the way we function, but we also mutually
adjust our rights not to prejudice rights of others. It 1s the relationship of harmony
between the Centre and the States and the States infer se among themselves. This
is the cooperative federalism which I am able to perceive, which has been referred
to by the Leader of the House.

[ thank you Mr. Vice-Chairman for the time vou have afforded me. I know
that the time of this House is very precious and more learned people are there to

address. 1 thank you for the time given to me.
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THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI TIRUCHI SIVA): Thank you, Mr. Parasaran, for
the valuable deliberation. Now, Dr. Keshava Rao.

DR. K. KESHAVA RAO (Andhra Pradesh): Thank you, Sir. I find myself in the
same dilemma which my senior colleague, Mr. Parasaran, finds himself in. Having
heard all people and going through what has been said, 1 think, there 1s nothing
left for me to add. But nonetheless there is a prioritization that we people are doing
here. That needs to be really focussed on. It is not mere airsplitting technicalities
of law that we are getting into. Although I thought I would speak on them, now I
would like to leave it away. Sir, before I do that, at the very outset, let me salute
those 298 Constitution makers who were in the Constituent Assembly because we are
celebrating this. Particularly my thoughts go to Mr BN. Rau, who was appointed
as consultant and advisor for Constitution making. His death anniversary falls today.
So, all of us must think of him. He is the person who really worked hard and
gave every sort of information from all over world because earlier he gave the

Constitution to Burma.

Now, whatever it is, Sir, there are two or three serious things that I would like
to talk about because the way, even the Treasury Benches, 1e., the Ministers and
also we parliamentarians, took it so easy. I never thought that the Members here
would take the debate so casual. First, somebody challenged why there should be a
Constitution Day at all. Sir, 26th November, 1949 1s a day by itself. Let me correct
it, I was just now talking to Mr. Ravi Shankar Prasad that it was on this day the
Constitution was enacted. Please let me make 1t clear Look into your Constitution
books, you will find out. It came into force on 26th January, 1950. It spanned more
than a hundred years — Congress people must be happy but none of them got up to
say that — much before you could think of the Constitutional rights or equalities, in
1895, Annie Besant and Bal Gangadhar Tilak gave Constitution of India in unofficial
effort. They held a conference. In 1918, they held a conference that is even before
the India Act, which came in 1935. Earlier, we had a Round Table conference. So,
all that we are discussing is a role of the Congress Party. Congress ensured all
people were there, even Shyama Prasad Mukherjee from Hindu thought because they
wanted to include all people. All shades of opinion had to be factored in when we
are thinking of a Magna Carta for the nation. That is why they went to Shyama
Prasad Mukherjee and asked him to serve on the Constituent Assembly. We had
Sarvapalli Radhakrishnan, Alladi Krishnaswamy and even Dr. Ambedkar. They were
non-Congressmen. They thought these people had to have their say in the deliberations

of the Constituent Assembly so that we give unto ourselves a good Constitution,
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some kind of a mandate. Sir, having said that, let this debate not become a ritual
I agree with Mr. Yechury that we should have had thought of this not as a ritual
but some kind of a serious debate of two or three days followed up by some kind
of a legislative mechanism that will fill the wantings in the Constitution presently so
that whatever objections or various suggestions are made, they could be backed up
by some kind of new legislative measures or whatever statutory measures they are.
This 1s what exactly should have been the debate today. But, nonetheless, it is nice
that the Government of the day thought it fit that they will have this Constitution
Day. 1 congratulate them because 26th November is by itself a very important and
prominent day as big as anything like 26th January, if you have looked into the
epochal debates of the Constituent Assembly. That exactly should be the importance.
Then, Sir, now everybody 1s talking about what we should do. This period of sixty-five
years has sustained us, it stood by us and seems good. But I don’t agree because I
belong to an entirely different school of thought. T am sorry if I am not agreeable
to most of you. What exactly does the Constitution mean? I am only referring to
the Dr. Ambedkar’s speeches. Constitution is all about bringing out a new society,
a new social order. What social order is needed? We are talking of mtolerance.
You are all tolerant but there was joys when we were being shooed. When 1 was
not allowed to touch a book, I was thrown out of the house. I am talking to you
out of personal experience. Mr. Raja will tell you his personal experience or Mr.
Punia will tell you his personal experience or somebody from Maharashtra will tell
you. That was the society we inherited. That was the kind of stratified society we
inherited. [ am not talking of the diversified society which you all talk because that
sounds very nice to you people but [ am talking of stratified society where a man
1s not able to touch the other man. This parallel is not found anywhere in the
world. The world’s worst kind of social stigmas that we have suffered cannot be
imagined and you are living up to that when you are talking Constitution, during
the first deliberations of Constitution there were concerns in the Congress Party and
Swara) Party. This was the situation at that time and we had to fight that. That
was the first thing. That is why what T always thought was that Constitution is
all about building a new society. Dr. Ambedkar said we don’t have a nation;, we
were a nation in the making. That should be the beginning of it. While all the
quotations that you have made are on the same page, and 1 agree with everything;
a few of them are missing because the new social order we have promised, we
have pledged to build is not yet achieved and not yet attained. That is what we
must do today if we are to sit today and talk about the Constitution. I am not
talking about the Constitution to have a six-year term or a five-year term, for us,

