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to be available to banks for the first year on the restructured amount. The
benchmark for initiating relief measures by banks has also been reduced to

33% crop loss in line with the National Disaster Management Framework.

Further the Government undertakes procurement of wheat and paddy under its
* MSP operations’ . Inaddition, Government implements Market Intervention Scheme (ML)
for procurement of agricultural and horticultural commodities not covered under the
Minimum Price Support Scheme on the request of State/UT Government. The MIS is
implemented in order to protect the growers of these commodities from making distress
sale in the event of bumper crop when the prices tend to fall below the economic level/
cost of production. Losses, if any, incurred by the procuring agencies are shared by the
Central Government and the concerned State Government on 50:50 basis (75:25 in case of

North-Eastern States). Profit, if any, earned by the procuring agencies 1s retained by them.

Government has issued the Operational Guidelines (OGs) for implementation of
newly approved Pradhan Mantri Fasal Bima Yojana (PMFBY) for implementation from
Kharif 2016 season in the country on 23.02.2016. Operational Guidelines of restructured
Weather Based Crop Insurance Scheme (WBCIS) and Pilot Unified Package Insurance
Scheme (UPIS) have also been issued on 23.03.2016.

The Operational Guidelines envisaged detailed provisions of implementation of these
schemes, coverage of farmers, crops and risks, seasonality discipline etc. alongwithroles

and responsibilities of various stakeholders including State Governments.
