Shortage in fertilizers supply

SHRI AMAR SINGH:

Will the Minister of CHEMICALS AND FERTILISERS be pleased to
state:

(a) whether it is a fact that there had been an upsurge in the sale of MOP
fertilizers during the current kharif season, which resulted in the short fall in
the supply of fertilizers to the farmers;

(b) if so, the details thereof; and

(c) the steps Government have taken to meet the shortage and the result
thereof?

THE MINISTER OF CHEMICALS AND FERTILIZERS (SHRI RAM
VILAS PASWAN). (a) to (c) A statement is laid on the Table of the House.

Statement

(a) There is an increase of about 57% in the sale of MOP to farmers upto
31.7.2004 during current Kharif 2004. 5.53 lakh MT MOP has been sold upto
31.7.2004 as compared with the sale of 3.51 lakh MT in the corresponding
period last year. Some of the State Governments have reported inadequate
supplies of MOP.

(b) and (c) There was an unprecedented increase in the price of MOP in
the international market, this year, because of which there was delay in
finalisation of MOP price. The Government has now decided to consider this
hike in international prices for announcement of concession/ subsidy and imports
are now taking place in adequate quantities.

SHRIMATI JAYA BACHCHAN: Sir, I am partly satisfied with the
answer. But I have a supplementary. Part (a) of my supplementary is whether
the Government proposes to revive the closed fertilizer units. Most of them
are located in the eastern part of the country where the consumption of
fertilizer is below the national average. If it is so, what are the details? Part (b)
of my supplementary is whether the Government proposes to review the present
system of fertilizer subsidy which is being
