YADAV): (a) to (d) A Statement is laid on the Table of the House.

Statement

(a) to (d) Existing domestic airport at Bangalore has been declared
as an international airport in May, 2000, During last round of bilateral
air services consultations with Malaysia and Gulf Air owning States in
September. 2000. Bangalore has been granted as an additional point of
call to Gulf Air and the designated airline of Malaysia. Actual
operations, however, are left to their commercial judgement. Operations
of both Gulf Air and designated airline of Malaysia to/from Bangalore
shall be covered by a Code Share/Block Space agreement with the
designated airline of India.

SHRIMATI VANGA GEETHA: Sir, the Indian economy us
being globalised and liberalised. In order to achieve these objectives, wc
areinviting
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huge foreign investment into our country. So, we should try to create a
conducive atmosphere for that. This requires creation of proper travel
arrangements for foreign investors and technologists.

airlines, but there is a demand for permitting airlines of America and
European countries also. The second part of my question is whether
airlines of any European country has applied for flying over there, like
the British Airways or the American Airlines. Earlier, a direct flight
from Banglore to Chicago had been announced.
