SHRI BALBIR K. PUNJ: Mr. Chairman, Sir, this Railway Budget was
the first financial Bill which was presented by Dr. Manmohan Singh's
Government. Dr. Manmohan Singh is known for his honesty and clean
imagse. In fact, he is also known as the father of reforms in this country. He
was instrumental in dismantling the socialist wise-like grip, which had
strangulated the economy for 40 years and a creed, which has propagated
by our friends in the CPM and the Congress. But, Sir, it is very ironical that
Laluji should have been the first one to present a financial Bill of Dr.
Manmohan Singh's Government.While Dr. Singh is a man with a clean
and honest image, Lalu Prasad Yadavii, the Railway Minister is 2a man
who has a tainted reputation. The man had been involved in many corruption
cases...(Inferruptions). He has been arrested and...(Inferruptions)... Sir,
a person who was thought to be unfit as the Chief Minister, how could he
be considered as a suitable person to present the Budget? Then, Sir,as |
said earlier, Dr. Manmohan Singh is the father of reforms in this country,
but if you look at the Raitway Minister's Budgat, it has the Lalu stamp all
over, but has no reformist angle. It is basically a populist Budget where lot
of things have been promised to a number of people, but nobody knows
from where these resources are going to come from. Sir, | would like to
compare Laluji's Budget with a sort of box of burfi which has lot of
sweeteners in it, very little khoya and a sloppy packaging. Sir, a lot have
been said about the use of Khadi and Kullars. 1 ask my colleagues and
friends from the other side, "When you get into a railway train, what is
your first concern?" What is the first concern of any passenger for that
matter? The first concern is whether the journey is going to be punctual,
comfortable and-safe. You don't think whether you are going to drink your
tea in a kullar or a ceramic cup or a glass or a plastic cup. You don't think
whether you are going to have a mattha, chhaach or a coffee or a tea.
People have various choices, and, | think, every choice is as good as the
other. Now, regarding the safety angle, though he has relied heavily on the
Khanna committee Report, but if you look at it seriously, it is nothing more
than a lip service. Sir, it may be just a coincidence that after the new
Railway Minister has taken over, there has been a spate of dacoities and
that too particularly in the State from where he comes. Railway journey
has become a risky proposition. In fact, my advice to all the railway
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passengers would be to go in for a heavy insurance before they getinto a
frain. You are talking about kuilars, but you don't know whether your hife is
going to be safe; you are talking about chhaach but you don't know from
where the next buliet is going to come; you are talking about khadi, but
you don't know that very khadi may be used to strangulate you while you
are travelling by the people who get into the train all the time. In fact, he
has been the Railway Minister only for 50 days and may be on a average—
| have not done the calculation, but if you go by the media report— it
appears that there is a dacoity aimost a day. So, there is no concern on
the safety except dusting up the old Khanna committee Report which has
been reiterated year by year. As | said earlier, it may be just a coincidence
that the incidence of crme has gone up heavily after Laluji has become
the Railway Minister. Somebody was saying ‘v wyal W ¥rem & 39 &
=%’ | don't know whether this saying holds good or not. In fact, if you
recall the one-hour-fifty-minute speech, probably the longest speech that
any Railway Minister has made, it looks more like a nautanii. It was an
entertainment show for the masses. | will make a suggestion to hon. Dr.
Manmohan Singh, maybe he considers the suggestion seriously, to re-
designate Lalyji as the Minister for entertainment and not as the Minister
for Railways.

SHRI BALBIR K. PUNJ: Chairman, Sir, as | am saying, there is a
total mismatch between the commitment and the resources which are
available with the Railway Minister. Sir, it is striking that merely one paisa
of one rupee eamed by the Railways goes to the development of the system
and two paise to the safety fund. That means out of 100 paise, only three
paise are availabe for the renovation of the system and for the safety of
the passengers. Some 31 paise is spent on wages, 17 paise on fuel and
14 paise on pensions and other benefits.

Sir, the Railways have gone in for Rs. 14,498 crore outlay for the
year, with just Rs. 2,878 crores from the intemal resources Apart from the
allocations from the General Budget, the Railways will resort to market
borrowings of Rs 3,400 crores. Sir, of coruse, this trend has been continuing
over the last few years, but the quantum of the borrowings running into
Rs. 3,400 crores without a matching arrangement to put this money to
productive use does not say well for the health of the Railways.

[THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI SANTOSH BAGRODIA} in the Chair]

Sir, the Railways had orginally set a target of 540 million tonnes of
originating freight, which was later revised to 550 million tonnes in the
interim Budget an even this higher target has been exceeded due to
buoyancy in the economy In fact this goes to the credit of the earlier
Government, the NDA Government, and aiso to the Railway Minister that
we have done very well both in terms of the freight and passenger
movement and the revenues and the targets have been exceeded. The
growth in freight has been over 5 per cent per annum in the past two years
and that of passenger traffic around 3 per cent. Considering the limited
scope available for curtailing expenditure—most of it is or staff, pension
and fuei-the reductions claimed year after year calls for close scrutiny to
assure us that it is not at the cost of maintenance and replacement of
assets. Sir, | was talking about the numerous schemes which the hon
Railway Minister has announced. if you go at the track record, and when
| use the world 'track record’ the pun is intended and then you realise that
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most of the schemes are likely to remain on paper and just bravado. Sir, if
you remember a fortnight back the hon. Railway Minister had announced
a new scheme with a lot of hype and media fanfare that air-conditioned
coaches will leave from Patna laden with vegetables and reach New Delhi
and that new avenues of prosperity will be opened for the farmers of Bihar
and also the people of Delhi will be getting fresh vegetables. Sir, only one
train-the very first frain which was flagged off by Shri Lalu Prasad Yadav
and, 1 think, it was on 23rd June-has come and nobody knows what has
happened later on. The entire scheme has fallen off the tracks. Was any
market survey done before the scheme was faunched? Were farmers
contacted and the estimates for wage and the amount of vegetables
available in Patna for shipment to Delhi found out? Did anybody do any
study as to how much time it takes to ship the vegetables in air-conditioned
containers from Patna to Dethi and whether the Delhi traders were willing
to buy? This entire scheme has just proved a flop Sir, if you look at the
Budget Speech, therein a proposal has also been made for setting up a
plant to manufacture wheels at chapra. We already have two plants
manufacturing stee! wheels at Bangalore and Durgapur. Was any study
done whether we can meet our demand for increased number of wheels by
increasing the capacity, by augmenting the capacity at Bangalore and
Durgapur? Has any study been done? Have specialists been consulted
whether we can make good quality wheels which will be good enough for
the Railways' use by recycled steel? There are no answers given to these
questions. In fact, the hon. Railway Minister has by just waving a magic
wand put up schemes and made annoncements without sharing with the
House, or with the country, as to what are the bases for these projections
and on what basis this investment which may virtually be of Rs. 1,000
crores, has been committed to the people living in Chapra. if you look at it,
Sir, we already have schemes worth Rs. 40,000 crores, which are still to
be implemented, and they have been stalled for want of funds. In fact, one
study shows that it will take about 50 years, at the present pace, to
complete those schemes! You don't have resources to complete the existing
schemes, you are short of funds, with the result that whatever little money
that you have invested in those schemes is going waste, and you are
committing your self an expenditure of almost Rs. 1,000 crores for putting
up the plant at Chapra! In fact, S, the way the new Railway Minister has
conducted himself, that the plant has been put up in chapra, the air-
conditioned coaches for carrying vegetables has to start from Patna, it
appears that, if the Railway Minister I1s going to announce tommorrow a
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train from Delhi to Jammu, maybe, it will have to go via Patna or Gaya !
Because the Railway Minister seems to be acting in a manner that it will
benefit has parly in the next State Assembly elections! Are we going to
run the Railways of the country, keeping in mind the State Assembly
elections? I8 it going to be the criterion? This Is a question which needs to
be answered.

The state of rail travel in Bihar is well described in a newspaper
report of a train from Patna to Madhepura, from where the hon. Minister
has been elected. It says: "278 kms., 14 hours, 2 trains, and one
nightmare”.That is the heading.” No lights in the train because batteries
have been stolen. No tickets being issued because the computer is
permanently out of order. The poor are served in the train by the ticket
checking staff themselves issuing the “ticket” with an addition of Rs. 50/-
per ticket for the "Privilege”.” That means under-the-table payment by the
poor of Bihar for getting a ticket from Patna to Madhepur. Now, Sir, it
raises a basic issue. If that is the model, should we think in terms that
this model is going to be repeated all over the railways?

Sir, there is not even a single word-mentioned by the hon. Minister
about the trains which are stopped unscheduled at various piaces. Then,
about the recruitment of GRP men "in-house”, an announcement has been
made. How is the recruitment going to be made? And why only the
recruitment of GRP men? Are we going to absolve the State Government
of its responsibility to maintain law and order along the railway tracks in
the trains? Or, are we bringing them in for their responsibility? Sir, the hon
Railway Minister said that he wants to make the Indian Railways

Railway Minister claims that
he is keen to make the Indian Railways as the number one railway service
in the worid. Now, if you go by the track record, you will find that the
Bihar State road Transport service, a service which has been under his
domination for a decade-and-a-half, has virtuaily been reduced to rust
and waste. Virtually, no road service exists in Bihar today. Now, if that is
the track record, how seriously can we take the Railway Minister's claim
that he plans to make the Indian Railways as the number one raitways in
the world? (Interruptions) .

