DR. P.C.ALEXANDER (Maharashtra): Thank you, Sir, forgiving me 

an opportunity to speak on this subject. I should say that I am totally 

disappointed by the statement that has been made by the Minister, which 

I have carefully read through. The first paragraph says, "there are a variety 

of factors'including low birth weight, jaundice, convulsions, hypothermia 

and premature delivery responsible for these deaths". If I may say so, with 

all respect to the Minister this is just begging the question, not answering 
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the question. You said that so many children, 9,000, had died in a year 

due to malnutrition. The Statements tantamounts to saying that malnutrition 

is the cause for the death of the children. I should also point out that all 

those things listed in the statement, to which I listened with great attention, 

have little relevance to the villages concerned and, particularly, the tribal 

population in these villages. They are all right for areas where other social 

welfare measures are successful or have the potential to become 

successful. If you visit gadchiroli and Melaghat villages, as I have done on 

several occasions, you will come to the conclusion that these villages 

deserve a special strategy, a new approach, different from the strategy 

that has been followed in other villages, even in other tribal areas. 

Sir, hamlets in these districts are situated at long distances. There 

are no roads; there are not even Kachcha roads. No public health service 

is operating in these areas because of the sheer lack of connectivity. The 

purchasing power of the people is very low because they have been 

prohibited from pursuing their time-honoured farming operations for which 

the Central Government is responsible. Several representations have been 

made by the State Government to the Central Government to relax the 

rules about forests, at least, in these very badly and critically affected 

areas of Gadchiroli and Amravati districts. But the Centre has been taking 

a very rigid attitude as far as forest villages are concerned. The Tribals are 

not allowed to farm. They are not allowed to carry on their traditional activities. 

They have practically no income at all. To talk about a large number of 

child welfare schemes that are being implemented all over the country and 

to list them out saying that 'this is what we are going to do for children all 

over India', is no answer at all. Therefore, what I would respectfully suggest 

to the hon. Minister is to handle this subject in a coordinated-manner or 

take the lead to handle this subject in a coordinated manner in which a 

number of Departments at the Central level will have to be involved. It is not 

a matter which the Ministry of Human Resource Development alone can 

tackle. In fact, they cannot tackle it at all. Unless you create purchasing 

power for the people there, unless you build roads there, unless public 

distribution centres are opened there and unless public distribution 

personnel travel to these areas with foodgrains at regular intervals, all that 

you will attempt to do today, will be like saying that there is a bandage for 

cancer. This is a very half-hearted attempt to meet the problem that has 

been created in these areas. A new strategy is called for. I wonder why the 

Ministry of Human Resource Development should have been answering 
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this question. This should have been answered by the Ministry which is 

responsible for the welfare of the Tribal areas in general and some of these 

areas with special problems in particular. Thank you. 

SHRI SHANKAR ROY CHOWDHURY (West Bengal): 

Mr. Chairman, Sir, my clarification or question relates to a follow up of 

what Dr. Alexander has just now said. This is a problem. We must ask 

ourselves, "Why the maximum number of deaths are of the Tribal children?" 

This is a case which has come up in Maharashtra. Last year, we had 

discussed about similar cases in Orissa. Just a few months ago, there 

were similar cases in West Bengal. There are reports of deaths of children 

in a hospital in Delhi. What is the reason for this that we have been singled 

out for this curse which never seems to leave us? I fully agree with 

Dr. Alexander and support him fully. This is an apprehension that has been 

expressed after the General Budget that so much money which is being 

given for rural development, will it ever get to the people for whom it is 

intended? The Tribal areas seem to be the common focus of misery and 

affliction in every State in the country. What is the reason for that? What 

strategy is being worked out? Now we are talking of—just diverging from 

this particular point—Special Economic Zones. Should we not have special 

development zones focused on these areas with a multi-agency effort 

being put in to alleviate the sufferings of such areas? Sir, 9000 Tribal 

children have died! We just are not aware of it. We dismiss it. Even if one 

child dies or one person dies, it is too much. But 9000 children have died. 

It has come out by accident! The hon. Minister has said that this is a 

problem which is going on for generations. I agree. But to say that it is a 

problem which is going on for generations and the Government is doing so 

many things, is not enough. The Government is doing things. I am not 

saying that the Government is not doing anything, whether this Government 

or the previous Governments. Money is being spent. But where is that 

money going? I urge the Government to take steps to develop the Tribal 

areas not only in Maharashtra but in all other States where incidentally it 

is no co-incidence. Gadchiroli and Melghat in Maharashtra; Koraput and 

Bolangir areas in Orissa; our own Midnapore and Purulia in West Bengal 

and Adilabad in Andhra Pradesh, all have got a Naxalite problem. Why it 

is so? I think, in the interest of the nation, the Government must make a 

special effort to designate these areas as special development zones and 

develop Suitable mechanisms to ensure that inputs are provided to the 

Tribal population in all these States. Thank You .

