Crisis due to non-availability of anti-rabies vaccines

SHRI MANISH GUPTA (West Bengal): Sir, I would like to bring to the notice of

the House the serious shortage of anti-Rabies vaccine in West Bengal and other States.

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The problem is, as you know, in the world today, the highest number of Rabies cases are
in India. About one-third of the world's Rabies cases are in India. The Chief Minister
of West Bengal, Ms. Mamata Banerjee has written to the hon. Health Minister several
times. In fact, a letter was even sent on 3rd August regarding shortage of vaccines. As you
know, Rabies is a disease which causes death. It is a fatal disease. Since the anti-Rabies
vaccine is not available, hundreds of people are dying. This is a very serious issue. There
is a procedure or protocol that all anti-Rabies vaccines which are produced in India have
to be tested by the Central Drugs Laboratory at Kasauli. Lots of such samples for testing
are pending there and in the last few months, not even a single vial of vaccine has been
supplied to West Bengal State. People are dying in hundreds and this is a very serious
issue. A similar crisis situation is there in other States. So, my request to the Government
is that the methodology of supplying vaccines should be improved so that vaccines can be

regularly sent to the Government and private hospitals in other States and save lives.
