At present, the station has a 3 KW capacity and can be heard up to
40 Kms. distance However, the station has the capacity and potential to
function with 10 KW which can be heard beyond a distance of 60 Kms
The station has an independent studio and other facilities required for a
separate station. However, the radio station has not commenced its
operations. ltis understood that the necessary staff have not been provided
and that is why it has not commenced its operations. | demand that
necessary staff should be posted immediately so that the radio station
commences its operations. Otherwise, all the money and Jabour would
become a waste.

Itis also understood that a High Power Transmitter for Doordarshan
is being set up at Dharmapuri. However, the work is progressing at a slow
pace. | demand that the work should be completed on a top priority by
allocating adeduate funds.
