Universities is determined and managed as per clause 6.5 of UGC (Minimum 
Standards and Procedure for Award of M.Phil/Ph.D. Degrees) Regulations, 2016, 
which reads as under:-

“A Research Supervisor/Co-Supervisor who is a Professor, at any given point of 
time, cannot guide more than three M.Phil. and Eight Ph.D. scholars. An Associate 
Professor as Research Supervisor can guide up to a maximum of two M.Phil and 
six Ph.D. scholars and an Assistant Professor as Research Supervisor can guide up 
to a maximum of one M.Phil and four Ph.D. scholars.”

(c)	 In order to promote innovative and cognitive thinking and improve the quality 
of Ph.D. Programmes, IMPRINT (Impacting Research Innovation and Technology), 
IMPRESS (Impactful Policy Research in Social Science), SPARC (Scheme for 
Promotion of Academic and Research Collaboration) have been launched.
