(b) As per Affiliation Byelaws of Central Board of Secondary Education (CBSE) 

there is no restriction in the number of schools affiliated to it having English as the 

medium of instruction. 

(c) Schools, are given affiliations by School Eduation Boards, after they fulfill the 
conditions laid down in their affiliation byelaws.
