Demand to lower age limit for civil services examination

SHRI K.J. ALPHONS (Rajasthan): Sir, Civil Service Examinations are one of the
toughest examinations in the world. Approximately, 1.5 million candidates appear in the
examination and only about 100 get selected to the IAS. The upper age limit for
appearing in the examination was increased to 32 years for general category, 35 for OBC
and 37 for SC/ST candidates. At that age selected candidates are un-trainable, as they
come with a huge baggage. Civil Service needs people with a backbone, committed to
the country. It 1s difficult to nstill these qualities at such an advanced age. Therefore,
upper age limit may be reduced to 26, with appropriate concessions to OBC and SC/

ST candidates, in a phased manner.
