That is the first
intervention where I would like the hon. Minister to give me the logic, the reason
to bring that particular word where it 1s a private matter between husband and wife,
between two persons, which vou are putting in a public space and making it absolutely
violative of Fundamental Rights of a woman. She 1s entitled to dignity. Every law student,
every law officer, every law maker in this country or the world over, should know
what 1s the philosophy behind law. The philosophy behind law 1s to get justice. Justice

is equal to fairness. And when we are talking of justice and fairness, the end product
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is dignity. If we cannot give dignity, which is the end product of law, then, this law
is of no use to any human being. That is why I am looking at the sole factor of
the women getting equality before law, equality in society, equality in society in terms
of dignity that she may live with her head high, hold her esteem and live a protected,
safe, respectful life. This is the first point that you have brought in an alien factor
in the private realm of husband and wife. The second point 1s this. Why am I going
into criminalisation? We brought the Protection of Women from Domestic Violence
Act 1in 2005. Today, all the matters of women have been shifted to the family courts
where there is no police, there is no criminal procedure and there is a factum of a
social service provider, which would help her so that she can tell her problems to
that social service provider. That is how we went for the 2005 Act through the domestic
realm to give her protection, to see that she does not sit in the line of the accused
who are there in the Magistrates' Court either charged with Section 302 because it
has to be submitted before the Sessions Court, be it theft or for some kind of bootlegging
matter or some kind of bank fraud. All are sitting there and she is also sitting there
in the Magistrates' Court if she wants maintenance. We shifted that in 2005, to the
Civil Court. That is where she feels better. She takes help of a service provider. She
takes help of a protection officer, not a police officer. So, we have made a huge shift
and that is why women are there in Family Courts. Family Courts are manned by women
Judges and women service providrs. They sit there and they help. The children I are
counselled. There is a factum of counselling the children as well. Now, by bringing
this criminal angle, my first point is the Magistrates' Court. Ultimately, we are all Indians.
An Indian woman is an Indian woman. We are not classifying her in caste, class or
anything. She might be loaded with money; she might not be loaded with money.
But, she wants her husband. So, she would ask for bail. So, again, you bring a factum
of legal lawyers. You have not provided any legal aid factum here. How does a woman
know that she is entitled to free legal aid? Have we done enough legal awareness
everywhere that every woman knows her right that she has a right to legal aid? She
can go to any court and ask for legal aid. She will get a lawver who can help her
with her matters. That 1s the second thing, Sir, the bail part. That is the most, T would
not sav a hard word like 'dangerous,’ but, definitely a matter where you need to raise
concerns. Why? Before the magistrate when the question of bail comes, and even
maintenance comes, you abuse the word 'discretion of the magistrate'. Have you laid
down any procedure what this discretion would mean to a magistrate in a family matter,
Sir? We are talking of family matter. I know; I understand because you are going to

take it in a general bracket, discretion of the magistrate. These are family matters. She

also wants custody of the children. You have provided that she can seek custody
of her children. So, again, she has to apply for that. So, this is the third step in
criminalization in a Magistrate's court. She is not in a family court. She is in a Magistrate's
court where she is going to ask for all these things, and pray how is the husband
going to give her maintenance when he 1s already facing a criminal trial in the Magistrate's
court? He is already facing bail proceedings. We do not know how is he going to
mange his bail through a lawyer, or, whatever his bail bonds are. When is he going
to get the bail, and he is going to be sent to judicial custody? So, how is he going
to provide maintenance to this woman, to this lady, who has asked for maintenance,
also asked for custody of children?

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MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Now, Shri A. Navaneethakrishnan. You have three

speakers from your Party and time allotted is ten minutes. So, take three minutes each.

SHRIMATI VIJILA SATHYANANTH (Tamil Nadu): No, Sir. Let him speak.
...(Interruptions)...

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Please don't comment like this while being seated.

SHRI A. NAVANEETHAKRISHNAN (Tamil Nadu): Mr. Deputy Chairman, Sir, the
Muslim Women (Protection of Rights on Marriage) Bill, 2019 is unconstitutional, arbitrary
and illegal. It is not sustainable under law. I humbly submit to this House that Parliament
has no legislative competence to entertain this Bill. I may be permitted to quote Entry
5 of List-Ill of Seventh Schedule. Entry 1 of the same deals with criminal law. It is
not included in List-T or List-II. T would like to draw the kind attention of this House
to Entry 5 of List-Ill. I may be permitted to quote. It reads, "Marriage and divorce;
infants and minors; adoption; wills, intestacy and succession; joint family and partition;
all matters in respect of which parties in judicial proceedings were immediately before
the commencement of this Constitution subject to their personal law”. It says, "subject
to their personal law". So, this is guaranteed in our Constitution. Now, the Bill deals

with child custody or custody of children and it also makes triple fadag an offence.

