Sector Scheme for a total outlay of * 13,343.00 crore for five years (2019-24). An amount of
¥2683.00 crore is proposed for the Financial Year 2019-20. It is has the following scheme

components:

Foot and Mouth Disease (FMD) control programme: The programme envisages 100%
vaccination coverage of cattle, buffaloes, sheep, goats and pigs at six months interval in
the entire country. Further, animals will be identified using unique animal identification ear
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tags. The programme also includes de-worming of targeted population of livestock twice a
year as one of its activities.

Brucellosis control programme: The programme envisages 100% vaccination cover-

age of female cattle and buffalo calves (4-8 months of age) once in a life time.
