Demand for setting up a committee to Revisethe MNREGA normsto benefit
migrant worker s affected due to lockdown

SHRI SUBHASH CHANDRA SINGH (Odisha): Hon. Chairman, Sir, in the current
Covid-19 epidemic, the Central Government may consider constituting a committee to
select migrant-prone districts of the country and implement the policy to increase the
working days for workers, working under MGNREGA, from 100 days to 200 daysin a
year. Their wages may also be increased to ¥ 300/- per day. The Odisha Government
has already introduced the scheme in three districts viz. Balangir, Nuapada and Baragad
for the purpose and increased working days to 200 in a year and increased the wages
to T 300/- per day for the workers. The Odisha Government has aso sanctioned a
specia package of ¥ 500/- crores for the purpose.

Under the MGNREGA scheme, workers are supposed to do the works relating to
construction but migrant workers are not satisfied with that work, so the working areas
may be widened and some more fields like tailoring, manufacturing, stitching etc. may
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be included under the scheme, so that the migrant workers may work in those fields
satisfactorily.
