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Need for setting up of more Courts for fast track trial of offences against women and
children

SHRI PRASANNA ACHARYA (Odisha): Thank you, Mr. Chairman, Sir, for giving me
this opportunity. My submission is regarding the increasing incidences of rape and
child sexual offences in our country. A couple of days before, we observed the
International Women's Day. It is not that the Central Government and different State
Governments are not taking any measures or any steps in this regard, but several
Governments are taking different measures to contain this crime. | can proudly claim
that my Government in Odisha, led by hon. Shri Naveen Patnaik, has been taking
exemplary steps to get control over the situation. But, unfortunately, in spite of all the
steps taken, these incidences of crime against women are increasing in this country.
You know that according to the National Crime Records Bureau data, there has been,
on an average, 87 rape cases every day in 2020, which is a 7 per cent rise in the crime
against women that happened in 2019. In 2019 alone, overall 4,05,861 cases of crime
against women had been reported. These are all reported cases. There are many
cases which are not being reported because people and concerned families are very
much concerned about their social prestige and social stigma. Therefore, many
cases are not being reported in the Police Stations or before the authorities
concerned. As is reported by the NCRB, the total number of child pornography and
child rape incidences is 13,244 from March, 2020 to September, 2020, within six
months' time. These are the reported cases. A couple of years before, there was
Nirbhaya case in this country and the whole nation was rocked. After that, this
Parliament enacted this POCSO Act. As per the provisions of POCSO Act, in such
cases, FIR should be registered quickly and trial should be completed within six
months. That is the provision of the Act. For that, there is a provision of setting up of
Fast Track Courts in all the districts of the country. But, unfortunately, in many of the
districts of the country, Fast Track Courts are yet to be set up. Therefore, many
cases are pending for a longer time in the respective Courts. Therefore, my appeal to
the Central Government is to ask the respective High Courts and the respective State
Governments to set up Fast Track Courts as quickly as possible wherever no Fast
Track Courts have been set up so far. A sufficient number of Fast Track Courts
should be set up under the POCSO Act so that speedy trial can take place and the
guilty can be taken to task.
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
