SHRI SUJEET KUMAR: Sir, we are all immensely proud of our Indian Railways, which
is the fourth largest railway network in the world, connecting over 23 million Indian
citizens everyday, which is over 8 billion passengers annually. The total network of the
Indian Railways is over 68,000 kilometers. This makes us immensely proud. This
year's Union Budget has made the highest ever allocation on capital expenditure,
which is Rs. 2.11 lakh crore, which is 29 per cent more over last year's capital
expenditure and 33 per cent more over last year's Revised Estimates capital
expenditure. Sir, hopefully, bulk of this will be spent on new initiatives, on completion
of vital ongoing projects and on improving passenger amenities. | welcome this
increased allocation to capital expenditure.

SHRI SUJEET KUMAR?: Sir, in this year's Budget, capex towards safety- related
works is estimated to increase by 18.4 per cent over the financial year 2019-20.

SHRI SUJEET KUMAR: Sir, this increased capital expenditure on safety will hopefully
lead to better maintenance of railway infrastructure which will lead to better safety. |
must mention here that the number of accidents on rail network has sharply declined
from 325 in 2003-04 to 54 in 2019-20. The Indian Railways has recorded best ever
safety performance: Zero fatality due to 'consequential accidents' since April 2019
which is the first time in the history of Indian Railways. On behalf of my party, |
appreciate this improved safety record.

Seventy per cent of rail accidents in the country are caused due to
derailments. The Standing Committee on Railways way back in 2016 had noted that
one of the main reasons for derailment is a defect in the track or rolling stock. It had
suggested that 4,500 km of track length should be renewed annually. However, it is a
matter of concern that except for the financial year 2019-20 in none of the years have
we met this target of 4,500 km of track review. My request through you, Sir, to the
hon. Minister is that there should not be and cannot be any compromise on safety
and hence the Minister will look into track review with the seriousness it deserves.

Sir, my second point is regarding the share of railways in total freight traffic,
which has been steadily declining from 89 per cent in 1950-51 to 30 per cent in 2011-
12 and 27 per cent in 2020. NITI Aayog in 2018 had highlighted shortfall in carrying
capacity and lack of price competitiveness as some of the reasons for the decline in
freight share. Freight tariff should be optimized or rationalized to make it competitive
because the higher cost of freight segment is eventually passed on to the common
public in the form of increased cost of electricity, cement, steel, etc. | know that it is
a tricky balance to maintain between passenger fare and freight tariff. | think without
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increasing the passenger fare, hon. Minister will find a way of improving and
increasing the freight traffic in our country.

The National Rail Plan (NRP) of 2030 has been developed with a view to
develop infrastructure by 2030 to cater to the increased traffic requirements up to
2050. The NRP Vision document aims to enhance this share of railways in freight
transportation to more than 40 per cent by 2030. | hope we meet this target. This will
help decongest our roads, lead to better logistics management and boost the
revenues of the Indian Railways.

This leads me to my third point, Sir, which is about the green initiatives by the
Indian Railways. The Indian Railways has fixed itself a stiff target of being a net-zero
emitter of carbon by 2030. This would mean eliminating emissions of 7.5 million tonne
of CO2 equivalent each year, about the same as two coal power plants. This includes
an ambitious target for complete electrification of Indian Railways network by 2023
and an equally ambitious target for generation of renewable energy using the
Railways' assets. India's transport sector contributes to 12 per cent of the country's
greenhouse gas emissions, with the Railways accounting for about 4 per cent of that.
To reduce overall emissions from transportation, the Indian Railways has committed
itself to increase the amount of freight moved by it to over 40 per cent by 2030. On
behalf of my party, which has always pioneered green initiatives in our State of
Odisha, | applaud the Ministry and the hon. Minister and hope it sets an example
worldwide of being a very green transport mode.

My next point is regarding network expansion and modernization of the Indian
Railways. The Railways has not been able to meet some of the key targets for
expansion and modernization in recent years. It has missed its Budget targets in all
the three years between 2017-18 and 2019-20 for construction of new lines, gauge
conversion and electrification of railway lines. As per the Revised Estimates for 2020~
21, the achievement will be less than the Budget Target in all these three indicators.
Sir, there is a need to rework the priorities and to reschedule the activities which are
contributing to the tardy progress in the network expansion and modernization. Also,
the Railways should look at its engagement in the peripheral or non-core activities
that are non-remunerative such as running of schools, hospitals, real estate
business, catering, etc. The Committee for restructuring of Railways has noted that
several of these activities are non-remunerative and impose a huge financial burden
on the Railways. It has recommended that these non-remunerative activities should
be separated from Railways' core business and can be outsourced to private entities.

