Demand for the establishment of AIIMS in Sundargarh, Odisha

DR. AMAR PATNAIK (Odisha): Sir, the Odisha Government has proposed to the
Centre to set up an AIIMS in Sundargarh district. Since a second AlIMS has already
been established in Bihar and a similar proposal is under consideration in another
State, it is proposed that a second AIIMS may be considered at Sundargarh. The
second largest district of the State, Sundargarh is a tribal dominated district with 50.7
per cent tribal population, the second highest tribal population district in the State.
