Despite such mineral potential, India is under-explored and under-performed in
attracting the investment. | would not like to go into detail but | would like to say that
our Government, under the leadership of Shri Narendra Modi, brought an amendment
in 2015 introducing the transparent and non-discretionary method for allotting the
minerals for auction.

DR. M. THAMBIDURAI (Tamil Nadu): | wil finish even two minutes earlier.
Madam, | thank you very much for giving me the opportunity to express certain views
about this Bill. The hon. Minister just now moved the Bill and spoke about the
importance of the Bill. Anyhow, the Minister is here... Unferru,ofions)...

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRIMATI VANDANA CHAVAN): Please be silent. Let the
hon. Member speak.

DR. M. THAMBIDURAI: | am not questioning the intention of the hon. Minister when
he proposed the Bill. There is one point which most of the hon. Members referred
to. They spoke about the auction system of the minerals or natural rescurces of the
country. The objective of the Bill, as he said, by way of amending certain things, is
that they can generate more employment opportunities. That is the objective that
they have said. And revenue can also be generated and given to the States also; that
is another objective.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRIMATI VANDANA CHAVAN): Kindly observe silence on
that side. Let the hon. Member speak.

DR. M. THAMBIDURAI® There is one thing that | want to say about the hon. Minister
and the Treasury Benches. They said that they are going to face a lot of problems in
auction. | accept that. Why | am saying this is that it concerns cooperative
federalism. | belong to a regional party and | have to protect the rights of the State
also, that way | am speaking now. Regarding auction, there are a lot of problems and
they quoted 2G spectrum case also. What happened in 2G spectrum case sort of
auction? | am the man who raised this issue in 2010 in Parliament, in Lok Sabha, and
also for constitution of JPC to deal with this matter. Because of the problems which
the Central Government faced, this side completely changed to that side. You are
here now, from that side because of the problem in the auction of 2G spectrum.
Nobody denies that. That is where the problem first started. Then afterwards, the
coal problem and others things came step by step. The mistakes which the previous
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Government made, Modiji came in 2014 and he changed everything. | appreciate his
intention and the laws that he brought. That is good for the country. Here, what
they are stating in the Bill is that they are going to allow the State Government to
auction and their right is there, but at the same time, if there is delay and if they are
net going to auction, then the Central Government will request, consult the State
Government and they will auction. That is what the Bill says. The Minister said in his
introductory speech that they were to auction nearly 115 mines, but they have not
done and auctioned only seven. Why? There is an elected Government in Tamil
Nadu. In Andhra also, there is an elected Government. In Telangana, there is an
elected Government. In Maharashtra, there is an elected Government and so also in
Madhya Pradesh. All are elected Governments. There are elected Governments.
Why could they not do it? There are so many issues involved in it. Farmers' issue is
the main issue. Wherever you are taking the mines for auctioning, farmers are
agitating. The Government is facing local problems. Our hon. leader, Shri
Navaneethakrishnan, who is sitting here, knows about methane He comes from
Thanjavur area. There, methane gas was exiracted. At that time, the Central
Government and the State Government, the then ruling party, accepted that. Then
afterwards, they are putting the blame on AIADMK party. It was done by Congress
and DMK at that time. We are not responsible for that. After doing that, the farmers'
agitation started. Then our hon. Chief Minister, Edappadi K. Palaniswami made it
very clear that we have to protect the farmers’ interest. That is our concern. He,
himself, is a farmer, and he said, | am a farmer and the farmers' interest is more
important”.

Extracting methane from Thanjavur belt will affect the agricultural farmers.
Therefore, he brought a legislation in the Assembly to protect the farmers’ interest
saying that the Cauvery delta area cannot be used for establishing industries or for
creating these kind of mines. That is why, the State Governments are not in a position
to auction certain things. But, if the Central Government wants to interfere and
consult within the stipulated pericd, then, how can you do that? When the State
Government is not giving consent, how can you do an auction? You cannot do that.
Then, afterwards, if you force or by some other way, you want to auction it, then, you
are taking the rights of the State Government. That way | am telling, if you want real
cooperative federalism, you have to give power to the State Government. They are
also elected people as we are elected here. We, Members, are here to protect the
State’s interest. Land is a State Government’s subject. Therefore, you cannot take
the rights of the State Government. When the Central Government was auctioning,

