SHRIMATI NIRMALA SITHARAMAN: Sir, | introduce the Bill.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Now, the National Institutes of Food Technology,
Entrepreneurship and Management Bill, 2019. Shri Narendra Singh Tomar to move a
motion for consideration of the National Institutes of Food Technology,
Entrepreneurship and Management Bill, 2019.

The National Institutes of Food Technology, Entrepreneurship and Management
Bill, 2019
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The question was proposed.
MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Now, Dr. L. Hanumanthaiah.

DR. L. HANUMANTHAIAH (Karnataka): Hon. Deputy Chairman, Sir, | thank you for
giving me an opportunity to speak on the National Institutes of Food Technology,
Entrepreneurship and Management Bill, 2019. The stated objective of the Bill is to
confer the status of national importance to two Institutes which are working in the
country. One is at Kundli in Haryana and the other one is at Thanjavur in Tamil Nadu.
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The above Institutes are presently administered by the Ministry of Food Processing
Industries under the Societies Registration Act, 1860.

[THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI SURENDRA SINGH NAGAR) in the Chair.]

Sir, to provide additional autonomy and flexibility, the Bill aims to provide
functional autonomy to these two Institutes to design and develop courses, undertake
research and achieve enhanced status in their academic pursuits to emerge as
picneers at the global level. These new Institutes will be non-profit legal entities. That
is number one. Secondly, implement reservation policy as per Central Educational
Institutions Act, 2006. The Bill establishes Board of Governors and Senate for each
Institute, a Central Council to oversee the performance of the Institutes and the
Council to be headed by the Minister of Food Processing Industries. Sir, it will be
financed annually by the Government of India. It will be passed by Parliament and the
accounts will be audited by CAG. Itis a good step which has been taken now. Sir,
India is a major producer of agriculture and food items in the world. India is the third
largest producer of agriculture products which include pulses, milk, tea and spices.
First is China and the second is USA. The food production depends on agro-climatic
conditions of any country. India needs developed, skilled, technical manpower for
achieving the real targets. The Government of India's target is 3 per cent international
food trade as against 1.5 per cent now. So, only 10 per cent of the food is processed
in India now. Opportunities are great. Demand for processed food, in India and
abroad, is increasing now and for the future times also.

Sir, the NIFTEM Bill, 2019 was introduced in Rajya Sabha on 13.01.2019 by the
then Minister, Shrimati Harsimrat Kaur Badal and referred to the Standing Committee
on 22.02.2019. The Standing Committee elaborately discussed with stakeholders and
a lot of new things have been introduced in the Bill. The introduction of the Bill is to
lower the wastage of food in the country which is of serious concern. According to
the U.N. Food and Agriculture Organization study, about 40 per cent of the food is
either wasted or lost in the country, which is of a very serious concern. Secondly, it is
valued at about 14 billion dollars. The waste food in the country is about 14 billion
dollars according to one of the estimates. So, India ranks 94 out of 107 countries.
Every third child is malnourished in the country which is also of a serious concern. On
the one side, we are wasting about 40 per cent food, on the other side, the deprived
children are in a big number who are malnourished in the country, which is of very
serious concern to us. There is a demand in this industry to create alternative
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employment. The study says that there is a demand for one lakh as against ten
thousand skilled people available in the country. One per cent growth in the food
processing industry would generate five lakh direct employment and fifteen lakh
indirect employment. This is the study again. So, there is a great demand for skilled
professionals, for food collection, fooed processing, cold chain management, etc.
S0, to strengthen the domestic supply chain is the concern of the day which is in high
level demand. Therefore, food processing industry has got a big challenge and a big
scope alsc. The corporate data analysis says that food processing firms are
profitable but the value addition component needs to increase significantly in the
country. India has made vast progress over the time providing food security for its
people -- though it is a big number; about 130 crores -- by bringing the Food
Security Act, and we are growing the food products in large numbers. In the whole
world, we are number one in many areas. Food processing industry is one area which
has the potential to add value addition to farm products. About 11.2 per cent of total
arable land in the world is ranked in our country as No.1in production of milk, pulses
and jute. We are at No.2 in fruits and vegetables. We are at No.3 in cereals as per
the Government of India 2019 study. So, India is the Sixth largest food and grocery
market in the world. As per available data of 2017-18, we have a large scope of food
processing industry in the country. As per the 2017-18 study, food processing
industry accounted for 7.9 per cent as against 9.5 per cent in agriculture, if agriculture
value is added.  Sir, 50, a major employment provider is agriculture which is 11.4 per
cent of the organizational manufacturing employment. The food processing in the
world and India comparably is a shocking news also. There are countries,
particularly, China, their food processing capacity is 30 per cent. In western
countries, 60 to 80 per cent food processing is being done and particularly, in the
U.S.A, 65 per cent of the fruits and vegetables are processed. The overall processing
of agricultural produce in many countries is:- 23 per cent in China, 30 per cent in
Thailand, 78 per cent in Brazil and 80 per cent in Malaysia, etc. But, in India,
processing of fruits and vegetables is only 2.2 per cent. | think we have to take note
of this. We are the biggest in processed milk and milk products. It is about 35 per
cent in the country.
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DR. L. HANUMANTHAIAH: Sir, we are processing 21 per cent for meat and six per
cent in poultry products. This is the status of Indian food processing system. Food
processing in India is at a nascent stage. Less than 10 per cent of the total food in
India is processed as per the Government study of 2016. We have to take it up very
seriously. The food processing in India has a lot of scope and we have to take it up.
Sir, less than 10 per cent is processed in India and traded. In India, we have to gear
up by investing in necessary infrastructure which is very, very important. It requires
steady flow of raw materials from the farmers and meeting specific quality standards
at stable prices, and, so, ensuring steady flow of income to farmers can reduce
wastage particularly in perishable items. The Institute should be encouraged to build
bridges with industry, with farmers and farmer producer organizations and co-
operatives. This is the most required thing to develop these institutes. Income
generation potential of food processing should be a pricrity. Why | am telling you this
s0 that the primary producers can retain the larger share of value at the farm gate and
village level. The Standing Committee to which the Bill was referred has given very
valuable suggestions after an elaborate discussion with the stakeholders. They have
noted the Institute of Technology Act of 1961 recommends three Members of
Parliament to be in the Governing Council which is not there. | also demand that the
Parliament Members should be in this Governing Council. There are a lot of farmers
who are working with farm products and agricultural area. They can contribute more
in this system.

