DR. M. THAMBIDURAI (Tamil Nadu): Mr. Deputy Chairman, thank you very much
for giving me the opportunity to participate in the Appropriation Bill. | know very well
the limitations of the Bill, as others said.

SHRI PRASHANTA NANDA (Odisha): Mr. Deputy Chairman, Sir, while supporting
this Bill, | would like to highlight some issues regarding financial relations between the
Centre and the States which | think the Minister can clarify when he or she replies.

Sir, my first issue is about percentage of Central share in SDRMF. As per the
recommendations of the Fourteenth Finance Commission, the sharing pattern in
SDRF ought to be in the ratio of 90210 for the Centre and States respectively. But the
Union  Government, in the Explanatory Memorandum, accepted the
recommendations of the Fourteenth Finance Commission with modification that the
percentage share of the States will continue to be as before, that is, 75:25, and that
once GST is in place, the recommendation of the Fourteenth Finance Commission on
disaster relief would be fully implemented. Accordingly, the Government of India
released their share in the ratic of 20310 for the year 2018-19. It was intimated by the
Government of India that since GST has not been stabilized, the competent authority

has decided that during the Fourteenth Finance Commission award period, the share
or contribution of the Centre in State Disaster Response Fund shall remain in the
same ratio as it was in the Thirteenth Finance Commission award period.

The Fifteenth Finance Commission has also recommended sharing pattern in
State Disaster Risk Management Fund in the ratio of 75:25 between Centre and
States for 2020-21. As per the Disaster Risk Index, which is called DRI, worked out
by the Commission for the States, the score of Odisha is 90 out of 100. Will the
Finance Minister allow sharing pattern of 0:10 in SDRMF as a special dispensation for
Odisha?

Sir, my next point is about estimation of Central share in AIBP projects at
realistic level. Eight major and medium irrigation projects, earlier funded under
Accelerated Irrigation Benefit Project, have now been identified for completion by a
definite timeframe under the Pradhan Mantri Krishi Sinchai Yojana. However, the
Ministry of Water Resources has approved the cost estimate of these projects as on
1%t April, 2012 with 20 per cent price escalation for determination of grant component.
At 2016 prices, the Revised Estimates of these eight projects identified for completion
are much higher. If this is taken into account, the State will have to effectively bear
about 75 per cent of the revised cost including the cost of establishment from State
share instead of 40 per cent as envisaged under the scheme. Recently, the
Government of India has approved the cost estimate of these projects at 2016 prices
for sanction of loan from Long Term Irrigation Fund to finance the State share.
However, the Central share has not been revised and kept at the price level of 1%
April, 2012 with 20 per cent price escalation only.

Sir, my third issue is about the funding requirement for telecom infrastructure
for the State of Odisha. Odisha has 10 LWE districts and 10 aspirational districts. The
coastal districts of the State are affected by frequent natural calamities like cyclones,
floods and storms. A reliable telecom system is a must for governance and disaster
mitigation in a State like Odisha.

As per DOT data, there are 6,627 number of uncovered villages even for the
basic voice connectivity. The private telecom operators do not invest in the rural
areas of the State as there is no viable business case for them. Therefore, it is
imperative on the Government to take lead in building a reliable ecosystem for the
delivery of digital services up to the GP level. Sir, my question ist Will the hon.
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Minister take steps for provision of Rs.5,650 crore towards covering uncovered
villages in LWE -affected and aspirational districts of Odisha?

My next point is about steep increase in State's share of Gentrally Sponsored
Schemes. Delinking of eight Centrally Sponsored Schemes from Central support,
abolition of Normal Central Assistance and a steep increase in State's share of
Centrally Sponsored Schemes has imposed severe financial burden on the State. For
example, Pradhan Mantri Gram Sadak Yojana was earlier fully funded by Government
of India. But, now the share of Government of India has come down to 60 per cent
whereas the State has to pay 40 per cent of it now. Such change in sharing pattern of
the Centrally Sponsored Schemes has cast a huge additional financial burden on the
State leading to much less resources for the State schemes appropriate to our needs.

| will then come to Cess on coal. The Centre has raised the Clean Environment
Cess on coal from Rs.200 to Rs.400 per tonne. The State Government have
requested for renaming the cess as ' Environment and Rehabilitation Cess" and for
earmarking of 60 per cent of cess to coal bearing States as they have to bear the cost
of environmental degeneration and rehabilitation. This point was raised by Odisha in
the GST Council meeting but the Council has decided that the entire proceeds of the
cess would be used for GST Compensation Fund which is meant for all the States'
share in the Coal Cess.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Please conclude Mr. Prashanta Nanda. Your time is
over, please conclude.

