(b) & (c) This Ministry administers a Centrally Sponsored Scheme (CSS) for
“Establishment of new medical colleges attached with existing district/referral
hospitals”. Establishment of 157 new Medical Colleges has been approved under
the scheme in three phases. The fund sharing ratio between the Centra
Government and States under the Scheme is 90:10 for NE/Special Category States
and 60:40 for other States. Under the Scheme, a new medical college can be taken
up by upgradation of a district hospital. As per the Scheme guidelines, such
projects can be approved in districts where there are no pre existing Government

or private medical college.

Under Phase-l of the Scheme, 58 districts in 20 StatesUT have been
approved for establishment of medical colleges. Total cost of establishment of one
Medical College under this Phase is Rs.189 crore. Entire Central Share of
Rs.7541.10 crore has been released to the State/UT Governments for these
medical colleges. Out of these 58 medical colleges, 46 have become functional.

Details are at Annexure-I1.

Under Phase-ll of the Scheme (launched in February, 2018), 24 new
medical collegesin 8 States have been approved. The total cost of establishment
of one Medica College under this Phase is Rs.250 crore. Funds to the tune of
Rs.3150.70 crore have been released to the State /UT Governments. Details are at

Annexure-111.

Under Phase-Il1 of the Scheme launched in August, 2019, 75 new medical
colleges have been approved in 18 States/UTs. The total cost of establishment of
one Medical College under this Phase is Rs.325 crore. Funds to the tune of
Rs.4143.41 crore have been released to the State /UT Government. Details are at

Annexure-1V.



The Ministry aso administers a Centrally Sponsored Scheme for Up-
Gradation of Central/State Government Medical Colleges for increase of MBBS
seats in existing medical colleges. Under the scheme of increase of MBBS one
time grant is provided for infrastructure and equipments. Till date, 48 Medica
Colleges have been approved under the scheme to increase 3325 MBBS seat and
Rs. 2451.1 Crore have been released to the State Governments. Details are at

AnnexureV.

The Ministry aso administers a Centrally Sponsored Scheme for
strengthening and upgradation of State Government medical colleges for starting
new PG disciplines and increasing PG seats. Under Phase | of the Scheme (2009-
10 to 2019-20), funds were released for increasing 4058 seats. Under Phase Il of
the Scheme, launched in 2018, a total of 16 Government medical colleges have
been approved for increasing 1741 PG seats. The Scheme entails funding of
Rs.1.20 crore per seat. Detaills are at Annexure VI & VII.

Under the Pradhan Mantri Swasthya Suraksha Yojana (PMSSY), the
Ministry has taken up upgradation of 69 existing Government Medical Colleges/
Institutions in the country for setting up of Super Speciaty Block. Details are at
Annexure VIII.
