(@) to (c): The Government of India launched the National Translation Mission
(NTM) to make knowledge based texts accessible through translation in all
Indian languages listed in the 8% Schedule of the Constitution of India. NTM is
run by Central Institute of Indian Languages (CIIL), Mysore which is a
subordinate office under this Ministry. The aims and objectives of the scheme
are:

- Promotion and publication of knowledge text translation into Indian
Languages.

- Creation of high quality corpus of knowledge based texts in Indian
languages through translation and high quality translation tools such
dictionaries and thesauri

- Provide support for research and development on software for

translation word net, etc and accreditation for translators

The following activities are conducted under the scheme of NTM.

Copyright procurement

Translation education

Translation tools
