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Demand to include Kallanai in World heritage list

SHRI TIRUCHI SIVA (Tamil Nadu): The grand Anaikut also known as Kallanai is
an ancient dam built on the Cauvery river in the State of Tamil Nadu. It was built by
the Chola king, Karikalan, around the first century AD. and is considered one of the
oldest water diversion or water regulator structures in the world, still in use. The
Kallanai is a massive dam of unhewn stone 329 metres long and 20 metres wide a~ross
the mainstream of Cauvery. The purpose of the dam was to divert waters of the
Cauvery across the fertile delta region for irrigation vig canals. The dam is still in
excellent condition and served as a model to later engineers including the Sir Arthur
Cotton’s 19th Century dam across the Kollidam, a major tributary of the Cauvery. The
area irrigated by the ancient irrigation network of which the dam was the centrepiece
was 69,000 acres. By the early 20th century, the irrigated area bad been increased to
about one million acres. Hence, owing to its ancient nature and as per clause (iv) of
the selection criteria, which states to be an outstanding example of a type of building,
architectural or technological ensemble, or landscape which illustrates significant
stages in human history, Kullanai may be included in the World Heritage List.