but fundamentals.
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The second point he focussed was about affirmative action - reservation. And all
I want to say about it is this. He said that till vesterday the entire administration
was dominated by high priests. What is this equality? 1t 1s the formal equality
versus the factual inequality. The society that we inherited was one which promised
formal equality. But agamnst what? Factual inequality. That need to be broken. You
call him a great man. It is about karma sidhanta. Yes, its links had to be broken.
They had to be. I am again reminding yvou what he said. Ambedkarji did say that,
“Today, the entire administration is dominated by the high caste people. Tomorrow,
after the adoption of the Constitution, you will have them in the Parliament also.”
But the discussion today is exactly on how we can change their mindset. All of us
sitting in this House, who have pledged and dedicated ourselves to the Constitution,
should have thought as to what exactly has been going wrong and what we should
do to correct it. We have the so-called Sarda Act. We think that the dowry system
has gone. But has it really gone? Legislation will at best give us legitimacy. It will
not show us the reality. What we need 1s a movement. This 1s what exactly he said.
He said, “I am unfit to be in the Constituent Assembly if the Directive Principles
don’t become a directive. It is the Directive Principles which give us the equality,
all the fundamental rights and a new social order. If they don’t become a directive
and just remain on the pages because they are non-justiciable, then there is no need
for the Constitution at all. There is no need for freedom or independence at all.”
This 1s exactly the kind of independence and republicanism that we want. My right
to vote along with other people might give me some right but does not give me
the value 1 asked.

Mr. M.J. Akbar is not here. All that Mr. M.J. Akbar said, he should have said
that to Mr. Modiji. That would have been the best part of his speech. He said that
it would bring us together No. We are romanticising poverty. If T ride my bicycle
and park it at a wrong place, what kind of treatment I would get from the police
and their lathi you all know. He would first kick the bicycle, then he would kick
me, and then he would talk to me. If [ come by a Mercedes car and park it at a
wrong place, not only at a wrong place but before the policemen, what would they
do? They would come up to me and ask me, “Sir, will you park your car somewhere
else?” S, this 1s the kind of society we have inherited and we are still continuing
with it. Come to my place. Come to Mahbubnagar. They still keep two glasses for
different castes. After 65 years of independence and after 65 years of giving the
Constitution to ourselves, we have this in Mahbubnagar and in many places. And
we are today trying to talk about, with all due respect to them, what has happened

in Kesavananda Bharati case. That is there, for the nation to function. But at the
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same time, this is what we exactly should be looking into. When we think of having
a new social order, that new social order had to be thought of breaking the old

chains. We wanted to back it through a legislation.

Sir, some 4,000 or 5,000 years ago. Some vedic pundit must tell us about the
period. Rig Veda says, “O God, give us strength to ward off evil” That means
there was evil at that time. Even today, we get up early in the morning and pray
to God to give us strength so that we can ward off the evil What happened? In the
past 4,000 vears, nothing has happened. God perhaps is sleeping somewhere. I don’t
know about it but He has not come to save me. But the Constitution 1s not like
that. Parasaranji would bear me out. Whether we like it or not, if we do something
wrong, we would be kicked out and you will be inside. Yesterday, it really made me
teel happy when Mr. Modi said that one must know that we can have harmony in
the society through law only. And that law has come through the Constitution. The

law that we make under the Constitution becomes important immediately.