Mr. Vice-Chairman, Sir, the rhetoric or nautanki of making the Indian
Railways into number one will fool no one. There is no proposal to reduce
the expenditure, increase the revenue or improve the funds the Railways
could generate to modernise, repair and restructure the largest transport
system Instead, the whole approach is to reduce the system into a "Ma-
Bap Gravy service" where the Raiway Minister $its like an old seth throwing
freebies everywhere. But there is nothing like free lunch. If you take out
from one pocket, naturally that pocket will come down. In fact, he has also
claimed that his "Ma-Bap" approach has been blessed by the hoan Prime
Minister.| don't know whether that 1s correct or not.

Sir, a starting instance of total iresponsibility is the attitude towards
the Golden triangle Project.The Railway Budget Speech does not say
anyting about it. Yet, we all know that the scheme is of vital importance to
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the Railways. Over 65 per cent traffic and major reveue come from that
goiden Tnangle.The NDA Government had committed to invest Rs. 15,000
craores to improve its capacity. Now, | don't know whether this new
Government has abandoned it in favour of kufhars or khadi or whether it
continues to be on the agenda of the new Government because the Railway
Budget Speech seems to be silent about it.

Sir, if you look at the Railway Budget Speech, you will find that most
of the good schemes have been lifted bodily from the proposed scheme of
the NDA Government. The anti-collision device, the early warning device,
etc., were on test in the last few years. The Railway Minister speaks of
"Village on Wheels". But he does not give us any figure as to what would
be the cost of passengers. In fact, he says whatsoever the passengers
can afford. Now, what is going to be the yard stick as to how much the
passengers can afford, and, if there is any deficiency, which is bound
to be there, how will the deficiency be met? Sir, the Railway Minister,
of course, has done well by not touching the railway fares and freights. In
fact, the Railways is facing a stiff compettion from the airlines and the
road transport Last year, the passenger growth rate in the Railways was
three per cent, while the economy had grown at a rate of 8 percent. itis
a common knowledge that when the economy grows, then there is a
corresponding increase in the movement of freights and in the movement
of passengers. In fact, if we look at the figures, we find that the growth
rate in the passenger movement has not kept pace with the growth of the
economy and it is largely due to the fact that there is a competition to the
raliways in terms of services and in terms of prices by the airlines and
also by the roadways.

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Then, Sir, annual plan, which takes care of new projects, will now be
Rs. 14,198 crores. He has succeeded in increasing the amount by
Rs. 773 crores from the previous Government's Budget. | must also admire
that. It is not a small amount. And, aiso the Minister said that safety and
security would be given top priority, which ! had already mentioned. The
RPF will recruit 8000 men in next two months, which is a welcome measure.
Then, measures to check increasing incidents of accidents on unmanned
crossings will also be very important. Unfortunately, several times, at several
crossings, several accidents take place. It is a small matter, but he has
given due importance to it. It is a welcome measure. And, also personnel
will be deployed at 19,000 such crossings. That is also very good. Then,
Sir, work for providing anti-collusion devices will be undertaken for 1700
kms by North -Eastern Central Railway, for which our friends from
North-East should feel happy.

Then, Sir, enhanced outlay on safety includes Rs. 2570 crores for
track renewal. Sir, this is the most important aspect because tracks have
become very old and unless we renew those tracks, there is always a risk
element for the trains. And, | am very happy that the Budget has provided
Rs 2570 crores for the renewal of tracks. There is aiso an outlay of
Rs. 528 crores for rebuilding and replacing of bridges, which is very imporiant.
There are a large number of bridges which are in very bad condition. Recently
also, a tragedy took place, | think, in Orissa. So, the bridges are very
important. | request the Minister to increase the allocation for rebuilding
and replacing the bridges.

An outlay of Rs. 813 crores for signalling and telecommunication
systems has been granted Still signals are very outdated and they are
leading to accidents. Therefore, | am happy that Rs. 813 crores are provided
and here | want the Ministry to give much more priority to this aspect and
to see that signalling system is much more modernised and see that
maximum security and safety are given to passengers.

So, before giving one suggestion in conclusion, | would like to-say
that it is a very popular and balanced budget which touches the heart of
the common man and not his pocket. It is also a very innovative budget in
the right direction, and, for the first time, source of concern for the common
man. | am also happy to know that this Budget gives emphasis on IT and
application of IT tools for improvement of Railways functioning. Lastly,
before concluding, | would like to give two suggestions.