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DR. M.S. GILL (Punjab): Sir, this is a very sad question and it deserves 

very grave consideration. I have to say with all honesty that this is one 

thing which we can take beyond political parties. It is a sad fact of India, 

not of today, but of decades and decades that malnutrition of women and 

children and tribals, above all, is one of the sad answers we cannot give to 

the World Development Reports. Therefore, this is a grave matter on which 

we need not score points on each other. This Government has only come 

in; that Government has been there; there had been plenty of Governments 

before that, and sadly and cruelly this statement is in one way correct in 

saying that it is inter-generational or decade to decade. So, it is over 

many decades. But, it is a heartless statement. It is not something which 

frankly the HRD Ministry can deal with or should have given by all 

themselves. The honourable senior Minister, Shri Arjun Singhji is here, 

and I particularly want to bring this to his attention because malnutrition is 

something we have known over decades and decades. We have tried 

various schemes, a long list of schemes is given, but obviously, there is 

plenty lacking, and not just in Maharashtra. There are 9000 children in one 

State. Take the average of the country, and tribals always suffer the most. 

I know it, I personally have a lot of contact with tribal people, and it is very 

sad what happens to them. The environmental laws that we have made in 

a very rigid way--l go to forests-I have other interests - blocked these 
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people, as the ex-Governor of Maharashtra was saying. Sir, everything in 

this country under laws which is made even for benefiting the people is 

so centralised that an answer never gets to Uttaranchal and Almora. We 

have been in the forests, and the local people told me that it is not 

possible to even do the minutest thing till it goes to Delhi and back in a 

hundred years. Therefore, Sir, it is a very grave matter. The statistics are 

frightening. India's record of child mortality is one of the worst in the 

world. Even taking the poor and developing countries around us and near 

us, we are worse than some of them, if you read those reports. This 

needs to be looked at seriously; it needs to have better schemes; it 

needs to have greater focus, greater funds and it needs a multi-Ministry 

approach or something which Shri Arjun Singhji alone has the authority 

and the strength, perhaps, to put together. I would appeal to the Minister 

to look at this in this fashion; not to simply give a bureaucratic justification 

which sadly was very, very cruel. 

SHRIMATI N.P. DURGA(Andhra Pradesh): At the outset, my heart 

goes to those children who have died due to starvation and malnutrition 

not only in Maharashtra, but also in other parts of the country. I 

wholeheartedly congratulate my colleague, Shri Sanjay Nirupam, for calling 

the attention of the Government on an important issue like this. I thank 

you, Mr. Chairman, Sir, for having given me an opportunity to speak on this 

subject which is very crucial and important because it is directly linked to 

the future of our country because India's future, children, are starving, 

malnourished and dying like guinea-pigs. It is very difficult for me to 

concentrate only on the deaths that took place in Maharashtra because it 

is not only in Maharashtra but poor children in other States are meeting 

with the same fate. 

So, with your permission, I wish to express my views on the problem 

as a whole. Sir WHO defined malnutrition as, "The cellular imbalance 

between supply of nutrients and energy and the body's demand for them 

to ensure growth, maintenance and specific function." Hunger or starvation 

has been described as, "A condition in which people lack the basic food 

intake to provide them with the energy and nutrients for fully productive 

lives." And, Sir, hunger continues to grow in India and this leads to 

malnutrition and stravation deaths in the country. Look at the statistics. 

They themselves will speak of the truth. Of the 860 million people starving 

in the world, Sir, this includes children, who go to bed without food, one- 
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third are from India. This is despite our having more than 60 million tonnes 

of foodgrains stocked in our godowns. We are not giving those to our poor 

people. Instead, we are allowing them to rot. Why? Who is responsible for 

this? Who is responsible for the death of these innocent children? Are we 

not responsible? Yes. The politicians are responsible. The bureaucracy is 

responsible. The system is responsible. And, we are the cause of hunger. 

We are the cause of malnutrition. We are the cause for starvation deaths 

that are taking place in different parts of the country. The Government of 

the day which controls and have the reins in its hands is responsible for 

this. I don't wish to pinpoint any State because these types of incidents 

are taking place in every nook and corner of the country. Look at the 

National Institute of Nurtrition's norms with regard to intake of cereals. 

According to NIN, a minimum of 157kg. of cereals per year, per capita is 

required. This has fallen to 131 kg. per year. Same is the case with pulses. 

This is only an iota of statistics that I am placing before the House. 