TTransliteration in Urdu Script.
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This Bill has retrospective effect from 19th day of September, 2018. T think no law
can have retrospective effect. I may be permitted to quote Article 20 of the Constitution.
Article 20(1) says, "No person shall be convicted of any offence except for violation
of a law in force at the time of the commission of the Act charged as an offence,
nor be subjected to a penalty greater than that which might have been inflicted under
the law in force at the time of the commission of the offence.” This Bill is yet to
be passed. Today, voting will take place. So, the law, which is yet to be passed, declares
that it shall be deemed to have come into {orce on the 19th day of September, 2018.

Sir, it is unconstitutional and it is against Article 20(1) of the Constitution.

Then, I would come to Clause 4 of the Bill which says, "Any Muslim husband
who pronounces talaq referred to in Section 3 upon his wife shall be punished with
imprisonment for a term which may extend to three vears, and shall also be liable to
fine." 1t is very well known and every student of law knows that Mushim marriage
is a civil contract. It is simple and pure. The breach of civil contract cannot be termed
as an offence. So, Clause 4 of the Bill cannot stand judicial scrutiny. Of course, our
demand for scrutiny by a Select Committee was not accepted by the Central Government.
Definitely, Clause 4 would not stand judicial scrutiny. What 1s an offence? An 'offence’
1s defined in the General Clauses Act, 1897. I may be permitted to quote the definition
of 'offence’ from the General Clauses Act, 1897. It says, I quote, "offence shall mean

any act or omission made punishable by any law for the time being in force.”
MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: You have two more speakers. ... {Interruptions)...

SHRI A. NAVANEETHAKRISHNAN: No, no. They are not speaking.
-..{Interruptions)...

The offence shall mean any act or omission made punishable by law for the
time being in force. Now, the Supreme Court has held that the practice of triple falag
is not permitted in Muslim law, not permitted in Quran. It is null and void and
unconstitutional. There 1s no act called Triple Talag-an act, which has been declared
by the Supreme Court as null and void and unconstitutional. So, if an act 1s to be
declared as an offence, it must be an act. There 1s no act. It 1s null and veid. It 1s
unconstitutional. It is not recognized. So, it is only an empty phrase. Merely because
the Muslim husband pronounces triple falag, it cannot have any adverse impact, any
adverse consequences. It will not create law and order problem. It will not affect the
society. Pronouncing triple falag will not have any consequences. There 1s no act.

You cannot declare the triple talag as an act under Clause 4 of this Bill. My humble
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submission would be that an act which is not in existence has already been declared
by the Supreme Court null and void. It is not permitted, recognized in the Muslim
law. This Parliament cannot declare this act, namely, the triple talag as an offence.

Clause 4 cannot stand the scrutiny of our judicial forum.

Then, I would like to draw the kind attention to the children custody. The children
custody is very, very important. Even other Members also pointed out, desertions
are taking place. The children, who are deserted by the parents, form a separate category.
Their interest is to be protected. I think, that matter is pending before the Supreme
Court also in a Public Interest Litigation. Now, already, a secular law, namely, the Guardians
and Wards Act is governing this adoption and custody of the Muslim children. That
Actvery clearly says that the welfare of the children alone 1s of paramount consideration
in all matters regarding the custody of the children. It is a settled law. Also, as per
this Act, Guardians and Wards Act, as well in Hindu law also, in the custody matters,
the jurisdiction is given only to the higher courts, namely, Dustrict Courts, High Courts
and not to the Magistrate. Clause 6 contemplates that notwithstanding anything
contained in any other law for the time being in force, a married Muslim woman shall
be entitled to custody of her minor children in the event of pronouncement of talag
by her husband, in such manner as may be determined by the Magistrate. I am of
the humble view that Magistrate cannot be entrusted with this kind of a decision because
in custody of a minor child, always welfare of the minor child will be taken into
consideration, whether it is father or mother, it is immaterial. Now, this provision
contemplates that custody of the minor child must be given to mother irrespective
of the welfare of the minor child. This is against law, against public policy, against
public interest. Also, giving jurisdiction to the Magistrate is not acceptable. Already,
District Courts, High Courts are dealing with this matter and the matter 1s normally
going up to the Supreme Court. So, this Clause also will not stand the judicial scrutiny.
And, then, considering these aspects, my humble submission would be that this Bill
15 the most important Bill touching upon the lives of the human beings. So, it must
be referred to a Select Committee for deeper consideration. According to me, this
Parliament has no jurisdiction, no legislative competence. And also, the minor custody
matter cannot be entrusted to the Magistrate. And also, the welfare of the minor child
1s 1gnored totally in this provision. So, the Magistrate has no other way except to

handover the child to the wife.
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My humble submission would be that in the larger public interest as a Parliament,
and also, this House being the House of Elders; it may be referred to a Select Committee.