Sir, my next point is about increased focus and attention paid to improve
connectivity in the North-East and Jammu and Kashmir. It is extremely essential from
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a strategic point of view, particularly when we have a hostile neighbour like China. As
a regional party, Biju Janata Dal has always supported national interest and we
welcome the focus of the Government to improve connectivity in our frontier and
border areas. But, | would also like to highlight the gross neglect of the State of
Odisha by the Railways over the years. | do not wish to single out this Government. It
has been done by successive Governments. If anything, this Government has been
more generous to us than the previous ones. | had spoken about some of these
issues during my Budget speech and even at the cost of repeating myself, | would like
to reiterate them here. There are six districts in Odisha without any railway
connectivity. In the last seven years, only one additional district of Odisha got railway
connectivity. Odisha is not a hilly or difficult terrain to connect through Railways. In
the last seven years, the Indian Railways has given only one new railway line to
Odisha. We had requested for an amount of Rs.7,200 crore in this year's Budget for
Railways with a detailed breakup and justification of why we need that.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Please conclude now.

SHRI SUJEET KUMAR: Sir, | will take just 2-3 more minutes. | was told that | will get
some more time.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: We have already given you more time. One more speaker
is there. You have already taken that time.

SHRI SUJEET KUMAR: Sir, | will take just two more minutes.

Unfortunately, we got only Rs.5,528 crore. We have a railway density of only 15
in Odisha while the national average is 19. Our neighbouring States like West Bengal
has 44 and Jharkhand has 24.3. | had said it before as well that we do not grumble
about our neighbours. In fact, we are happy for them but we should also get equitable
and fair treatment.

Sir, the Government of Odisha is committed to extend all help to the Ministry of
Railways for implementation of railway projects including filling the viability gap,
formation of JVs or SPVs, directly financing constructions besides offering free land.
Sir, | would like to make a very quick mention of KBK region of Odisha which is a
cluster of eight districts in Southern and Western Odisha, seven of which are a part of
Aspirational Districts Programme of hon. Prime Minister. The railway density in KBK
region is six. It is truly shocking. Railway density of the country is 19 and railway
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density of KBK region is six. Shri Jairam Ramesh is here; he was the Minister of Rural
Development.

SHRI SUJEET KUMAR: Sir, hon. Member, Shri Jairam Ramesh, knows that KBK
region is largely tribal and largely infested with LWE. He was MoRD; so, he knows the
ground realities of KBK region.

Sir, we have taken several steps to improve connectivity in KBK region. As we
know, connectivity is one of the key factors for socio-economic and all-round
development of a region or a nation. It is, in fact, lifeblood of economy. | will give an
example which the House should be aware of. Please remember the date of 26"
July, 2018. It is a historic and memorable day because on this day, Odisha and the
nation took a decisive step in its fight against the Maoists. A bridge called the
Gurupriya Setu was inaugurated on this day right in the Maoist heartland of KBK
region, connecting over 30,000 people of 151 villages, who were completely cut-off
from the nation until then. This area was previously known as Bichhinnanchala,
meaning the region of disconnected.
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Today, the same area is called Swabhiman Anchal, the region of self respect. This is
the power of connectivity. If Odisha Government, with its limited resources, can
achieve this, we can all imagine what all can we achieve with greater connectivity.
However, we are severely lacked by adequate rail connectivity in the KBK region. As |
have mentioned, our rail density is only 6. Hon. Prime Minister has been talking about
Purvodaya and he has been giving a lot of thrust to the development of Eastern
Region, which we all applaud and compliment.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Thank you, Sujeeti

SHRI SUJEET KUMAR: But how his vision of Purvodaya will be achieved unless we
have proper rail connectivity in KBK?

SHRI BINOY VISWAM (Kerala): Sir, please give him some more time.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Binoy Viswamyji, please do not interrupt.

SHRI SUJEET KUMAR: So, my last sentence is this. | hope that in the interest of
internal security of the country, in the interest of regional balance, the hon. Minister

will give a special thrust and focus to the KBK region of Odisha and improve rail
connectivity in this region. Thank you.