Sir, we are
not differing at all with you, you are for more, but, particularly, if you still want me to
say, and take much time, because | don’t want to repeat what is already said, | say
you are not only infringing, you are violating, you are deceiving, backstabbing the
powers of the State Governments. Now, what exactly is this? You are just nodding
or you are refusing to agree to our points. As you yourself have said, the power and
direction. We take one small example. You have your DMF. DMF has been with us.
Now you want to say that you will give the guidelines. It will still be with me but with
your directions. The Minister says, not only with you, even the MPs will also be there.

65 of 2021, the Mines And Minerals (Development and Regulation) Amendment Bill,
2021, should not be passed in its present form. | request the hon. Minister to consider
the suggestions, if you feel that | am competent to make a suggestion to you. Then,
take a call on whether this legislation, without amendments, should be passed or not.
In fact, Ashwiniji has elaborately spoken in support of the Bill because he is part of the
Government.

Sir, | would like to highlight certain infirmities and concerns in so far as this Bill
is concerned in the interest of the public, because | honestly feel that it is pro-private
sector and anti-public sector and, therefore, could be construed as anti-people, at
large. | draw your kind attention to Clause 4, amendment to Section 4, which says
that the Bill provides 'that private entities may be notified." | would like to read this

!

verbatim: “'Other entities including private entities that may be notified for this
purpose, subject to such conditions as may be specified by the Central Government’
shall be substituted.” Therefore, | honestly feel that this definitely is giving a boost to
the private sector. | am not opposing the Government giving a boost to the private
sector but it should not be at the cost of the public sector undertakings.

Sir, there is nothing in this legislation to ensure that the mineral should be
allocated to the Govermnment-owned entities. According to me, the first and top
priority should be given to the public sector undertakings and not to the private sector
companies. Sir, therefore, the Bill should be suitably amended first to allocate the
mines completely to the extent the public sector requires and thereafter, if there are
any mines that are still pending allocation, those mings can be allocated to the private
sector. It is because of two reasons. There are so many public sector undertakings,
which are fulfilling social responsibility, social obligation and also providing
employment to millions of pecple. The public sector is fulfilling the social cbligation
and also providing employment to the needy whereas the private sector has the sole
object of making profit while generating some employment. Therefore, priority should
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be given to public sector and suitable amendments are required to be made in this
regard, and | request the hon. Minister to do so. The next point which | would like to
highlight is this. The hon. Finance Minister says that she will allow commercial mining
on revenue sharing mechanism instead of the regime of fixed rupee/tonne and nearly
50 blocks will be up for bidding, and the Government will invest Rs. 50,000 crores for
building evacuation infrastructure. My suggestion in this regard is this. Instead of
allocating 50 blocks up for competitive bidding, why don't you give it to the public
sector? Give it to hundred per cent owned Government undertakings and thereafter,
if there are remaining mines, then those mings can be considered for putting them to
auction. | would like to quote a few examples. | will not take much time; | will only
mention relevant points.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI SURENDRA SINGH NAGAR): Please conclude in
one minute.

SHRI V. VIJAYASAI REDDY: Sir, | expect you would give me some time.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI SURENDRA SINGH NAGAR): Please conclude.

SHRI V. VIJAYASAI REDDY: Sir, please give me two more minutes.

SHRIMATI JHARNA DAS BAIDYA (Tripura): Mr. Vice-Chairman, Sir, | thank you for
letting me speak on the Mines and Minerals (Development and Regulation)
Amendment Bill, 2021.

Sir, the key points of the Bill are: First is the removal of restriction on end-use
of minerals. Second is the sale of minerals by captive mines. Third key point relates
to the auction by the Central Government in certain cases. Fourth is the transfer of
statutory clearnace. Fifth point is the allocation of mines with expired leases. Sixth
point relates to the rights of certain existing concession holders. Seventh is the
extension of leases to Government companies. There are conditions for lapse of
mining leases and non-exclusive reconnaissance permit. There are a few areas of
improvement, which | would like to put forward. According to para d(i) of the
Statement of Objects and Reasons, the Ministry of Mines is proposing to allow
captive mine holders to sell up to 50 per cent of the minerals excavated during the
current year, after meeting the requirement of the attached plant.