So, the
NIFTEM of Thanjavur and Kundli are not providing fee waiver. This is one of the
recommendations of the Standing Committee. As per the AICTE Act, fee waiver must
be given so that you can encourage a lot of bright people into this. They can be
trained and their employment opportunity will be a big opportunity for this. So, that is
one of the demands of mine to get very good skilled persons. We need to encourage
fee waiver into this. On the other hand, the Thanjavur Institute had recommended for
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fee waiver long back. That institute has not implemented it. | again demand that the
institute should waive the fee and encourage the rural students to come into the
system. ...(Interruptions)... Sir, | will take only a few seconds. Reservation to
SC/ST/OBCs should be implemented properly in these institutes, which has been
recommended by the Standing Committee.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI SURENDRA SINGH NAGAR): The next Speaker is Shri
Tiruchi Siva; you have two minutes.

SHRI TIRUCHI SIVA (Tamil Nadu): Sir, this legislation, namely, the National Institutes
of Fooed Technology, Entrepreneurship and Management Bill, 2019, proposes to
confer the status of national importance upon two institutes. One is the National
Institute of Food Technology Entrepreneurship and Management in Haryana and the
other one is the Indian Institute of Food Processing Technology in Thanjavur in Tamil
Nadu. | want only two simple clarifications from the hon. Minister. Whenever any
institute is elevated to the status of ‘national importance’ the question of reservation
comes up. It has been in practice that the institutes of national importance do not
follow the reservation policy which is hard-earned one. So, | think, if the Minister can
waive the apprehension that the reservations will not be affected in any manner, then
only, the attempt of making it an institute of national importance will be applicable.
Also, in the Board of Governors, the Central Government has got a Member, ex-
officic and two representatives having special knowledge in the field of food
processing industry nominated by the Central Government and one more member
also from the Central Government whereas there is only one representative from the
State Government. So, | would urge that since the Institutes are in certain States, the
number of State Governments’ representatives should be more. Otherwise, we have
an apprehension that every time the States’ powers are slowly going down. So, they
should have a say when an Institute is in a particular State, the number of
representatives should be equal. When the Chairman is also from the Central
Government and the Minister, and then all the nominees, all the members of the
Board of Governors are mostly from the Central Government or from other Institutes,
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the State Governments should also be given the due importance. My main issue is
about the reservation policy to be followed up by the Institute. Thank you very much.