SHRI PRASHANTA NANDA: Sir, my question is: Wil the Government of India
rename the cess as ' Environment and Rehabilitation Cess” and earmark 60 per cent
of the cess to coal bearing States?

Lastly, although a number of Thermal Power Plants (TPPs) across India,
including those of NTPC Ltd., have very high power cost and obsolete technology
and also have outlived their useful life, DISCOMs are forced to continue with Power
Purchase Agresments (PPAs) with the TPPs due to lack of any inbuilt Exit Clause.
This also creates financial hardship for the DISCOMs when they have to comply with
the Renewable Purchase Obligation (RPO) target set by MNRE/SERCs.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN? Please conclude.

SHRI PRASHANTA NANDA: State should not be compelled to procure high cost
power from such old thermal power plants. These plants should be retired.
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MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Thank you Prashanta Nandaj. Your time is over.

SHRI PRASHANTA NANDA: Sir, one line and it is over. It is, therefore, requested to
terminate the PPAs for which consent of the DISCOMs have not been taken to take
up R&M to enhance plant life. This will not only reduce the burden on the DISCOMs
but also optimize the use of national resources. | would like the hon. Minister to clarify
my guestions. Thank you.

SHRI JOGINIPALLY SANTOSH KUMAR (Telangana): Thank you Mr. Deputy
Chairman, Sir, for giving me this opportunity to speak on Appropriation Bills and other
Bills taken together, for their consideration and return. | would say this is a huge
Legislative Business. The discussion, including 79 Grants and Appropriations, is a
part of gross additional spending estimated to be Rs.6.28 trillion after accounting for
Rs.2.15 trillion of savings and reallocation from Ministries’ underutilized funds. If one
locks into cash outgo, Rs. 64,598 crore is for enhanced expenditure for fertilizer
subsidy under Atmanirbhar Abhivaan. Against the background of ongoing farmers'
agitation, it is not surprising that the Union Budget has not proposed any radical
reforms of the existing fertilizer subsidy regime.

Sir, in fact, the Budget presented by the Finance Minister has the backdrop of
COVID Pandemic. COVID had seriously impacted not only lives but also livelihoods
across the world and India is no exception. The House must agree that how Finance
Minister grappled this unprecedented situation is praiseworthy. So, all kudos to hon.
Finance Minister. Our GDP growth steadily decreased from 8.1 per cent in last
quarter of 2017-18 to 3.1 per cent in last quarter of 2019-2020. The Indian Economy is
expected to sink further to 8 per cent during 2021. But, the positive aspect is that we
have been able to bounce back in the third quarter of 2020-21.

The only way the Union Government could support the additional expenditure
on healthcare and other essential expenditure aimed at job creation such as
MGNREGA, free distribution of food grains, etc., was through borrowing an
additional amount of Rs. 10.52 lakh crores. This has led to a historical high fiscal
deficit of 9.5 per cent against the expected deficit of 6.8 per cent of GDP in 2020-21.
To this extent, the Union Government acted swiftly to avoid further damage to
economy. So, | congratulate the Government, particularly, Nirmala Sitharamanyi for
this.

Keeping in tune with 'COVID demands', the Budget year marked an
expenditure of Rs. 2.23 lakh crores in the coming year on health and wellbeing. This
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is 137 per cent increase from last year. Although this includes expenditure on
vaccination, including the Grants by the Finance Commission, outlay on drinking
water and sanitation of about Rs. 60,000 crores and Rs. 2,700 crores for nutrition are
most welcome.