Sir, the values of society that we are talking about are entirely different from
that of West. Both are entirely different. In the eighteenth century, all kinds of
atrocities had claimed divine sanction in our society. In nineteenth century, the Bhakt
movement wanted to break it, but still it continued. In twentieth century, as I said,
things are changing. But, they need to change more if we are aiming at some kind
of a new social order. We are looking forward to that kind of a social order. On
this day, we are trying to dedicate ourselves and pay homage to the great man. For
me, as far as Ambedkar is concerned, he is the voice of the voiceless, the light in
the darkness, hope for hopeless, etc. I can go on adding more words. It means to
us. But, the Constitution or the law or the administration continues to be the same;
if not the same, at least, it continues to fail us. That is why Ambedkar said, “Tt is
not the Constitution that fails. The people who handle it might fail vou.”

Now, I refer to the Leader of the House, who teld us about the difficulties. Mr.
Venkaiah Naidu told us about a few more difficulties. He told us about regional
disparities. He told us about the water grids. He told us about the AP Reorganisation
Bill. How or why are they failing? The Government comes into the picture as far
as the Constitution 1s concerned. The moment you are put in, please respect that.
The people have voted for you. You got the mandate. We respect that mandate. We
respect the people’s voice. That is why you are there. But, you are forgetting why
you are there. Why am [ expecting things from you? Mr. Ravi Shankar Prasad is
a Minister. He can do whatever he wants. I am expecting that because he has got
the mandate. There is no going back on that. But, please also understand why he
is there and why he has been called to be there. All the regional disparities and
other things which you are talking about today and other administrative malpractices

should be handled and corrected by you 1 am not saying it but law says.
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Sir, I come to the last point because the time is up. They are talking of intolerance.
Intolerance to intolerance per se is intolerance. If you think 1 am intolerant, how
could vou become intolerant to my intolerance? I have not so far understood that.
For a person like me coming from your own party, the Congress, when [ opposed
Emergency and suffered, none of you had any tear to shed. In Emergency, all of
us were put into jails. Afterwards, we all were freed. I am also a national award
winner as far as film production 1s concerned. 1 have many methods to protest, but,
anvhow, I would not like to comment on those who have returned Awards, because
they have a right They have a right to do that Let them do it. But, let them not
become martyrs or heroes by belitthng us, only because they have done that. They
have a right to do what they think. That could be their protest.

Lastly, [ come to NJAC. We had one of the best presentation made in the House
from the then Law Minister. Everybody agreed. Few objections or clarifications were
there. Though they were not really sorted out, but he replied and clarified in a
manner that all of us were satisfied. Although 1 told him that this might not stand
because, the people, who were looking at it may not like that But, reason, rationality
and even samty would tell us that they should have held it up. Today, I am very
happy that even a man like Mr. Parasaran says that what has been done by them
is wrong. [ will not go deep into that Many people have asked why it has gone
wrong. But, Mr. Parasaran gave an answer to it. Sir, | want the Government to look
into the measures as to how we can undo the atrocious thing that has been played
on this House. Something has to be thought of for this kind of a thing. Otherwise,
this Parliament cannot tun. I am only quoting that for the first time, when the
non-official Constitution effort of Annie Besant was therein 1895, she said that the
Parliament should be supreme, overriding every aspect of judiciary and executive. It

1s article 5 of the Non-Official Constitution she recommended.

So, there are many issues with us. There is the issue of social justice. There
are issues of NJAC where people are trying to override. There is an issue of

administration. Thank vou very much, Sir.

KUMARI SELJA (Haryana): Hon. Chairman, Sir, 1 thank you for giving me
this opportunity to speak on this momentous occasion. Sir, [ wish to first place on
record my sincere appreciation and gratitude to all those men and women who are
part of the Constituent Assembly and to those who want but yet played a vital role

in creating one of the finest documents in human history.

Sir, we are celebrating 125th Birth Anniversary of Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar.
Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar was, undoubtedly, the greatest champion of this entire
exercise and, Sir, it was a great sense of honour for the Congress Party when he
placed on record the role of the Congress Party on this historic occasion. Sir, some
mentions have been made about Babasaheb’s election from Pune. Sir, here I would
like to place on record that it was Mahatma Gandhi who suggested that Babasaheb
should be elected from Pune. That was the reason the Congress Party decided that
Babasaheb should come to the Assembly from Pune It was Gandhiji and none
other who decided on this. It was Gandhiji, Nehruji and our other senior leaders
who decided that because of his abilities Babasaheb Ambedkar should be made
the Chairman of the Drafting Committee of the Constituent Assembly. No doubt,
he was best suited for this work, for this job because in his own right, he was a
legal expert, he was an economist, he was the one who was found, at that point
of history of our nation, who would be able to deliver justice to the millions in
this country who were craving for freedom not only from the British rule, but also
from the shackles of the past of the society. We need to cherish and take pride not
just on one day, but every day in the unique and fine Constitution that we have
bestowed ourselves with. If you look at history, constitutions were meant to be the
supreme legal document and hence the thinking was that such a document was to be
rigid and firm. But our founding fathers took the courage to think otherwise. Please
allow me to quote Panditji who had commented, "If you make anything rigid and
permanent, you stop a nation's growth, the growth of living vital organic people.”
They ensured that our Constitution achieves the fine balance between nigidity and
flexability. Similarly, though we were an ancient civilization, our founding fathers did
not hesitate to learn from the best practices of other nations. With all humility, they
studied and identified from several Constitutions across the world, and what they did
is what we have witnessed throughout our history, that is, India's openness to welcome