SHR! P.G. NARAYANAN (TAMIL NADU): Mr. Vice Chairman, Sir
first of all, | submit that the first Railway Budget of this new Government is
totally disappointing Sir, it doesn't even have a vision of development of
Indian Railways in the next five years. Indian Railways, which serves as a
basic infrastructure for the movement of passenger and freight has to be
strengthened considerably. But this Budget doesn't reveal any plan for its
proper development. The investment plan for 2004-05 is totally unimpressive.
This leads us to believe that most promises will not actually be kept.

Sir, the man feature in this Budget seems to be announcement
without any proper funding. Sir, the Budget, according-to me, is like an
election eve Budget by not touching the passenger and freight services.
| understand the problems of this Government in presenting a
comprehensive Budget since they have been in office for hardly two
months The Raiway Minister will do well in curbing dacoity in trains
passing through Bihar. While the elections to Bihar Assembly round the
corner, he should concentrate his energies in tackling dacoity in rains
passing through the State It looks like the Railway Board and the Railway
Ministry belong to Bihar. Since independence, the Railway Ministers of
the country have come from the State for over 30 years. We had L.N.
Mishra, Kedar Pandey, Jagjivan Ram, Ram Vilas Paswan, Nitish Kumar
and now Lalu Prasad |t looks as though the Indian Railways belong to
Bihar and Bihar is the Indian Railways. For exampie, a State iike Tamil
Nadu never had a full-fledged Central Cabinet Minsiter handling railways
ever since independence.
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Sir, no wonder the Railway Minister himself has acknowledged In
this Budget speech that Tamil Nadu is one of the neglected States so far
as development of Railways i1s concerned. The railways in Tamil Nadu 1s
very backward and has nearly 75 per cent of the tracks in meter gauge
The State has the highest concentration of meter gauge in the whole of
India. The entire raitway track from Chennai to Kanyakumari has a single
track. As far as the railway system is concerned, Tamil Nadu lives in the
18th Century. From an analysis of the fund allocation for gauge conversion
projecs shows that the amount allocated in the current Budget on this
account is very, very meagre At this rate of fund flow from Railways, it will
take another century to complete the ongoing gauge conversion projects
in Tamil Nadu.

So, Sir, the casual attitude of the Minister towards the doubling project
is seen, when he sanctioned hardly Rs 3 crores for doubling of Madurai to
Tindukal section which 18 hardly 2 per cent of the single railway hne
connecting Madras Egmore to Kanyakumari. This project would take 15
years to complete at this current rate of fund flow It will take two centunes
to complete the entire doubling projects from Chennai to Kanyakuman
We now talk in terms of linking Kashmir to Kanyakumari for national
integration. Is this the way to allocate funds for such crucial project? Even
the home town of the President of India, Dr Abdul Kalam, Rameshwaram,
has received a raw dea! from Lalu Prasad Yadav's Budget He has hardly
sanctioned Rs. 25 crores for the project while the total cost of the Madura
to Rameshwaram gauge conversion projectis Rs 343 crores. But in this
Budget, only Rs. 25 crores 1s sanctioned Sir, |, therefore, would demand
a special fund be earmarked for completion of gauge conversion projects
in Tamil Nadu considering the fact that over 80 per cent of the railway ines
in the State is meter gauge.

The Railways are promoting the coach factory at Kapurthala at the
cost of Integral Coach Factory, Perambur in Tamil Nadu While 50 years
old integral Coach Factory is languishing for want of funds now All
modemisation projects of coach buikiing are being sanctioned for Kapurthala
factory only. 1 condemn this step-motherly treatment being given to the
Integral Coach Factory in Tamil Nadu.

Another area where the State is lagging behind is the Metropolitan
Railwaly Project. While the underground raiiway project in Delhi has built
80 to 90 kms. of track in the last six years, the Metropolitan Railway
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System in Chennat has taken 35 years to complete 17 kms of raiway
track So, Chennai city 1s totally neglected The MRTS Phase-Il at Chennai
has been badly delayed by the Rallways The Railway Minister has already
indicated that it will be completed by April, 2005 Atleast now, the Raillways
should keep up the scheduie on this long delayed project | am very sorry
to say that there 1s no mention at all of the Chennai Pondicherry rail link
via Mamallapuram There 1s no indication of the Chennai-Egmore-Chennai
Central raill ink Nor 1s there any mention of the early completion of the
Cuddalore-Vridhachalam-Salem broad gauge line. Sir, ltke MRTS n
Chennai, the Railways should take similar projects in Coimbatore, Trichy,
Madural and Twunetveli Asurvey for new railway line from Satyamanglam
to Samraj Nagar had been completed ten years ago but the Railway Mirustry
is not keen in taking up this very important project which 1s pending for the
last several years So, | appeal to the Railway Minister to take up this
project in the current year itseif

Finally, overall the Railway Budget reveals a lack of vision and no
plans for the healthy development of Rallways Thank you, Sir