Sir, again it is not a question of statistics, but it is a question of why such 

things are happening and why are we, time and again, failling to prevent 

starvation deaths of innocent children in the country. I agree that object 

poverty is one of the reasons. But, why people should be in poverty when 

we have such a huge stock of foodgrains? Why should people be in poverty 

when we have excellent poverty alleviation programmes? We have 

programmes for the weaker sections of the society. We have a beautiful 

programme of Food for Work. We have ICDS. We have a programme 

which assures 100 days of work in a year. I beseech the hon. Minister to 

understand the gravity of the problem and generously release foodgrains 

and take measures in coordination with the health Ministry to provide 

nurtritional supplements such as Iodine, Vitamin A, D, Iron and Zinc to the 

poor children. 

Sir, inadequate sanitation further endangers children by increasing 

the risk of infectious diseases that increases the nutritional loss and 

metabolic demands. I would also like to suggest to the hon. Minister to 

lay emphasis, in coordination with the Health Ministry, on prenatal nutrition 

and good prenatal care. No doubt, we are giving emphasis on breastfeeding, 

but we are failing to percolate this message down under. The healthcare 

providers should emphasise the importance of breastfeeding, particularly 

in the first year of child's life, since this is the stage from which we have 

to concentrate on nutritional needs. Surveys also show that education 
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plays a crucial role in reducing malnutrition in children. Education for women 

is good in many ways. They, then, often marry late, get less children, 

have the self-confidence, skills and information to become good mothers 

who know about the nutritional levels. Another suggestion is this. If a 

Ministry can be set up for Disinvestment, another for Information Technology 

and Food Processing, there is no reason why we cannot set up a high- 

ranked Task Force with a 'clear-cut mandate of removing hunger and 

malnutrition in the country. 

So, Sir, hunger is not a curse that some among us have to live with. 

Hunger is a reflection of our misplaced emphasis towards growth for a few. 

The hungry do not need our sympathies. They need a helping, hand, and 

they can do the rest. 

Thank you, Sir. 

SHRI R.S. GAVAI (Maharashtra): Sir, I extend my thanks to you. 

The matter is of grave concern to all of us cutting across political-line. I am 

thankful to the respected Shri P.C. Alexander, because he happened to be 

the Governor of Maharashtra. I too belong to Maharashtra, Amaravati district. 

The problem doesn't relate to the Human Resources Development alone, 

it has so many other angles. 

Sir, all the villages, wherever tribal population is there, they are not 
connected to either the main road or even to the village road. The 
Maharashtra Government is very keen and sincere, and they have sent 
several reminders to the Government of India for relaxing the forest norms 
for the past so many years. Because of flimsy restrictions of the Forest 
Ministry, many developmental projects, many link roads are not completed 
despite the fact that the Maharashtra Government are very sincere and 
serious too. 

So, I would like to bring this to the notice of the hon. Minister and 

request him --hon. Minister is a respected politician -- that he may draw 

the attention of the Forest Ministry to the fact that at least in the forest 

areas where there are no link roads, no villages roads or no main roads, 

these norms are relaxed in the Forests Act. The second thing that I would 

like to submit is that I agree with Sarla Maheshwariji that criteria for 

preparing below poverty line list are to be altered. The criteria fixed for 

'Below Poverty Line' are useless. Sir, I have surveyed various Gram 

Panchayats, where this list is prepared by the DRDA and the Gram 
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Panchayats and you find that poor people are not included in the list of 

'Below Poverty Line'. They are shown as 'Above Poverty Line', Many rich 

people are shown below poverty line in the list. Sir, through you, I request 

the hon. Minister, Shri Arjun Singh, that he should find a way how to fix up 

the criteria for 'Below Poverty Line' particularly in relation to all the 

programmes of the DRDA. Criteria for 'Below Poverty Line' have to be 

fixed. Whatever benefit is supposed to reach poorer people, that benefit is 

going to the richer people. Poor people are being deprived of this advantage. 

These are some of the reasons for malnutrition and starvation. I do want to 

draw the attention of the hon. Minister in this respect. Thank you. 

SHRI M.P. ABDUSSAMAD SAMADANI (Kerala): Mr. Chairman, Sir, 

I thank you very much for giving me this opportunity to speak on this 

Calling Attention. Sir, I am here only just to make a simple request to the 

hon. Minister. As of now the HRD Ministry is under a very erudite and well- 

experienced leadership of Shri Arjun Singhji, I request the hon. Minister to 

come forward with a broad policy on children because there are many, 

many problems attached with the problems of the children throughout the 

country. There is lack of education. There are problems like new diseases, 

child labour, etc. There are many problems, which we have discussed in 

this House on many occasions. Some of these problems are very grave 

and deserve a very serious and urgent attention of the country and the 

Government. I request the hon. Minister to come forward with a broad 

policy on children so that all these things can be addressed and all those 

associated problems are looked into. Thank you.