Also, 1 strongly oppose this Bill. Thank you, Sir.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: So, vou have used the entire time of your party.
So, there will be no more speakers from vour party. ... (Interruptions)... No; not allowed.

... {Interruptions)... Now, Shri Prasanna Acharya.

SHRI PRASANNAACHARYA (Odisha): Mr. Deputy Chairman, Sir, from last evening
and this morning, I have been receiving numerous telephone calls from friends and
from some of the hon. Members of this House also, as to what should be my party's
stand on this Bill. Sir, this is a question of women empowerment. As you know, my
party, the Biju Janata Dal and our Government in Odisha, led by Shri Naveen Patnaik,
has always been working for women empowerment. The latest example being, in the
last Lok Sabha elections, we gave one-third of the Lok Sabha tickets to women, and
you will be happy to know that in this Lok Sabha, out of 21 seats from Odisha, 7

women MPs are there. So, we are always in favour of women empowerment.

Secondly, Sir, during the introductory speech, the hon. Law Minister was quoting
the Supreme Court Judgement. We all respect the Judgement of the Supreme Court,
and I will reiterate what the hon. Minister was saying. The hon. Judges in their separate
judgement-the minority judgement-have implored the legislature to bestow its
thoughtful-vou were mentioning-consideration to this issue of paramount importance.
They have also beseeched different political parties to keep their individual political
gains apart-different political parties, this party, that party and that party also-while
considering the necessary measures requiring legislation. The majority judgement clearly
states that triple talaq lacks legal sanctity. It lacks legal sanctity, and Justice Kurian
Joseph, you were mentioning, has completely disagreed on the statement that Triple
Talag 1s an integral part of the religious practice. Moreover, when in the 16th Lok
Sabha, you brought this Bill; my party had brought certain amendments. I am thankful
to the Minister that almost all those amendments have been accepted by the hon.
Minister, and the Bill has come in a new shape in the Lok Sabha which has been
passed. So, my party's stand is to support this Bill.

But, Sir, T am not a lawyer. The hon. Law Minister is a very renowned lawyer
Other renowned lawyers of the country are all sitting here. Shri Navaneethakrishnan
1s also a very famous lawyer. He 1s not here now. He was interpreting the law. | have

certain doubts. I would request the Minister to clear that while replying. Again, [ reiterate
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that [ am not a lawyer. As a layman, I am expressing my doubts here. Sir, in Clause
3 of this Bill, it is said that any pronouncement of falag by words either spoken or
written or in electronic form or in any other manner whatsoever shall be void and
illegal. Apart from this, the effect of the hon. Supreme Court Judgement 1is also that
the marriage 1s legally valid and the persons continue to be lawfully wedded even
after pronouncing talag. Shri Navaneethakrishnan was mentioning it. Clause 4 of the
Bill says, "Any Muslim husband who pronounces falag referred to in Section 3 shall
be punished with imprisonment for a term which may extend to three vears, and shall
also be liable to fine." Again, Clause 7 says, "An offence punishable under this Act
shall be cognizable". Now this brings the question as to how after rendering talag-
e-biddat inoperative in Clause 3-n Clause 3, you have made it inoperative; as per
the Supreme Court judgement, it is inoperative-its oratory or written pronouncement
can be considered a cognizable offence in Clauses 4 and 77 That 1s my question as
a layman to the hon. Minister. Kindly explain it. Under Clause 3, you make it void.
If a Muslim husband says, “talag, talag, talag” it will no longer be effective. And
what is not in action, how the subsequent things can come up? That is my question
as a layman to the hon. Minister. Kindly explain it. ... {fnterruptions)... | am supporting
the Bill. ...{Interruptions)... This 1s my doubt that T am placing and 1 want the hon.
Minister to please clarify it. Another thing is, the woman, the victim, the lady or any
of her blood relations or any of her in-laws can file a complaint with the police. My
apprehension 1s that this clause may be misused. Even without the knowledge and
without the consent of the victim, any of her relatives can go to the police station
and drag the lady to the court also. So please reconsider this provision. I think only
the woman, the victim should be given permission or should be allowed to lodge a
complaint with the police, if she so likes. That is my submission. Talag 1s all the time
unilateral. A husband says, "lalag, talag, talag, " and there 1s divorce. Suppose a Mushim
woman who wants to give talag to his husband, is it unilateral? Yes, there 1s a system
called Khula. But in Khula, the wife will appeal to the husband, "Please divorce me"
and if the husband agrees, then only the tortured wife, the suffering wife can get
talag. My submission to the hon. Minister 1s, please make some such provision in
the law. If you say that vou want to equate women with men, there should be no
discrimination. If a man, a husband can give falag or divorce a lady unilaterally, why
not the wife has the same right? You have no such provision in the Bill. ...(Time-