SHRI P. WILSON (Tamil Nadu): Madam, with over 67,580 route kilometres, Indian
Railways is the largest network in the world. ...(/m‘errupz‘/ons)...
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THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRIMATI VANDANA CHAVAN): Please don't talk in
between. Let him speak. ...(/nz‘erru,oz‘/ons)... Please maintain discipline. Let the
hon. Member speak and let us all listen to him.

SHRI P. WILSON: Madam, | should have full six minutes.
THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRII\/IATI VANDANA CHAVAN): Yes, you will.

SHRI P. WILSON: With over 67,580 route kilometres, Indian Railways is the largest
network in the world. The Congress Government mooted the nationalisation of some
sectors with a view that the men and women equally have the right to an adequate
means of livelihood and that the material resources of the community are so
distributed to subserve the common good. This was done so that the economic
system does not result in the concentration of wealth and means of production to the
common detriment. This was in furtherance to achieve the Directive Principles of
State policy. In fact, DMK party also strives for the same. Now, you are promoting
few crony capitalists in India and the entire material resources are left at their
disposal, including the Railways. The centralisation of wealth of this nation and
natural resources only with them is very dangerous and is working against the citizens
of this country. Why | said this? Privatisation of trains on some routes, even as
infrastructure like tracks and stations belong to the Indian Railways, would result in an
undue burden on the common man in the form of increased ticket fares.

Private trains are decided by railways to be operated by private players in 12
clusters on 109 routes by bringing in 150 trains. These routes are prime routes and
prime time has been given to private players with freedom to decide the class of
composition i.e., 1AC, 2AC and 3AC, stoppages and even fares !

The Railways got a revenue share of 36 per cent out of 2.2 per cent upper
class passengers travelled during 2018 and 2019. If private players decide to carry
only upper class passengers, the Railways will lose its revenue to a great extent.

Sir, everyone knows that ICF has manufactured train sets which meet all
qualifications and successful in running two routes as Vande Bharat for the last two
years which is costing Rs. 97 crores. If this is purchased from the Western countries,
it would cost more than Rs. 200 crores.

The Railways are building dedicated freight corridors by taking loan from the
World Bank and the Asian Development Bank. In the recent Budget, the hon.
Finance Minister has announced about monetizing these corridors which result in
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private players running freight trains and would make huge profits. If these routes are
put to use, 52 per cent of railway freight share will be handled by private players.

Already two train services between New Delhi and Lucknow and Mumbai and
Ahmedabad are privatized through IRCTC. While railways were running New Delih-
Lucknow Tejas Express, the fare for New Delhi-Lucknow, in AC Chair Car, was only
Rs. 1,165 and in the Executive Chair Car it was Rs. 1,855. Whereas, after privatization
and run by IRCTC, the AC Chair Car fare is Rs. 1,755 which means Rs. 600 more and
the Executive Chair Car fare has been increased to Rs. 2,450 which means Rs. 595
more ! Also, 152 different concessions, which otherwise were allowed by railways, are
not allowed by the IRCTC.

During the height of COVID-19 pandemic, the Indian Railways invited
Expression of Interest from multinationals/private and subsequently released tenders
to finalize running of 224 express trains on 109 routes from 11 corridors and intended
to introduce private express trains in busy trunk routes from 2023 onwards.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRII\/IATI VANDANA CHAVAN): Mr. Wilson, you have two
minutes.

SHRI P. WILSON: Already Railways have made plans to privatize three loco/wagon
manufacturing production units like Modern Coach Factory, Raebareli; RCF,
Kapurthala; and, ICF, Perambur.

Railways intend to privatize 5,500 kms. of railway track this year. When assets
of railways, such as train service, locos, maintenance activities are privatized, Indian
Railways will lose income. Although the hon. Minister claims that the Indian Railways
will not be privatized, when the activities of the railways are privatized, the income of
Indian Railways will deplete resulting in financial crisis for the Indian Railways which,
eventually, become like Air India and Indian Airlines.

Madam, catering activities were privatized nearly 2-3 decades back. Yet, there
are complaints from passengers regarding catering services. So, privatization does
not mean improvement in service or efficiency.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRII\/IATI VANDANA CHAVAN): Hon. Member, you will
have to wind up.