The other provision is that the captive mines, which are there, are now being
allowed to sell 50 per cent of their produce to private parties. That is also not good
because the idea of captive mines will go away totally. So far, the State
Governments were auctioning their mines. Now, this amendment says that if the
State Government delays the auction, then, the Central Government may take over
the auction and the Central Government may also transfer the statutory clearances. |
will not go into all aspects of the Bill. All | want to impress upon the Minister is that it
is a good idea to open up the mining sector. But, minerals are permanent assets of
the country. We should see that they are properly utilised for the benefit of the country
and not for the profit of a few people. We must ensure that the tribals, who live on the
land where the mines are being set up, are not displaced. If they are displaced, total
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rehabilitation must be promised and ensured. We must see that our minerals do not
go away without any conversion.

| hope the hon. Minister would make note of these suggestions and
incorporate them accordingly. With these words, | would say that for further
discussion, the Bill should be sent to a select committee. Thank you.

SHRI KANAKAMEDALA RAVINDRA KUMAR (Andhra Pradesh): Hon. Vice-
Chairman, Sir, | am very thankful to you for giving me an opportunity to participate in
the discussion and passing of the Mines and Minerals (Development and Regulation)
Amendment Bill.

The principal Act empowers the Central Government to reserve any mine,
other than coal, lignite and atomic minerals, to be leased out through an auction for a
particular end use such as iron ore mine and steel plant. Such mines are known as
captive mines. The Bill provides that no mine would be reserved for particular end
use.

Sir, the Bill provides that captive mines other than those for atomic minerals
may sell up to 50 per cent of their annual mineral production in the open market after
meeting their own needs. The Central Government may increase the threshold
through a notification. The lessee will have to pay additional charges for minerals sold
in the open market. We see that a lot of these raw materials are lying under-utilized.

Sir, | come from Andhra Pradesh and the Vizag Steel Plant is a major issue.
Now, the Government is planning to privatize the industry, which has secured the
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employment of two lakh persons and lakhs of crores of properties. It was started
after sacrifices made by the then legislators under the leadership of T. Nagi Reddy,
the Leader of Opposition at that time, who got the project under the slogan Visakha
Ukku Andhrula Hakku. There were a series of agitations and even our hon. Chairman
also led and participated in the agitations while he was a student. Ultimately they got
it. Now, the Government wants to privatize it, saying that it is running into losses.

Sir, | wish to bring to the notice of the House that the Vizag Steel Plant does
not have its own captive mine. Due to this, it incurs losses. If the Government
ensures supply of adequate iron ore for the Vizag Steel Plant, there is chance for
revival of the Plant without incurring losses. The sale of minerals including iron ore for
steel plants, particularly the Vizag Steel Plant, can also be explored. The Iron ore that
is being bought by the Vizag Steel Plant is bought for Rs. 7,000 per ton whereas other
plants which have captive mines are spending up to Rs. 1,500 only.

It means that the Vizag Steel Plant currently spends 65 per cent of the
production cost on raw material alone. Therefore, | request the hon. Minister to take
into consideration the absence of captive mines in the Vizag Steel Plant. You allocate
captive mines and then run the Vizag Steel Plant for two years. If it still incurs losses,
then you can take a decision 1o privatise it. Without allocating captive mines, how
can you expect the steel plant to run without loss? Due to this only, the product cost
increases. In 2007 itself, the Parliamentary Committee recommended that the Vizag
Steel Plant should have its own captive mines just like other PSUs. Since then, this
demand has been pending with the Central Government. Till now, the Government
has not taken any decision. Unless the Government wants to kill the Vizag Steel Plant
from being a PSU, it is better to drop the proposal of privatisation of Vizag Steel Plant.
Our State Government is also demanding not to privatise the Vizag Steel Plant,
though there is lack of bona fides. So, it is immaterial, but they are demanding it.
Now, the priority should be given to the PSUs instead of private sector. Then it will
generate employment and profit. | see that all these clauses are advancing a hand to
the private players saying that they are there for them. If there is any problem, then
we are extending a hand. When you are extending such a good hand to the private
players, why don't you look after the PSUs which are under your control 7 The clause
for ending captive mines is not relevant at this juncture. So, | want to see the process
of auction by the Central Government. This is where the spirit of cooperative
federalism also comes into play. As far as our State is concerned, there is a lack of
specific policy in respect of mines and minerals. Due to lack of supply of sand since
June 2019, the people of Andhra Pradesh are suffering like anything. They have been
suffering till now due to lack of supply of material and rise in prices, and yesterday,
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they have introduced one policy to bring a private company into the picture. The
Central Government has to look into and take care of such things, but not privatise
the mines and minerals. Finally, | urge the Government to look into these types of
allegations instead of making amendment to the existing Act. | request the Central
Government not to take steps to privatise the Vizag Steel Plant.