DR. BANDA PRAKASH (Telangana): Mr. Vice-Chairman, Sir, | thank you very much
for giving me the opportunity to speak on this Bill. Sir, we support the Bill. This Bill
states that the two existing Institutions shall become the Institutes of National
Importance. Consequently the nomenclature of both the existing Institutions will be
individually called as National Institute of Food Technology and Entrepreneurship and
Management. Sir, particularly the food processing industry is expecting to expand at
the growth rate of 11.5 per cent in the coming days. India being the third largest
producer of all the food items, there will be more demand for such courses in the
country. Presently, as per the reports, 1,12,633 technical workmen requirement is
there in the food sector. At the lower level also, only about 10,000 trained technical
people are available whereas demand is for more than 1,00,000. If you take into
consideration the unorganized sector, this will cross more than 5,00,000 people. Sir,
in view of this, | request hon. Minister that like other Institutions of National
Importance like [IMs and IITs, it should not just confine only to two Institutes. |
request the hon. Minister 1o expand it for more Institutions in different parts of the
country. | would like to submit to the hon. Minister that our Telangana Government is
doing a good work in food processing industry, particularly in agriculture sector,
fishery and veterinary sectors. They have brought a lot of reforms. Our production
has also increased in a multilevel. Wherever there is a demand for such institutions, |
request hon. Minister to expand these Institutions and give it to the new areas, new
places of the country. | also totally endorse the opinion whatever the other Members
of Parliament have expressed about the representation of Parliamentarians, two from
Lok Sabha and one from Rajya Sabha, should be there on all the prime Institutions or
Institutions of National Importance. Similarly, a provision should be made in this case
also. The other point is about the reservation policy. It should be implemented and
fee reimbursement or fee concession should be there for SC, ST and OBC and
economically weaker students. Thank you, Sir.

SHRI SUBHAS CHANDRA BOSE PILLI (Andhra Pradesh): Sir, | thank you for giving
me this opportunity 1o speak on National Institutes of Technology Entrepreneurship
and Management Bill, 2019. This Bill confers the status of Institutions of National
Importance to the National Institute of Food Technology, Entrepreneurship and
Management at Kundli, Haryana and the Indian Institute of Food Processing
Technology at Thanjavur, Tamil Nadu. The object of the Bill, that is, to improve the
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research at these two institutions and to take the challenges faced by the
stakeholders in the food technology sector will definitely help the food processing
sector of the country.

Mr. Vice-Chairman, Sir, thank you for giving me an opportunity to speak on
the National Institute of Food Technology, Entrepreneurship and Management Bill,
2019. Sir, this bill confers the status of Institution of National Importance to the
National Institute of Food Technology, Entrepreneurship and Management (NIFTEI\/I)
at Kundli, Haryana, and the Indian Institute of Food Processing Technology (IIFPT)
at Thanjavur, Tamil Nadu.

The objective of the Bill is to improve research at these two institutions and to
tackle the challenges faced by the stakeholders in the food technology sector. It will
definitely help the food processing sector of the country. And as food Processing is a
labour-intensive industry, it will help in providing localized employment opportunities
and thus will reduce the need of migration.

| would first like to highlight some of the problems faced by the food
processing sector at present and how this Bill can address those issues. Firstly, India
is the world's second largest producer of fruits & vegetables after China but hardly 2
per cent of the produce is processed. Secondly, in spite of a large production by our
farmers, the level of processing is low. Approximately 2 per cent of fruits and
vegetables, 8 per cent marine, 35 per cent milk and 6 per cent poultry are processed.
Lack of adeguate processable varieties continues to pose a significant challenge to
this sector.

Now, through this legislation, better quality research would be done at the two
institutions which will ultimately help in reducing wastages, increase value addition,
ensure better prices for farmers while ensuring availability of affordable and guality
produce to consumers.

The farming economy of the country cannot progress unless the food
processing technology is advanced and provide better sclutions by connecting to the
farm fields and offering high quality processed food in the market. This can then be
even exported to other countries.
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| would like to congratulate these two institutions. They have done great work
on food technology so far and have definitely earned the status of the Institutes of
National Importance.

| would request the Central Government to establish an institution of national
importance in Andhra Pradesh also. We have a talented pool of researchers and
highly motivated students who are ready to shoulder responsibility of developing the
food technology sector of the country. By extending this responsibility to more
institutions, we can position India as the most preferred investment destination for
the agri-business and food processing in future. With this, on behalf of ocur party, |
support the Bill.

SHRI KANAKAMEDALA RAVINDRA KUMAR (Andhra Pradesh): Thank you Sir, for
giving me this opportunity. The main objective of the Bill is to give naticnal

importance to the two institutions. My grievance is with regard to the Board of
Governors, which manages the entire institute. My main grievance is that the farmer
should be included in the Board of Governors. Likewise, as per the
recommendations of the Standing Committee, Members of Parliament also should be
included. Andhra Pradesh is also one of the largest States contributing to the food
production of the country. There is a need to establish a branch of this institute in
Andhra Pradesh.

Sir, adulteration of food items is a major issue. For this purpose, skill
development has to be taken care of by these two institutes in order to prevent food
adulteration, suggest modalities and implement a mechanism to be created for this
purpose. There has to be a mechanism, though institutes are not directly related to
prevention. So, skill development has to be taken care of by this legislation.
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And, while framing rules, sufficient focus should be given on storage capacity
of foodgrains and adulteration. There is no sufficient representation of States in the
Board of Governors. So, States should be given proper representation in the Board
of Governors. Thank you.