The Appropriation Bill includes Defence Services. The capital outlay for the
Armed Forces was increased by nearly 19 per cent with total ocutlay of Rs. 4.78 lakh
crores. With our standoff with China, the Government keeps its purse strings loose
for Defence expenditure despite the pandemic.

Sir, if you look at the capital expenditure on Road Transport and Highways, it is
equally high and noteworthy, that is Rs. 1.80 lakh crores. With all said and done, the
areas of concern are: Lower provisioning for social sector schemes such as
MGNREGA. It has decreased from Rs 1.11 lakh crores to Rs. 73,000 crores. Sir, Rs.
2.87 lakh crore is allocated for Jal Jeevan Mission, over six years, to give piped and
safe drinking water to 2.8 crore households. In Telangana, we have already achieved
more than 98 per cent target by mobilizing resources of the State and borrowing from
financial institution through our flagship programme Mission Bhagiratha by spending
Rs. 30,000 crores. Under the dynamic leadership of our hon. Chief Minister Shri
K.Chandrasekhar Rao garu, Mission Bhagiratha has become role model for the
country and inspiration for Jal Jeevan Mission. Tax devolution to States is heavily
impacted as there is reduction in revenue receipts of the Union. Secondly,
performing States have been penalized by the 15" Finance Commission.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Please conclude now.

SHRI JOGINIFALLY SANTOSH KUMAR: Yes, Sir. | would be failing in my duty if |
have not raised issues relating to my State Telangana. There were a lot of
expectations from the Government of India that it would give a special package of Rs.
25,105 crores under various heads. It is expected that the Centre will compensate the
State under Jal Jeevan Mission for completing Mission Bhagiratha. They would
release an amount of Rs. 1,350 crores, each year Rs. 450 crore, for the year 2019-20,
2020-21 and 2021-22, under the package of the development of backward regions of
the State as mandated under Section 94(2) of the AP Reorganisation Act. Dues
amounting to Rs.817.61 crores...

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Please conclude now.

SHRI JOGINIPALLY SANTOSH KUMAR: Just a moment, Sir. On the whole, if all
these policies announced are implemented earnestly, there is a hope that India will
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bounce back quickly from the havoc caused to the economy by Covid. With these
words, | support the proposal of the hon. Finance Minister and commend the Bill to
be passed and returned.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Now, Shri V. Vijayasai Reddy.

SHRI V. VIJAYASAI REDDY (Andhra Pradesh): Sir, the Finance Minister has done a
great job. | will call it as tremendously great job in presenting an expansionary
Budget. However, my concern is that in the idea of expansion, Andhra Pradesh is
missed out. This is what my cause of concern is. | would like to explain it. | will not
take much time. Give me only six minutes. Coming to the Ministry of Railways, |
request the hon. Minister of Railways, who is not present in the House, and | would
like to remind him that A.P. Reorganisation Act was passed seven years back but,
still, the Railway Zone with Vizag as headquarters is yet to be constituted.

[THE VICE-GHAIRMAN (DR. SASMIT PATRA) in the Chair. ]

The BJP Government has taken almost seven years and no action has been
initiated. | request the hon. Railway Minister to immediately act on that. While
retaining the Waltair Division, the Vishakhapatnam railway zone may be created
instantaneously so that what has been stipulated in the Act can be fulfiled. Coming
to the revised cost of Polavaram Project, the Central Water Commission has
recommended Rs.55,656 crores as revised cost estimates for Polavaram Project.
However, the Central Government for the past one year is yet to act on that and it has
not been cleared. Anuragjiis present here and | expect Anuragy to respond to this.
Thirdly, | come to Vishakhapatnam. In fact, Andhra Pradesh is one of the biggest
States even though it is bifurcated. The Central Administrative Tribunal which is very
important is yet to be constituted. Andhra Pradesh requires textile parks which have
been promised. Andhra Pradesh needs Central Government assistance to build
mega textile parks in Anantapur and Nellore districts under MITRA scheme. This
promise has to be fulfilled and | request the hon. Minister to address this. Another
promise that has been made in the Reorganisation Act is the National Institute of
Fashion Technology in Visakhapatnam. That is also a dream which is yet to be
fulfiled by the Government of India. One issue which | would like to bring to the
notice of the hon. Minister of Rural Development is that the Ministry has delisted the
works relating to coffee plantation from permissible activities under MGNREGA. Sir,
you know that in Andhra Pradesh, the Araku and Paderu areas, the entire area is full
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of tribal population and no other person can even buy land. If you delete it from the
permissible list of MGNREGA, what will happen to the Scheduled Tribes? In fact, in
Araku and Paderu, now they are all without wages and would lose Rs. 15,000 per acre
per year. So | urge upon the hon. Finance Minister to restore it and MGNREGA may
be applied to them also. Sir, | will not take much time.