and shelter different cultures and practices. It is this immense diversity and plurality
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which ensures that moderation wins over extremism. I have no hesitation in saying
that today more than ever, there is a pressing need to learn from the openness and
tolerance which was displayed by our founding fathers. It is true that the drafting
of the Indian Constitution took place under extremely challenging circumstances. Yet,
we were able to produce a remarkable Constitution based on the idea of equality
and equity. These days some on that side of the House even question the legitimacy
of Rajva Sabha. Since they wish to discuss the Constitution, let me remind them
that the people who drafted the Constitution were people who were elected by the
State Legislatures, and vet even in those days some questioned the legitimacy of
the Constituent Assembly. If there was one party which had unwavering faith and
commitment in that august House, it was the Congress Party. Eight-two per cent of

the Members of the Assembly were Congress men and Congress women.

Sir, another very interesting feature in the entire process of framing of our
Constitution was the Objective Resolution moved by Panditji on December 13, 1946.
I would like to remind our hon. Members that this Resolution was moved much
before the partition of India, but if you read lines 5 and 6, and here, 1 crave the
indulgence of this House to allow me to quote these lines. In line 5, it is stated,
"Wherein shall be guaranteed and secured to all the people of India justice - social,
economic and political, equality of status of opportunity and before the law, freedom
of thought, expression, belief, faith, worship, vocation, association and action, subject
to law and public morality and sex". In line 6, it 1s stated, "Wherein adequate
safeguards shall be provided for minorities, backward and tribal areas and depressed
and Other Backward Classes.". What this shows is that Congress Party's commitment
to secularism and inclusive growth predates the partition. Today, some think that
these are bad words. We are mocked at for being called secular, but let there be
no doubt that today, India is a strong and stable democracy simply because of our
Constitution's unshakable faith in pluralism and no attempt must ever be made to
dilute this.

Today, as a representative of the Dalit community, I would like to remind the
hon. Members the importance of the Constitution for a section of society, who have

been oppressed for ages. For them, Dr. Ambedkar and the Constitution came as a
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harbinger of hope. The Indian State, for the first time, departed from the norms and
traditions of caste system in favour of justice, equality, liberty and fraternity, and
this was largely due to the untiring efforts of Baba Saheb. This is unfortunate that
these principles are yet to be implemented in totality.

MRE. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: It is not going on record. Then, why do you say?
{Interruptions)... Nagvii, ask him to take his seat. This 1s not good. .. (Interruptions)...

If this is the way, then, I will have to adjourn the House. ...(Inferruptions)... Shrimati

Kammozhi, please start.
SHRIMATI KANIMOZHI: Thank you, Sir, for giving me this opportunity.

Sir, today, we pay tribute to Babasaheb Ambedkar, the man who gave the
constitutional sanction to the social awakening of this country. Sir, when Prafulj
was speaking here, he actually mentioned about an incident where people actually
had problems when Dr. Ambedkar's name was taken up to be the name of a Law
University in Maharashtra. I would like to proudly say that when this issue started in
Maharashtra, our leader, Dr. Kalaignar Karunanidhi, when he was the Chief Minister
in Tamil Nadu, named a Law College after Dr. Ambedkar just to show that we will
be the leaders in respecting Dr. Ambedkar.

Sir, social justice secures a special status n our Constitution for all citizens of
this great nation. The term "Justice" in the Preamble of our Constitution embraces
social, political and economic aspects. Affirmative action is a way of achieving
social justice to the historically disadvantaged sections of the society. The very first
amendment to the Constitution of India in 1951 which secured 'reservation policy' 1s
proof that all the great leaders who provided us this Constitution themselves worked
and advocated for this principle. Sir, this is the basis of the reservation policy which

is explained in Article 15. Tt tells us to treat unequals unequally.