Bell rings)... Sir, please allow me for two-three minutes.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: You have one minute.
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SHRI PRASANNA ACHARYA: Sir, we are saying that it is social reformation.
We want to emancipate the women, free them from torture and remove the social stigma.
Reformation is a continuous process and whenever there is reformation in the society, —
Satidaha Pratha was there in the Hindu society and Raja Ram Mohan Roy fought
throughout his life-there is a lot of resentment. People opposed Raja Ram Mohan
Roy and, ultimately, the British Government had to come up with a law. So my point

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Now, Shri Elamaram Kareem.

SHRI ELAMARAM KAREEM: Sir, I oppose this Bill. This is not for the protection
of Muslim women's right, but to create an insecure feeling among the largest minority
community in our country. Our party, CPI{M), opposes talag, particularly, the triple
talag. The specific practice 1s not permitted in most of the Islamic countries. Acceptance
of this demand will bring relief to the affected women. At the same time, we also urge
that all personal laws, including those for the majority community, require reform. Sir,
this Bill 1s against the basic principles of legislation and against the well-established
constitutional precedents and procedures. A legislation starts with, 'on the basis of
necessity”, and the promulgation of Ordinance starts with, 'on the basis of urgency!’

Here, in this case, no such demand 1s there because the hon. Supreme Court has already
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struck down triple falag as null and void. As we all know that the verdict of the
Supreme Court is the law of the land. If the Supreme Court has pronounced a judgment
wherein it has been held that triple talag is illegal, it is considered as illegal by our
existing law itself. Then, what 1s the need of introducing a Bill of this kind? This 1s
nothing but the hidden agenda of this Government to impose the ideas of Uniform

Civil Code in our society.

My first contention is that the Bill is discriminatory in nature. It deals with the
cases under the Code of Criminal Procedure. It is to be noted that all other religious
marriage Acts deal with the cases under the Code of Civil Procedure, and have simple
penal provisions in case of their violation. The hon. Supreme Court in Shayara Bano
versus Union of India and others case of August 2017, in a majority judgment, set
aside the practice of triple talag-e-biddat that is, pronouncement of falag three times
at the same time. It said that the instant triple tfalag i1s void, unconstitutional,
discriminatory, and un-Islamic for the simple reason that it is unilateral act on the part
of a man, without giving the woman any opportunity whatsoever, to reconcile her
marriage. But, [ am surprised to see that repeatedly this Government says in the
Statement of Objects and Reasons that by this Bill, the Government is acting at the
behest of the Supreme Court judgment. Nowhere, in the 300-page judgment, has the
court said that the instant triple falag needs to be criminalised. Sir, T would like to
know whether the Government 1s very serious about the problems which the Muslim
women are confronted with. The Government has to take some measures. According
to the available data, the work participation ratio of Muslim women is at 14.1 per cent,
that 1s, at the lowest among all socio- religious communities. Muslim female literacy
rate is at 50.1 per cent, which is also lower than all other communities. The school
completion rate 1s lower than those of the Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes.
If the Government 1s serious, it should take up those issues. As per Article 141 of
the Constitution, the judgment of Supreme Court is the law of the land. Then, why
15 the Govemment in such a hurry to make such a controversial law? The Personal
Law has the protection of Article 25 of the Constitution of India, that is, on f{reedom
of religion, marriage, divorce, inheritance, custody of children etc. These are integral
part of the Personal Law and the Government has no right to interfere in this. The
present legislation is unconstitutional and ill-motivated. In other words, it 1s a denial

of the fundamental rights, as guaranteed in the Constitution.

The Statement of Objects and Reasons of this Bill says one thing that there
is hidden agenda for you in this Bill. It is nothing but to pave the way for encroachment
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on the freedom of faith, freedom of practice and profess one's own religion, and making
an entry to the Common Civil Code ...(Interruptions)... You are fabricating