SHRI P. WILSON: The Budget, however, does not offer much scope to expand the
railway network in the State of Tamil Nadu. The total allocation for infrastructure and
safety for 2021-22 in Tamil Nadu is only Rs. 2,972 crores. It is just to keep projects
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alive. In fact, if the amount that has been sanctioned by way of grant is utilized in
Tamil Nadu, all projects will take about 15-20 years for completion.

Therefore, | would request that ample grants may be sanctioned for the
projects in Tamil Nadu. Thank you.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRII\/IATI VANDANA CHAVAN): Now, we have Dr. Banda
Prakash. You have six minutes.

DR. BANDA PRAKASH (Telangana): Madam Vice-Chairman, in the General Budget
itself, proposals have been initiated for the Railways. The Indian Railways plan to
create future-ready railway system by 2030. It intends to construct dedicated freight
corridors; one hundred electrification for broad gauge railway lines by December
2023; highest-ever total plan of Rs. 2,15,088 crores, this year, out of that Rs.
1,07,100 crores are coming from capital expenditure.

Madam, the Indian Railways, which have 67,500 kilometers of line, is the third
largest network in the world, under single management. During the Financial Year,
2019-20, the Indian Railways carried 1.2 billion tones of freights and 8.1 billion
passengers, thereby making it the world's largest passenger carrier and the fourth
largest freight carrier.

Madam, because of the shortage of time, | want to confine my observations
particularly to South-Central Railway. The South-Central Railway has always been
contributing significantly for the Indian Railways. In 2017-18, our contribution had
been Rs. 13,770 crores; in 2018-19, it was Rs. 15,880 crores. In terms of revenue
generation, the South-Central Railway in the country is second after the East Coast
Zone. The South-Central Railway has five Divisions. Two Divisions have gone to
Andhra Pradesh area, two Divisions are with Telangana, and only one Division is with
Nanded, which is in Maharashtra. But, out of Rs. 7,024 crores, which have been
allotted in 2020-21, Rs. 4,660 crores have gone to Andhra area. In the present year
Budget also, out of Rs. 7,220 crores, Rs. 5,812 crores are going to Andhra area
Divisions. Hon. Minister, if you want to create a separate Zone for Andhra Pradesh,
you can do so. But allotting grants to the South-Central Railway and giving a major
chunk of that to Andhra Pradesh, is a lot of injustice to Telangana. Telangana is
contributing almost 60 per cent of the South-Central Railway revenues. A lot of coal
and cement factories are under the Secundarabad area. Hence, you are getting
substantial revenue from Telangana through freight charges.

In the Andhra Pradesh (Reorganization) Act, the assurance No. 10, given
under 13" Schedule says, "The Indian Railways shall, within six months from the
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appointed day, examine the feasibility of establishment of rail coach factory in the
successor State of Telangana and improve rail connectivity in the State and take an
expeditious decision thereon" . The assurance No. 11 even talks about improving the
land connectivity in the States of Telangana and Andhra Pradesh. In this regard, we
have made requests a number of times to the hon. Minister. We had a discussion
even in the House on 24™ July, 2018. On that day, after discussion on the Andhra
Pradesh (Reorganization) Bill, the then Home Minister, Raj Nath Singhji had said that
it will be implemented and the Government is committed to fulfill its obligations and
implement the statutes in true letter and spirit.  However, one RTI activist had
recently sought information about its status. The answer was very surprising that no
more coach factories are required by the Indian Railways, at present and in
foreseeable future.

Madam, we strongly feel that the Government is dishonouring the statutory
provisions of the law of the land. All these years, the public reprsentatives at the
national level and the people of Telangana State are hopeful of establishment of
various statutory and assured obligations on the part of..

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRII\/IATI VANDANA CHAVAN): Hon. Member, you have
two more minutes.

DR. BANDA PRAKASH: Madam, after six minutes, you can remind me.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRII\/IATI VANDANA CHAVAN): Then, you will say that you
want two more minutes.

DR. BANDA PRAKASH: Regarding setting up of a railway coach factory, | would like
to say that a coach factory for our State was first assured by hon. Shri P.V.
Narasimha Rao, who was the then Central Minister, in 1980. To our surprise, after
1984, it went to Punjab State, through some accord. They have established it in
Kapurthala. After that, again, it went to Rai Bareilly. One factory has gone to Bihar;
after that, it has gone to Bengal when Railway Ministers were from there. Some
Railway Ministry is there. No Southern State has got any factory after Independence.
Earlier we had the Perambadur Railway Coach Factory. That has improved a lot. |
request the hon. Minister to sanction a coach factory for Telangana. This was the
assurance given under the A.P. Reorganisation Act.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRIMATI VANDANA CHAVAN): Kindly conclude.
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DR. BANDA PRAKASH: One minute, Madam. Regarding POH workshops,...