DR. FAUZIA KHAN (I\/Iaharashtra): Hon. Vice-Chairman, Sir, due to paucity of time,
| shall try to limit myself to a few concerns only. However, there are innumerable
concerns and complexities which need deliberation, particularly with different
stakeholders as this is going to impact crores of different people and has very wide
repercussions. Therefore, we are of the opinion that this Bill should go to a Select
Committee and it must be scrutinised thoroughly. | would like to emphasise that
natural resources of our country are the actual wealth of that country. These
resources are our permanent assets which nobody can snatch away from us. No
demonetisation can make them valueless in a minute, or no entity can carry it away
unless, of course, we ourselves sell them off to cutsiders. You are aware that 235
million metric tonnes of coal was imported last year, out of which, 100 million metric
tonnes was non-substitutable coking coal. That is a very large quantity and this alone
has cost us Rs.1.5 lakh crore.

This is a lot of money, especially in these trying times. And while new thermal
plants have been banned and the existing thermal plants, like the BHEL, have been
asked to function at a much lower capacity, | wonder as to where this large amount of
coal has been used. Don't you think we, as a nation, must move towards renewable
sources of energy at a faster pace? However, this is the fourth consecutive
Amendment to this Bill7 Why is the Government indecisive regarding this? Why is
this piecemeal approach being followed? Why are we coming again and again with
Amendments? The Bill, of course, liberates the captive mines and permits the end-
users to sell upto 50 per cent of their resource in the open market at an additional
premium paid to the Government, which was earlier restricted. This will surely allow
the end-users to sell their second and third grade mining produce and avoid heaping
of materials and causing envircnmental hazards. But, will this not open the doors for
privatisation to exploit the allotment system and get larger mines allotted than their
capacity? This issue needs to be addressed because a dilution in the eligibility
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process of the allotment can result in not so prudent decisions which can have a
disastrous impact on the environmental balance. The Bill also lacks in addressing the
environmental hazards caused by the process of mining itself. For instance, several
forests and national sanctuaries may be adversely affected. |t does not address the
transportation involved, especially in the transportation of coal and other minerals.
This has to be regulated and must be addressed.

We must be very careful while exposing our valuable natural resources to the
FDI and the security concerns relating to them must be deliberated and addressed.
We must not land ourselves in State-Centre conflicts that take us nowhere and again
and again make us take legal recourse.

At the end, what about the large-scale dispossession of Adivasis that leads to
the pauperization and destruction of their communities? This Bill would impact both
the environment as well as the tribal culture.

Monitoring is very impoertant. A third-party monitoring mechanism must be
brought in for the monitoring of transfer of licences from the old lessee to the new. All
this is a complex process and it would be very much advisable to refer this Bill to a
select committee so that all the complexities can be studied at length.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI SURENDRA SINGH NAGAR): The next speaker is Dr.
Sasmit Patra; you have six minutes.

DR. SASMIT PATRA (Odisha): Thank you, hon. Vice Chairman, Sir, for allowing me
to participate in discussion on this very important Bill which has great bearing on my
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mineral-rich State of Odisha. At the outset, | thank my leader and hon. Chief Minister
Shri Naveen Patnaik for his strong and dynamic leadership in taking several innovative
and radical measures to streamline and bring in more transparency in the mining
sector. | take this opportunity to thank the hon. Prime Minister for allotting twoe mines
for Odisha. | also thank the hon. Union Minister of Mines, Shri Pralhad Joshiji for
incorporating most of the recommendations sent by our Odisha Government. His
efforts in reforming the mining sector through this Bill, is very praiseworthy and |
congratulate him for that.