Now | come to the last and very important item and | wish that hon. Vice-
Chairman and Anuragfi would also listen to this. Prior to GST regime, all the
endowments and charitable activities in Andhra Pradesh were exempted from sales
tax. Now, what happened, after GST is introduced? And BJP claims to be a
torchbearer of Hindus and Hindu temples! | will explain to you what is happening
now. Temples enjoyed exemption during the previous regime, prior to GST regime.
Now, there are several things.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (DR. SASMIT PATRA): Hon. Member, please conclude.

SHRI V. VIJAYASAI REDDY: Sir, | have got six minutes to speak and | have spoken
only for four minutes till now. The Tirumala Tirupati Devasthanam (TTD) in Andhra
Pradesh pays about Rs.120 crores as GST every year. And, it can claim only refund
of Rs.9 crores. Eventually, Rs.111 crore is the net GST being paid by TTD. Earlier,
prior to GST, it was zero. Secondly, about the Prasadam; the Prasadam is exempted
from GST. When you buy the ingredients for producing prasadam, on all ingredients,
the GST is paid. Where is the credit for the GST on raw materials that is being
purchased? There is nothing. So, | want this to be addressed by the hon. Minister.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (DR. SASMIT PATRA): Hon. Member, please conclude. You
have run out of time.

SHRI V. VIJAYASAI REDDY: Sir, thirdly, about cottages. Who are the people staying
in cottages? It is all pilgrims. Why are you charging GST on rent of cottages? This is
also totally unjustified.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (DR. SASMIT PATRA): Hon. Member, please conclude. You
have already exceeded by one minute.

SHRI V. VIJAYASAI REDDY: Itis not a hotel. It is a service to the devotees. |request
the hon. Minister to address it. And, further, there are tonnes of foreign currency
notes and also foreign country coins which are lying in TTD and the Central
Government has to address this problem and reimburse it to TTD. As they are
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claiming to be the Hindu party, | request the BJP to address and do justice to the
Hindus. Thank you.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (DR. SASMIT PATRA): Thank you. Now, Prof. Ram Gopall
Yadav.

SHRI KANAKAMEDALA RAVINDRA KUMAR (Andhra Pradesh): Sir, with regard to
this Bill, | must congratulate the hon. Finance Minister for introducing these Bills as
also bringing in the Appropriation Bill. Without speaking on those, you may wonder as
to why | congratulated the hon. Finance Minister. Andhra Pradesh is alsc a part of our
country. | requested the hon. Finance Minister to note the issues raised by me in due
course because some funds have to be allocated out of the Consolidated Fund of
India to the State of Andhra Pradesh. In the year 2014, the Andhra Pradesh was
bifurcated into Andhra Pradesh and Telangana. The Residuary State of Andhra
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Pradesh has been suffering with deficit Budget and financial constraints. In spite of
that, the present Government came to power on the basis of assurances given to the
public saying, 'if you give 25 Lok Sabha seats, it will get the Special Status. Then
alone Andhra Pradesh would get employment and other benefits.' Unfortunately, they
have forgotten everything. They did not make any demand about that alsc though
they were given 22 seats. Unfortunately, the Central Government has taken this stand
that since the Fourteenth Finance Commission did not recommend grant of Special
Status, the Union Government refused to give the status to Andhra Pradesh. Now,
the Fifteenth Finance Commission has reduced the tax share from 4.3 per cent to 4
per cent. It is a double whammy on Andhra Pradesh. So, additional grants may kindly
be given to Andhra Pradesh.