The seeds of reservation were first sown in Tamil Nadu. The very first Government

reservation policy was the Communal G.O. which was passed in the then Madras

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Legislative Assembly in 1921 when the Justice Party was ruling the Tamil Nadu State.
The Justice Party was the parent organization of the Dravida Munnetra Kazhagam.
We are proudly a part of this legacy, and our ideclogical leader, Thanthai Periyar,

fought for social justice and scientific temper. He led the protests at Vatkom in Kerala.
MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: His statue is there.

SHRIMATI KANIMOZHI: Yeah. He led the protest there in a street next to
the temple. People from the Scheduled Castes, Scheduled Tribes and the backward
communities were not allowed to walk on those streets. He led that struggle and
Babasaheb Ambedkar has spoken about the Vaikom struggle as an inspiration for
his Mahad Saiyagrahae, where he led thousands of people belonging to depressed
classes for access to a local pond. Unfortunately, even today in this country there
1s a struggle. The Dalits and people from different communities in many parts of
this country are still stopped from having access to drinking water wells in many
villages and even when houses are rented out, you see advertisements sayings and
the houses would be rented out only to people of particular communities. You know,
there are castes, there are communities and there are problems of untouchability in

different forms even today. It is a very sad situation.

Sir, we must understand that reservation can actually reach its peak and justice
can be done only when there 1s a Caste Census. The need for a Caste Census has
been there since the time of Independence. The first Backward Classes Commission in
1955 had recommended that Subsequently, the Second Backward Classes Commission,
popularly known as the Mandal Commission, recommended 27 per cent reservation
for the OBCs. The DMK, when it was in Government in Tamil Nadu, ensured that
the OBCs, SCs and STs were duly given their fair share in reservations and we
have also given reservation to the Arundhathiar community. But we have to make
sure that the Caste Census is given out. It is very sad to note the unwillingness of
the Central Government to release the data on Caste Census; it 1s still not out and
1s not available. Without that data, definitely reservation cannot be done fairly and
in a just manner. This 1s a very important thing and the Central Government must

take steps to see to it that the data is available to the people.

In the recent times, another issue has been reservation in promotions. The issue
of reservation mn promotions was first struck down by the Supreme Court in the case
of Indra Sawhney versus the Union of India in 1992 and declared as unconstitutional.
In 1995, the Government amended the Constitution and inserted article 16(4)A, which
provided for reservation in promotions for Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes

in the light of the opinion that they are not adequately represented in services. This
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amendment was upheld by the Supreme Court in 2006. On December 17, 2012, this
House passed a Constitution Amendment Bill, which declared that all the Scheduled
Castes and Scheduled Tribes notified in the Constitution shall be deemed backward.
But this lapsed because it was not passed in the Lok Sabha. T urge this Government
to take up this Bill in the coming Session. Along with the SCs and STs, OBCs
should also be given reservation in promotions, as it is evident that they too are
not adequately represented in the services, even after giving 27 per cent reservation

for them two decades ago.

Sir, the social vulnerability of Dalits and other disadvantaged sections of the
society still remains even after the reservation policy which was meant to uplift
them. The protection given to them through legal measures such as the Protection of
Civil Rights Act, 1955 and the Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes (Prevention
of Atrocities) Act, 1989 have not been enough. If we take a closer look at the
violence against these communities in recent times, incidents such as the murder of
two Dalit children near Faridabad on 20th October, 2015, vindicate this fact. Even
after close to seven decades of Independence, atrocities against Dalits and honour
killings continue. We have all been reading about it and we know that in different
parts of the country we have issues like these. They have not been eradicated from

our society.

Sir, I would like to cite an example here. When the DMK Government was in
power in the Government in Tamil Nadu, it brought forth a legislation saying that if
people from different communities could learn the rituals, mantras, etc. in a temple,
anybody from any community could become a Pujari. But there was so much uproar
in the society. People could not accept that people from different castes can go
into the sanctum sanctorum and become pujaris. Even today, loock at the society; it
has not changed; it hasn't been able to transcend and go beyond and accept people
from different communities who believe in God. I am not asking non-believers or
people from other religions should be allowed. People who believe in Hinduism, who
believe in serving God want to become pujaris and want to enter the temple and
the sanctum sanctorum, are denied rights, they are denied opportunities to do that
just because they do not belong to a particular caste. This case i1s n the Supreme
Court. We have not found an answer to these questions. But 1 think the mindset
of the community and defimtely the Government can play a very important part in

changing this.