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRIMATI VANDANA CHAVAN): You will have to conclude,
Banda Prakashji.

DR. BANDA PRAKASH: Madam, Telangana is a backward State. ...(Interruptions)..

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRII\/IATI VANDANA CHAVAN): It is okay but there is
limitation of time, hon. Member. That is why | warned you two minutes before.

DR. BANDA PRAKASH: | request you to give some more time. It is a new State; it
has no voice.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRIMATI VANDANA CHAVAN):  Kindly wind up.

DR. BANDA PRAKASH: Madam, earlier they had sanctioned a wagon factory in 2010.
Later, it was changed to POH workshop. They requested for 160 acres of land.
Recently, we handed over 150 acres, by paying double compensation. We paid to
farmers and also to the Endowment Department. Rs.2 crores are allotted in this
Budget.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRIMATI VANDANA CHAVAN): Thank you.

DR. BANDA PRAKASH: | am concluding, Madam. Please give me one minute. |
request the hon. Minister to allocate not only those Rs.2 crores but also the Budget
you have allocated for the POH workshop. Please give us that. | request you to kindly
sanction a division for Vizag and also for Kazipet. Thank you very much.

SHRI SUBHAS CHANDRA BOSE PILLI (Andhra Pradesh): Madam Vice-Chairperson,
| thank you very much for having given me the opportunity to speak on Demands for
Grants for Railways for the current financial year. | would like to utilize the short time
to mention the long-pending projects in my State of Andhra Pradesh. So many
projects have been pending in Andhra Pradesh. | request the hon. Minister to allocate
sufficient funds for early and speedy progress of the pending projects. There are
about 11 long-pending projects, which are: New line of Macherla to Vinokonda
project, of 65 kilometers length, which is pending since 2011. Then, Tenali-Repalle,
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double line project, of 37 kilometers length; then, Pakala-Tirupathi double line, of
41.94 kilometers length; then, Mahabubnagar to Gooty double line, of 240 kilometers
length; Dharmavaram-Pakala double line, of 227.70 kilometers length;
Singarayakonda-Kanigiri new line of 66.53 kilometers length, and Narasapur-
Machilipatnam new line of 85 kilometers length and Darsi-Narasaraopeta new line of
65 kilometers — these are all pending projects in the State of Andhra Pradesh. The
Kakanada —Narasapuram via Kotipalli, a new line project. The construction of the
bridge on the river Godavari at Kotipalli has already been started but the progress of
work is very slow. | don’t know what the reason is. | request the hon. Minister to
please review the progress of construction of this bridge and issue suitable orders to
the concerned authorities for the speedy completion of the work.

Then, another important pending project is to link up the Kakinada town to
Samarlakota-Pithapuram main line. Madam, this is also a long-pending project from
two decades. It is pending with the Government, with the Railway Department for two
decades. The project is a long-pending desire and demand of people of East
Godavari of Andhra Pradesh; long-pending desire and demand. All the paper works
have already been completed. The Railway Department has also, in principle, agreed
for this proposal. The allocation of funds is the only pending thing for this project. |
request the hon. Minister to please look into the matter and sanction the required
funds at the earliest possible convenience.

Then, Sir, | would like to draw the attention of the hon. Railway Minister
towards the pending provisions of the A.P. Reorganization Act, 2014. Under the A.P.
Reorganization Act, 2014, the Government of India had assured the people of Andhra
Pradesh a new railway zone comprising three divisions, that is, Guntakal, Guntur and
Vijayawada with its Headquarters at Visakhapatnam.

The decision to announce the formation of South Coast Railway is testimony to
the resilience of the people of Andhra Pradesh. More than four years of struggle
inside and outside the Parliament lay behind our rightful demand for this declaration.
But there is no positive reply from the Ministry of Railways till today.