My senior colleague and our Parliamentary party leader in Lok Sabha, Shri
Pinaki Misra has already placed on record in the Lok Sabha, a couple of days back,
the views of my party in a very descriptive and holistic manner. Since, | have a few
minutes left; | will try to be very brief. Under the leadership of hon. Chief Minister, Shri
Naveen Patnaik Odisha has undertaken path breaking inncvations and reforms in the
mining secter. The enactment of OMPTS Rules, 2007 to check illegal activities in
mineral sector, development and operationalization of i3MS software platform to
digitise the entire gamut of transactions of the mineral sector, the introduction of
Vehicle Tracking system to track all ore-carrying vehicles are just a few of the
interventions that have made Odisha proud.

[MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN in the Chair. ]

Odisha is among the few States to have successfully conducted auction of mineral
blocks and ensured commencement of production. The 5T mantra of our hon. Chief
Minister, Shri Naveen Patnaik, has become the backbone of the entire effort to
streamline the production and despatch. Use of augmented reality technology for
sampling grid, drone imagery for stacking evidence, modern tools and machineries
for sampling will ensure faster sampling, analysis, transparency while safeguarding
Government revenues. The present set of reforms proposed by the Ministry of Mines
are aimed at enabling the sector realise its true potential. The prospecting regime and
exploration of mineral resources has been one of the major roadblocks facing the
sector. The proposal to delete section 10 A (2) (b) and Section 10 A (2) (c) is a step
in the right direction and our State Government completely agrees with this proposal.
Similarly the proposal to allow private entities to be engaged in the exploration work is
a very welcome step. There is no denying the fact that some of the amendments
proposed in the Bill had been long overdue. The substituting of the words " composite
licence” against the words "prospecting licence-cum-mining lease” wherever they
occur except in Clause (a) of Section 31, is a very welcome step. Similarly, redefining
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"composite licence” to mean "prospecting licence-cum-mining lease” which is a
two-stage concession granted for the purpose of undertaking prospecting operations
followed by mining operations in a seamless manner is likely to foster bringing in more
number of mineral blocks to the auction fold. The proposal to substitute the words
"production and dispatch” in place of "mining operations” in sub-section 4 of
section 4A of the principal Act, will make the meaning of default very clear. Sir, there
are two concerns which | would like to share with the hon. Minister and hope that he
would clarify in his reply. Firstly, the proviso in which in cases where such auction or
re-auction process is not completed by States within a given time, the Central
Government may conduct auction for grant of mining lease for such area after the
expiry of the period so specified. Another proposal is to provide the power to Central
Government to conduct auction in cases where the State Government faces
challenges in conduct of auction or fail to conduct auction. On this issue, we have the
concerned and considered opinion that inclusions of these provisions give unbridled
powers to the Central Government. It is, therefore, necessary that such powers are
exercised judiciously, only in exceptional circumstances and after due consultation
with the concerned State Government. Hon. Minister may please clarify. Another
provision is regarding the proposed insertion of a proviso to Section 98
sub section (3) which stipulates "Provided that the Central Government may give
directions regarding composition and utilisation of fund by the District Mineral
Foundation". Qur State Government has been in consultation and has had
disagreement on this issue. Both the Central and State Governments work for the
welfare of our people. We are both partners in this process. Therefore trust must be
there between both, and | see no reason why the State Government cannot take up a
project which is beneficial for the people and is in accordance with the
rules framed for DMF. | request the hon. Minister to kindly clarify. Before closing, Sir,
| have one humble submission to make. Presently, the MLAs and Lok Sabha MPs of
the DMF Districts have a say in planning DMF. It is necessary to have the Rajya Sabha
MPs in the nodal districts to be a Member of the DMF District Committee so that
convergence oOf resources and ideas can take place. This provision should also be
made in the Bill itself. In closing, Sir, | wish | could have had more time to express in
detail, but since my time is just over, and | have got another minute, in
closing, | congratulate hon. Minister, Shri Pralhad Joshi, for his efforts as for as this
Bill is concerned. | am sure that the concerns of the States like Odisha will be taken
care of by this Bill. With these words, we support this Amendment Bill. Thank You.