Secondly, the DPR for Polavaram and the project cost is yet to be approved by
the Finance Minister. The Jal Shakti Ministry says that it is with the Finance Minister.
Sir, the revised cost estimates of Rs. 55,650 crores as per the Technical Advisory
Committee may kindly be approved and the project may be completed before April,
2022 deadline. Unfortunately, the present Government, on the ground of reverse
tendering, kept aside the Polavaram project and halted it for some time. They did
not commence the construction earlier. Recently, it has commenced but is in slow
progress. But, it will not meet the needs of the public if the Government is adopting
such an attitude. The Central Government is also not taking much care with regard
to allocation of funds. Now, there is a proposal from the Central Government to
reduce the allocation though it was declared a national project as per the Andhra
Pradesh Reorganisation Act.

Thirdly, there is no mention about the allocation for AIIMS, Mangalagiri, in the
Budget for 2021-22. You have given a lot of thrust on the health and wellness in this
year's Budget, and the Budget allocation has gone up by 137 per cent. But, not
even a single rupee is allocated to AlIMS.

Sir, the Railways Minister announced new railway zone for Vizag, in 2019, as
per the provisions of the Andhra Pradesh Reorganisation Act. But, no funds have
been allocated till now and no territorial jurisdiction has been finalized yet. The
people of Andhra Pradesh are also perplexed as to why the funds have not been
allocated. Kindly do justice with regard to that. | myself have been raising this issue
since 2018.

Sir, the Central Government's Cabinet has taken a decision to privatize RINL--
that is, the Vizag Steel Plant--which has really shaken the entire Andhra Pradesh.
The people, trade unions, public representatives, families and workers of all walks of
life are on roads to protest against the move of the Government of India with regard
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to the disinvestment of RINL. The hon. Minister should understand that this is the
result of huge sacrifices made by the pecple of Andhra Pradesh. Also, a large battle
was fought under the leadership of the then Opposition leader, late Tarimela
Nagireddy. 63 MLAs had resigned at that time for the purpose of Vizag Steel Plant. It
was in profits till recently. But, it was forced to take loan of more than Rs. 22,000
crores from the market at 14 per cent interest which is exorbitant, since captive
mines had not been allocated to this. Had the captive mines been allocated, the
Vizag Steel Plant would have run smoothly without any debt or loss.

Finally, Sir, the financial status of Andhra Pradesh is in mess. As per the
Budget figures, the Government of Andhra Pradesh has taken loans of Rs. 63,000
crores in 2019-20. As per CAG Report, Government of Andhra Pradesh has taken
loan of Rs. 73,811 cores in 2020-21 up to January, 2020, against the target of Rs.
48,295 crores.

As per the statement of Andhra Pradesh Finance Minister, the Government of
Andhra Pradesh is going to take loans to the tune of Rs. 2 lakh crores and if you look
at the gross debt of Andhra Pradesh, as per CAG, it is at a staggering Rs. 3.73 lakh
crores. This clearly indicates where the State is going and where the present
Government is taking State finances to. After looking at all this, it reminds me of a
Telugu movie called 'Appu Chesi Pappu Koodu." It means, 'living off debts.’ This is
precisely the reason why vou should come to the rescue of Andhra Fradesh.
Otherwise, we will be doomed and ruined.

Sir, the Central Government has granted several funds on several schemes to
the State of Andhra Pradesh, including construction of houses under NREGA and
also Urban Housing Scheme.

Allocation for
FPuducherry is not even the half of what the 14™ Finance Commission has
recommended.

Additional provision of Rs. 1.45 crore voted in the revenue section on account
of the expenditure to be incurred in connection with the local body elections in the UT.

An additional provision of just Rs. 7.42 crore has been provided in the
education sector for purchase of free textbooks for Government schools. This
amount should be significantly higher given the huge crisis created in the education
sector after the Covid pandemic, particularly, for the students from weaker sections.

According to the 14" Finance Commission, Puducherry was to receive Rs.
2,731 crore but it received only Rs. 1,545 crores, that is roughly around half of what
was asked, Sir.