The next thing I would like to talk about is what Dr. Ambedkar says, "I
measure the progress of the community by the degree of progress which women
have achieved." The Women Reservation Bill has been languishing after being passed

in this House for quite a few years. Again, when we talk about empowerment of
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women and improving the situation of women in this country, we rarely mention the
fact that we are not adequately represented in the highest decision-making bodies.
When we passed the Companies bill recentlv, we included provisions for women
in the Board of Directors of companies. However, the Parliament is yet to practise
what we preached. 1 would also like to touch upon two articles -- Article 19(1)(a)
which speaks of Freedom of Speech and Hxpression, and Article 21 which speaks
of Right to Life. While the Constitution guarantees these rights, we find that other
laws work against these provisions. The punishment of death penalty is contrary to
Article 21 and is not befitting a modern democracy. The Law Commission of India,
in its 262nd Report, has advocated removal of death penalty for almost all crimes. 1
urge this Government to go one step further and remove it completely from all our
statutes. Similarly, Section 124A of Indian Penal Code allows prosecution for sedition
which is an outdated law. This sedition section is also directly counterproductive to
freedom of speech and expression and has no place in our society. And this is often
misused by many Governments which do not have the courage to face criticism. It

1s used as a tool to suppress and silence voices which question atrocities.
MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Now, please conclude.
SHRIMATI KANIMOZHI: Just five minutes, Sir.
MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: You have already taken ten minutes.

SHRIMATI KANIMOZHI: Just two minutes. Section 377 in its present form
denies the right of sexual expression; and has lead to association of criminality with
the LGBTQ people, thus leading to their ostracisation and victimization. 1 welcome
the recent statements by senior leaders of major political parties, mcluding the Finance
Minister, to have a relook at this section. This 1s a historic opportunity for Parliament
to send a strong signal that we stand together, cutting across political differences,
in a matter of social justice. I urge the Government to bring a legislation to repeal
Section 377 and make necessary amendments so that rights of sexual minorities are

protected.

Now, I come to federalism. In a global economy, States are faced with social,
economic and financial challenges which are created by it States are expected to
compete with each other to attract investments, create jobs and achieve growth. In
this race, State Governments are constrained by the very constitutional provisions
which are supposed to help them. The list of subjects under Schedule VII of the
Constitution has created a division of subjects. We have seen many subjects move
from the State List to the Concurrent List. For example, Hducation which was in

the State List has moved to the Concurrent List. The State Governments have been
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requesting time and again, including the Government of Tamil Nadu, to move it back
to the State List. Sir, the Central Government has been slowly taking away the powers
of the State. In such a situation, definitely, there cannot be a true federal State and
the powers of the States have been slowly taken away; this is completely against
the basis of our Constitution. Sir, when the Leader of the House spoke, he spoke
elaborately about Article 356. 1 request the Government that it is a right opportunity,
on the 125th Birth Anniversary of Dr. Ambedkar, to remove this right of the Central
Government to destroy a State Government which has been elected by the people.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Please conclude.

SHRIMATI KANIMOZHI: T am just concluding. Sir, time and again, 1 think, my
colleagues, who speak here from Tamil Nadu, have also referred to this demand. We
have been requesting the Central Government to make Tamil as an 'official language’
in the High Court. The lawyers have been agitating in Tamil Nadu for this issue.
Without doing this, definitely, the common man will never understand the proceedings

of justice. So, this should be done.

Sir, the greatness of this country lies in its diversity and the acceptance of its
rich multi-dimensional culture, art, customs, religious practices, food, language and
literature. Its greatness lies in celebrating its differences. That is the true spirit of

India. We must ensure that this spirit is protected and nurtured.

Sir, India 1s a country of many languages, but slowly, we are moving towards
one single language and we are replacing all languages with Hindi. Recently, the
External Affairs Minister declared that India will take all steps to make Hindi an
'official language' at the United Nations. It 1s an unfair and unjust move as it erodes

our country's plurality and unity in diversity.
MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Now, that 1s okay.

SHRIMATI KANIMOZHI: The Minister even said that the cost of infrastructure
and interpretation services, which comes close to ¥ 250 crores per annum, would

be bome by India.
MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: You have taken 15 minutes instead of 10 minutes.

SHRIMATI KANIMOZHI: This amount could be spent on providing the same
facilities and recognition for all the 22 Scheduled Languages of our nation by making

them 'official languages' in our Parliament. Thank you, Sir