It states, "The Central Government shall
take measures to establish rapid rail and road connectivity from the new capital of
successor State of Andhra Pradesh to Hyderabad and other important cities of
Telangana". Madam, it is a fact that in spite of new capital of Andhra Pradesh,
Amaravati, being located close to Vijayawada and Guntur, it is deprived of railway
connectivity, and, it is precisely the reason why the A.P. Reorganisation Act explicitly
mentioned that the Central Government shall take steps to develop rail and road
connectivity.

Madam, now | come to another important aspect, namely, South Coast
Railway Zone at Visakhapatnam. A new railway zone has been created with
headquarters at Visakhapatnam but it has not come into full fledged operation. Till
now, the territorial jurisdiction for this zone has not been finalized. | urge the
Government to take steps to make it fully operational very soon.

Madam, the Ministry of Railways is silent on new Amaravati railway line
announced in the year 2016 with an estimated cost of Rs. 3,273 crore. It is 106
kilometres line from Errabalem-Amaravati-Nambur - 57 kilometres; Pedakurapadu
and Amaravati - 27 kilometres; Sattenapalli and Narasaraopet - 25 kilometres.

Madam, | am raising this issue on the floor of the House since a long time but
no allocation has been made in 2018, 2019, 2020 or even in 2021. Only a sum of Rs.
1,000 crore has been given, which indicates the non-seriousness of the Railways
towards new capital of Amaravati. If the recent reports in the media are to be
believed, it appears that the Centre is going to shelve the Amaravati line citing lack of
support from the present State Government.

Madam, there are several other pending projects. Tenali-Guntur doubling of
railway line; allocation has been taken up. It had to be completed within 18 months
but it is still going on. Likewise, development of Guntur and New Guntur stations has
become really important after making Tallur Mandal as the new capital of the area,
and, secondly, Guntur station has to be given the status of capital station and has to
be provided all the facilities. Along with this, Mangalagiri station, situated between
Vijayawada and Guntur, also need to be developed. The survey of Pagidipalli-Guntur
railway line was completed long back. In the absence of second line, passengers are
facing a lot of problems and also, Madam, the delays due to heavy traffic lead to loss
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of revenue to the Railways. | request the hon. Minister to show some generosity for
sanctioning the second line.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRIMATI VANDANA CHAVAN): Hon. Member, please start
winding up.

SHRI KANAKAMEDALA RAVINDRA KUMAR: Madam, with regard to the projects in
the State of Andhra Pradesh, these have to be given priority since it is a newly formed
State by virtue of the provisions of A.P. Reorganisation Act, it should not be
neglected in any manner.

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THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRII\/IATI VANDANA CHAVAN): Thank you Patelji. |
request Shrimati Jharna Das Baidya to make her intervention. You have four minutes
to speak.

SHRIMATI JHARNA DAS BAIDYA (Tripura): Thank you Madam Chairperson for
giving me the opportunity to speak on the Demands for Grants of the Ministry of
Railways for the year 2021-22.

Madam, much was expected from this Government regarding infrastructure
and development of railways including laying of new lines, doubling, electrification,
freight corridors, etc.
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In this year's Railway Budget, there is no new project in the North-Eastern
States. This Budget is "direction-less" and "pro-corporate" . This Budget could
not fulfil the aspirations of the people of the North-Eastern region as well as our
State Tripura.

The people of our State had expected that there would be announcement
for new trains from Agartala as the city has already come under the broad gauge
map of the country.

There is an urgent demand of the two localities of South Tripura district to
introduce new train services in Santirbazar Sub division and Sonaichhari of
Belonia Sub division, both tribal inhabited areas having population of near about
15,000 in each area, cannot avail the rail services as the rail stations from their
locality are at far distance. The people mostly tribals of both the areas have to
travel about 8 to 10 kilometers to reach rail station in either sides. It would be very
much helpful for the patients intending to attend Ratanpur PHC if a halting station is
set up at Sonaichhari. But due to the hike in the passenger and freight charges
several times prior to the Budget, it was only natural that further hikes in the Budget
were not announced. The people of India were hoping that the Budget will address
the issue of expanding railway connectivity and take substantive measures for
improving passenger amenities. On both these counts, the Budget was very
disappointing. Indian Railways is the world's largest passenger carrier and fourth
largest freight carrier. It is a safe, efficient and competitive means of transport.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRII\/IATI VANDANA CHAVAN): Hon. Member, you will
have to conclude.

SHRIMATI JHARNA DAS BAIDYA: Now, there are technological advances in Indian
Railways. The question before us is how to save Indian Railways from the economic
crisis. Ninety per cent of the total revenue is from the budgetary means only.

[MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN in the Chair. ]

For two years, the MPLAD fund is not there. The common man is affected due to the
increase in the rate of platform ticket. It is now Rs.50. This has been increased too
much. | demand that this should be rolled back to the previous level so that the
common man is not affected. It is once again a blatant attack on the poor and the
oppressed. This is a Budget to appease the rich, accentuating the problems of

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SHRI ANIL DESAI (Maharashtra): Mr. Deputy Chairman, Sir, in this Union Budget,
Indian Railways has received a record outlay of Rs.1,10,000 crores, of which
Rs.1,07,000 crores is the capital expenditure for the year 2021-22. Hence, Indian
railways has now the highest ever total Capex plan of Rs. 2,15,000 crores. With the
increase in capital expenditure, Indian Railways is expected to be the driver of the
Indian economy. It is expected that these funds would be utilised to boost the
ambitious ‘Atmanirbhar Bharat Mission” and also towards completion of vital
infrastructure projects, capacity building passenger amenities and safety
enahancement. In the coming year, the Government expects its revenue receipts
from the railways, including passengers, goods, coaching traffic and other sundry
heads, to be about Rs. 2,17,000 crores, which was Rs.1,46,000 crores in 2020-21.

However, it is seen that measures taken from time to time to improve the
financial position of railways have fallen short as railways’™ operating ratio has often
cited losses at the end of the financial year. In the wake of Covid-19, operation of all
passenger trains stopped due to lockdown. In this period, operating losses to the
railways across all zones amounted to around Rs.36,000 crores, being the difference
in the total traffic revenue between the year ending December 2019 and December,
2020.

The Government needs to take measures on a continuing basis to improve the
financial position and to bring the operating ratio at a reasonable level. It should aim
at maximising revenue receipts and minimising controllable revenue expenses.
Revenue enhancing measures like targetting higher traffic throughput, expansion of
commodity basket, effective and innovative marketing strategies to capture more and
more traffic, creation of additional capacity and optimum utilization of existing rail
infrastructure, periodic rationalisation of fare and freight rates, these measures should
be adopted to bring Indian railways in a sound financial position.

The Government of India has allowed private players to operate in the railways
sector through the PPP mode under the ‘New India New Railway’ initiative. The
initiative is expected to bring in an investment of about Rs. 30,000 crores from the
private sector. The Ministry of Railways has identified over 150 pairs of train services
for the introduction of 151 modern train sets or rakes through private participation.
This move will amount to privatisation of Indian railways which has served the nation
for decades together. The massive infrastructure and network of thousands of
kilometers built up over the years will go in the hands of private players who will utilise
the same for their own benefit and the very purpose of cheap and affordable public
transport will be lost. Similarly, monetising the assets, especially landed assets of
railways which have been created over the years, will also be an unwelcome step.
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Instead, a thrust should be given on improving the infrastructure and bettering the
passenger service and increasing freight business, which is of very much importance.

Sir, in the entire budgetary provisions of the railways hardly anything is
mentioned for my State of Maharashtra, especially train services in Marathwada
region and Mumbai local services which cater its services to the lakhs of commuters
daily. The metro rail projects which are being implemented in Maharashtra need part
funding from the Centre. This year’s budget has provided only for Nasik and Nagpur
metro rails. The rest of the metro projects too should have been provided for
proportionately in the Budget. The hon. Railway Minister may please explain in his
reply as to why other metro projects in Maharashtra are left out.

Sir, the ‘Bullet Train Project’ of Mumbai-Ahmedabad is certainly not the need
of the hour. Instead, people of Maharashtra are looking forward to better services like
development of terminal facilities, augmentation of speed of trains, signalling
systems, improvement of passengers and users’ amenities, safety works of Road
Over Bridges (ROBs) and Road Under Bridges (RUBs).

With this, | hope the hon. Railway Minister will take cognizance of these
suggestions and implement them positively. Thank you.

SHRI BINOY VISWAM (Kerala): Sir, the hon. Railway Minister, Shri Piyush Goyal, is
the Minister for Commerce also. Many a time we feel that the interests of the
Commerce Minister overtake the interests of the Railway Minister. He is a very good
man while talking to us, very friendly and dynamic; there is no doubt about it. But the
philosophy, the ideas, the way in which he works show that he is an ardent supporter
of private capitalization and to put it more clearly, of the FDI. And they call it
atmanirbharta. Sir, if we understand the meaning of the words ‘atmanirbhar Bharat',
what they are doing now is just the opposite. What will happen to the Railways in the
future? Can you tell us how long the Railways would continue as the Indian Railways?
When are you going to change the Railways into a private entity ?