SHRI JAIRAM RAMESH (Karnataka): Sir, | am grateful to you for giving me five
minutes. Sir, 14 parties have spoken today. Out of the 14 parties that have spoken,
two have supported the Bill one hundred per cent, one party has supported the Bill,
but with two serious concerns on two provisions and eleven parties have requested
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that it be referred to a Select Committee -- 11-2-1. The consensus, by any definition
of the word 'consensus’, today is that the Bill should go to a Select Committee.
However, the Government is unlikely to agree and respect this consensus. | am well
aware of it, but | do want to place on record that by passing this Bill today, we are
going against the general consensus that exists this afternoon. Eleven out of 14
parties want it to be referred to a select committee and even the party that has
supported this Bill has expressed two very serious reservations on this Bill. This is the
first point | would like to make.

The second point | wanted to make is that my senior colleague, Digvijaya
Singhiji, has quoted two letters — one from the NITI Aayog and the second one from
the Department of Economic Affairs — that have raised serious guestions on Clause
13 of this Bill. And, my senior colleague will authenticate these letters and lay them on
the Table of the House, so that they become part of the record that in spite of what
the NITI Aayog has said and in spite of what the Finance Ministry has said, the
Ministry of Mines has introduced Clause 13 in this Bill.

My concern on this Bill is this. We are all for reforms. Who can be against
reforms? Reforms increase employment. Reforms protect environment. Reforms
reduce corruption. Every political party will support these reforms. That is not the
guestion. We are the Council of States and the test of any Bill in this House is: Does
it respect the constitutional rights of States or does it violate the constitutional rights
of States? | say with full authority and responsibility that Clause 10 proposed to
amend Section 9B and Clause 14 proposed to amend Section 10B completely
encroach upon the rights of the State Governments. And, we have seen today that
political parties, normally supportive of the Government, have opposed this Bill on
these two grounds. Clause 10(i) gives the Central Government blanket powers to
determine composition and functioning of the District Mineral Foundation. Today, the
District Mineral Foundation has a corpus of something like Rs. 37,000 crores and
every year this increases by Rs. 6,000 crores to Rs. 7,000 crores. The Central
Government, through Clause 10(i), is telling the State Governments, is telling the
district administration, ‘we, the Central Government, have the powers to determine
the composition and the manner of utilization of funds of the District Mineral
Foundation.” If this is not a slap on the face of State Government, | fail to say what
else constitutes a slap. So, Clause 10(i) is a poisonous provision that abrogates the
rights of States.

Finally, | come to Clause 14 (iii). My friend, Sasmit Patraji, has raised this. He
has supported this Bill enthusiastically. But, he has also raised this question that
Clause 14(iii), basically, provides powers to the Central Government to decide on
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auction when the State Government is unable to auction. Now, Sir, a very funny
word, 'consultation’ is used. Does ‘consultation” mean ‘concurrence?’  Or, does
‘consultation” mean just informing the States? The experience has been
‘consultation” means telling the States this is what needs to be done.

So, Sir, Clause 10(i) is violative of States’ rights and Clause 14(iii) is a
complete mockery of the State Government's powers and responsibilities. And,
because of this fact and because this Bill completely negates the powers,
responsibilities and constitutional obligations of State Governments, eleven political
parties have requested that this Bill go to a Select Committee. | am not even talking
about other issues of privatization, weakening of public sector, etc. They are
completely separate issues. But, only on the ground that it viclates the rights of
States, this Bill must be referred to a Select Committee. The Rajya Sabha would be
failing in its duty if this Bill does not go to a Select Committee.

| request the hon. Minister, who unfortunately is not present as | am speaking,
to think again. But, | am sure, the sentiment will be conveyed to him. He has just
entered. | am sure, the sentiment will be conveyed to him that 11 out of 14 political
parties want this Bill to go to a Select Committee and even one political party that has
supported you completely has serious reservations on two of the provisions which
make a mockery of the rights and responsibilities of the State Governments.