These questions are very relevant and most pertinent. So, | would like to ask you, my
dear Minister, kindly let this House and the people of India know your concept of the
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Indian Railways for the future. | remember, on 22" of July, 1853, when the first
railways was launched by the Britishers, Karl Marx wrote an article titled, "The future
results of British rule in India", in which he mentioned the launching of the railways.
He wrote, a new worker is born; a new culture is born and he even imagines that it
may hit the roots and foundations of caste system in India. That was the greatest
expectation. If somebody would like to write an article today, he may write, 'the
future of British rule in India, and one of the first casualties will be the Indian
Railways'. No doubt. You talk a lot about the Tejas train. Actually, what is it? It is
Delhi-Lucknow bound train which you offer now as the great achievement. What is
the cost of ticket? How much is it higher than the present rate? For 1000 kilometers,
at present, the railways charge around Rs.700 to Rs.800. But for Tejas train, you are
going to sell the ticket at Rs. 2,000 to Rs. 3,000. It may sometimes go up to Rs.
4,000. And you talk about the common man! Garibon ka Bharat! That is a very
confusing word for the BJP now. You don't know who the real Garib of this country
are. What has happened to Shramik trains. Shramik train was driven, for the first
time, on 1% of May. Lockdown came into effect in March, 2020. For more than one
month, you waited for it. When the Shramik trains were run for the poor people and
labourers, they were filled in the trains like refugees. There was no water and no food.

DR. FAUZIA KHAN (Maharashtra): Sir, Indian Railways are the lifeline of the
common man. They have existed and served quietly for years and years playing a
critical role in the economic growth and development of the nation. It is beautifully
said that a seed grows with no sound, but a tree falls with a huge noise. Destruction
has noise. But creation is quiet. This is the power of silence. So let us guard
ourselves against the noise. Let us safeguard what has been quietly created and
grown by our forefathers and not be tempted to sell, to disinherit and to disinvest.
Instead, let us rise up, improve, innovate and enhance our skills, remaining steadfast
on the tracks. Let us not derail ourselves and hand over our national wealth to hands
that know nothing, but profiteering. Our Railways after all are the lifeline of the
common man. It is the world's largest passenger carrier. One does not need an
outstanding foresight to see that the inevitable consequence of privatization will have
an overall impact on the economy at large. The National Rail Plan Vision 2030 gives
great hopes. As we moved from steam engine to diesel engine and then to the
electric one, let us work faster on moving to solar energy and to the hyperloop which
has the potential to be the changemaker. Isn't it, Sir? Mahatma Gandhi had said,
"Our greatness lies not so much in being able to remake the world, as in being able to
remake ourselves." Let us remake ourselves. We are happy and proud that the
Department of Railways is headed by Piyush Goyal ji, a dynamic and modern thinking
personality, the son of the soil from my own State, well informed and always
responding positively. Therefore, we were certainly not unfair in our expectations that
when the meal is served we will be getting a larger share. We, however, were very
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surprised and disappointed to see that Marathwada, the deprived region of
Maharashtra, has once again been left deprived and ignored. Out of the total Central
Budget of Rs.1.10 lakh crore, the South Central Railway got Rs.7,221 crore. Out of
that, Marathwada got Rs.1/5 crore for electrification between Manmad and
Mudkhed. Out of 89 projects in India, Maharashtra gets only four. Doubling of lines
between Parbhani and Manmad was denied but Guntur-Guntakal got Rs.364 crore;
Vijayawada-Gudivada got Rs.1,200 crore; Jalna-Khamgaon is pending for decades;
Aurangabad-Chalisgaon is stuck in surveys; Nanded-Latur is approved but no
progress; Nanded-Bidar is approved but no provision. Andhra-Telangana Division
gets four new railway lines in 2020-21 and three electrification projects are underway,
but why is there nothing for Marathwada? Sir, eight new railway projects got fund in
South-Central Railway but there is no new project in Marathwada. | earnestly request
the Minister to please join Nanded Division to Central Railway to rectify the injustice.
